Gov. Emie Fletcher signed 
an executive order Monday 
calling lawmakers back to 
Frankfort at 4 p .m. Tbursday at 
a cost to taxpayers of about 
$60,000 per day. Fletcher's to­
do list for legislators includes 
considering financial incen-

tives for companies interested 
in building alternative fuel 
plants in the state and giving 
active duty and reserve military 
families a state income tax 
break.

At 10:20 a.m. last Friday, 
Kentucky State Police 
received a call from some­
one who said they had 
found the body of 70-year­
old Mack Blanken hip at 
his residence. The caller 
advised police that 
Blankenship had been sboL 

Upon their arrival, ofti­
cers also found the body of 
a second victi.m, 28-year­
old Brandi Daugherty, of 
Freeburn, in the back bed­
lOom of Blankenship's resi­
dence. 

Multiple officers and 
detectives worked through 
the night on Friday follow­
ing leads in both Pike 
County and Buchanan 
County, Virginia. 

KSP say that robbery is 
believed to be the motive 
for the killings. KSP 
Trooper Scott Hopkins says 
there have not been any 
arrests in the case yet, but 
detectives working the case 
were in Frankfort on 
Tuesday reviewing evi· 
dence at the crime lab in an 
attempt to gain more infor­
mation from the tests being 
conducted. 

KSP says they are unable 
to release any information 
on any potential suspects at 
lhis time due to tbe informa­
tion known on1y to the 
investigators.

Corps urges safety on water 
HUNTINGTON, W.Va - With the 

Fourth of July holiday upon us. the U.S. 
Anny Corps of Engineer Huntington 
District is asking everyone to practice 
water safety when they are on the water. 

Each year in the L'.S. there are approx­
imately 6.000 drowning-related deaths. 
In many cases. the drowning occurs 
because people under-estimate the power 
of the water and over-e timate their 
wimming ability. However, other factors 

play a role, inclucling abuse of alcohol, 
hypothermia and neglecting to wear a life 
jacket. 

Shreda Gorum. safety specialist and 
water ·afety expert for the Huntington 
Dislrict, encourages those planning on 
enjoying water-related activities this 
summer to always remember to wear 
their life-jacket-just having the life-sav­
ing device on board is not enough. 

"The Corps of Engineers welcomes 
visitors from all walks of life to come and 
enjoy themselves at the beautiful Jakes 
entrusted to our care," Gorum aid. "This 
year we're asking all of our visitors to 
partner with u and be Water Safety 
Ambassadors. We' re encouraging every­
one to wear life jackets when on the water 

and we're asking everyone to pass the 
word along." 

Huntington District Commander 
Colonel Dana Hur t also takes water safe­
ty seriously aJld has taken a leadership 
role in reducing the number of water­
related accidents and drowning. 

··on May 25, 2007. l enacted a ban on 
cliff div1ng/jumping in Corps-managed 
lake. located within the Huntington 
Distnct,'' Hurst said. "Cliff jumping/div­
ing is a reckless and potentially danger­
ous activity that has always been trongly 
discouraged on Huntington District 
lakes.'· 

Over the next several week , the 
Huntington District will increase boat 
patrol and is ue warning to tho e vio­
lating the ban. The ban establishes guide­
lines that . tate a per on cannot enter the 
water of a Corps-managed lake within the 
Huntington District from a height greater 
than one's own height. 

"l have po ted warnings at Huntington 
District projects alerting users of the dan­
gers associated with cliff jumping/diving 
and advising them of the ban," say Hurst. 

Failure to heed warnings may result in 
citation with a penalty of up to $5.000 or 

federal imprisonment. 
As a reminder, Huntington District 

lakes where the ban is now in effect 
include: Alum Creek, Deer Creek, 
Delaware, Dillon, Korth Branch of 
Kokosing and Paint Creek Lake in Ohio; 
Beech Fork, Bluestone. Burnsville, East 
Lynn. R.D. Bailey, Summer. ville, and 
Sutton Lake in West Virginia; Dewey. 
Fishtrap, Grayson, Paintsville and 
Yatesville Lakes in Kentucky; and John 
W. Flannagan and North Fork of Pound 
Lakes in Vrrginia. 

With the sununer recreation ea on in 
full swing. the Huntington District asks 
that everyone use a common sense 
approach when enjoying our beautiful 
lake and recreational facilities. Be afe. 
wear your life jacket. never swim alone. 
e pecially in unfamiliar waters, don't dive 
into rivers or lakes. and most imponantly 
remember that water recreation and alco­
hol don't mix.

"The key to food protection 
is simple: Keep hot food hot, 
and keep cold food cold." said 
Christine Atkinson. manager 
of the food safety branch. 

Here are ~orne food safety 
guidelines co foJiow to help 
prevent illnes from improper­
ly prepared, cooked or stored 
food. 

• Wash hands before eat­
ing or preparing food, after 
using the restroom, between 
handling raw and ready-to-eat 
items and after handling pets. 
Wash with hot soapy water 
and dry with paper towels. 

• To anitite surfaces, use

Incredibly, in a nation whose fundamental charter contains 

e words "Congress shall make no law abridging the free-
1om of peech," it is a criminal offense for corporations, 
l).nions or interest groups such as Right to Life or the 

merican Civil Liberties Union to speak freely in the form 
af paid adverti ing about the merits of a political candidate 
~uring the final days of an eJection campaign. Political • Cldvertising has long been held by the court to be protected 
$eech. But the McCain-Feingold campaign finance reform 
~ct severely limits who can ~peak during a political campaign 
<lnd when. 

Rather than tossing out the act as it <>hould have, the court 
in a S-4 ruling struck down some provisions of the law that 
ltntit the ability of interest groups to weigh in with advenis­
ipg 30 days before a primary and 60 days before a general 
t:;lection. 
I But the opinion leave intact the bulk of McCain-Feingold, 

and that's a mi ed opportunity. Groups that want to run 
1 

litical ads still will be subject to lawsuits, and cases still 
ill have to be decided ad by ad. 
It would have been oetter had the court thrown out toe 
tire act, which lia. been ip~ffective anywa~ in keepi 

t ney out of campaign , and advised Congres to instead 
devote its attention to making sure that the sponsors of all 
political ads are promptly and fully identified to voters. 

Those who hope to use money to influence an election will 
always find a path for their dollars. McCain-Feingold has 
failed to limit the amount of money spent on campaign . 

Disclosure is a more effective tool to protect the integrity 
of the political proce and would better serve the interests of 
voters. 

The court's other speech ruling dealt with a high school 
• tudent's right to unfurl a 14-foot banner reading "Bong Hits 
4 Jesus" at a school-sanctioned outdoor event. The high 
school principal asked the students to take the banner down. 
All but one cooperated. That student, Joseph Frederick, 
received a 1 0-day suspension. later cut to eight days by the 
chool district. 

t The student sued, saying his First Amendment rights had 
een violated, and sought damages against the principal, who 
ontended the banner violated the di trict's anti-drug poli­

Cies. 
The high court rightly declined to second-guess the princi­

pal, but based its ruling on the evils of the banner's apparent 
pro-drug message. The issue is not what the banner said, but 
whether school officials have the right to impo e reasonable 
restrictions on student behavior during school hours. 

Students should have the right to express their views in a 
non-disruptive manner, as the court has held in previous rul­
ings. But it's hard to see how flapping a 14-foot banner at a 

hool event could be anything but di ·ruptive, and that' 
where the court should have left things.

Bush's tyranny

The news media seemed too preoc­
cuyied with Paris Hilton· detention to 

bnotjc~ • .but a U, . appeals court last 
. ·t! blow for liberty. 

'A:lhree-judg p ' · bf the! U.S. Fourth 
Circutt Coun of Appeals ruled that the 
Bush administration may not declare a 
US. resident, whether a citizen or not. 
an ''enemy combatant," throw him in 
a military prison, and hold him with­
out charge indefinitely - all without 
judicial review. Try hun in the Civilian 
courts or let him go, the judges said. 

This double affirmation of habeas 
corpus and defendants' rights is a 
tunning setback for President Bu<:h's 

anempt to assert autocratic power 
under cover of his "war on teJTOr." 

The government alleges that Ali 
Saleh Kahlah ai-Marri, a married stu­
dent at Bradley University in Peoria, 
Ill., and a Clltz.en of Qatar (a country 
with which the administration is not at 
war), is an al-Qaeda "sleeper agent" 
who volunteered for a "martyr mis­
sion" in the United States. He was ini­
tially charged with criminal posses­
sion of credit-card numbers and mak­
mg false statements to the FBI and on 
bank forms. But when he asked the 
court to uppress evidence on grounds 
that he had been tortured, the adminis­
tration moved to dismiss the charges. 
declared him an ··enemy combatant." 
and put him a naval brig. 

''Even assuming the truth of the 

Government's allegations, the 
President Jacks power to order the 
military to seLLe and indefinitely 
detain al-Maui,'' Judge Diana 
Gnbbon Mot.r. wrbte in the 2-l major­
ity opinion. "If the Government accu­
rately de crihcs ai-Marri's conduct, he 
has committed grave crimes. But we 
have found no authority for holding 
that the evtdence offered by the 
Government affords a basis ror treat­
lllg ai-Marri as an enemy combatant, 
onis a~thihg other than a civiliatt" 

J ' Th decision is important because 
the Military Commissions Act, passed 
last year, purported to abolish habeas 
corpus for ''alien ." The court aid, 
however, that this prov1sion applies 
not lo civilians living m the United 
States, but only Lo deta1nees at 
Guantanamo Bay, Cuba, who were 
apprehended in Afghanistan and other 
foreign locations. Thus , unfonunately, 
the status of the mere suspects at 
Guantanamo wao;; lefl unchanged. But 
the ruling is important nonethele%. 

"Congress,'' the ~.:ourt said, "sought 
... to preserve the rights of alien like 
a i-Marri, lawfully residing within the 
country with substanlial. voluntary 
connections to the United States, for 
whom Congress recognized that the 
Constitullon protected the writ of 
habeas corpus." The administration 
·'does not assert that ai-Marri: (I) is a 
cniz:en, or affiliate of the armed 
t()rces. of any nation at war with the 
United States: (2) was seil'ed on or 
near a battletield on which the armed 
force of the United States or its allies 
were engaged in combat; (3) wa ever 
in Afghanistan during the am1ed con­
flict between the United States and the 
Taliban there; or (4) directly partici­
pated in any hostilitie against United

States or allied armed forces." A

The importance of the centuries­
old, hard-won principle of habeas cor 
pus as a bulwark against tyranny can· 
not be exaggerated - for what good 
is a bill of rights if thosl! whom thr 
government imprisons may not pub. 
licly contest their detention? I n't the 
absence of habeas corpu!-. u ddinin!! 
characteristic of despotism? 

The Bush f!dministration will a'\k 
the full appeals court to hear the case. 
and whatever happens there, it will 
most ltkely go to the U.S. Supreme 
Court, where anything is possible. We 
can only hope the appeal wi II fail. 

Some tind it tempting to relax the 
traditional protection · of the accused 
in "exceptional" cases. But it's worth 
reminding ourseh·es that preventing 
tyranny requires u~ to resist that temp· 
tation -especially in such cases.

FRANKFORT - East Kentucky 
Power Cooperative has agreed to spend 

~$650 million on equipment to reduce 
emissions and pay a $750,000 fine to set­
tle a lawsuit over pollution, federal offi­
cials announced Monday. 

The Winchester-based power company 
would install high-tech antt-pollution 
equipment at three plants in eastern 
Kentucky under the proposed agreement, 
according to a joint statement from the 
Department of Just:tce and Environmental 
Protection Agency. The company would 
pay the fine to resolve alleged violations 
of the federal Clean Air Act at the plams, 
the statement satd. 

"The emissions reductions from this 
~ settlement are substantial, and we are 

pleased that East Kentucky has agreed to 
bring its facilities into compliance with 
important provisions of the Clean Air 
Act," Ronald J. Tenpas, acting assistant 
attorney general for the Justice 
Department's Environment and Natural 
Resources Division, said in the statement. 

The federal government filed a lawsuit 
again t East Kentucky Power m 2004, 

alleging the company made illegal modi­
fications that led to increased pollution at 
1ts coal-fired power plants in Clark and 
Mason counties. The company allegedly 
did not have the proper pennits for mak­
ing the changes and did not install proper 
pollution control equipment. 

Federal officials claimed that the not­
for-profit company increased air pollution 
when it modified the plants to create more 
power by burning more coal. The 
increased pollution allegedly occurred at 
its William C. Dale Plant near Winchester 
and at its H.L. Spurlock plant in 
Maysville. 

"We have worked diligently to bring 
about a settlement that allows our cooper­
ative to continue to meet our members' 
future power needs while bolstering our 
commitment to the environment," Bob 
Marshall, president and CEO of East 
Kentucky Power, said in a statement. 

Despite agreemg to the settlement, the 
company maimained it has been and 
remains in compliance with the Clean Air 
Act. 

lnstalllng the new anti-pollution equip­
ment will reduce emissions of chemicals 
that cause smog and acid rain by more 
than 60,000 tons per year, according to the 

federal agencies. 
"The combined reductions in sulfur 

dioxide, nitrogen oxides, and particulate 
matter mandated by this settlement will 
greatly improve the air quality for the cit­
izens of Kentucky," Jinuny Palmer, the 
EPA regional administrator in Atlanta, 
said in the agencies' statement. "This set­
tlement has tremendous significance for 
our ongoing effort to ensure cleaner air for 
our citizens." 

The proposed settlement was fued in 
U.S. District Court for the Eastern District 
of Kentucky. There will be a 30-day pub­
lic comment period, and the agreement 
needs court approval before taking effect. 

Eric Schaeffer, director of the 
Washington-based Environmental 
Integrity Project, called the company's 
penalty "frustrating" because it did not 
cover the full cost of damage done to the 
environment. Each ton of sulfur dioxide 
released into the air costs about $7,300 in 
terms of the impact on public health, 
Schaeffer said. 

"These guys never pay enough -
$750,000 for a big power plant is pretty 
minimal," Schaeffer said. "At that price, it 
pays to pollute."

State Troopers will be 
aggressively enforcing 
Kentucky 's zero tolerance pol­
icy regarding impaired driving 
during the July 4th holiday 
period says Capt. Tim Lucas, 
commander of the KSP 
Highway Safety Branch. As 
part of Operation C.A.R.E 
(Combined Accident 
Reduction Effort), troopers 
will be working overtime to 
provide increased saturation 
patrols and traffic safety 
checkpoints in high crash, high 
traffic locations, radar and 
laser details and coordinated 
enforcement activities with 
local police and sheriff's 
departments for maximum 
coverage. 

"Although driving with a 
blood alcohol level of .08 is 
illegal, you can also be arre. t­
ed for lower levels if you are 
under 21 years of age or oper­
ating a commercial vehicle," 
Lucas explains. "If you are 
going to drive, it's best not to 
consume any alcohol at all." 

"Even flrst time violators 
face immediate arrest, which 
can result in court costs, legal 
fees, higher auto insurance 
ra es, fines, loss of license and 
even imprisonment," he adds. 
"The consequences are serious 
and real," 

KSP reminds motorists that 
Kemucky law requires them to 
slow down and use caution 
when they see a law enforce­
ment or emergency vehicle 
stopped alongside the road 
with its lights flashing. They 
must move over to the lane far­
thest away from the vehicle if 
they are on a four-lane road 
with two lanes proceeding in 
the same direction and can do 
so safely. 

Motorists should also be 
aware that the back seat is the 
safest place for children to sit, 
especially in vehicles 
equipped with pas enger-side 
air bags. Infants and toddlers 
hould never ride in the front 

seat of a vehicle with a passen­
ger-side air bag. 

Kentucky law requires all 
chiJdren 40 inches in height or 
Jess to be buckled into a child 
afety restraint seat that meets 

federal standards. Children 
over 40 inches tall must wear a 
seat belt. Violation of this law 
will result in a $50 fine with an 
additional $10.00 flne donated 
to the Traumatic Brain Injury 
Trust Fund.

Kentucky law makes the 
driver respon ible for assuring 
that all occupants of the vehi­
cle are properly restrained. 
Violation of this law will result 
in a fme not to exceed $25. 

Other tips recommended by 
KSP for safe road travel 
include: 

• Obey speed limits. 
• Slow down in roadway 

construction zones. 
• Don't tailgate. 
• Avoid aggressive driving 

behaviors. 
• Expect the unexpected 

and be prepared to react. 
• Watch for objects in the 

road road such as tire treads, 
garbage, lumber, gravel, tree 
limbs, mufflers and exhaust 
parts. 

• Take extra care on rural 
roads with 55 mile per hour 
speed limits. 

• Avoid or minimize in-car 
distractions such as cell phone 
use, changing tapes or CDs, 
eating, etc .. 

• Get enough sleep. 
• Take frequent breaks to 

keep alert during long distance 
trips. 

• Be extra cautious around 
large trucks. 

"Crashes can happen any­
where," says Lucas. "Three 
out of four happen within 25 
miles of home at speeds of 45 
miles per hour or less. About 
40 percent of all fatal crashes 
occur on roads where the 
speed limit is 30 miles per 
hour or less." 

"I urge all Kentuckians to 
observe the speed limit, wear 
seat belts and refrain from dri­
ving while impaired by drugs 
or alcohol.'' says 
Commissioner Adams. "These 
are very easy things to do and 
they may mean the difference 
between life and death." 

Citizens can further con­
tribute to highway safety dur­
ing the holiday period by 
reporting erratic drivers to the 
KSP toll-free hotline at 1-800-
222-5555. Callers will remain 
anonymous and should give a 
description o.f the vehicle, 
location, direction of travel 
and license number if possible.

ng Peabody Energy Corp. , 

that say Kentucky needs to 
offer incentives in order to 
aompete with other states. 

Peabody is considering 
l>uilding a coal conversion 
plant that could cosl up to $3 
illion and create up to 800 

11~l-11me jobs, according to 
ne of the letters released last 
onth. Peabody wants to 

ecide this ummer where to 
uiJd the plant, and Kentucky 
ould need to pas financial 

i,ncentives to stay in the run­
ning, according to the letter 
rom Peabody executive Rick 
owen. 

The plan, outlined to a Jeg­
lative energy subcommittee, 

calls for about $315 million in 
tax breaks over 25 years to 
compantes that pend $2.5 btl­
lion or more on coal-conver­
sion plants. 

Lawmakers in the 
Democrat-controlled House 
and GOP-led Senate disagree 
on whether such a session 
would be necessary now or 
could wait until early next year 
when the legi lature is sched­
uled to reconvene. 

But Fletcher has also called 
legislators back to deal with a 
variety of other issues -
including $427.6 million in 
capital projects - some of 
which the governor has 
already vetoed from the two­
year state spending plan. 

Lawmakers will be asked ro 
consider authorizing about 
$360.1 million in projects that 
Fletcher vetoed once before, 
along with about $67.5 million 
in new spending, Fletcher 
spokeswoman Jodi Whitaker 
said. 

Some of the projects 
include a student recreation 
center at Morehead State 
University and renovation of 
the Blazer Hall cafeteria at the 
University of Kentucky. 
Lawmakers would also con­
sider authorizing $9 mllhon 
for a runway relocation project 
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at the Bluegrass Airport. 
Fletcher also asked law­

makers to consider funding for 
a polar bear exhibit at the 
Louisville Zoo. Lawmakers 
had previously authori7Cd $6 
million in pending for the 
project before Fletcher cut it 
from the budget. 

Other projects include out­
door and indoor arena at the 
Kentucky Horse Park in 
Lcxmgton in anticipation of 
the 2010 World Equestrian 
Games and an expansion pro­
ject at Papa John's Cardinal 
Stadturn and a grant to the 
Muhammad Ali Center. both 
in Louisville. 

Fletcher had vetoed many 
of the projects in 2006, saying 
at the time that the state could­
n't afford to take on that much 
new debt. However. buoyed 
by better-than-expected state 
revenue. Fletcher and some 
lawmakers have favored rein­
stating the projects. 

Fletcher. a Republican. is 
seekmg a second term in 
November against Democrat 
Steve Beshear. 

House Speaker Jody 
Richard , D-Bowling Green, 
said he thought Fletcher had 
"loaded it up" to appeal to a 
wide range of people for pol it­
ical reasons. Richards said he 

wasn't sure any of the issues 
couldn ' t wait until early 200~ 
given the hefty price tag that 
goes with special sessions. 

"h certainly looks about as 
political as any calJ J've ever 
seen." Richards said. 

Last week, Richards left 
open the possibility that House 
lawmakers could choose to 

convene and adjoum the same 
day. without taking action. On 
Monday. Richards said the 
House had options and 
Democratic members would 
meet on 'lhursday morning to 
consider them. 

Nevertheless, Senate 
President David W11liams said 
he agreed with Fletcher.

Hamlin, who believes he 
needs race wins to be a serious 
contender for his first Cup 
championship, was out front, 
thanks to a late-race gamble on 
a two-tire stop. And four-time 
series champion Jeff Gordon 
was looming close in his mir­
rors. 

The 26-year-old racer was •so nervous on those last two 

laps that hi · right foot was 
shaking on the gas pedal. 

"You see Jeff conli.ng and 
you're trying your best to not 
be the guy who choke at the 
end." Hamlin said. "I was all 
over the track those last two 
laps. I was basically just trying 
not to give up the bottom to 
Jeff." 

Hamlin hung on, beating 
the series points leader to the 
fini h line by 0.068 seconds -
le s than a car length - to earn 
his third career victory and first 
ince last July at Pocono. 

For most of Sunday's race, 
il appeared Hamlin would fall 
short again, with Martin Truex 
Jr., Gordon and Truex's team­
mate, Dale Earnhardt Jr., all 
running ahead of Hamlin late 
in the race. 

But the leaders made their 
final scheduled pit stops on lap 
255 during a caution period 
and Hamlin was the only one 
of the quartet to take two fresh 
tires in tead of four. He vaulted 
from fourth to first and stayed 
out front to the end of the 
Lenox Industrial Tools 300. 

··we were back in sixth and 
seventh most of the day and the 
only shot we had was to get 
track position," said Hamlin, 
who now has seven top fives 
and II top I Os this season.
