PI KEVILLE - High level. of con­
taminants found in two water bod1es in 
Pike County have three state agencies 
issuing fish consumption advisorie". 

On Thursday. the Kentucky 
Departments for Public Health, 
Environmental Protection and Fi<>h and 
Wildlife issued consumption advi. ories 
due to elevated PCB and mercury lev­
els for Knox Creek and Fishtrap Lake 
in Pike County. The advisories also 

include the portion of the Levisa Fork 
River above the lake to the Virgima 
state boundary in Pike County. 

According to Benjy Kinman, dire~.:­
tor of fi heries with Fish and Wildlife, 
the PCBs are really the main concem. 
While high levels of mercury are not 
safe for consumption. PCBs are partic­
ularly dangerous. PCBs were used in 
previous years as coolants used in var­
ious varieties of pumps. Although no 
longer legal for u<>e, PCBs are still 
making their way through the ground 
into bodie~ of water all across our por-

Anyone who is surpri ed that Pre idcnt George W. Bush 

commuted L Lewi "Scooter'' Libby's prison sentence has­
n't been paying enough attention to the way this· dministra­
tion does business: 

It wages a pre-emptive war in search of nonexistent 
weapons of mass destruction. It ignore. the judge. of the 
Foreign Intelligence Surveillance Court and wiretaps citi­
zens without warrant.. Tt holds pri~;,oncrs for year without 
charges or trial, and usc'i secret pri ons overseas where pris­
oner::. are tonured in everything but name. It nominate its 
own unqualified lawyer to the Supreme Court an fires 
career prosecutor<; to make room for its own stooges. It rav­
ages the environment and calJs it the Healthy Forests Act 
and Clear Skies Initiative. It walks away from international 
arm. treaties and even claim. the vice pre. ident bn't part of 
the executive branch. 

Surely giving Libby a get-of-jail-free card is no big deal. 
After all, Vice Pre ident Dick Cheney's former chief of 

staff merely saluted and followed orders. He was told to 
undermine the credibility of former Ambas ador Jo ·eph 
\Vilson 's assertions that the administration knew its claims 
about Iraq buying uranium for Niger were bogus. So Libby 
chatted up some reporters. fed them some misleading infor­
mation and. uggc. ted that Wilson's trip to Niger was a 
boondoggle set up by hi wife. Valerie Plame Wilson, who 
happened to be a CIA operative. 

Then Libby lied to FBl agent· and a grand jury investi­
gating the leak of Mrs. Wil on's identity about what he had 
said when to whom. Special Prosecutor Patrick Fitzgerald 
charged him. appropriately, not with exposing a covert agent 
but with perjury and obstruction of justice. A jury convicted 
him, and Judge Reggie Walton sentenced him to spend 30 
months in prison. pay a $250,000 fine and o;;erve two addi­
tional years on probation - all well within the federal sen­
tencing guideline for a first-time offender. 

But on Monday, the very day that a federal appeals court 
aid Libby's basis. for appeal was so \'\ eak that it wouldn't 

permit him to stay out of prison as the appeal proceeded, 
Bush declared the sentence "excessive." The fine and the 

· probation will suffice. he said - although on Tuesday he 
would not rule out an eventual pardon for Libby. which 
would era. c tho. e punishment. as well. 

The political calculus on thi. wa. ea. y: With 18 months 
to go in his presidency and his approval ratings hovering in 
the 30s and with Republicans in the Senate having jumped 
ship on his immigration bill and beginning to jump ship on 
his Iraq policy, Bush hm;, Little left to lose by giving Libby a 
break. 

Indeed, some conservatives thought the president should 
have done more for Libby. TI1e Wall Street Joumal editorial 
page even argued that the president should have issued 
Libby a full and complete pardon. 

It is almost impos ible to be overly cynical about this 
administration's regard for the rule of law. In that regard, 
Cheney's oftice said the vice president would have no com­
ment about his role in Bush's decision. As if comment were 
nece. sary. 

The single significant unan wercd question is this: Would 
Libby, perhaps as he was being issued a toothbrush and his 
prison blues. have cut a deal with Fitzgerald and Judge 
Walton? It would have been interesting to know more. for 
example, about how the decision to out Mr ·. Wilson bad 
been made, who else was involved, what other secrets have 
been kept and what other deals have been cut. 

Now we'll never know. How convenient.

You'd have to do 1t a few times to 
determine whether the numbers are 
accurate. But the scientific data cer­
tainly backs up your theory. 

TOM: Wind resistance increases 
by lhc square of your speed. lf you 
square 55 (55 x 55), you get 3,025. If • 
you square 75 (75 x 75), you get 
5,625. So, the wind resistance at 75 
mph is nearly DOUBLE what ilts at 
55 mph.

The noxiou<; plant is now 
present in tailwaters in 
Tennessee and. Arkansas and 
throughout the northern 
Rock1es and Paci fie 
Northwest. Ir is also now 
throughout Europe, Asia and 
even New Zealand. Didymo 
smothers native insects that 
n·out and other fish cat and 
out-competes native plants. 

"Tt would be beneficial for 
those leaving the Cumberland 
River below Wolf Creek Dam 
ro check your felt-soled 

waders or boots. lloat boats, 
canoes, kayaks, motorized 
boats, boat trailers, bilge waler 
and livcwcll for the presence 
of didymu," Dreves explained. 
"lf you find it, remove it at the 
river. Don't take it home. We 
don't want didymo Lo spread.'' 

The nllisance algae can sur­
vive several days out or the 
water in a moist environment 
such as in the felt or a pair of 
wade boots or waders or in the 
livewell or bull ut a boat. 

Anglers who recently 
fi ·hed Cumberland River 
below Wolf Creek Dam should 
soak equipment and clothing 
in a 2 percent bleach solution 
or a 5 percent solution of salt 

or dishwashing detergent. The 
surfaces must come in contact 
wilh the cleaning solution for a 
full minute and dry completely 
before using again. 

lf the cleaning solution 
isn' l practical, allow the 
affected equipment to dry for 
48 hours before use. "All it 
takes is a single cell of didymo 
to infect a watenvay." Dreves 
said. 

Aquatic nuisance species 
are exotic plants and animal 
species that cause adverse 
impacts to native s peciet;. 
These species are a national 
problem that can quickly 
spread and impact Kentucky 
waterways. 

Olher common examples or 
aquatic nuisance species pre­
sent in Kentucky include the 
zchra musseL silver and big 
head carp and the plant 
Phragmitcs - an invader of our 
limited wetland habitat. 

There are state and national 
efforts to prevent. control and 
eradicate these nuisance 
species. Regrettably. once 
lhese species are cslahlished in 
an area, they become almost 
impossible to eradicate. The 
focus remains on prevention 
and control of their spread to 
other areas.
