Harrison said no federal 
laws require U.S. citizen­
ship for people to be 
licensed to purchase, 
carry, transport or carry a 
concealed deadly weapon. 

"Kentuckys law discrimi­
nates against people who 
ac:_e I Wft.. !}erman"'nt r si­
dents, ' he said. 

The lawsuit seeks an 
injunction barring the 
Kentucky State Police and 
Jefferson County Sheriff's 
Department - the two 
entit1es that would have to 
approve Say's license 
application - from enforc­
ing the citizenship require· 
ment.

Fletcher, Beshear continue squabble over gambling

Kentucky's guhcrnatorial can­
didates on Wednesday took 
their squabble over gambling 
to an agricultural forum where 
farm pohcy mingled with talk 
about legalizing casinos. 

At the forum . ponsored by 
Kentucky Farm Bureau. 
Republican Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher and Democ..-ratie chal­
lenger Steve Beshear traded 
views on such core issues as 
health care and education as 
welt a~ more !>pecific farm­
related issues like state regula 
tions, rural development and 
new markets for cropc;,. 

But Just like at a forum last 
week before many of 
Kentucky's county ofticials, 
the most pointed comments 
between Fletcher and Beshear 
came a the two di"agreed 
over casino gambling. 

Fletcher, a ca ·ino roe. 
claimed Wednesday that the 
casino~ would change 
Kentucky's culture and would­
n't reap long·term revenues 
pronuscd by his opponent. TI1c 
governor said casmos would 
divert spending from existing 
busines ·es and raised concern 
that il would r~ult in orga­
nized crime infiltrating 
Kentuck). 

"That is not consistent with 
your value~:· Fletcher told 
Farm Bureau officials. 

Beshear. who supports casi­
no gambling, said Fletcher had 
"flip-flopped" on the issue. 

'This is an issue that I am 
willing lo let lhe people make 
the choice on." Beshear said. 
.. And until about a month ago. 
the govcmor was. too." 

Fletcher recently said he 
opposes putting the issue on 
the ballot. Until then, he bad

ntd he personally oppo ed 
gambling but was willing to 
allow Kentuckians to vote on 
whether to allow il. 

Beshear said casino gam­
bling should be limited to 
racetracks and rwo or three 
free tanding facilities. 

He projects that casino 
gambling could generate at 
least $500 million in addition­
al tax revenues each year, 
which he says could be used to 
improve education, health care 
and economic development. 

He accused Fletcher of 
relying too hea' ily on .... elling 
bonds to ra1sc money to 
tmprove Kentucky. 

"We don't need to borrow 
our way to prospenty becau e 
that's a false premise," 
Beshear said. "All we're doing 
is pulling debl on our children 
and on our grandchildren." 

Fletcher warned thai gam­
bling interests would become a 
well heeled and po\\:erful lob 
hying interest in Kcnrucky's 
CapitoL "How loud will your 
voice be compared lo LhemT 
he wondered. 

Afterward, Adair County 
farmer Danny Wilkinson said 
he personally opposes expand­
ed gambling but said he had no 
problem having the is ... uc on 
rhc hallot. He expressed sym­
pathy with Beshear's argu 
menl that Kentucky is lo ing 
money when some of its re i­
dcnt. gamble at casinos in 
neighhoring states. 

"Tr we can keep it here, nn a 
limited aspect, then T've got no 
prohlcm with that," he said in 
an interview "But T certainty 
don· t want to sec gambling in 
rural Kentucky."

Old 
scar~ or areas of chronic skin infl.!ction 
ure aho l·onunun sites. Lett untreated, 
;,quamou~ cell ·ancer can spread 10 
other pan · of the body - a proceso; 
calleJ metastasis - and can ~ause new 
gwwth;, in otlll.!r organs or tissues. 

111ese two type:-. of -.kin can~er ure 
very curable and recovery Lo; almost 
certain. if treatment is begun when the 
growth is small. However. failure to 
treat thi.!Se common skin cancers can 
lead to seriou-, problem<; and even 
death. 

l11c dcadlie~;t uf all skin cancers is 
melanoma. While it is still the rarest 
Lype. it has become mcreasingly com­
mon ~cause of the popularit:y of sun 
t<mning mdudmg "parlor tans." 

A melanoma. in its early stages. is a 
multicolored growth with a cobble­
'>lone-like surface that may he con­
fused with a common mole. It may 
contatn hlack, hrov.n, hlue and retl pig­
mcors. or even areas of almost no pig­
ment at all. ' l11e lx1rder between color.-.
