Beshear sees cutting out waste 
as another revenue source

LOUTSVTLLE - Steve 
Bcshcar supports Jirujted casi­
no gamblmg as a new stale 
revenue source, hut rhe 
Democratic gubernatorial 
nominee also mentions a more 
traditional method of finding 
money for hi agenda -
weeding out government 
waste. 

At a forum with Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher. his Republican Of'lpO­
oent. Bcshcar said Wednesday 
he would order a sweeping 
review of state government 
operations tf elected. 

"We're going to look at 
everything - from tbe kind of 
light bulbs we buy, to where 
we huy gas for the state fleet," 
Beshear said at the event spon­
sored by Kentucky Farm 
Bureau. 

He suggested the review 
could yield a~ much as $180 
million a year tn ~avings. 

The idea ot making state 
government more enicient is 
nothing new. 

"Every would-be governor 
is going to come in saying, 'I 
think we can do things a little 
bcucr,''' Joe Gcrshtcnson, 
director of the Cenrer for 
Kentucky History and Politics 
at Eastern Kentucky 
Universit}, said Thursday. 

Four years ago. Fletcher 
promised Lo root uul "wa~te, 
fraud and abu~e" in slate gov­
ernment on his way ro being 
elected governor. 

Soon after raking office. 
Fletcher ordered a review to 
try ro squeeze our incfficien­
~ies in government. In one 
move, the governor trimmed 
the number of eabinets to nine 
from 14. Fletcher says his 
administration al. o canceled 
hum.lreds of stale credh cards, 
toughened scrutiny of con­
~truetion projects and collect­
ed tens of millions in delin­
quent taxes. 

Fletcher said Thursday his 
efforts to <.,treamline govern­
ment ha' c nclled big saving<>. 

"1 would say. has Steve 
Beshear been asleep'" 
Fletcher said of his opponent's 
t:all for a comprehensive 
review. "Docs he know what's 
going on in Frankfort?" 

Bcshcar shot back, "It 
seems ro me they've been 
more mterested in hinng their 
political friends than making 
government more efficient." 

The comment referred to a 
probe into allegations that the 
Fletcher administration illegal­
ly rewarded political support­
ers with stale jobs. The inves­
tigation resulted in more than 
two dozen indictment~. includ­
ing charge. against Fletcher. 
The governor's charges were 
dropped taLer afler an agree­
ment with prosecutors. 

Beshear's estimate of sav­
ings from a govcrnmem 
review was based on studies in 
other states that reaped savings 
averuging 2 percent of :state 
general fund budgets, he said. 

Fletcher agreed that more 
savmgs can be achieved in 
!ilate operations. 

·Tm saying we'll probably 
save another $180 (million) 
plus," he said. 

Bruce Lunsford, a 
Louisville busrnessman who 
finished second behind 
Be ·hear in the May 
Democratic gubernatorial pri­
mary. aid anyone trying to 
lrim government has one over­
riding challenge: "Arc you 
willing to take on the special 
intcre~t groups to do it?" 

Lunsford, who stre sed 
government efficiency m h1s 
two runs for governor. said 
government progra!llii got 
started because they had 
strong upponers. 

"What you have to rigure 
out is how do you become 
more eflicienL with the pro­
duction. wtthout changing pol­
icy,'' he said. "Because policy 
is always hardest to change." 

Beshear said the study he 
envisions would look at how 
state government does busi­
ness. "How we buy things, 
where we buy them and what 
we buy." 

I Ic aid he wanted to 
involved state employees in 
the review, adding "Who 
knows hctter where efficien­
cies lie in state government 
than c;tate employees." He said 
the findings wouldn't lead to a 
reduction in slate govern­
ment's work force. If the study 
round ways Lo combine opera­
tions, he. aid, "we'll find other 
needs for people who are 
there." 

Lee A. Jackson. prestdeot 
of the Kentucky Association or 
State Employees, said he bad 
no problem wilh a review as 
long as it didn't involve reduc­
ing the state work force. 

"State government is cut, 
personnel-wise. ro the bone," 
he said. 

At the forum Wedne da)'. 
Beshear menlioned savings 
from government operatiOns, 
along with economic growth, 
a-. ways to fund some of his 
initiatives. "H that's all the 
money r vc got. then 1"11 move 
tb1s tale forward with that 
money," he said. 

At the forum, Be ·bear ·rud 
he wanted to expand early 
childhood education, extend 
health coverage to uninsured 
children and assist the elderly 
with prescription drug costs. 

.Bcshcar also routed a con­
stitutional amendment legaliz­
ing limited casmo gammg. 
saying the srate 'Non't move 
"as far, as fasl'' without the 
extra revenue. He support<; 
allowing casino gambling at 
racetracks and a handful of 
freestanding facilities along 
Kentucky's borders, predicting 
it would generate at lcac;t $500 
million a year in slate revenue. 

Rctchcr opposes pulling 
the expanded gambling i ·sue 
on the ballot, saying it would 
lead to social ills without pro­
ducing the kind of long-Lcrm 
revenue touted by Beshear.

Unsatisfying 
Beverage 

Ask Gov. Ernie Fletcher what his least favorite beverage i , 
and it's doubtful the governor an ordained Baptist minister-
would say whi. key. gin or some other alcoholic beverage. 
Instead, as Fletdu:r eek election to a second term, the gover­
nor' least favorite Beverage could well be Sam Beverage. 

Beverage, a former TransporLa.Lion Cabinet engineer, ha plead­
ed guilty to official mi. conduct and wa.<; originally sentenced to a 
year in jaiL However, Franklin County Circuit Judge Thomas 
Wingate susp ·ndedlhe jai I 1i me and sentenced Beverage to two 
years' probation and fined him 500 plus 115 in court costs. 

In exchange for that prohatcd sentence, Beverage has provided 
Franklin Cunuty Commonwealth's Attorney Larry Cleveland with 
a wealth of inl'ormalion concerning his day with the 
Transportation Cabinet. and the more Beverage talks. lhc more 
damage he does to Fleh:her aml hi administration. 

The governor uiJ receive something or a victory when Judge 
Wingate ruled that a videotape of an interview Beverage had with 
prosccmors would remain scaled. The judge mlcd r.har rclca.<;ing 
the Yideo would cause more damage than maintaining its confi­
dentiality. 

Thai at least stop. more damnging accusations by Beverage 
from being made public. 

Bevemge claims Governor Fletcher personally directed fund­
ing for road projech only to districts represented by stale senators 
who supported his legislative agenda. Governor Fletcher came to 
oft1ce with a promise "to dean up the me<;s" in Frankfort, but if 
Beverage is to be helieved. the only thing !-'letcher did wac; 
reward Republicans in much the same way Democratic governors 
had rewarded members of their party wilh favors. 

Beverage claims the Transportation Cabinet's $42 million 
annual discretionary fund wa.;.; "where the n~al politics were 
played" in the fletcher administration. 

·'Political favors are given to party supporters and to the legis­
lators that vole ravorahly with the administration," Beverage told 
Cleveland. "There is a compuler listing or all the project requests 
... that could easily he traced to political favors. This fund is 
essentially a large campaign chest and is used accordingly." 

Not surpnsingly. Governor ~letcher and his supporters deny 
the charges. and even Democratic senators say they were not 
aware highway projects were doled out as political favors. And 
besides, says Senate Pre ident David Williams, R-Burkesvilie, 
even if they were. that's the way politics are played in Frankfort. 

"It's traditional in our system for governors to reward people 
who support their program., or to be friendly to people who help 
support their programs," said Williams. 

To be ure, generations or legislator have been awarded pet 
projects in lheir distrir.:l in exchange ror their votes in ravor or a 
key bill hacked by the governor. For example, the landmark 
Kentucky Education Reform Act of 1990 ~·ould never have been 
approved if reluctant legislatqrs had nol been awarded projects in 
exchange for !:heir "yea" vote. 

So wby should it be any different under Ernie Fletcher? It's 
because Fletcher promised to be different. and some of us were 
actually naive enough to believe that cleaning up the mess in 
Frankfort meant awarding projects based on need instead of 
whose district they were in and that jobs and promotions 
would be given hac;ed on abilities instead or political connections. 

None of Beverage's allegations have been proven, of course, 
bur even without that proof, they arc serious enough to cause 
more problems for thi!> governor and his administration. If noth­
ing else, they are keeping serious allegations or political 
favoriti.sm by the governor in the headlines just ac:; Fletcher is in 
the midst of a tough battle for re-election. 

No wonder this Beverage is putting a bad taste in Ernie 
Fletcher's mouth.

FRANKFORT There 
come · a potnt for every avid 
sholgunner when reloading your 
own shells start to look better 
and beuer. You're making fre­
quent trips to the . porting goods 
store, shelling oul $5-B a box on 
your favorite rarget load. You're 
thruwmg out hulls by the hun­
dreds. Perhaps you're starting to 
shoot one of the more expensive 
rounds, like 28-gauge ur .410 
bore. If you're shooting more 
than 100 round:. a week. it may 
be time to consider reloading. 

Many shooter c1te :.a\ ing 
money as rhcir primary rca. on 
to reload. Not wunting the ini­
tial purcha e of reloading equip­
ment. you should be able ro save 
a couple of dollars on each box 
ot shell·. That's nor lung to sniff 
at for an a\'id skeet, tmp or 
sporting clays shooter. 
However, many :-hooter~ find 
th'cy may spend just a.;; much as 
the ·hooter who buys new shells 

hut they shoot a lot more for 
rhe money.

N[!tural gas 1s lighter than air, non-toxic and contains no poi· 
sonous ingredients. Breathing natural gas is not harmful as 
long as there is adequate air to breath along with it Natural 
gas will not bum by itself. Combustion can occur only when 
there is a mixture of gas and air containing between 5 per­
cent and 15 percent natural gas and between 95 percent and 
85 percent air. Because of its unique qualities of being lighter 
than air with a narrow band of combustion, natural gas is one 
of the safest energy sources available. It is also one of the 
most economical sources. Understanding and following safe­
ty procedures will make natural gas an even safer choice. 

THE POTENTIAL HAZARDS OF NATURAL GAS 
Gas accidents can be avoided it you understand the paten· 
tial hazards. 

(1) FIRE 
Natural gas can be a fire hazard, if you let it. Don't let it. A 
very hot stove, open flame or pilot light can Ignite any com 
bustible materials that happen to be near. Keep paper, cur­
tains, paints. solvents.,etc .. away from gas appliances. 

(2) EXPLOSION 
Natural gas can be ignited by open flames or sparks. That's 
why unburned natural gas should never be allowed to 
escape into a room. A spark, flame, lit match or cigarertte, 
even the flick of a light switch may be enough to cause an 
explosion. 

(3) CARBON MONOXIDE POISONING 
Even though natural gas itself isn't poisonous, gas burners 
that aren't adjusted properly can produce deadly carbon 
monoxide. You can't see or smell carbon monoxide, but It's a 
killer. To avoid its dangers, always make sure thai any natur­
al gas appliances in your home are properly adJUSted and 
vented to the outside .. so they'll bum safely and efficiently. 

(4) SUFFOCATION 
Natural gas can cause suffocation if it replaces air containing 
oxygen. (Only air that has oxygen can sustain life.) This is 
another reason why natural gas should never be allowed to 
leak from appliances or build up in an enclosed area or room. 

FOLLOW THESE COMMON SENSE SAFETY RULES ... 
IT'S UP TO YOU TO USE SAFE GAS APPLIANCES AND 
TO USE GAS APPLIANCES SAFELY!!! 

(I) KEEP COMBUSTIBLES such as papers, fluids, 
paints, curtains and rags away from furnaces, water 
heaters and gas ranges and dryers. 

(2) TEACH CHILDREN never to light or play with the 
controls of any gas appliances. 

(3) KEEP PILOT LIGHTS of your gas range lit If you put 
them out to save energy, a dangerous gas build-up 
can occur if someone accidentally turns on the 
range. 

(4) KEEP GAS RANGE CLEAN - make sure burner 
bowls are free of used matches, grease. paper, etc. 

(5) AND, NEVER USE YOUR GAS RANGE to heat your 
home or apartment. Th1s practice creates a serious 
fire hazard and puts you and your family at risk from 
dangerous carbon monoxide fumes. 

(6) MAKE SURE APPLIANCES ARE VENTED ­
Natural gas needs air containing oxygen to burn 
safely and efficiently. 
Without enough air, dangerous carbon monoxide is 
produced. For this reason, always make sure that 
your gas fum ace and water heater are vented to the 
outside of the bUilding. If you re not sure your 
appliances are vented properly, have them checked 
by a qualified heat~ng contractor or plumber. 

(7) KEEP FLUES AND CHIMNEYS CLEAR -Have 
your fluepipe and chimney checked to make sure 
they're not blocked with debris such as nests, 
branches, or ivy. (Your heatmg contractor can 
inspect and clean fluepipes for you.) 

(8) SIGNS OF POOR FLUE VENTILATION - Indoor 
wetness (condensation); unusual smell in your home 
that doesn't go away; sick houseplants; yellow or 
wavenng appliMce flames; soot in your home; pilot 
light that keeps going out. 

CERTAIN OLDER GAS CONNECTORS MAY BE 
DANGEROUS! 

Gas connectors are corrugated metal tubes used to con­
nect gas appliances in your home to fuel gas supply pipes. 
Some older brass connectors have come apart, causing fires 
and explosions resulting in deaths and injuries. 

These older brass connectors have a serious flaw in the 
process used to join their tubing to their end pieces. Over 
time, the end pieces can separate from the tubing, and cause 
a serious gas leak. explosion, or fire. To our knowledge, 
these dangerous uncoated brass connectors have not been 
made for more than 20 years, but many of them are still in 
use. Tho older these connectors get, the greater the possi­
bility of failure. 

Although not all uncoated connectors have this flaw, it is 
very difficult to tell which ones do. Therefore, any uncoated 
brass connector should be replaced immediately with either 

• a new plastic- coated brass or a new stainless steel connec­
tor. Connectors can wear out from too much moving, bend· 
ing, or corrosion Connectors should always be replaced 
whenever the appliance 1s replaced or moved from its loca­
tion. 

WARNING: Only a qualified professional should check your 
connector and replace it if needed. Don't try to do this yourself! 

Moving the appliance. even slightly, whether to clean behind it 
or to inspect its gas connector, can cause the complete failure 
of one of these older weakened connectors, possibly resulting 
in a deadly fire or explosion. 

DO NOT MOVE YOUR APPLIANCE TO CHECK 
THE CONNECTOR! 

HOW DO I KNOW IF A GAS HAZARD EXISTS??? - YOUR 
SENSE OF SMELL SHOULD TELL YOU 

(1) A GAS LEAK IS POTENTIALLY VERY DANGEROUS! 
- Gas may leak from faulty appliances, broken pipes or broken 
mains. Make sure all members of your family know what to do 
if they smell gas. 

(A) IF THE ODOR IS STRONG· 
1) Do not light matches. 
2) Do not turn lights on or off. 
3) Do not operate any controls or pull any plugs from 

outlets. 
4) Do not use the telephone. 
5) Notify everyone in the building or house to leave 

immediately, and leave the door open. 
6) If possible, ventilate the building by opening doors and 

windows, starting where the odor IS strongest. Do not 
re-enter the building tor this purpose. 

7) Call the utility company or fire department from a near­
by building or house. Do not use the telephone in your 
house. 

8) Do not re-enter your home until the utility company or 
fire department has released you to do so.' 

9) Never take chances! If your safety is threatened, get out 
quickly.

HOW TO RECOGNIZE A GAS LEAK OUTSIDE HOUSE OR 
BUILDING- Gas leaks outside are uncommon, but it is a good 
idea to know how to recogn1ze them. Common signs include: 

I) A gas odor. 
2) A blow1ng or hiss1ng sound. 
3) Dirt being blown or thrown into the air. 
4) Water bubbling or being blown into the air at a pond. 
5) Rre coming from the ground or burning above the 
ground. 
6) Brown patches in vegetation on or near gas pipeline. 

If you detect any signs of a gas leak outside. call Prestonsburg 
City's Utilities Commission immediately.

1 Prestonsburg City's Utilities Commission does not maintain 
customers' service lines beyond tho gas meter setting. 
Customers are responsible for properly maintaining and repair­
ing their service lines. 
2. If customers' buried piping is not maintained, it may be sub· 
ject to the potential hazards of corrosion and leakage. 
3. Buried gas piping should be: 

I. Periodically inspected tor leakage. 
II. Periodically inspected for corrosion if piping is metallic. 
Ill. Repaired if any unsafe conditions are discovered. 
IV. Repatred, located, inspected and maintained by plumbers 

or heating contractors. 
4 When excavating near buried gas piping, the piping should 
be located 1n advance, and the excavation done by hand. 

Safety comes first with Prestonsburg City's Utilities 
Commission. Below are some of the steps taken by 
Prestonsburg City's Utilities Commission to insure the safety of 
our employees and customers. 

1. Continuous patrolling of gas system. 
2. Monitoring pressures at various points in gas system. 
3. Annual/ semi-annual leak surveys. 
4. Immediate response to any reported problem. 
5. Proper! operation and maintenance ot system 
6. Continuing education of gas pipe line employees, including 
emergency response to gas emergencies! accidents. 

Together with the help of our customers we can maintain a safe 
and reliable gas system. 

NOTICE TO ALL CONSTRUCTION AND EXCAVATION 
COMPANIES 

In accordance with federal and slate regulations governing nat­
ural gas pipeline safety, Prestoneburg City's Utilities 
Commission is pursuing a damage prevent1on program to min­
imize accidents and/or disruptions that could involve its under· 
ground pipeline facilities. If you observe any type of construc­
tion or excavation. or if you plan to do any work requiring dig· 
ging near a company pipeline, please call the Prestonsburg 
City's Utilities Commission so that we can send qualified per­
sonnel to locate and properly mark the exact location of the 
pipeline. Knowing the exact location of the underground 
pipeline will reduce the possibility of property and/or personal 
and financial loss to both parties.
