FRANKFORT - Keeping 
with the spirit of last week's 
World No Tobacco Day, 
state health officials are 
urging Kentuckians to take 
advantage of state-spon­
sored programs to help 
people stop using tobacco 
products. 

Health and Family 
Services Cabinet Secretary 
Mark D Birdwhistell recom­
mended programs that 
offer counseling and ser­
vices to help people suc­
cessfully give up tobacco. 

"World No Tobacco Day 
was designed to mspire 
people who use tobacco 
products to stop. What bet­
ter way to honor this health 
observance than to take 
advantage of the Kentucky 
Tobacco Quit Line," said 
Birdwh1stell. "Research 
shows that a smoker's 
chances of quitting are 
almost four times higher 
with a combination of coun­
seling and med1cation. We 
understand that each per­
son's smoking habits are 
unique to the individual, 
and we want to ensure 
we're doing everything we 
can to offer smokers a per­
sonalized quit approach 
and the necessary 
resources to help them quit 
for good." 

The Kentucky Tobacco 
Quit Line (1-800-QUIT­
NOW), which is adminis­
tered through the Kentt.~Pky 
Tobacco Prevention and 
Cessation Program 
(KTPCP), is a tree tobacco

FRANKFORT A 
commission investigating a 
state hiring scandal 
approved ethics charges 
Friday against four former 
high-rankmg officials in 
Gov. Ernie Fletcher's 
adrrunistratwn. 

The Republican ad mini -
tralion was under investiga­
tion for more than a year 
over allegations that the 
governor's political up­
porters were being given 
protected state jobs based 
on their connection in tead 
of qualifications. The gov­
ernor himself was indicted 
on three misdemeanor 
charges that were dropped 
in a negotiated deal with 
prosecutors. 

secretary of transportation. 
Turbyfill was the direc­

tor of the governor's office 
or personnel and efficiency. 
Wilson is a former director 
of personnel in the 
Commerce Cabinet. 

:Yhe commission accused 
each of the four with differ­
ent levels of involvement in 
a plan to subvert hiring laws 
guiding the state·s version 
of a civil ervice system to 
install Fletcher' political 
supporter . 

Turbyfill smd the com­
mission· charges are "total­
ly off the wall and orne­
thing l'm not familiar with 
at all.'' he said, 

Wilson's attorney Jerry 
Wright said he was unaware 
of the charges and did not 
have an immediate com­
ment.

Local soldier puts Iraq 
experience into verse

Though we often ee all of the pho­
to and footage of the war in Iraq on 
televi. ion, it is very hard for mo tofus 
to under tand the reality ()f the violence 
that takes place. 

Lawton Allen, a 23-year-old raised 
in McDowell, is cunently serving in 
Traq. He began his mission in October 
last year and has since witnessed and 
experienced things that many could 
never imagine. 

His father Irvin says Lawton told 
him of a very close call he had recent­
ly with a roadside bomb, something 
we've heard about all too often since 
the war began. 

Allen began his military career as a 
machine gunner, but one day while he 
wa driving a military vehicle, a road­
. ide bomb detonated and struck the 
vehicle he wa driving. Luckily, Allen 
was spared from the bomb which made 
its way through the two-inch-thick 
metal fashioned armored vehicle. One 
of A!Jen's comrades, acting as the gun­
ner that day, was not so lucky. 

Unfortunately, the armored truck 
caught on fire and so did hJs comrade. 
Alien and others were able to pull their 
comrade from the truck and extingui h 

the flame which ravaged hi body. 
Allen i expected to receive recogni­
tion for h.i~ courage during this inci­
dent. 

He writes to his parents often and 
shares his expenences with them. 
Recently, he enclosed the following 
poem along with one of the letter . 

Words From a Soldier 
Chopper. hovering overhead 
Looking for a glimpse of the dead 
For the battle we still fight 
Wondering if it's wrong or right 

ever mind the consequences 
They will pay for their sins 
They kill and promote suffering, 

when will it end 
Tho e who can't we will defend 
Some say they know how we feel 
But their feelings just aren ·t real 
They're all with their loved ones at 

home 
While we sit here all alone 
Never knowing what will be next 
For the gunfire keeps coming so we 

get no rest

Dry weather cuts hay production, 
leads to some water restrictions

LOUISVILLE 
Kentucky's usually lush spring 
is taking on a browmsh tinge 
this year from a dry spell that's 
causing concern from farms to 
golf courses. 

Statewide prec1p1tation 
shortfalls range from 6-to-9 
inches in the soulh to 2-to-4 
inches in the west, said Tom 
Priddy. a University of 
Kentucky extenston agncul­
tural meteorologist. 

The bluegrass and south­
ea')tem regions are in a moder­
ate drought, while the rest of 
the stale is in a mild. drought, 
Priddy said Wednesday. 

The lack or rain has cur­
tailed hay production and 
prompted water conservauon 
measure. in some area:;. The 
dry spell follows a freeze in 
early Apnl that mflicted at 
least $70 million in crop losses 
statewide, hitting winter 
wheat, peach and apple crops 
the hardesL 

"It's been a very strange 
spring," said Tony Whitmer. 
direeror of golf maintenance 
for the city of Bowling Green 
in south-central Kentucky. 

Steve Moore, Henry 
County's agricultural exten­
sion agent, called it a "double 
whammy" ror farmers. 
Growers have delayed setting 
some tobacco because or the 
parched soil, he said, and at 
least one farmer started irrigat­
ing to keep his tobacco alive. 

·'It's about as dry as we ever 
sec it on the first of June here, 
whtch is a little scary knowmg 
that we're going into ... our 
drier month·," Moore said. 

Callie farmers are womed 
that lower hay production will 
cause winter feed shortages. 

Todd Herrell, who farms in 
Henry Counry with bis brother 
Dennis, said their hay yields 
are off by 50 percent and se<.:­
Lions or pastures are luming 
brown. 

"Tl's not looking good right 
now.'' he said. 

Ted Holland, a Scott 
County cattleman, said his hay 
fields have produced yields 
ranging from a lhird to 60 per~ 
cent below normal. If the dry 
spell persi ts. pastures will be 
useless within another month. 
forcing caule producer · to dip 
into hay stocks, Holland said. 

"Tf you start feeding hay 
lhat early with a low hay crop 

to sta•·t with, it's going to be 
tough,'' he said. "There's not 
going to be enough hay ... to 
put cattle through the winter." 

That could lead to a glut of 
cattle on the market, which 
would depress prices, he said. 

Thirty-five percent of the 
state· s hay crop was rated poor 
or very poor. according to the 
latest weekly report by the 
National A!:,'!tcultural 
Statistics Service's Kentucky 
tield oftlce. 

Spring-planted row crops 
were faring better. Nearly 
three-quarters of the slate· 
com and soybean crops were 
rated goO<,! or excellent, the 
report said. Just over half lhc 
tobacco crop was in good 
shape. 

Meanwhile, the dry spetJ 
prompLed water restrictions 
usual1y not seen until summer 
droughts. Cw: tomers or l\orth 
Shelby Water Co. and U.S. 60 
Water Distr1ct were told to 
avoid watering lawns and gar­
dens. wa bing cars or filhng 
swimming pools. The water 
districts serve portion of 
Shelby, Franklin and Spencer 
counties. 

"T've never had this si!ua­
tion in May," said Dan·en

In Scott County. customers 
or Georgetown Municipal 
Water & Sewer Service were 
asked to voluntarily conserve 
water. Besides limits on wash­
ing cars and watering lawns, 
residents were urged to con­
sider delaying the sodding of 
new lawns.

out the drought in one feU 
swoop, hut maybe it will pre­
vent condtrions from gettmg 
worse," said Mike Callahan, a 
National Weather Servtce 
hydrologist 

Kentucky's long-term fore­
cast from June through August 
calls for normal temperatures 
and precipitation, he . aid. 
Those months are typically 
drier, which could make it d1f 
ficult to make up the rainfall 
deficit that worsened in May 
be said. 

"1f we can get a couple 
thunderstor!lll>, we'll be OK," 
he said.

A step in the 
right direction 

The Council on Po. tsecondary Education recenlly took a 
long step toward elevating Kentucky's higher education sys­
tem to national tatu. and ranking. 

Beginning in 2009, incoming freshmen will be required 
to score a 19 in math and 21 in reading on the ACT college­
admission e am to take courses that earn credits toward a 
degree. 

Currently, the minimum ACT score is 18 on both math 
and reading. The national average is a . core of 21 .1. The 
highest possible ACT score is 36. which means the current 
minimum i. half the total possible, hardly an impres. ive 
academic resume for students seeking degrees. 

And even with the lower minirtlum. nearly one in three 
entering freshmen requires remedial work to be able to take 
coiJege-level cour. es. The higher minimums. therefore, will 
mean even more freshmen will need remediation. The coun­
cil estimate. the higher minimums will affect 4,000 to 5.000 
students. 

Thi . of course, is the scandal of Kentucky secondary 
education. Kentucky high schools simply are not preparing a 
. ignificant number of their college-bound graduates to study 
college-level courses. 

The resull is that Kentucky taxpayers are spending mil­
lions of scarce higher education funds each year for univer­
. iues and college. to do what the high . chooJ. did not do. 
For thousands of Kentucky students it represents a fourth 
education tier: elementary and middle school, high school, 
remediation year and higher education. 

Clearly. there is a serious disconnect between secondary 
school educators and college and university educators on 
how hest to prepare Kentucky young people for successful 
academic careers. And we expect only when that disconnect 
is eliminated and everyone begins working from the !>amc 
education plan will that remedial level and it~ costs disap­
pear. 

\Ve expect also the continued low minimum math ACT 
score for incoming freshman is a sad recognition of the state 
of high school math instmction in Kentucky. 

By raising the ACT bar. however. the council al o is lay­
ing down a challenge that Kentucky high schools simply 
must meet.
