Kentucky Department 
for Public Health (DPH) 
officials announced 
Thursday the creation of a 
new electron c state organ 
donor reg1stry, which avail­
able through the Circuit 
Court Clerks offices. 

Gov Ernie Fletcher and 
• the Kentucky General 

Assembly strongly support­
ed the new registry, which 
will provide an electronic 
database of everyone 1n 
Kentucky who has indicat­
ed his or her wish to 
become an organ donor. 
The registry is designed to 
improve the speed of iden­
tifymg possible organ 
donors. 

"Sadly, far too many 
Kentuckians are on a wait· 
1ng list to receive an organ 
transplant that could 
potentially save their lives," 
said Governor Fletcher 
"As governor and as a 
physician, I am keenly 
aware of how important 
organ donation is to a 
brighter, healthier future for 
Kentuckians. That's why I 
feel that creating a state 
organ donor registry is so 
important." 

By law. orga1 donation 
is the right of every 
American age 18 and 
older. Phys1c1ans and hos­
pitals are legally obligated 
to identify potential donors 
and to inform families of 

• their right to donate. It's

Rutherford said county official 
decided to pur~ue a potential law!-.uit 
after the drug maker and three of its 
current or former executives pleaded 
guilty last month to mh;leading the 
public about the drug's risk of addic­
tion. 

oxycodonc - ha~ been blamed for 
hundreds of deaths across the country 
in recent years. since the slow-release 
effect can be circumvented by crushmg 
and snorting the pill. The drug has been 
called "hillbilly heroin" in drug-ridden 
Appalachian states like Kentucky. 

Kentucky county plagued by wtde­
:-.pread use of OxyContin is seeking lit­
igation against the manufacturer or the 
powerful painkiller. 

The Pike County Fi cal Coutt has 
unanimou~ly voted to authoril'e a local 
attorney to determine whether the 
county ha~ a legal case against 
OxyContin ·s maker. Purdue Pharrna, 
Judge-executive Wayne T. Rutherford 

Rutherford said OxyContin. a pow­
erful slow-release pai nkillcr. 1s the 
main culprit. 

"We have an epidemic in this coun­
ty," he said. adding that prevalent 
abuse of the drug has gi\'cn "u~ the rep­
utation of being the OxyComin capital 
of America." 

Purdue Pharma :-pokesman Jim 
Heins declined to comment on the fis­
cal court'. aclion. He said that he was 
unaware of any other city or county 
gmcrnmcnt pursuing litigation against 
the Stamford. Conn.-based company.

W.Va. approves ftrst wireless mine 
communications, tracking gear

CHARLESTON, W.Va. 
The first wireless system 
designed to help rescuers track 
and communicate wnh trapped 
coal miners was approved 
Thursday for use in the stat~ 's 
approximately 177 under­
ground coal mines. 

The approval of Ontario, 
Canada based Varis Mme 
Technology Ltd.'s gear is a 
milestone of sorts for U.S. coal 
numng. 

The industry ha raced to 
develop communications and 
tr.tcking gear capable of sun·iv­
ing explo:-ions and fire· sin,ce 
the deaths or 12 trapped miners 
at the Sago Mine in Up~hur 
County in January 2006. Balky 
radios and a lack of knowledge 
of the miners' locatron ham­
pered rescuer. at Sago 

The slate Office of Miners' 
Health. afely and Training 
also gave conditional approval 

to three other tracking and 
communications systems and 
two that offer only tracking. 

While the approvals apply 
only in West Virginia. the 
state's actions are being 
watched closely across the 
country. Sweeping federal mine 
safet} legislation passed a year 
ago requires wireless commu­
nications and tracking in more 
than 600 underground coal 
mines across the country by 
2009. 

West Virginia is considered 
a potential national model for 
the national rule . But some 
fear the federal Mme Safety 
and Health Administration will 
come up with different require­
ments and make pricey equip­
ment purchased for West 
Vnginia obsolete. 

Miners' Health, Safety and 
Training Director Ron Wooten 
aid Gov. Joe Manchin, state 

officials and the o.,tate 's delega­
tion in Congress are trying to 
resolve the situation \\ ith 

MSHA before West Vtrglllta 
mines begin purchasing sys­
tem that manufaclurcrs esti· 
mate will cm.t $100.000 or 
more per mine. 

··we don't want to burden 
this industry." Wooten said. 
"We al o want lo make sure our 
miners are protected a' quickly 
as possible." 

Chris Hamilton, senior vice 
president for the West Virginia 
Coal Association. said avoiding 
conflict with MSHA is essen­
tial. ''Will MSHA ultimately 
approve or accept what West 
Virginia ts requiring mine oper­
ators to purchase and install?" 
Hamilton smd. "We'll do the 
best we can ... We will have a 
more reliable communication 
system in underground mines." 

West Virginia mines must 
submit plans for wireless com­
munications and tracking by 
July 3l. Modification and 
approval of those plans is

the accused up to 30 years. 

Carlos Walker was 
indicted in U.S. District 
Court in Pikeville on 
Wednesday. Walker is 
being charged \VIth posses­
sion with intent to distrib­
ute cocaine on or about 
June 12. 2006. 

c.cording to the indict­
ment. Walker may also be 
required to forfeit oYer 
$2,000 in currency which 

is thought to have been 
used in criminal activity 
involving the d1stribution 
of cocaine. 

If convicted, Walker 
could face up to 30 years in 
prison. a $2 million fine 
and up to six years of 
upervised release if he has 

an} prior felony drug con­
victions on his record. 
However. if . this i 
Walker\ first drug related 
felony oftense. he w iii face 
a maxtmum sentence of 20 
years in pn on \ p to <;;1 
million in lin .., and a least 
three years of supervised 
release.

Kentucky '~> two top legislative 
leaders disagreed Tuesday on 
whether Gov. Ernie Fletcher 
should call lhe General 
A sembly into a special ses 
sion later thi~ ~ummer lo deal 
with possible tax incentives 
ror energy companies. 

House Speaker Jody 
Richards, who heads the 
Democrat-controlled House, 
sru<.l Fletcher should not call 
stale lawmakers back tc1 
Frankfort to deal with that and 
possibly other maners when he 
returns from a trade vi. it to 
Japan and China. Richards 
said the governor had not 
proven that possible matters 
on the agenda such as new 
tax incentives for energy com 
pan1es - are urgent enough lo 
warram a pecial ~ession. 

Without advance con~en­
sus, such matters . hould wait 

until the General Assembly 
return!) in 2008, said Richards, 
D-Bowling Green. 

"T "aid up front, l'm n~ver 
in favor of special ~cssionl! 
unless they're really needed, 
and I've never been in favor 
unles · there's total agree 
men!," Richards satd m a tele­
phone interview. 

Senate President David 
Williams, meanwhile, said at 
least one or two compames 
rnay be considering facilities 
in Kentucky, and the state 
should work on possible tax 
incentives sooner rather than 
later. Wilhams. R-BurkesviUe, 
said Actchcr should aim for 
scheduling the ·ession for 
early July. 

If no agreement bernreen 
the two chambers can be 
reached, then the governor 
should wait until law in the 
year and call lawmakers back 
even without an agreement, 
Williams !>aid. 

'"There's still a good 

chance," Wtlliams said of the 
prospect.s ror a special session 
later this year. 

A ~pecial session would 
cost state government about 
$60,000 per day, Richards 
said. 

Fletcher, after meeting with 
legi lati ve leader late last 
week. said he was planning to 
call stale lawmakers into a 
. pecial sessmn and ask them to 
work on an energy related bill 
lhat ould provide tax incen­
tives for finns that build facil­
ities in Kentucky. He ~a1d at 
least one company was consid­
ering "a s1gnificant invest­
ment" in Kentucky and that a 
tax in(;entive puclcage wa-; 
needed. 

The governor a1d at the 
t1me he might also a k the leg­
islature to consider approving 
about $370 million wonh or 
university building projects he 
vetoed last year.

Tills is an wterestmg hme for pol-
itics m U1c Commonwealth. 
Kentuckians recently cast their pn 
mary votes for thetr preferred candi­
dates for Governor and other 
statewide constitutional offices. 
However. even as we approach the 
2007 general election, another prima 
ry is on everyone's mind- the 200g 
primary race for President of the 
United States. 

Recently. the candidates for 
Prestdent announced record- ett:i.ng 
fundraising f1gure: nearly one year 
before the ftrst voters will even ca:;t a 
ballot. Mosl experts believe that a 
viable presidential candidate needs to 
raise $100 million before the end of 
the year. 

Why would any candidate need so 
much money this far ahead of the pri­
mm) to be a competitive candidate? 
The simple answer ts that our current 
presidential primary process is 
nawed. 

By the end of February 2008. can 
t.lidates could see their name" on Lhe 
ballots in over three-fourths of the 
tates across Lhe country. Some of the 

largest states such as California. 
Florida, and Texas are in the process 
of movmg their primanes to the frr. t 
Tuesday in February. As are ·ult. can­
didates that don't raise a large 
amount of funds in 2007 will be 
unable to ucceo; ·fully comrete in the 
large number of front-loaded pri-

c 0 um 
maries. No longer will dark horse or 
msurgent candidates he able to win 
the early state that allows them to 
compete in later primaries. 

How docs this affect how we elect 
our president? First. the primary 
focus of presidential candidates wil1 
not be discussing how to govern and 
lead our nat10n but rather raising the 
dollars neces ·ary to compete. In fact, 
you cannot fault the presidential can­
didates for this focus; our system has 
rorced them to net in this manner. 

Second, with so many primaries in 
the first two weeks of February. it is 
likely that the' nomination will be 
sewn up hy mid-February. This will 
leave le · tlme for c1tizens and the 
media to thoroughly examine our 
prestdential candidate · and thetr pro 
posed pohcies. Tn addilion, Lo reach 
so many voters in such a bort penod 
of ltmc. candidates will be forced LO 
appeal broadly without ever outlining 
a detailed agenda LO improve our 
country. 

Most experts agree that the 
proceso; is hrokcn. So the question 
now become·: How do we fix it? One 
olution that my colleague~ in the 

National A sociation of Secretaries 
of Stale advocate is the Rotating 
Regional Primary Plan. 

This bipartisan plan divides the 
country inro fouT geographic areas 
East. South, Midwest, and West -
and rotates when each region votes, 
beginning wtth the tirst region lfl 

March. The other regions hold their 
primary elections io April. May. and 
June. The plan will start wiLh a new 
region each pre idcntial election 
cycle ·o that each part or the country 
voles firo;t every sixteen year .. 
Primari~ are held al ·orne point dur­
ing the month in the appropriate

region. New Hampshire and Iowa 
retain Lheir early slatus 10 allow ~ 
under-funded and less widely known 
candidates to compete through retail 
politics rather than the costly media­
driven campaigns required in larger 
states. 

In the Rotating Regional Primary 
Plan, candidates must :;till vtsit 
smaller states and discuss important 
local issue . Les er-known and 
under-funded candidates may still 
l'ucce sfully compete in thi. plan 
because it maintains a role for grass­
roots political orgaruzmg. Most 
importantly, it mcreascs the amounr 
of campaigning necessary to win the 
nomination. 

Although not easily implemented, 
this plan is the be t olution to our 
ailing presidential nomination ·y. -
tern, and many people are tarting to 
take notice. The plan ha been 
endorsed hy the Commission on 
Federal Election Reform. co-chaired 
by former President Jimmy Carter 
and former Secretary of State James 
A. Baker ill. as well a. hy the editor­
ial boards of many prorrunent news­
papers. 

Now is the time to ·tan addresstng 
the issue for 2012; it is already too 
late for 2008. Solving thh problem 
will either require our na1ional par­
tics to change party rules or rcqutrc 
states to take collective action on the 
tssue. Either option will take time.

ur) of walling to addres this i sue.

Big Sandy CAP program 
helping seniors find the way 1

There' · an insurance cvmpany tele­
vision commercial that say!> ''Life 
come· at you fast." For 56-year-old 
Floyd County resident Brenda Johnson, 
those words ring true: she knows from 
experience how quick!) life can 
change. 

Brenda enjoyed a life of domestic 
tranquiliry, her days spent ntnning a 
home, r~aring three children. and being 
a devoted wife. But Brenda's world 
nearly fell apart after a series of heart 
prohlems nearly cosl her husband John 
Jus life. following two open-heart surg­
enes, doctors told John he would no 
longer be able to work. and he was 
forced to apply tor disabiUty benefits. 

For Brenda and John. the monthly 
Suctal Secwity check they now had to 
hve on was a far cry from the salary 
John uo.;ed to bnng home, even ~jrh the 
children now on their own. 

•·t had never worked outside the 
home." sa1d Brenda. "T had never real­
ly thought about it until John hccame 
ill ·abled. But I knew we had to have 
more income to make end'> meet." 

After contemplating on what course 
or acllon ~he thought would best bene­
fit the fanuly finant;ially, Brenda 
enroll~d in classes al Big Sandy 
Community and Technical College 
where . he obtained a certi11cation in 
Medical Office Practices. Armed with 
her new credential . Brenda ·et about 
the cask of finding a job. 

''I searched and searched,'' recalled 
Brenda. "But, T ha~ no luck. 1 couldn't 
iigure out why no one would hire me. I 
1hought maybe it had something to do 

pertormed m the parking area. under 
neath a restaurant. with all their friend 
and family around them. Isn't that all that 
matters? At the dinner arter the wedding, 
the bride asktX! me a cute que~1ton and 
wondered how my member~ v. ould 
respond to it.

Shortly ancr submiuing her applica­
uon, Brenda learned from CSEP staff 
that she was eligible to participate in 
the program. After an a .. essrnent was 
completed to identify her .;kills and 
needs, staff set about trying to locate a 
medical facility so Brenda could ~et 
some much-needed work experience 
related to her t·ertificatlOn. Having no 
previous experience likely conLrihuted 
to Brenda's inability to find employ­
ment in the medical lield. so "hands 
on·· ll'aining was vital to her landing a 
job. 

SCSEP staff was able to place 
Brenda in the human resource depart 
ment of a local hospital. where she et 
about learning all she could. At the 
same Lime, she began earning 'ome 
badly-needed extra money.

During the 
atrophic stage, the muscles get weak 
and stiff, the skin gets cool and !>hiny 
and R D may progress 1.0 another limb. 

RSD can be difficult to diagnose. 
Non-steroidal antiinllammatOI)' drug. 
like a-;pirin and ibuprofen can be cffcc­
ti ve for some people in reducing the 
inflammation and pain. Muscle relax­
ants, topical balms ~md physical therapy 
can also he beneficial. In addition. anti­
depressants and anuconvulsants can be 
used to help with sleep difficulties 
caused by RSD. Some people are 
helped b) transcutaneous electrical 
nerve stimulation, or TENS. units or 
nerve blocking injections. 

The prognosis for RSD varies from 

person to person. Some !>ullerers under­
go l.pontaneou · remission of their 
symptoms. Others in spite of treatmem 
have unremitting pain and crippling, 
and experience irreversible change!). 
For such a complex disorder, it's impor­
tant the treatment be indlV!duahzed for 
each patient.

Stock your 
shooting bag for a 
hassle-free season 

by HAYLEY LYNCH 
• KENTUCKY AFIELD 

FRANKFORT - As the days 
heat up, nothing beats a trip to the 
shooting range. Whether you pre­
fer sporting clays, trap or skeet, 
clay target shooting will improve 
your shotgun skills and get you 
outside to enjoy the warm weath­
er in the meantime. But just Uke a 
trip to the woods, if you're not 
prepared for the shooting range, 
you'll waste time trying to find 
what you need, 

A shooting bag keeps all of 
your gear in one place. Instead or 
spending an hour searching every 

~ room in the bouse for your stuff, 
you' 11 be out the door and break­
ing targets as soon as you find a 
free evening or weekend to shoot. 

Start with a bag big enough to 
hold at least four boxes of shells. 
Look for a model wilh a comfort­
able shoulder strap and non­
metallic zippers that won't ~tch 
your gun. Fill 1t with enough 
shells for a day of shooting and 
add the following items as neces­
sary for your shooting style. 

Eye and ear protection are 
must-haves for the range. If you 
use disposable ear buds, buy sev-

• eral extra pairs in case you or 
another shooter need them. Throw 
in a soft, lint-free cloth or dispo.<:­
able wipes to clean the lenses of 
your shooting glasses. Suo block 
and bug spray are good additions 
to protect your skin on long, hot 
days. A hat with a visor will help 
keep the sun out of your eyes so 
you can see targets. 

Remember your choke Lubes 
and wrench, and add a tube of 
choke lube as well. Many bags 
have separate compartm<:nts that 
work great for choke tubes and 
accessories. 

Add a can of gun oil and a rag 
for lield-cleaning both your gun 
and your choke tubes. A bore 
snake is a good addition to quickly 
clean inside your barrel. It's also a 
good idea to carry a rod, also 
known as a wad knocker. to 
remove barrel obstructions, such 
as a stuck wad or cleaning patch. 
Some sporting clays stations have 
wad knockers, but bringing your 
own is convenient in case the 
range doe n't have them. 

ln addition to your choke tube 
wrench, a multi-Lool and a sel of 
AJien wrenches come in handy 
for light gun maintenance. A shell 
pouch will easily fir into most 
bags; larger bags may give you
