This 
come. after the month of 
May fell 3.34 inches 
hort. bringing the deficit 

for the last 44 days to 
4.52 inches.

The primary unanswered 
question wa how Barnett wa able to grab 
one of the two guns La y usually carried 
and shoot him through a hard-plastic banier 

at point-blank range from the back seat of a 
squad car. 

In an interview Thursday night with The 
A"sociated Pre' , Barne-ll -.:ud he wa' too 
high on drugs to recall any of the events that 
led up to the shoo Ling but was certain he did­
n't bring the gun. Carl Welts, the Powell 
County coroner who conducted the autopsy, 
aid it belonged to Lacy. 

"I feel like I'm dying im,ide," Barnell said 
in the interview at the jail in Mount Sterling. 
about 15 mile-. from the site ofWednesday'. 
shooting. "I remember going to a liquor 
store and eating a handful of Xanax and 
ending up here." Xanax ir.; an anti-anxiety 
medication. 

Barnett's son said his father, with whom 
he hasn't poken ince the incident, wa<.; a 
completely different man under the influ­
ence. 

"He's a good guy." James Barnett Jr. said. 
''When he's on drugs and tuff. you can't 
really get a lot of stuff out of hirn. Whenever 
he's off. he's like the best man in the world 
you'll ever meet.

Feds seek asset forfeiture by 
owners of Preakness winner

LOUISVILLE, Ky. (AP) -- When Cmlin woo the Preakness, 
the colt's owners splil $650,000. 

Now . . orne of those winnings_ as well as ownership of Curlin 
_ are potential assets that could be grabbed by federal prosecu­
tor and angry plaintiffs. 

A federal grand jury thi week indicted two attorneys who 
own 20 percent of Curlin, charging them with conspiring to com­
mit wire fraud in representing more than 400 people in the suit 
over the diet drug fen-phen. 

Federal pro ecutor. want the men ro forfeit any as etJ they 
have to pay restitution to their former clients. And, a lawyer for 
the former clients claims Curlin was bought with money that 
belonged to the fen-phen clienls. 

Shirley Cunningham Jr .. 52, and William Gallion, 56. bought 
Curlin for $57,000 as a yearling through their Midnight Cry 
Stable. 

They sold controlling interest in the horse in February for $3.5 
million to a group comprising Jess Jackson, founder of Kendall­
Jackson wines; Satish Sanan's Padua Stable ; and George 
Bolton, an investment banker. Gallion and Cunningham retained 
a minority intere r and were in the winner's circle after the 3-
year-old won the Preakness on May 19. 

Curlin was third in the Kentucky Derby on May S and second 
in the Belmont Stakes on June 9. 

Angela Ford, a Lexington, Ky.-based attorney representing 
more than 440 people in a civil case against the two lawyers who 
are part-owners of CurEn. said if the attorneys bought the race­
hor e with money taken from their former clients, it could lead 
to all or part of the horse being sold. w1th the money bemg used 
to repay the former clients. 

W.Va. lawmaker wants 
probe into 'Dear Sex 
Offender' e-mail 

CHARLESTON, W.Va. 
(AP) -- An e-mail to West 
Virginia lawmakers that began 
"Dear Registered Sex 
Offender" has prompted calls 
for a probe into whether child 
pornographers are using crime­
fighting resources as marketing 
tools. 

Sen. Andy McKenzie, R­
Ohio, was disturbed to get a 
recent e-mail purporting to be 
from a Russian company offer­
ing encrypted acce s to child 
pornography. The e-mail, 
which McKenzie said wao; sent 
to virtually every other law­
maker in West Virginia, 
claimed to have harvested his 
addres from online ex offend­
er registries. 

"If it's a joke, it's a ick 
joke," McKenzie said Friday. 
"If it's for real, I have a major 
problem with it." 

McKenzie has given the e­
mail to the West Virginia attor­
ney general's office and plans 
to forward copies to the U.S. 
attorney and We t Virginia 
State Police. 

None of the current mem­
bers of West Virginia's tate 
legislature are regi tcrcd sex 
offenders. 

"Unfortunately, I don't know 
if there's anything we can do at 
the state level," McKenzie said, 
noting that the advertised Web 
site's addre s ends with the 
country code ".ru," which is 
used by Russian sites. 

In alllikehhood, though, the 

e-mail's claims are bogus and it 
was probably ent out at ran­
dom. according to Steve 
Roddel, president and CEO of 
Family Watchdog. 

Roddel' site aggregates the 
data from every . ex offender 
regi try in the country and pro­
vides infonnation on where sex 
offenders live. Roddel ays 
there are no states that po t e­
mail addrc ses of convicted sex 
offenders. 

However, he said, such reg­
islries are used by child 
pornographers and legitimate 
companies for marketing. 

"They don't use e-mail, they 
do it with the mailing address­
es," he said. 

In 2007 alone, he ·aid. 
Family Watchdog has been 
approached even or eight 
times by companies selling 
pornography, ex toys and im­
ilar products hoping to use the 
company's database as a mail­
ing li t. 

"We do eYerything we can 
so that only the mo t dedicated 
per on would be able to siphon 
any information off us," Roddel 
said. 

The possibility of using rate 
registries for electronic market­
ing may soon become more 
realistic, though. States are 
considering law that would 
require ex offenders to give 
police their e-mail addresses 
and online information along 
with standard detail like home 
and work addresses.

Not rocket science 
Earlier this week. Congress began debating a prawling energy 

bill at a moment ripe for meaningful, long-term progress. 
Americans' awareness of energy-connected problems- from 
Middle East politics and terrorism to air and water pollution, 
global warming and oaring ga aline and utility co ts - has never 
been more acute. 

A key provision of the proposed bill would give auto manufac­
turers 13 years to increase the average fuel economy of their 
fleets from around 27.5 miles per gallon to 35. Leaders of the Big 
Three American automakers say it's not pos ible. Requirements 
of a 27 percent increase in average mileage by 2020 "don't look 
achievable," said Rick Wagoner, chief executive of General 
Motors. 

Wagoner is wrong. In a 2002 report, the prestigious National 
Academies of Science estimated that cars could be engineered to 
average 36 mile per gallon using technology that already was 
commercially available. The same report determined that sport 
mility vehicle could be tuned to get 29 miles per gallon, mini­
vans and pickups 32 mile per gallon- again using existing tech­
nology as or 2002. 

Significant improvements in energy production and consump­
tion are crucial to America' long-term national and economic 
security. The great technological challenge of our age is the race 
to develop clean, high-efficiency energy technologies, and if we 
hope to win that race. we need to get serious about competing -
sooner rather rhan later. The Democratic leader hip in Congres is 
talking about the need to combat global warming and reduce our 
dependence on foreign sources of energy, but even the Democrat 
are not speaking with a single voice. 

For example, Sen . Carl Levin and Debbie Stabenow, both 
from hchigan, have drafted an amendment to the energy bill that 
would set the mileage target for cars slightly higher than 35 mpg 
but gi\e manufacturers even more time to meet them. lt also 
would set separate, lower standards for light trucks and allow 
automakers to opt out of mileage standards entirely if they can 
demonstrate that meeting the requirements is too expensive. 

One big problem with an opt-out provision is that there's no 
way to calculate the co. ts on the other side of the ledger: How 
much more expensive will it be to take action on global warming 
if the damage is allowed more time to accumulate? How much 
harm will our national political and economic interests suffer as a 
result of additional years of dependence on oil from unstable or 
anti-American regimes such as Venezuela, Nigeria and Iraq? 

The energy positions of our region's senators vary. Illinois' 
Sen. Richard Durbin and Sen. Barack Obama, both Democrats, 
support the requirement of an average 35 mile per gallon by 
2020. Missouri's Republican Sen. Christopher "Kit" Bond has 
aligned himself with Levin's weaker proposal, as he has in years 
past. 

It's disappointing to find Missouri's other senator, Democrat 
Claire McCaskilL leaning toward the Levin/Stabenow plan. The 
precise details of that proposal have not yet been made public, but 
McCaskill told us Wednesday that she will support it if it also 
includes a sizable increase in funding for research into break­
through automotive technologies. 

Fleet fuel economy tandard haven't changed in 20 years. In 
too many models, advances in automotive technology have been 
used to beef up horsepower and power larger vehicles, rather than 
to increase fuel efficiency. 

In confronting technological challenges, it has become a cliche 
to cite President John F. Kennedy's 1962 pledge that America 
would land a man on the moon and return him safely to Earth by 
the end of that decade. But eight years and billions of dollars 
later, it wa done- cliche notwithstanding. 

It doesn't take a· rocket scienti t to know where we need to go. 
and it doesn't take rocket science to get us there. Recognizing 
that the day. of cheap oil are gone fnrever, American automakers 
should take the lead in developing more fuel-efficient vehicles, 
not wait for competitor. to do it and then struggle to catch up. 

Now is the perfect time for Congres to give the industry the 
pu h it seems to require.

Father is best 
Fatherhood has been transform­

ing. Fifty years ago, a father tended 
to be perceived primarily a. a 
provider. Lately, he is urged to be 
more nurturing so he can become a 
rougher vcr. ion of Mommy. But as a 
report from the Institute for American 
Values attests. the father's effect on 
his household iso 't only material or 
emotional. but biological. He i not 
just another male - in fact, having 
any other male in the household 
instead of him can be problematic. 

The key to unlocking the benefits 
of fatherhood is marriage. It changes 
the father, and hts presence in the 
household changes those around him. 
The social science is documenting 
how we can'tju t shuffle around gen­
der and parental roles without con e­
quence, because then we are disturb­
ing deep forces that have atways been 
be, t harnessed by traditional mar­
riage. 

Boys in a single-parent home are 
roughly twice as likely to have served 
jail time by their early 30s. They are 
mi sing a family's natural di cipli­
narian. As the reporr' main author, 
University of Virginia professor W. 
Bradford Wilcox. puts it, "Men have 
a disciplinary advantage over women 
in terms of their stze. strength and 
even the tone of their voice." 

This advantage extends to the 
entire community. The research of 
Harvard sociologist Robert Sampson 

finds that the percentage of fatherless 
households is one of the strongest 
predictors of how much violent crime 
a neighborhood will experience. 

Having a male, any male, m the 
household i~ 
not an ade­
quate replace­
ment. White 
and Hispanic 
teens li\':ng in 
households 
with a co­
habiting couple 
actually have 
more behav­
ioral problem 
than teens in 
ingle-parent 

households. 
In marriage, there i much more 

going on than meets the eye. 
According to the report, men who 
have never married or are divorced 
have higher levels of testosterone 
than do married men. particularly 
married father . Since testosterone is 
associated with ri k-taking and anti­
social behavior. this makes the mar­
ried man more civilized and depend­
able. 

If marriage influence the biology 
of the father, he. in tum, influences 
the biology of his daughters. Girls in 
intact married households experience 
puberty later than girls 10 ingle-par­
ent households. This is important, 
Wilcox note , "because when girls 
develop prematurely, they are more 
likely to become attracted to older

boys and men and to have ex and 
become pregnant at an early age." 

If a girl lives with an unrelated 
male (say, a stepfather or a mother's 
boyfriend), she hit puberty even ear­

lier than a girl 
living with only 
her mother. The 
speculation is 
that the father 
e m i s 
pheromones 
biological chem­
icals communi­
cating sexual sig­
nals - that delay 
puberty in his 
daughter, while 
an unrelated 

male emits pheromones that acceler­
ate it. If , o, there is nothing to be 
done about thi phenomenon. since 
no one consciously controls his 
pheromones. 

Perhap Dad would be dispens-
able if government could somehow • 
cushion children again this absence? 
It can't. Sweden has an all-envelop-
ing welfare state, but even there the 
report says, "Boys reared in single­
parent home were more than 50 per­
cent more likely to die from a range 
of causes - such as suicide, acci­
dent or addiction - than boys in 
two-parent homes." 

There's just no sub. titute for Dad.

It's 
meant to promote heroic political fig­
ures. to protect wasteful prison jobs 
and contractor , and to keep poor 
people a\\ ay from the dreaded voting 
booth. Performance toward the e 
goals has been triLlmphant. ln no 
small measure it governed the out­
come of the last two presidential elec­
tion . 

In terms of protecting ociety from 
the scourge of dmg, , however. the 
"War" has been about as successful 
as pr9hibition. And if whites instead 
of blacks and Latmos were the chief 
ca ualtie. , it would have long since 
suffered the same conclusive fate.

But twelve individual states now, 
bless their heruts, seem intent on at 
lea. t allowing marijuana to be used 
by the meuically needy. And mo:t 
other feature variou. \'i~ionary 
group" and indi' idL•als vvorkmg to 
soften the ir pointlessly draconian 
statutes. Many stale lawmakers agree 
with hange, but no one "'ants to be 
the first ro bell the cat. 

rurther, you'll be astonished to 

learn that other nations do the job bet­
ter. They treat addicts like drunks, 
which is to ·ay, put them into treat­
ment rather than jail. They al o wink 
at marijuana. Naturally this is galling 
to drug dealers. If folks can buy pot 
legally, who needs pushers? In 
Europe crime syndicate futures are 
elling short. And in Europe al o, 

even hopele - heroin addict are now 
getting their stuff direct from the gov­
ernment. Thi ha ent drug capos • 
flocking into retraining programs. 

But not in the good old U.S. of A. 
We're underwriting foreign drug car­
tels with an abandon that would make 
the World Bank blu h. And militanly 
we're busily destroying farmer in 
Afghamstan and Colombia, thus 
adding recruits to the Taliban and the 
FARC. Our emphasi on disrupting 
supply abroad is intended to ma k our 
failure to reduce demand here at 
home. 

And now a ne v dilemma has 
arisen. Methumphetamine and 
Oxycontin. The e are bad actors and 
are made chemically nght here in 011r 
counrry. Worse, they're mostly used 
by whites. We wouldn't want to jail 
THEM. They need treatment, not the 
slammer. But we haven ' t got enough 
treatment available. It'. a me . 

Don't expect any reform, either. 
The "Drug War." like the "Terror 
War,'' has value in it own right.

This 
week at McMillan's Ferry, 
located near the state line, 
Fisheries Biologist Eric 
Cummms measured a water 
temperature of 75.6 degrees at 
10:30 a.m. Hundred of trout 
were concentrating in the 
mouths of two spring-fed tribu­
tary creeks with 70-degree 
water. 

The U.S. Army Corps of 
Engineers i working closely 
with Kentucky Fish and 
Wildlife to decrease water tem­
peratures in the river, although 
the federal agency cannot 

ond time. Their 42-25 mark 
represents the best start in 
franchise history.
