Trucker 
charged 
after fatal 
wreck

WAYLAND -A traffic 
accident Tuesday in 
Wayland landed the driver 
of tractor-trailer in jail after 
the driver of the second 
vehicle died and her pas­
senger was hospitalized. 

The accident occurred 
on Route 7 at Wayland 
when Keith Perry, of 
Wayland, crossed the cen­
ter line into the northbound 
lane, striking a 1997 GMC 
Sonoma driven by Linda 
Johnson, 43, of 
Bevinsville. Johnson was 
pronounced dead at the 
scene by Floyd County 
Deputy Coroner Glen 
Frazier and her 8-year-old 
passenger was transported 
by MedFIIght to Cabell 
Huntington Hospital In seri­
ous condition. 

Perry was arrested and 
charged With several traffic 
related charges Including 
but not limited to failure to 
surrender revoked opera· 
tors license, operating on a 
suspended license and 
operating a commercial 
vehicle on suspended 
license. 

Perry Is no stranger to 
the law. His criminal histo· 
ry goes back several years 
aoo. In 2001 Perry was 
found gUilty of speed1ng 15 
m1les an hour over the lim1t 
in Knox County. Perry was 
also charged with operat­
ing a commercial vehicle 
under the influence of 
alcohol and speeding 25 
miles an hour over the limit

Court addresses long agenda 
during marathon session

PRE TO SBURG - The 
Floyd County Fiscal Court held 
a nearly three-hour meeting 
Tuesday evening with 26 reso­
lution on the agenda. 

Of the 26 items, only a few 
warranted further discussion 
besides the formality of passing 
the re olution. Two of the reso­
ltHions were aimed at switching 
some of the county's bank 
accounts from First Guaranty 
Bank to Community Tru t 
Bank. Magistrate Jackie Owens 

wa oppo ed to the idea, citing 
First Guaranty had been a valu­
able ource to the county for 
many years. 

"I just can't ee leaving a 
bank that has helped us so 
much in the past," said Owen . 

Members of the court say 
that if they make the switch to 
Community Trust, the county 
will benefit financially due to 
the increa ed interest rate the 
bank ha offered to them. That 
4.25 interest rate has a potential 
to bring in an e timated 
$30,000 in additional funds to 
the county. The re. elution was 

tabled for a later date.

'T ve been wanting to go 
and dig 1t out with my hands.''

More people than ever 
are eeking treatment at 
Logan/Mingo Mental 
Health Inc .. where Mays is 
dtrector of clinical ervicc. s. 
And when they arrive, 
many tell the same story.

·'Believe it or not, we have 
a lot of people who come in 
here and say, 'I played high 
school football.

Hoping to please everyone, 'Evan Almighty' 
is painfully tame and not very funny

Steve Carel! is at his funruest 
when he's placed in painfully 
awkward situations - having 
his chest waxed in "The 40-
Ycar-Old Virgin," for example, 
or being transformed into a bub­
bling burfoon in . "Bruce 
Almighty." There's a slightly 
nerdy sweetness about htm lhat 
makes you rotlt for him, even 
though you enjoy watching him 
squirm. 

In ''Evan Alnughty," the 
sequel to that 2003 blockbuster, 
he's just paintully awkward 
because he's placed in situations 
that aren't the slightest bit funny. 
TI1e jokes and sight gags are so 
generic, obvious and watered 
down Lb please the broadest pos­
sible audience and offend 
absolutely no one, they'll also 
end up mnusing no one. All it 
makes you want to root for are 
the clo~ing credits to roll. 

''Bruce Almighty" turned 
needlessly, unexpectedly 
preachy toward the end, but 
with Jim Carrey in the lead mle 
and a PG-13 rating,, at least it 
had flashes of naughtiness. This 
may as well be a made-for-TV 
movie, something to fill the time 
on Sunday morning between 
"Davey and Goliath" and 'The 
700 Club." 

Carell played Carrey's 
Buffalo, N.Y., TV news rival 
Evan Baxter. Now, Evan is a 
newly elected eongrc5sman 
who's moved to suburban 
Virginia with his wife, Joan 
(Lauren Graham, making the 
most of a bland supportive­
~;pouse role), and their three 

sons who arc given so little pcr­
somility that they're practically 
interchangeable. 

At his disposal inside his 
impossibly spacious ollice tiuite 
are Ius smart mouthed exe.cu­
tive assistant (Wanda Sykes. 
spewing onc-lincrn), his ambi­
tious chief of staff (John 
Michael Higgins) and his butt­
kissing assistant, who has ency-­
clopedic knowledge of every­
thing (Jonah Hill. the only one 
who draws consistent laughs). 

Soon afterward, God 
(Morgan Freeman again) shows 
up with stackc; of wood and con­
struction equipment and orde~ 
Evan to build an ark He even 
comes carrying an ·'Ark­
Building for Dmnmies" book. 
Because. you know, that ''for 
dummies" joke has never l:leen 
done before.

Q Every summer one of my 
kids gets swimmer's ear. 
What causes this, and 

can I do anything to prevent this 
problem besides not allowing 
swimming? 

AAcute otitis cxtcma, common­
ly called "swimmer's ear." is 
an infecrion of the outer car 

canal. It is usually bacterial in origin. 
but it can al. o be caused by a fungus. 
Wbile it is a very common rn1ix:tion 
in children between Lhe ages or 7 and 
12, anyone at any age can come down 
with this malady. 

Swimmer': ear i live times more 
likely to occur in swimmer. than non­
'Swimmers, hence the name. This 
infection is frequently a one-sided 
problem, but it c<~n atTect both ears. 
Water from bathing can also cause 
swimmer'<; ear. 

The ear canal i, the perfect place 
for bacteria and fung1 to grow. Il is 
warm, dark and moist. Normally ear­
wax and oils in the car canal protect it, 
but gelling water in your ear while 
swimming can cause these to wac;h 
off. Tllis causes the ear canals to dry 
out which makes them more suscepti-

If you could ·ee the mfel.:tion 
inside your ear canal, it prohahl) 
wouldn't look much worse than a 
minor, slightly red scratch - like 
what you occa~ionally sec on your 
arm or face. But these scratcbe · can 
he quite irritating inside the car 
becau e you have very little tissue 
padding between the skin, and the 
cartilage and bone underneath. When 
the inrected skin in the ear canal 
swells up, it creates painful pressure. 

A.cute outis externu b. ea'>ily treat­
ed by using prescription antib10tic ear 
drops for ~everal days, avoiding 
swimming or getting water in the car, 
and U!)ing over-the-counter pain med­
ication. Occasionally an outer car 
infection c<~n be a:;sociated with a 
deeper middle car infection. ln these 
cases, oral antibiotics will be needed 
as well. 

Prevention is the best•way to deal 
with swimmer's eur. Some people do 
seem prone to this problem. If you
