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Man indicted for 
dumping sewage 
near Paintsville 
• . take vvater m

A man previously charged 
for dumping 8,500 gallons of 
raw sewage into the Big 
Sandy River has now been 
indicted. 

David L. Bowling, owner 
of Dave's Concrete Products 
and Septic Service Inc. was 
caught in the act several 
months ago following a six 
month long KBI investiga-

,on. The operation was dis­
covered when surveillance 
located at a facility leased by 
Bowling was found to be the 
site of "suspicious activity". 
Bowling was using a tanker 
truck labeled "Water" to 
dump sewage into a drain that 
flows into the Big Sandy 
River. The facility is located 
less than one mile from the 
Paintsville public water 
intake. 

Bowling admitted to 
agents when he was taken 
into custody that he dumped 

*c.ewage at the site at least once 
~ week over an eight month 
period. When Bowling was 
arrested, Attorney General 
Greg Stumbo said their inves­
tigation showed that he had 
dumped at least one quarter 
million gallons of human 
waste into the river. 

An indictment filed on 
Thursday in U.S. District 
Court says from December 
2005 through December 1 8, 
2006 in Johnson County. 
Bowling "knowmgly dis­
charged a pollutant, that is, 
septic waste, from a point 

-ijpto a water of the United 
States without a permit". 

If convicted, Bowling 
could face a maximum of 
three years in prison, a 
$50,0CO fine per day of viola­
tion or a $250,0CO fine, which 
ever is greater, and up to one 
year of supervised release.

As law enforcement official set 
about the task of herding 23 suspected 
drug dealers into the Floyd County 
Courthou e Fiscal Courtroom for pro­
cessing, it became apparent that there 
were no "lucky numbers" to be had a 
each suspect was assigned a number 
for his or her wait in line.

The clo ure of an alley behind the 
Brock McVey buildmg in Preston burg 
raised concerns for some council mem­
bers. Brock McVey Manager Robin 
Humphrey came before the counctl to 
request that a resolution brought up 
some time ago regarding the closure of 
the alley be re-evaluated and that the 
city approve McVey' plans. 

Humphrey says their existing build­
ing is in irreparable condition and they 
want to move forward with demolition 
and construction of a new facility. He 
also says they want to move further 
back from the road into the alley space 
which was the main concern for coun-

"There' people on that street that 

don't want thi and my father is one of 
them." said councilman C. "Shag" 
Branham. citing that his father who 
resides on the street behind Brock 
McVey i again t the proposal. 

Humphrey srud they had done their 
homework and had all the necessary 
documents and paperwork in place. he 
just needed councils approval to close 
the alley and create a new entrance 
between Brock Me Vey and the Custom 
Cleaner building which they also 
own. Brock McVey plans to deed a 
portion of this property to the city for 
the construction of a new alley. 

Branham requested to ee plot maps 
for the project which Humphrey hap­
pened to have on hand. Each of the 
council members viewed the map and 
with the exception of Branham. came 
to the conclu ion that the project 
should go forward. Branham was the 
only counctl member to vote against 
the motion to approve the change of 
the alley.

Wresder Benoit strangled wife, smothered son, hanged himself

ATLANTA (AP) - Pro 
wrestler Chris Benoit stran­
gled his wife and smothered 
his son before hanging him­
self in his weight room, a 
law enforcement official 
close to the investigation 
told The Associated Press on 
Tuesday. 

Authorities also said they 
are investigating whether 
steroids may have been a 
factor in the deaths of 
Benoit, his wife and their 7-
year-old son. Steroid abuse 
has been linked to depres-

sion, paranoia, and aggres­
sive behavior or angry out· 
bur Ls known as "roid rage." 

"We don't know yet. 
That's one of the thmg. we'll 
be looking at," said Fayette 
County Di trict Attorney 
Scott Ballard. He said test 
results may not be back for 
weeks. 

Autopsies were sched­
uled Tuesday by the Georgia 
Bureau of Inve tigation. 

Authorities were investi­
gating the deaths at a seclud­
ed Fayette County home a a 
murder-suicide and were not 
seeking any suspects. The 
official who described the 

manner of death spoke on 
the condition of anonymity 
because the information was 
to be released at a news con­
ference later Tuesday. 

I nvesl!gators believe 
Benoit (pronounced ben­
WAH) killed his wife. 43-
year-old Nancy, and son 
Daniel during the weekend 
and then himself Monday. 
The bodies were found 
Monday afternoon in three 
separate rooms of the house, 
off a gravel road about two 
miles from the Whitewater 
Country Club. 

Fayette County Coroner 
C.J. Mowell did not return 

calls seeking comment. The 
answering service for his 
funeral home said he was 
out of town. 

A ked about the condi­
tion of the interior of the 
hou e. sheriffs Sgt. Ke1th 
Whiteside said investlgator' 
found "nothing really out of 
the ordinary." He said 
Benoit was found in the 
home's weight room, hi 
wife in an office and the son 
in an upstair bedroom.

Students beg

In an impassioned plea to the 
members of the Floyd County:

"put children first. Please. let us 
·eep out coach ... in ca e you don't 

Ja10 it, Bn:nt Rose can multi-task.." 
Ca e commented in a light-hearted 
mt,nlent. Rose, assistant principal of 
BLHS. has served in a variety of 
coaching positions with county 
school throughout his career, 
including during his term as assis­
tant principal. 

The policy in question, granted 
final approval by the board in a 
meeting held last week. tates that 
"district department heads, school 
principals. and as i tant principals 
shall not serve as coaches, assistants 
or volunteer:-. .for any :.chool based 
extra-curricular or co-curricular 
teams or squads, including, but n,ot 
limited to, athletic and academic 
team , cheerleading, and dance 
squads." 

Board members have said that 
their upport of the policy is in 
regard to a belief that school admin­
istrators in key positions hould 
exercise their concentration and 
energies toward the "maintenance of 
an effective learning environment." 
However, board members Carol 
Stumbo and Linda Gearheart have 
voiced oppo ilion to the policy in 
past meetings. 

At Monday night's meeting, 
Stumbo put a motion on the table to 
reconsider a revi ion, or re cission, 
of the policy. The motion, however, 
died for lack of a second. 

Also peaking in regard to the 
policy was BLHS Principal Sean 
Ousley who said that he believed 
that "not enough thought has been 
put into this policy." "I don't think 
the board has really considered how 
this policy is going to impact stu­
dents ... thi policy did not go 
through as lengthy a proces before 
final consideration a has been done 
with other policie , " he said. 

Ousley said that he felt that the 
policy infringed upon the authority 
of chool administrators to evaluate 
their own personnel. "What you are 
doing with thi policy, in effect, is 
micro--mru1aging," be told the board.

She pleaded no contest to 
reckless driving and was ·en­
tenced to 36 months of proba­
tion. alcohol education and 
$1.500 in fines . 

In the months that fol­
IO\\ed. Hilton was stopped 
twice by officers who di. cov­
ered her dnving with a su. -
pended hcense. The second 
stop landed her in Sauer's 
courtroom, where he se.n­
tenced her to 45 days in jail'.

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Families return to homes destroyed or 
amaged by fire burning near Lake Tahoe

MEYERS, Calif. (AP) -
amilics whose homes were in 

the path of a wildfire buming 
ar Lake Tahoe returned to 

tl\!ir property Tuesday, finding 
sqme houses reduced to 
cJ1arrctl ruins and othen large­
ly unscathed, except for the 
odor of smoke and a blanket of 
ash. 

In the most heavily dam­
aged neighborhoods. firelight­
ers doused pockets of linger­
ing flames. Smoke hung thick 
over blackened piles of rubble 
Lhat were once homes to nur -
es, police officers and teach­
ers. 

"I didn't save hardly any­
thing in the hou e," said 

tired firefighter John 
~ell, who lost his home of 

0 years. Along with his wife, 
ult son and a daughter, he 

sorted through the rubble in 
earch of any mementos. 

"I got out with the clothes 
on my back, my fire. coat and 
my helmet.'' he said. 

belleve the tire wa caused by 
some kind of human activity, 
but U.S Forest Servtce offi­
cials satd lbere was no mdica­
tion it was intentionally et. 

At the point of origin, 
investigators covered in soot 
cordoned off an area with yel­
low police tape and were 
crouched at the base of a rock 
collectin~ dirt samples. 

The forest here was so dry, 
Fore t Service spokeswoman 
Beth Brady said, that a dis­
carded cigarette butt or match 
could ea ily have ignited the 
fire. 

The area was also dotted 
with the remnants of illegal 
campfires, he aid. 

very similar conditions exi<;t 
throughout the Sierra 
Nevada." Forest Servtcc 
spokesman Matt Mathes said. 
"It can happen literally any­
where at ~ny moment."

The flames broke out 
Sunday and chu mcd 200 hous­
es, along w1th dozens of out­
buildings. The danger to 
homes diminished overntght 
as firefighters got a badly 
needed leg up on the inferno. 
But it was stiB burning along 
rugged. uninhabited slopes, 
and authorities cautioned that 
strong winds forecast to anive 
Wednesday could fan the 
flames. 

As of Tuesday morning. the 
bla?e had consumed 2,730 
acres _ about 4 l/4 square 
miles_ and was about 40 per­
cent contained. fire officials 
said. 

Concerned about loot1ng, 
dozens of sheriffs deputies 
and California Highway Patrol 
officers roamed the burned 
neighborhoods. ensuring that 
only tho c who lived in the 
area were allowed m. Cars 
lined up to pass through an 
elaborate checkpoint where 
each vehicle's \\-indow was 
marked with white shoe polish 
to designate the street number 
of the home it was allowed to 
visit. 

"It picks and choo es," said 
Lynn Cisl, whose home along 
the edge of the most damaged 
area also survived. "It's sort of 
like a disease. lt's devastat-
ing." 

Investigators determined 
that the fire began near Seneca 
Pond, an area popular with 
runners and teenagers in this 
resort area along the 
California-Nevada state line.

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Fletcher spends $3.5 million on primary race 
Injured By ROGER ALFORD

FRANKFORT, Ky. (AP) -
Gov. Emte Fletcher, cam­
prugning in the wake of a 
political scandal, spent nearly 
$3.5 million to win the GOP 
primary in hi bid for re-elec­
tion. 

The heated race lefl 
Fletcher with just more than 
$23,500 on hand, according to 
records filed with the 
Kentucky Registry of Election 
Finance. 

The first-term Repubbcan 
governor and hi admirtistra­
tion had to overcome a high­
profile investigation into 
whether they illegally reward­
ed political supporters with 
protected state jobs. 

Weakened by the nearly 
two-year probe, Fletcher faced 
stiff opposition from a former 
congresswoman and a wealthy 
businessman. 

"We left nothing to 
chance," . rud campaign man­
ager Marty Ryall, referring to 
the hefty primary election bud-

get. "Our goal was to get 
through the primary without 
any debt, and we did that." 

Fletcher was indicted last 
year on misdemeanor charges 
stemming from the hiring 
probe. Those charges were 
later dropped in a deal with 
pro ecutors. 

"We've not seen any damp­
ening of the enthu aasm for the 
governor's campaign or his 
tinancial support," Ryall aid. 
"Our fundrai ing is going very 
well for the general election. 
We're pleased with that." 

Fletcher easily defeated his 
two GOP challengers m the 
primary, former U.S. Rep. 
Anne Northup of Louisville 
and millionaire businessman 
Billy Harper of Paducah. Both 
candidates claimed during the 
campaign that Fletcher had 
been politically wounded by 
lhe investigation and couldn't 
win a second term. 

Harper pent more than 
$6.1 million on his unsuc­
cessful campaign, accordmg 
to campaign finance records. 
The money, nearly all of 

which came from hi own 
bank accounts, paid for non­
stop political ads leading up 
to the May 22 primary elec­
tion. 

Northup spent nearly $1.9 
million on her campatgn, 
according to fmance records 
filed Tuesday. 

The Democrattc nominee, 
former Lt. Gov. Steve Be hear, 
spent $1.8 million while beat­
mg a crowded field that 
included Louisville business­
man Bruce Lunsford and for­
mer Lt. Gov. Steve Henry. 

Lunsford spent $6.6 million 
on his unsucce sful bid for his 
party's nomination. That 
included $5.7 million in per­
sonal loan , to the camprugn. 

Former Lt. Gov. Steve 
Henry raised $1.6 mi11ion, and 
finished the campaign with a 
$420,000 balance. 

He listed debts of just more 
than $1 million. House 
Speaker Jody Richards, anoth­
er of the major Democratic 
candidates in the race, reported 
pending $653.000 on his 

campaign.

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Republicans block bill making it easier to form unions

WASHINGTON (AP) Senate 
Rcpublic<ms on Tuesday blocked a bill that 
would have allowed labor organizations to 
unionize workplaces without secret ballot 
elections. 

Democrats were unable to get the 60 
votes needed to force consideration of the 
Employee free Choice Act, ending labor's 
chance to win its top legislative priority 
from Congress. 

The Linal vote was 51-48. 
Senate Minority Leader Mitch 

McConnelL R-Ky., had s:ud for months that 
he would stop the legislation. The White 
House also made clear that the bill would 
be vetoed if 1t passed Congre:-s. 

The House approved the bill in March. 
Democrats and labor unions pres:-.ed for a 
vote in the Senate in hopes of rallying their 
voters in the 2008 elections. They hope to 
win the White House and increase their 

fmajoritics in the House and Senate next 
year. 

''We will keep coming hack year after 
year aJler year." srud Sen. Sherrod Brown. 
D-Ohio. 

The GOP also plans to usc the vote for 
election-year campaigning. with corpora­
tions and bu-;inesses being the top oppo­
nents to the legislation. The National 
Republican Senatorial Committee sent out 

a fundraising video last week asking people 
to contribute in order to help stop the 
Employee free Choice Act. 

"Republicans will remind our con­
stituents about tht'fact that Democrats pro­
posed to strip wcrkcrs of their voting 
rights." McConnell said. 

The legislation was a litmus test vote for 
organized labor and businesses, strong sup­
porters of Democrats and Republicans 
respectively. "Today's vote shows us who i 
standing with workers and which politi­
cian. are in coJiusron with corporate 
America to destroy the middle clas ." 
Teamsters President Jim Hoffa aid. 

"Working men and women will remem­
ber when they go to the ballot boxes in 
2008, armed with the scorecard filled in by 
today's vote." said John Sweeney, president 
of the AFL-CIO, the nation's largest labor 
federation 

Business a sociations, including the 
U.S. Chamber of Commerce, also plan to 
grade lawmakers based on their votes. 
"'ll1is will be one of the i~sues that helps 
decide who we suppon in future elections," 
Chamber of Commerce President Tom 
Donohue said. 

The bill would require employers to rec­
ognize unions after being presented union 
cards . igncd by a maJority of eligible work­
ers on their payrolls. Under current labor 
law. a company can demand a secret ballot 
election supcn:ised by the federal govem-

ment after being presented the union cards. 
The btll's proponents say years of 

Republican control of the White Hou:.e and 
Congress have given corporations and busi­
nesses the upper hand when it comes to 
union elections. Obstacles to organizing are 
a major reason union membershrp has 
dropped from 20 percent of wage and salary 
workers in 1983 to 12 percent in 2006, they 
say. 

Un10ns complam that employers have 
greater access to workers during secret bal­
lot campaigns and claim that corporate 
threats. intimidation and eventual firings 
have become common for union activists. 
By draggmg out the election process, com­
panies often st.cceed in wearing down 
union enthusiasm, they add. 

Employers contend that union recogni­
tion elections prevent just the reverse from 
happening. Using only a card check system. 
they argue, would enable union organizer 
to usc their knowledge of who did and did­
n't sign cards to intimidate reluctant work­
er . 

ln the 2004 elections, organized labor 
gave $53.6 million to Democratic candi­
dates and party committee in a losing 
effort Lo capture both the White House and 
Congress, according to the Center for 
Re ponsive Politics. That number rose to 
$57.5 million in 2006. when Democrats 
successfully took the House and Senate 
1i·om the GOP.

I was look­
ing at (crew chief Donnie) 
Wingo and he was looking at 
me. Juan's a changed man, all 
in a positive way." 

The NASCAR rookie, who 
qualified a disappointing 
12nd in the 43-car field. was 

e first driver to win on the 
Northern California road ci.r-

cuit starting further back than 
13th. 

Montoya, who jumped 
from Formula One to the 
rock car circuit late la t ea­
on, got his first Cup win in 

hi 17th start and, more 
important. gave Ganas i his 
first win in NASCAR's top 
eries ince Jamie McMurray 

won in October 2002. 
"It's huge," Montoya said. 

"I would say right now it' the 
bigge t thing ['ve done. In 
open-wheel, that's what I was 
meant to be winning in. In 
stock cars, I wa n't.

T hey came, some unassum­
ing with tail wagging;

Combs-Morris, owner of Beaver 
Creek Animal Clinic, shared that 
the traveling clinics began "years 
and years ago" under the supervi­
sion of former Martin veterinarian, 
the late Dr. Beecher Scu tchfield.

Combs-Morris and a staff com­

annual shots.
