Legislative update 

by REP. BRANDON SPENCER 

House Democrats promised that a 
priority of the 2007 legislative session 
would be to restore the projects that 
Governor Fletcher vetoed in the 2006 
session, and this week we made good 
on that promise. Under House Bill 1, 
43 projects worth $370 million - most 
of them construction projects on col­
lege campuses - were restored to the 
budget. The bill also restores 786 
coal severance projects in coal-pro­
ducing couhties which include much 
needed water and sewer upgrades, 
park improvements, fire department 
upgrades and money to help senior 
citizen centers, libraries, and schools. 
The bill19assed by a vote of 94-5 and 
now heads to the Senate. 

Two more planks of House 
Democrats' Commitment to 
Kentucky Families passed this week. 
House Bill 362, also called the Boni 
Bill, named for slain social worker 
Boni Frederick, passed by a vote of 
98-0. House Bill 362 would allocate 
$4.8 million to upgrade the state 
social service system by allowing the 
Cabinet for Health and Family 
Services to hire another 108 new 
staff over the next 16 months; fund 
15 secure visitation centers around 
the state; and purchase office spas::e 
and additional technology. The bill 
would also create a Blue Ribbon 
Commission to study the social ser­
vices system and report comprehen-

. sive reforms to the legislature next 
fall. 

The second plank, House Bill 79,

would help protect our growing pop­
ulation of seniors, some of whom are 
on fixed incomes, by creating a 
process for reviewing and 
approving long-term care 
insurance plans. This bill 
will benefit both the state 
and long-term insurance 
policy consumers by 
increasing oversight of 
rate increase filings. 

enables developers, like those behind 
the Museum Plaza, to raise revenues 
to fund projects based upon projected 

future increases in proper­
ty values. House Bill 549 
would standardize TIF 
programs to promote effi­
ciency and greater 
accountability, and give ~ 
communities greater 
access to this important 
economic development 
opportunity. The bill 
would allow longer TIF 
terms and sales tax 

Kentucky has experi­
enced more than its share 
of tragic events over the 
last year with the Comair 
crash and Darby mine 
disaster. These events 
highlighted the fact that 

Rep. Spencer 
refunds on construction 
materials. It also would 
create a tax Increment 

when loved ones die from tragic cir­
cumstances, Kentucky law does not 
allow bereaved spouses to sue for 
loss of companionship. The current 
law only allows damages based on 
economic factors, such as loss of 
income. House Bill403, which now 
goes to the Senate for consideration, 
would specifically allow widows and 
widowers to recover such legal dam­
ages in court. 

The Louisville area received eco­
nomic help from the House that will 
have a positive ripple effect across 
the state. Under House Bill 536, 
Ford Motor Company would receive 
a $10 million worker-training grant 
that would help retain 8,000 
Kentucky jobs and also continue to 
support Ford's vast network of sup­
pliers and distributors in Kentucky 
and across the nation. 
' The proposed Museum Plaza pro­

ject in Louisville got a financial 
boost through legislation that stan­
dardizes TIF programs statewide. 
TIFs (tax increment financing), 

Financing Commission to review and 
approve TIF applications where there 
would be state tax participation. 

A bill that would amend the state 
constitution to automatically restore 
the voting rights of convicted felons t ' 
who have served out their sentence 
and paid their fines passed the House 
this week. House Bill 70 would 
exclude felons convicted of murder 
or sexual offenses. If the bill passes 
the Senate the proposed amendment 
would be placed on a statewide ballot 
in the 2008 fall election. 

Next week is expected to be very 
busy with only eight days remaining 
in the working part of the session. If 
you want to keep up with action, visit 
the Legislative Research 
Commission's website at 
www.lrc.ky.gov under "Legislation or 
Legislative Record."

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Galbraith still running against Political establishment Injured 
By A Careless Driver?

FRANKFORT 
Gatewood Galbraith' s flam­
boyant career as a perennial 
candidate has come full circle 
in his latest run against the 
political establishment. 

He was the Refmm Party 
candidate for governor in 1999, 
then ran in 2003 as an indepen-' 
dent for attorney general. Both 
campaigns ended in defeat but 
amounted to his high-water 
marks, receiving 88,930 votes 
in 1999 and 109,498 in 2003. 

Now, Galbraith, 60, has 
returned to the Democratic fold 
amid a crowded field of guber­
natorial hopefuls. 

"I'm a true conservative," 
Galbraith said in a recent inter­
view. "I believe in minimum 
government. I believe in less 
taxes. I believe that the govern­
ment ought to stay out of peo­
ple's private affairs." 

Galbraith heaps criticism on 
Republicans and Democrats 
alike, accusing them of "play­
ing politics as a blood sport" 
while neglecting Kentucky's 
nagging problems. 

An advocate for gun rights. 
medical marijuana and hemp 
cultivation, Galbraith started 
out a Democrat in unsuccessful 
runs for agriculture commis­
sioner and governor. 

Even with the party switch­
ing, Galbraith said, his core 
philosophy never changed. 

During their years of domi­
nance, "Democrats misused the 
power, became corrupt, operat­

' ed cronyism at an unprecedent­
ed level," he said. 

Galbraith said it's been no 
better with the GOP in charge. 
"Predictably, the Republicans 
simply supplanted the 
Democrats at the trough," he 
said. 

The Lexington attorney said 
that to reclaim power, the 
Democratic Party needs to 
return to its roots as "the voice 
of the people." 

In his deep bass voice, 
Galbraith also pokes fun at his 
primary opponents.

Richards; State Treasurer 
Jonathan Miller; Louisville 
businessman Bruce Lunsford 
and eastern Kentucky demoli­
tion contractor Otis Hensley Jr. 

Gov. Ernie Fletcher is being 
challenged by two 
Republicans· former U.S. Rep 
Anne Northup and Paducah 
businessman Billy Harper.

na, which he credits for suc­
cessfully treating his asthma. 
He now uses it for emphysema. 

Marijuana, though, is just a 
side note to his platform. 

Galbraith proposes giving 
every Kentucky high school 
graduate a $5,000 voucher to 
help pay for eollege or voca­
tional training. He said the 
voucher would help offset ris­
ing college tuition and help 
ensure more Kentuckians gain 
employable skills. 

He wants to earmark more 
state money for elementary and 
secondary education. He said a 
minimum-wage increase is "far 
overdue." He wants to offer 
more economic incentives to 
Kentucky companies, partly to 
encourage environmental stew­
ardship. 

He said voters should decide 
whether to amend Kentucky's 
Constitution to allow casino 
gambling. If the proposal won 
voter approval, the expanded 
gambling should go in at thor­
oughbred racetracks, he said. 
But the state should own the 
casinos and give the tracks a 
contract, plus a "generous sub­
sidy," to manage them, 
Galbraith said. The revenue 
should be used for education 
and other efforts to assist peo­
ple, he said. 

Scott Lasley, an assistant 
professor of political science at 
Western Kentucky University, 
said Galbraith is a "long shot" 
in the Democrahc race. He 
compared Galbraith to candi­
dates like Kinky Friedman, a 
comedian who ran unsuccess­
fully last year for governor of 
Texas, who are more of a per­
sonality than a candidate. 

"There is a difference 
between being a serious candi­
date and being taken seriously," 
Lasley said. "Obviously he 
benefits from a wide open race 
with quite a few candidates but 
he faces a couple of obstacles." 

Lasley said perennial candi­
dates have a difficult time 
maintaining their credibility 

with voters and are viewed as 
trivial. 

As in his previous runs for 
office, Galbraith will lag 
behind other candidates in 
fundraising. This time, he 
expects to spend $50,000 to 
$60,000 oh the race. 

Galbraith's first statewide 
race was in 1983 when he ran 
for agriculture cot:nmissioner. 
Asked why his name keeps 
popping up on the ballot after 
his string of defeats, he replied, 
"Well Kentucky's got perennial 
problems." 

With the crowded field like­
ly to split the Democratic vote, 
Galbraith calculates it will take 
100,00 votes to win this 
spring's primary or to get into a 
possible runoff. 

Galbraith said his familiar 
name on the ballot will be a 
plus. 

"Is Galbraith's name worth 
100,000 votes out there in this 
state this time? I think so," he 
said. ·

privately on a plan to overhaul 
the slate pension sy~tem to 
save it from financial collapse. 
Democrats in the Senate 
seemed onboard. 

Before dealing with other 
decisions on new spending, 
lawmakers should first try to 
overhaul the state retirement 
system. Williams said. 
Currently, the system is facing 
billions of dollars in unfunded 
liabilities over the next 30 
years. 

Many of Gov. brnie 
Fletcher's spending proposals 
- such as financial incentives 
aimed at keeping Ford in 
Kentucky - remained in 
political limbo as well 

Fletcher asked the legisla­
ture to authorize about $250 
million in additional spending 
this year, including $38.2 mil­
lion at the Kentucky Horse 
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Park in preparation for the 
20 I 0 World Equestrian 
Games. The governor also 
wanted lawmakers to save 
about $150 million for the 
state's "rainy day" fund. 

Last week, the House 
approved a spending package 
that left out many of Fletcher's 
proposals. It did, among other 
things, suggest money for a 
runway project at Lexington's 
Blue Grass Airport and money 
for veterans nursing homes. 

Fletcher said he was 
pleased House lawmakers 
agreed to any spending, and 
hoped to see a consensus 
before the legi~lature adJourns. 
The General Assembly's last 
scheduled day is March 27. 

"This is all part of the 
process," Fletcher said. "So. 
I'm encouraged by the fact 
that they realize that this is a 

session where they can fund 
something without wholesale 
opening of the budget.'' 

With the governor's race 
looming, the idea of eliminat­
ing a possible runoff election 
following the primary was one 
question heading into the ses­
sion. Under cun·ent law, there 
would be a runoff 35 days 
after the primary elect ion if 
one candidate did not tally at 
least 40 percent of the vote. 

Seven Democrats, includ­
ing House Speaker Jody 
Richards, and three 
Republicans are seeking their 
parties· nomination. 

Rep. Rob Wilkey, D­
Scottsville, predicted lawmak­
ers would "do something" 
about the runoff. but its fate 
was still uncertain. 
Lawmakers woulJ likely elim­
inate the runoff provision, or 
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settle many local officials' 
concerns by having the state 
fund the extra clectton, Wtlkey 
said. 

A proposal to raise the 
state's minimum wage may 
clear the Senate this week, 
Sen. Alice forgy Kerr, R­
Lexington, said. The measure, 
which would gradually lift the 
minimum wage from $5.15 to 
$7.25 an hour, has already 
cleared the House. 

"It 's time that we take care 
of our working families, and l 
think that this will be a step in 
the right direction," Kerr said. 

Despite the number of bills 
lingering, lawmakers still have 
enough time to pass various 
measures, Senate Majority 
Floor Leader Dan Kelly, R­
Springfield said. The question 
is whether lawmakers will 
decide to address "big issues,"

GAINESVILLE, Fla. 
Joakim Noah was thumping his 
chest, screaming at the top of 
lungs and pumping up team­
mates with his hustle and tena­
cious defense. 

Noah was back to his usual 
self - and so was Florida. 

Noah broke out of a slump 
with 17 point<; and 10 rebounds, 
played with the kind of passion 
missing in recent games and 
helped the fifth-ranked Gators 
rebound from consecutive loss­
es and make history with an 85-
72 victory against Kentucky on 
Sunday. 

Florida became the first 
Southeastern Conference team 
to win six in a row against the 
Wildcats. Only Notre Dame has 
won seven straight against the 
storied program. 

"We've come a long way," 
said center AI Hotford, who 
added 14 points and 10 boards. 
"We're all about setting records, 
and that's what we did." 

It started with Noah, the 6-
foot-10 son of tennis star 
Yannick Noah. 

Noah - who had his father, 
mother, two sisters and brother 
on hand for what might have 
been his last home game - had 
scored 18 points the last three 
games and was admittedly play­
ing without his usual energy. He 
had plenty of it against the 
"Kitty Cats," the nickname 
Noah playfully gave Kentucky 
(20-10, 9-7) thi,s week. 

"I feel like if you can deal 
with all the good that we've 
gone through, you . have to 
know how to deal with some 
bad," Noah said. "We knew that 
it wasn't the end of the world, 
but I feel like to me it's like 
crazy how people can just be on 
your side and all of a sudden, a 

couple days later, the same peo­
ple ... just trash you. I've never 
experienced that before. I real­
ize now that I can't let those 
people affect who I am." 

The Gators (26-5, 13-3) got 
behind early again and were 
tied at halftime, but they used a 
13-2 run to open the second 
half and pulled away down the 
stretch to finish the season 
unbeaten at home (J 8-0). 

Noah, much like last year's 
run through the NCAA tourna­
ment, was the catalyst. He had 
a left-handed jam in the sec­
ond-half spurt, then threw 
down consecutive dunks that 
pushed the lead to 62-51 with 
about 10 minutes to play. He 
added seven straight points in 
the dosing minutes that sealed 
the victory. 

Coach Billy Donovan said 
no one really knows what kind 
of pressure Noah has played 
under this season, from getting 
harassed by fans on the road to 
being the media focal point to 
getting double- and triple­
teamed nearly every time he 
touches the ball. 

"It's amazing to me how 
everybody thinks they've got 
everything figured out. They 
know Joakim Noah. They 
know what's wrong. And they 
have no clue what they're talk­
ing about," Donovan said. 
"Nobody does. 

"They all want to pump up 
Joakim Noah, and when he 
doesn't play well, tear the kid 
down. Unfm1unately, that's the 
way of the world. I think Jo has 
finally realized, 'I've got to 
play up to the expectation of 
my coaches and my teammates 
and do the very best I can.' It 
was good to see him get back to 
that energy level that he's had." 

Noah's teammates seemed 
to feed off his excitement. 

out of a shooting slump with 17 
points. Green had hit 6 of 32 
shots in the last four games -
Florida lost three of those - but 
was 6-of-11 Sunday. He added 
five assists. 

Lee Humphrey, one of two 
scholarship seniors honored 
before their final home game, 
finished with 11 points. Walter 
Hodge was 5-of-5 from the 
field and had 15 points. 

"That's the way we need to 
play," Green said. "We need to 
play with that emotion and pas­
sion. As long as we play with 
that and be smart with the ball 
and play defense we'll be fine." 

Bobby Perry led Kentucky 
with 20 points, but 16 of them 
came in the first half. Perry car­
ried the Wildcats in the opening 
20 minutes, but Florida 
clamped down on him after the 
break, and no one else stepped 
up to make shots for the 
Wildcats. 

Everybody made shots for 
the Gators, who finished 32-of-
50 from the field and had a 35-
23 rebounding advantag~. 

"We gave up a lot of open 
looks in the first half," 
Kentucky coach Tubby Smith 
said. "We thought we 
addressed it at halftime, but 
obviously we didn't because 
they shot better in the second 
half." 

It was just what the defend­
ing national champions needed 
after poor performances in 
back-to-hack losses at LSU and 
Tennessee. Now, the Gators 
have some much-needed 
momentum heading into the 
postseason. 

And Noah might be back on 
track. 

"We did a good job of play­
ing our style," Humphrey said. 
"We had the ball hopping and a 
bunch of guys scoring, which is 
the way we like to play."

LOUISVILLE - A year 
ago, during Louisville's 
tumultuous transition to the 
Big East, coach Rick Pitino 
wondered If the Cardinals 
truly belonged in one of the 
nation's toughest conferences. 

He doesn't wonder any­
more. 

The 16th-ranked Cardinals 
capped their remarkable turn­
around season with an 86-71 
win over Seton Hall on 
Sunday, propelling Louisville 
(22-8, 12-4) into second-place 
in the Big East and erasing any 
lingering doubt Pitino had 
about his team's toughness. 

"We're now a legitimate 
Big East team. and we weren't 
last year,'' Pitino said. "In just 
eight months we've changed 
that whole mindset." 

It's a mindset Pitino 1hinks 
will serve the Cardinals well in 
the upcoming Big East tourna­
ment, and one they showcased 
against a game Seton Hall 
squad that hardly looked like a 
team playing out the string. 

The Pirates (13-16. 4-12) 
nearly matched the Cardinals 
shot for shot - and blow for 
blow- in,a physical game that 
saw plenty of pushmg and 
shoving, four technical fouls 
and an early exit for Seton 

Hall coach Bobby Gonzalez. 
GonL.alez v. as ejected after 
picking up his second techni­
cal foul with 51 seconds 
remaining. 

"We wanted to go down 
swinging, go down fighting," 
Gonzalez said. 'That's what 
our team did all year. That was 
our identity:· 

By the time Gonzalez 
began the slow walk to the 
locker room, the Cardinals had 
finally shaken the Pirates, who 
stayed close behind a career­
high 29 points from Brian 
Laing and some red-hot shoot­
ing. The Pirates made 10 of 
their first 13 3-pointers, but 
cooled off down the stretch, 
missing their ·last eight as 
Louisville relied on its depth 
to pull away. 

"It was close, they tried to 
scrap it out,'' said Louisville 
guard Brandon Jenkins, who 
scored four points in his final 
game at Freedom Hall. "But in 
the end, this is something that 
can help us." 

The Cardinals did an excel­
lent job of holding onto the 
ball despite constant pressure 
by the Pirates, who lead the 
Big East 111 turnovers forced. 
Louisville gave it away just six 
times and shot 48 percent from 
the floor. 

"We just wanted to keep 
our composure,'' said guard 

Tenence Williams, who fin­
ished with 15 points and 11 
rebounds. 

Composure looked to be 
scarce early. Williams and 
Seton Hall guard Jamar Nutter 
had to be separated by officials 
after a brief shoving match. 

"We weren't going to back 
down," Williams said. ''I'm a 
Louisville guy and by pushing 
back I was saying we weren't 
going to back down." 

"(The shoving) woke us up 
a little bit,'' Pitino added. 

Louisville took control late 
in the first half with a 14-0 run 
that gave the Cardinals a 44-32 
lead. But the Pirates rallied 
behind Laing, who fueled a 
10-0 run to end the half. 

"They kept fighting," 
Jenkins said. ''They kept get­
ting clean looks and knocking 
them down." 

Eventually. Louisville's 
depth wore the Pirates down. 
Five Cardinals scored in dou­
ble figures·, including fresh­
men Edgar Sosa ( 18 points), 
Denick Caracter (13 points) 
and Jeny Smith (10 points). 
Freshman forward Earl Clark 
added five points and 10 
rebounds for the Cardinals, 
who won their sixth straight. 

'We're very xcited about 
the potential of our program, 
but we're nowhere near where 
we want to be," Pitino said. 

"We· re playing real good bas­
ketball and I think you have to 
give a lot of credit to the four 
freshmen thai have come in 
because they have made a dra­
matic d1fference in our ball­
club." 

The freshmen helped the 
Cardinals survive a series of 
second-half runs by the 
Pirates, scoring 11 straight 
points to give Louisville a 74-
63 lead with 5:58 to go. Seton 
Hall fought back one last time, 

pulling within 74-69 on a 
jumper by Paul Gause. 

That would be as close as it 
got for the Pirates. Clark hit a 
3-pointer from the top of the 
key, Williams added a layup 
and Louisville closed the game 
on a 12-2 run, allowing Pitino 
to play rarely used seniors 
Chris Current and Brad 
Gianiny in the final minute. 

"There were times we did­
n't expect to be 12-4," Pitino 
said. "As a matter of fact in the 

beginning of the year ... we 
were hoping for I 0-6 (but) we 
ended the season very strong." 

It's a strength the Cardinals 
hope will carry into the Big 
East tournament. 

"We feel like we have 
something to prove," Williams 
said. "A month ago, people 
didn't think we could go 12-4. 
People didn't think we'd make 
(the NCAA) tournament. But 
we've got that. hunger."

Mutt and I were walking up Hen Pen, on our 
way to Grandmaw's house. We wanted to see all 
the beautiful flowers that grew in her yard. All the 
vivid colors were a sight to see and the smell that 
filled the air was so sweet and clean that one just 
wanted to stay there and smell it forever.

Flowers have always been a part of our lives. 
Grandmaw grew them every summer. They grew 
almost every place on her farm where there was 
any room at all for them to grow. As much as I 
loved flowers, I think Mutt could really see more 
of the beauty in those flowers than I could. 

As we passed by the bend in the road in front of 
Uncle Sylvian's house, we began to see the color­
ful morning glories that were growing on top of the 
fence that ran the distance from Uncle Sylvian's to 
grandmaws house. The morning glories were red, 
pink, and purple and the fence was hanging full of 
them. Inside the Vegetable garden were large sun­
flowers as well as spinning wheel flowers. There 
were many birdhouses that stood on high poles in 
the garden and birds were going in and out busily 
feeding their young. As we walked by the draw­
bars that lead to the cow pasture, we noticed the 
flowers that ran along side the rail fence and into 
the pasture. When Grandmaw's house came into 
our full view, we could see that the yard was 
blooming with flowers everywhere. The little rock 
walkway that lead to the front gate had flowers 
growing on both sides, the archway over the gate 
had morning glories running across its top. 
Morning glories grew along the side of the fences, 

too, as well as many different types of flowers in 
boxes throughout they yard. Flowers also grew on 
both sides of the creek and in front of the house. 

It is said that you can tell how one's house looks 
on the inside by how they take care of their yard on 
the outside. This sure was true in Grandmaw's case 
because the inside of her house was a blooming 
basket, too. Her house on the inside was a thing of 
beauty, everything in place and the house was 
always just clean as a pin. She didn't have a lot of 
things but the things she did have she took the very 
best care of. 

Mutt and I walked up the stone walkway to the 
kitchen door. I said, "Mutt, we didn' t see that old 
groundhog not one time as we walked through the 
yard, guess he must be under the floor of the house 
taking a nap." Flowers grew all around the little 
corncrib, and up the pathway that lead to the 
springhouse over in the holler bed where I liked to 
drink my fill of cold clear mountain water. 
Grandmaw always kept milk and fresh cow butter 
in the springhouse, too. Us kids would open the 
jars of milk sometimes and drink the cream off the 
top of the milk. That was the best "half and half" 
one ever tasted! 

I never worked in the flowers gardens. I didn't 
have too much of a green thumb, but Grandmaw 
sure did. As me and Mutt entered into the house, 
Aunt Boot said, "Hi, boys. Did Goldia let you boys 
come up?" 

"Sure did," we answered back. 
I hung around the house for a little while until I 

became bored then I hollered, "Grandmaw, can go 
ever in the holler for a while?" 

"Okay, Ralph, but, you watch out for snakes," 
Grandmaw answered. · 
· "I will, Grandmaw," I said. Then, quick as 

could be, I was out the door. I took up the path to
