Late Monday, however, 
the original Senate propos­
al, and a related measure, 
were tacked onto a House 
energy proposal.

Mine safety bill approved

FRANKFORT - Melissa 
Lee burst into tears when she 
learned that Kentucky lawmak­
ers had given final approval to 
legislation aimed at making 
coal mines safer places to 
work. 

''This will save lives," said 
Lee, whose husband Jimmy 
Lee, was killed in an under­
ground mine explosion in 

Harlan County last year. 
State inspectors would dou­

ble their visits to underground 
coal mines under the measure 
that got final approval Monday 
by House and Senate lawmak­
ers and now goes to Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher to be signed into law. 

'This is a good bill, and I 
appreciate the bipartisan sup­
port that went into its passage," 
Fletcher said. "I look forward 
to signing this legislation into 
law." 

The legislation follows one 
of the deadliest years in recent 
history for coal miners in 
Kentucky. In all, 16 miners 
were killed on the job in 2006. 
Five of the deaths were from a 
single methane gas explosion 
in Harlan County in May. 

The legislation calls for at 
least one member of every crew 
working underground to have 
access to methane gas detectors

Minimum-wage hike heads to governor

FRANKFORT Cara 
Prince is in line for a pay raise 
under a measure that increases 
Kentucky's minimum wage. 

House and Senate lawmak­
ers approved the raise for more 
than 100,000 minimum-wage 
workers. The measure now 

goes to Gov. Ernie Fletcher, 
who said he hasn't yet decided 
whether he will sign it into law. 

Prince, one of a group of 
Kentucky's lowest paid work­
ers who lobbied lawmakers to 
approve the raise, said she's 
hopeful the governor will do 
what she believes is the right 
thing. 

"It would help people like 

me get a start out of poverty," 
Prince said Monday. "It's not 
the best, but it's a start." 

The measure was approved 
93-5 in the House on Monday. 
The Senate had passed the mea­
sure on a 33-1 vote last week. 

Currently, the minimum 
wage in Kentucky is $5 .15 an

Pike miner 
kmed in year's 
ftrst mine fatal

PIKEVILLE - A sur­
face miner in Pike County 
was killed Monday in an 
accident. 

According to the Ken­
tucky Environmental and 
Public Protection Cabinet, 
the office of Mine Safety 
and Licensing is investigat­
ing the fatal accident that 
killed 48-year-old Charles 
I. Griffith, of Pikeville. 

Griffith, who was wurk­
ing at the Double F. 
Augering mine no. 2 at 
Steele, was operating an 
excavator when it over 
turned while he was posi-

tioning it. The mine has 
been closed for further 
investigation. 

"I want to express my 
sympathy to Mr. Griffith's 
family and friends," Gov. 
Ernie Fletcher said. 
"Mining is an occupation 
with many hazards, but we 
are determined to keep 
working to improve mine 
safety." 

Monday's accident was 
the first mining-related 
death in the state in 2007.

Libby's guilty 
Now what?

The trial of I. Lewis "Scooter" Libby was like the 
fancy, five-star restaurant you walk away from not quite 
full, wishing you'd ordered the main entree instead of 
multiple appetizers. In the end, you didn't get what you 
carne for. 

Libby, the 56-year-old former chief of staff to Vice 
President Dick Cheney, was convicted Tuesday on four 
of five colints of lying under oath and obstructing justice 
in regards to his role in the leak of an undercover CIA 
agent's name to the media, in supposed retaliation for her 
husband's criticism of the White House's reasons for 
going to war in Iraq. The charges were ancillary to the 
fundamental crime - who actually outed the CIA's 
Valerie Plarne?- in a case that reached deep into the 
halls of power of government, media and law. 

When the smoke cleared, about the only person still 
standing tall and proud was special prosecutor Patrick 
Fitzgerald, who notched his belt one tighter with yet 
another high-profile conviction. 

Ultimately this trial produced more uncomfortable 
questions than ans.wers, succeeding mostly in pulling 
back the curtain on how things are done in Washington, 
D.C. What has been exposed to sunlight is not pretty. 

Indeed, doubts have been generated about whether the 
Bush White House manipulated intelligence to justify the 
war, and about what lengths it would go to - or depths 
it would sink to - in order to discredit its critics. 
Americans can be forgiven for wondering about a leader­
ship that would seem so preoccupied with Joe Wilson -
Valerie Plarne's husband- while Osarna bin Laden 
remained alive and at large. 

Corning off badly was Cheney, over whom "a cloud" 
has formed, said Fitzgerald in his closing, regarding 
whether he and others scapegoated Libby. Americans 
were deprived of his testimony, which would have been 
especially fascinating under cross-examination by 
Fitzgerald. This is another embarrassment in a string of 
them for this White House. 

The national media didn't come away unscathed, 
either, as a parade of celebrity journalists - Tim Russert, 
Bob Woodward, Robert Novak, etc.- made their way to 
the witness stand to reveal the all-too-cozy relationship 
between them and those they cover, and in some cases 
how eager they are to be pawns for the powerful. 
Certainly this trial has raised questions about the ability 
of the press to do its job using confidential sources. 
Former New York Times reporter Judith Miller went to 
jail for 85 days for refusing to out Libby; clearly that 
First Amendment ground is not as solid as many a jour­
nalist thought it was. 

All in all, Libby seems a bit player in a much grander 
drama, yet he's the one who will go to jail unless he pre­
vails on appeal or is pardoned by the president. Again, 
we're not satisfied that we've gotten to the bottom of all 
this, or that we will anytime soon, while a very real and 
controversial war rages on.

House Bill 438 would 
allow covert groups such as 
Perverted Justice to serve as 
decoy!> in catching these 
predators as well as allowing 
these predators to be charged 
with a more serious crime 
even if a meeting did not 
occur. 

"Our law enforcement offi­
cials and pro ecutors need all 
the tools they can get to help 
capture and prosecute these 
predators," says Rep. Spencer. 
"We owe it to the parents in 

'~is state to help ensure the 
safety of their children when 
participating in chat rooms." 

One provision of the bill 
would clarify that the crime of 
unlawful use of computers or 
electronic communication 
devices to induce a minor to 
engage in sexual activity 
applies when the predator has 
solicited anyone they have rea­
son to believe is a minor. 
Currently, the statute only lists 
actual minors or peace officers 
posing as a minor. 

Another part of the bill 
allows a person to be charged 
even if an actual meeting does 
not occur. In a recent sting 
conducted in Louisville, dur­
ing which more than 50 adults 
solicited a meeting with a 
minor over the Internet, only 
eight showed up to the meet­
ing and subsequently were 
arrested and charged with a 
felony offense. This bill would 

allow all of those who solicit­
ed a meeting to be charged 
with the felony offense. 

House Bill 438 also clari­
fies that the offenses under this 
law apply to electronic com­
munications that originate 
within Kentucky or are 
received in this state. 

Recently, NBC's Dateline 
program "To Catch a 
Predator" has been conducting 
undercover operations with 
Perverted Justice to catch 
adults who use the Internet to 
solicit sexual favors from chil­
dren. This series, the impetus 
for House Bill 438, has 
brought much-needed atten­
tion to the issue, which is 
expected to continue growing 
in importance as access to the 
Internet proliferates.

Williams, the top-ranking 
Republican in the GOP-con­
trolled Senate, said he did not 
support the state paying for a 
runoff election.

In a separate proposal, the 
legislature cleared a variety of

posed $465 million Museum 
Plaza project along the 
Louisville riverfront. 

Fletcher said he was "very 
pleased" by the tax incentive bill 
and expected to sign it into law. 

A plan to spend $9 million at 
Lexington's Blue Grass Airport 
so it could capture a matching 
federal grant to relocate the run­
way involved in the failed take­
off and crash of Comair Flight 
5191 last summer, in which 49 
people were killed, also cleared 
the Senate. A similar proposal 

.fad already cleared the House. 
Williams said the Senate 

inserted the extra spending in 
hopes of avoiding a special leg­
islative session that Fletcher has 
warned he might convene. "If 
we don't pass these things, the 
governor is going to call us 
back," Williams said. 

It was the second consecu­
tive year lawmakers would 
leave spending matters vulnera­
ble to Gov. Ernie Fletcher's 
veto. Williams, R-Burkesville, 
blamed the Democrat-led 
House.

Democrats and Republicans 
in the Senate approved a plan 
last week in which the state 
would sell more than $800 mil­
lion in bonds to help out the 
frnancially troubled state pen­
sion system. Without legislative 
intervention, Williams has said , 
the plan would likely go broke 
by 2022 - leaving the state 
with a $2 billion annual pension 
obligation. 

Current employees and 
retirees would not face any 
changes in their pension bene­
fit~. but a key provision of the 
Senate plan would limit future 
employees' benefits. Instead of 
receiving traditional pensions, 
future employees would have a 
"hybrid" plan that includes a 
mixture of defmed benefits and 
investments. 

Richards has said he favors 
the bond issue but does not sup­
port changes in employee bene­
fits. Fletcher, however, has said 
he would call lawmakers into a 
special session to deal with the 
pension situation if no action is

taken during the session. 
Richards said he thinks the 

bill to restore funding for the 
university projects was being 
used as a bargaining chip by the 
Senate. Richards said he doesn't 
know whether the measure will 
pass this session, even though 
House and Senate leaders had 
an agreement. 

"We don't feel like we 
should have to deal on it a sec­
ond time," Richards said. 

Another high-profile propos­
al that remained unresolved was 
legislation aimed at better pro­
tecting state social workers from 
on-the-job dangers. House and 
Senate lawmakers were trying 
to resolve differences in the ver­
sions passed by each chamber. 

The move stems from last 
year's death of Henderson 
social worker Boni Frederick 
who was stabbed and beaten 
when she took an infant to his 
mother's house for a visit last 
October. 

One sticking point appeared 
to be House language to create 
neutral locations for supervised 
visits between birth parents and 
their abused or neglected chil­
dren. 

Williams said such visitation 
centers would simply "create 
more targets" among workers. 

Richards said lawmakers 
would to try to hammer out a 
deal on the so-called "Boni 
Bill." 

Nevertheless, Fletcher said 
he thought there was enough 
time on the legislative clock for 
further agreement. 

"I think it's not over till it's 
over," Fletcher said.

Lee said she took up the 
fight to protect other miners, 
including her brother and 
uncle, who work in the same 
conditions that her late husband 
did. 

"I think he would be proud 
of me," Lee said of her hus­
band.

UK earns 16th straight NCAA Tournament bid 
SPECIAL TO THE TIMES 

LEXINGTON The 
University of Kentucky men's 
basketball program earned its 
16th-consecutive bid to the 
NCAA Tournament, earning 
the No. 8 seed in the West 
Region, when the tournament 
bracket was announced 
Sunday evening. 

The Wildcats (21-11) face a 
relatively unfamiliar foe in the 
first round when they square 
off with ninth-seeded 
Villanova (22-10) on Friday at 
the United Center in Chicago. 
The two teams have five offi­
cial meetings in their history, 
with UK winning all five, 
including one en route to the 
1949 national championship. 

In the ftrst round of the 
1949 NCAA Tournament, 
Kentucky and Villanova met 
in New York with the 
Bluegrass Cats taking an 85-
72 victory. Kentucky would go 
on to beat Illinois and 
Oklahoma State to successful­
ly defend its previous season's 
national title. 

The teams also squared off 
in the 1988 NCAA 

Tournament in the sweet 16, a 
game Villanova won, 80-74 in 
Birmingham, Ala. However, 
UK's appearance in that tour­
nament was later vacated by 
the NCAA. 

The last time the two teams 
met was in February 1998 
when UK scored a 79-63 win. 
The Wildcats went on to win 
the national championship that 
year as well, the first under 
current head coach Tubby 
Smith. 

The bid is the third straight 
for Villanova, which earned a 
No. 1 seed last year before 
bowing out of the tournament 
to eventual national champion 
Florida in the regional final. 
The Wildcats are making their 
27th overall appearance- 11th 
most all time - and have the 
1985 national championship to 
their credit. The Cinderella 
1985 squad remains the lowest 
seed (eighth) to ever win a 
national title. 

Thursday's match up is one 
of three in the ftrst round that 
pits former national champi­
ons against each other. The 
other two are Michigan State 
versus Marquette and 

Louisville versus Stanford. 
Opposite UK in the pod is 

top-seeded Kansas (30-4 ), 
with the No. 16 seed being 
decided by the opening round 
game between Florida A&M 
(21-13) and Niagara (22-11). 
That game is slated for 
Tuesday night in Dayton, 
Ohio. 

The winners of the two 
first-round games meet on 
Sunday with a trip to the 
Sweet 16 at the HP Pavilion in 
San Jose, Calif. on the line. 
Kansas, the Big 12 regular 
season and tournament cham­
pion, won national champi­
onships in 1952 and 1988. 
Florida A&M is making its 
third appearance in the NCAA 
Tournament, all coming since 
1999, after winning the Mid­
Eastern Athletic Conference 
Tournament. Niagara enters 
the tournament for the second 
time in three years and third 
time ever by virtue of its 
Metro Atlantic Athletic 
Conference Tournament title. 

The other first · round 
match-ups in Chicago are out 
of the Midwest Region.

98. The last game UK played 
in Chicago was a 63-45 win 

over then-No. 7 Kansas in 
December 1998. 

Sunday's bid is the 48th all 
time for Kentucky, which is an 
NCAA record. The 16-straight 
appearance is the third longest 
active streak in the nation and 
fifth all time. Arizona has the 
longest current run with 23 
consecutive trips and Kansas 
is second at 18 straight. North 
Carolina's 27 straight bids 
from 1975-2001 mark the all­
time record. 

Kentucky has won seven 

national championships, been 
to 13 Final Fours and 28 Elite 
Eights, including two in the 
past four years . Last year, the 
Wildcats earned an eight seed 
in the tournament and beat 
UAB in the fmt round before 
falling in the second round to 
UConn. 

Kentucky head coach 
Tubby Smith is making his 
14th-consecutive appearance 
in the tournament and has the
