Bible-based museum uses dinosaurs to tell Earth's brief Wstory

PETERSBURG -- Adrun 
and Eve fall from grace and 
Noah survives an epic flood at 
a new Kentucky museum that 
tells the Bible's version of his­
tory on a theme-park scale. 

But it's the life-sized scene 
near the Creation Museum's 
front lobby that might stop a 
puzzled paleontologist in his 
tracks. 

There, next to a gurgling 
waterfall, a pair of ancient 
children frolic just a few feet 
away from a group of friendly 
dinosaurs. 

It's the kind of controver­
sial exhibit that's earned the 
museum notoriety runong 
skeptics and anticipation from 
believers who are sure to pack 
its halls when it opens to the 
public on Memorial Day. 

"We wanted to show people 
tbere' no mystery with 
dinosaurs, we can explain 
them," said Ken Ham, founder 
of the nonprofit ministry 
Answers in Genesis that built 
the $27 million facility near 
Cincinnati. 

Scientists say there's a gulf 
of millions of years between 
man and the giant lizards, but 
according to the Creation 
Museum they Lived in harmo­
ny just a few thousand years 
ago. It's part of the literal 
interpretation of the Bible 
adopted by Ham and other cre­
ationists.

"The Bible doesn't talk 
about fossils, but it gives you a 
basis for understanding wby 
there are fossils around the 
world," he said.

Leave 1V violence 
control to parents 
We'd like to believe that the problem with violence in 

society is tied largely to television and that cen oring the 
image we see on TV wlll solve the problem, particularly as 
it relates to children. But we know better. The Federal 
Communication Commi ion, however, does not. 

The federal agency insists that trict regulations again t 

violence on television are needed and that government is 
be t suited to impo. e those rules and regulations. according 
to a report issued by the FCC in late April that is expected 
to be used as the ba i for Jegi lation introduced in the next 
few week . The argument is that becau. e parent aren't 
using the widely available technologies to keep their kids 
from watching violent TV shows, re trictions on program­
ming and content must be legislated to protect them. 

FCC Chairman Kevin Martin ha been pushing for 
greater control of the broadca t airwave. for more than a 
year and if given the opportunity would extend that reach 
into the cable and satellite television market , a well. 

He . uggcsts that . o-called violent .. entertainment" televi­
ion hows that are broadca t on the free airwaves be 

' restricted to hours after 10 p.m. The government would set 
• the definition of" io1ence'' and there would be exclu ions 
for such things as real-life violence bown in news stories 
or, a! with the cru e with indecency, exceptions for those 
things deemed artistic or literary. Fight in hockey or ba e­
ball or deadly era he in car racing would not be deemed 
inappropriate. Martin and others ay that the V-chip. which 
ha been mandated on every television built ince 2000 and 
allows parents to block pecific programming, is too confus­
jng for many and not widely used. The same hold true for 
the blocking options on digital cable televi ion and satellite 
receivers, according to the report. In addition, there aren't 
uniform ratings in place and the warning now employed 
occur for such a brief time at the beginning of mo t hows 
that they're ineffective. 

Wh1le some of tho ·e observation~ hold true, they don't 
warrant government intervention. Even the most technologi­
cally impaired among us can mu ·ter the basic protections: 
hitting the "off' button or changing the channel. Remote 
control don't even require that we get up. 

The problem i n't programming, it's parenting. and gov­
ernment can't - and houJdn't- try and take over that role.

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Benuals coach apologizes tor police comments

CINCINNATI -Cincinnati 
Bengal coach Marvin Lewis, 
whose team ha been plagued 

• by run-ins with the law, apolo­
gized Thursday for comments 
about police possibly targeting 
his players. 

"Yesterday, I gave a radio 
interview and made some 
comments that did not illu -
trate the high regard I have for 
the Cincinnati Police 
Depanmenl. I apologize that 
what I aid did not reflect my 
true feelings," Lewi · said. 

Lewis' statement came a 
day after a radio interview that 
drew a response from 
Cincinnati Police Chief Tom 

~Streicher. Talking on Dan 
Patrick·. ESPN radio how 
about Bengal off-field prob­
lem ·. Lewis noted that wide 
receiver Chri · Henry was 

pulled over in March after not 
ignaling a turn while driving 

in Cincinnati. 
Lewi said he thought uch 

a trafhc ·top indicated there 
wa<> profiling at work. 

But on Thur day. the 
Bengals released a tatement 
from Lcwi · saying that he did­
n't believe Cincinnati pollee 
were targeting hi players. 

"At no point did I say or 
mean to imply that the e i ·ue 
had anything to do with race," 
Lewis added. "When I spoke 
of our players being perhap 
more ·ubject to scrutiny than 
others, I was referring to their 
standing a. public figure . " 

Lewi . aid the Bengals 
have had a good relationship 
with Cincinnati police and that 
he has "great respect" for 
Streicher and the entire depart­
ment. He personally expressed 
his regret to SLreicher. 

Streicher said that, after 

talking with Lewis, he accept­
ed the comments were a case 
of something coming out dif­
ferently than what was meant. 

"I have known and re ·pect­
ed Marvin incc he came to 
Cincinnati, and in no way do I 
feel he would intentionally 
di parage our depanment." 
Streicher . aid in a statement. 

Henry received traffic tick­
ets on March 25 for driving 
with a suspended license. fail­
ing to u e his tum ignal and a 
seat belt violation. He was 
allowed to go into a licen e 
intervention program to senle 
the charges. 

The third-year pro. who has 
been suspended by the league 
for the first eight games of 
2007, b among nine Bengals 
players who were arrested 
over a nine-month span. Henry 
was arrested four times - none 
of them in Cincinnati.

Cowboys' new stadium to 
host Super Bowl 2011

NASHVILLE - The Super 
Bowl has been criticized for 
not having enough seat for 
regular fans tO watch the 
NFL's bigge t game. Thanks 
to the Dallas Cowboys, that 
shouldn't be a problem in 
2011. 

NFL owners voted Tuesday 
to play the 2011 Super Bowl in 
the Cowboys· stadium in 
Arlington, a $1 billion stadium 
seating up to 100.000. The 
North Texas bid also features •1 video screen in plazas at 
either end zone. and Dallas 
owner Jerry Jones said up ro 
120,000 tickets could be sold. 

"Everyone has alway · told 
me, 'I wish we could get more 
fans in the Super Bowl. I wi h 
we could do that,"' he said. "I 
think the fact we can have 
100,000 people in the stadium 
i important because it 
includes that many more peo­
ple in our bigge1>t event in the 
NFL." 

Texas beat out Indianapoli 
and Arizona to host the game 
in a close vote. Officials said 
Texas won 17-15 on a fourth 
ballot edging Indianapolis 
when only a simple majority 
was needed. 

Commissioner Roger 
Goodell said he told 
lndianapoli officials they 
would talk about the future. 
But Dallas' bid with thousands 
more seat!. made the differ­
ence. 

"1 also belie::ve the fact they 
had an extraor-j;nary capacity 
which allowed more fans to be 
able to attend the Super Bowl 

f wa a very big factor. •· 
Goodell said. 

They let Hall of Farner 
Roger Staubach, 2-2 as a 
Super Bowl starter, pitch their 
bid, and he touted Texa. ' long 
football history. Then there 
was the stadium with a sliding 
roof to protect against any 
winter weather. 

"We're going to work real 
hard to live up to the responsi­
bility we have of winning this 
bid to make it tbe be ·t Super 
Bowl that's taken place in 45 
years." said Staubach, chau-

• man of the bid committee. 

"We're thrilled about it." 
The NFL ha taken the 

Super Bowl to Texa only 
twice before. and both were 
played in Hou. ton with 2004 
played in the Texans· new sta­
dium. The Cowboys, who 
have played in eight Super 
Bowls. now are bringing the 
game it elf to their part of 
Texas. 

Indianapolis tried to over­
whelm owners with more than 
$25 million in commitmenL~ to 
pay the tab of hosting the 
Super Bowl with a domed sta­
dium opening in 2008. Colts 
coach Tony Dungy received a 
nice round of applau c from 
the owners in making the 
city·. bid and touted the city's 
history of hosting five Final 
Four· and the indianapolis 500 
each year. 

They even had a Top I 0 list 
from David Letterman capped 
by the No. 1 rca ·on: Hi. moth­
er's tailgate party. 

"I think every other aspect 
of our bid, candidly, was 
stronger than Dallas • but for 
the ize of the stadium," aid 
Fred Glass. president of 
Indianapolis' bid committee. 
"So based on that, that's the 
only thing I can think of that 
was the deciding piece." 

Indianapolis last lo 1 a bid 
to host the 1992 Super Bowl to 
Minneapolis. but Colt · presi­
dent Bill Polian said owners 
told him and team owner Jim 
Jrsay that Indy should bid 
again. 

.. 1 don't think tho ·e were 
idle words of consolation. 
They were true feelings. The 
committee did as good a job as 
anyone could possibly do. We 
just came up a litlle short," 
Polian said. 

Arizona had no star power 
in trying to become a part of 
the Super Bowl rotation like 
Miami, which hosted the game 
in February and i on tap for 
2010. Mike Kennedy, chair­
man of the Arizona Super 
Bowl ho ·t committee, said vi -
itorx can enjoy the weather. 

"Arizona is the best Super 
Bowl venue in the United 
States year in and year out," he 
said. 

During the NFL' one-day 
spring meeting, Goodell: 

- Met with owners to 

review medical standards for 
managing concu sions. That 
means protecting anyone who 
anonymously reports doctors 
pre ured to clear player or 
player pressured to play. 

- Said the league will work 
with tbe players' union, the 
NFL Retired Players 
Association, NFL Alumni 
Association, NFL Charities 
and the Pro Football Hall of 
Fame in an alliance to coordi­
nate medical uppon for for­
mer players. 

- Briefed owners on paring 
down the time it takes to com­
plete the first two rounds of 
the draft. Pittsburgh'. Dan 
Rooney said he doesn't think 
teams need 15 minutes per 
pick in the ftrst round, and the 
commis ioner . aid he expects 
to make a decision by fall. 

- Talked about player con­
duct, including situations 
involving Tenne :-.ee comer­
back Adam "Pacman" Jones. 
Chicago defensive tackle Tank 
John. on and Atlanta quaner­
back Michael Vick. 

Player conduct remains a 
big topic. especially in the 
town where Jones has been 
suspended for the 2007 cason 
for off-tield conduct Goodell• 
deemed detrimental to the 
NFL last month.
