Rescue squad raising money 
by selling emergency beacons

PRESTONSBURG A new emer-
gency alert device being introduced into 
the immediate area could save lives in the 
event of a medical emergency and at the 
same time help support local volunteer 
rescue personnel in their effort to pro­
vide quality services. 

The Floyd Cowlly Rescue Squad is 
introducing a new '"911 Beacon Light," a 
device de igned to be mounted on or near 
a person's home and flash a bright strobe 
of light when 911 is dialed so that the 
home may be more easily located in the 
event of an emergency. 

According to dispatchers and commu­
nications oftker in the medical transport 
lield, locating a particular residence, 

espectally in rural areas, can be daunting 
at times and every second counts when a 
person's life is at risk. 

The new beacon light, which is com­
posed of a receiver hooked to the phone 
line and strobe light which is mounted 
outside the home, will amomatically turn 
itself on when 911 is dialed from the 
home, alerting police, fire, and local sher­
iff and rescue depanments to look for the 
beacon light. 

The device is especially useful during 
the nighttime hours when uying to find 
house and street numbers. It will elimi­
nate the need for loved ones to tlag down 
help and allow for a residence to be locat­
ed immediately.

U.S. Rep. Hal Rogers, a Republican from Kentucky's 5th 
District, has joined another Republican congressman from 
Appalachia - Rep. Frank Wolf of Virginia - in asking the 
federal Food and Drug Administration to reclassify the 
painkiller OxyContin o that only people in evere pain can 
be pre cribed the drug. 

In light of the recent guilty pleas by the maker of 
OxyContin and three of it current and former executives to 
pharges of misleading the public about the drug' risk of 
~ddiction, the request is well-timed and appropriate. 
OxyContin is a more powerful and addictive drug than its 
maker promoted it to be. 
~ But of course we already knew that, didn't we? 
bxyContin, a trade name for oxycodone, has been so wide­
ly abused in this region that it ha earned the nickname 
''hillbilly heroin." From 1996 to 2001, the number of oxy­
codone-related deaths nationwide increased 400 percent 
while the annual number of OxyContin pre criptions 
increased nearly twentyfold. according to a report by the 
U.S. Drug Enforcement Admini Lration. Irt 2002. the DEA 
said the drug caused 146 death and contributed to another 
318. 

A number of those deaths have occurred in this region, 
where the abuse of prescription medicine - aided at least 
initially by rogue doctor who operated "pill mill " -
eached epidemic proportions. 

Purdue Pharma L.P., its pre ident, top lawyer and former 
chief medical officer will pay $634.5 million in fine for 
claiming the drug wa less addictive and less subject to 
abuse than other pain medication • U.S. Attorney John 
Brownlee said after the recent guilty plea . The plea agree-

em came just two day after Purdue Pharma agreed to pay 
$19.5 million to 26 state 1lii.d the n·strict of Columbia o 
• ettle complaints that it encouraged physicians to overpre-
. cribe OxyContin. 

Brownlee aid Purdue learned from focus groups with 
phy icians in 1995 that they were worried about the abuse 
potential of OxyContin. The company then gave knowingly 
false information to its ales repre entatives that the drug 
had less potential for addiction and abuse than other 
painkillers .... 

Rogers and Wolf cited the guilty pleas in asking FDA 
Commissioner Andrew von Eschenbach to recla ify 
OxyContin so it can only be prescribed to those with severe 
pain. Currently, those with moderate pain can get the drug. 

OxyContin can be extremely effective in easing the 
agony of those in severe pain, particularly those in the final 
stages of cancer. For them, the drug can make their final 
days more bearable. 

The problem is that too many people who probably could 
have had their pain eased with a le s potent drug have been 
prescribed OxyContin and become addicted to it - often 
with tragic results . . Further limiting OxyContin' availabili­
ty is in order. Indeed, it' overdue.
