Fletcher drops casino issue in latest ad

FRANKFORT- Gov. Ernie Fletcher 
has shifted the focus of his latest televi­
sion ad away from casino gambling, opt­
ing to attack Democratic challenger Steve 
Beshear for his fanner law firm's han­
dling of a corporate bankruptcy case. 

The shift comes on the heels of two 
media polls that show Fletcher trailing 
Beshear by 17 to 20 percentage points 
despite a series of gambling ads that have 
been airing daily across the state for more 
than month. 

In those ads. the Fletcher campaign 
had been criticJZing Beshear' proposal 
for a referendum that would allow voters 
to change the state's constitution to allow 
ca inos in Kentucky. 

The latest ad, which began airing over 
the weekend, criticites Beshear and his 
former Jaw firm, Stites & Harbison of 
Lexington. for their role in the liquidation 
of the now defunct Kentucky Central Life 
Insurance Co. Beshear's law firm was 
paid $21 million over 15 years for asslst­
ing in the liquidation of Kentucky Central. 

The huge corporation that owned citrus 
groves, holels. Lexington TV stations and 

$42 billion worth of life insurance poli~ 
cies was overtaken with financial woes in 
the early 1990s, and Beshear's law t1rm 
was hired to assist with its liquidation 
after it failed. 

"1 will take responsibility for what our 
law firm did in Kentucky Central because 
we did one heck of a job," Besbear says in 
the Fletcher ad, a clip taken from an 
appearance la t month on Kentucky 
Educational Televi ion. 

The ad claims that Beshear and his 
firm prospered while hundreds of 
Kentuckians lost their jobs and thousands 
lost their avings. 

Beshear spokeswoman Vicki Glass 
said Monday the ad distorts the fact . 

' 'Ernie Fletcher can only run a negative 
ad against his opponent because he has no 
record of positive accomplishments to run 
on," Glass said. 

Fletcher spokesman Jason Keller said 
Monday that the ad raises important 
issues. 

·•It's important to review Steve 
Beshear's record." Keller said. "I think 
these are Issues Kentucky voters need to 
know about. and we're working to com­
municate that." 

The ad also points out that Be hear was 

removed from the case in 1995 after a 
Cincinnati law ftrm was hired to look into 
whether Stites & Harbison had a conflict 
of interest. The possible conflict involved 
the firm representing the Bank of 
Louisville on a transaction involving $15 
million in Kentucky Central's securities. 

Beshear has acknowledged that he was 
removed from the case temporarily, but 
was reassigned to it on the recommenda­
tion of a court official who pre ided over 
the conflict of interest issue. 

''There is no que tion that this com­
mercial is another example of Ernie 
Fletcher distorting fact. and not being 
honest with Kentuckians," Glass said.

The entire institution 
is one big, stinking mess and rotten to the core. "

We suppose that it could be srud that (tongue firmly 
planted in cheek) we've been a lit.le critical of the Floyd 
County school system in the past. 

It's true. We have, on occasion, excoriated the school 
ystem for its failures to match up against other districts in 

the state and region on standardized test scores and other 
indicators. We did so not out of meanness, but because we 
truly care about the quality of education our children 
receive. The Floyd County School System deserved a swift 
kick in the pants for its decades of failures. 

But judging by the results that were released yesterday, 
it's fmally time to say that our local school system is well 
on its way to being competitive with any other in the state. 
It's time to say, "Good job." 

In short, it's time to retire old editorials. 
Three local elementary schools -May Valley, Duff and 

McDowell - are seven years early in surpassing their 
state-mandated goal of scoring 100 on the CATS test. In 
fact, May Valley's scores have skyrocketed to the point that 
the school ranked third out of 1,167 chools in the state. 

In all, eight of the county's schools met their two-year 
goals in the fust year of the current accountability cycle, 
and the others all showed progress toward reaching their 
goals next year. 

Sure, not all of Floyd County's schools are where we 
would like them to be. Ideally, we would like all of them to 
have scores similar to May Valley's. 

And there are trouble spots, namely at four elementary 
chools and in all of the county's high schools, all of whlch 

rank in the bottom half of schools statewide. However, 
there are encouraging signs even there. Just a few years 
ago, all of those schools were scoring in the 40s and 50s; 
this year, they all scored in the 70s and 80s. 

All in all, we have to say we were pleasantly surprised 
by Tuesday's results. When we wrote the "rotten to the 
core" editorial, we could not have imagined the turnaround 
our schools would make seven short years later. Sure, some 
gchools still languish near the bottom, but now some 
school are shooting to the top and others are making 
.steady progress through the middle. In an imperfect world, 
that's probably how it should be. 

The hard work is not fmished, of course, nor has the final 
goal been met. But, for the first time, we can now say we 
are genuinely confident in our school system's ability to get 
the job done.

Rights and duties, 

left and right

It is interesting that both the Right 
and the Left complam about the 
American (Lockean) political tradi­
tion because it emphasize individual 
rights and not responsibilities or 
duties. The complaint is ill founded, 
however. 

First, a regime of individual right· 
does directly imply legal responsibili­
ties or duties, albeit of a limited sort. 
If all human beings have a right to 
their live , liberties, etc., this implie · 
that everyone has the legally enforce­
able duty to abstain from v10lating 
these right. . 

If violations do occur, sanction 
may be apphed. And tn a complex 
society those responsibiltties are quite 
complicated, though they involve 
mostly not doing things to people 
rather than doing things for them. 

Yet, implicit in a regime of individ­
ual right is al o the idea that citizens 
have innumerable familial, fraternal, 
professional, and related responsibili­
ties. These, however, are either ethical 
and thus not subject to legal enforce­
ment, or contractual, in which case 
whether one as ·umes them is it elf a 
free choice of a citizen. 

What critics fail to heed is that 
duties that are canied out because the 
legal authoritie threaten aver e reper­
cussions 1f they aren't are of no moral 
significance at alt. If citizens provide 
support for their fellows because 1f 
they do not, they will go to jail, this 
does not improve anyone's moral 
character and does not add to the 
moral quality of the ociety. Quite the 
opposite-a totalitarian approach to 
conduct sets in whereby citizens do 
not have to cultivate their virtue but 
merely obey authorities. It is difficult 
to imagine that anyone, Right or Left, 

interested in improving the ethic of a 
society's population would find satis­
faction with such a result. 

So the complaint about the 1dea 
underlying the Lockean regime of 
indtvidual rights not making room for 
responsibilities in our lives is ent1rely 
.off base. If there is any political sys­
tem that makes room for our mourner­
able moral responsibilities in life. it i 
the Lockean individualist kind 
becau e only in such a system are cit­
izens free to make the choice to do the 
right thing. Of course, th1s also means 
they are free to choose badly, but that 
is part of the human condition. We 
have free will and to exercise it 
involves the risk that we may not do 
so properly. 

Bur to substitute the government, 
whether representative or dictatorial, 
for the citizen's own moral conscience 
or lack thereof i. antithetical to a CIV­

ilized human community. 
Here is where both Left and Right 

are so much alike. Both want people 
to behave right and differ mostly on 
which areas of life they want to ethi­
cally micromanage. The Left wants us 
all to be generous and charitable 
toward those in need, those less fortu­
nate than others. those who may 
through their own fault or without 
fault fall behind in life or have never 
gotten ahead in the first place. 
Generosity, charity. philanthropy, 
compassion, and such are what the 
Left wants from u all and if it isn't 
forthcoming in sufficient abundance, 
the Left will readily send out the 
bureaucrats and the police to make 
sure we all do the right thing by their 
lights. 

The Right is no different from this 
except in where lies its priority. 

Piety, humility, spirituality. pru­
dence. religio ity, honor, valor. and 
similar virtues. tand at the forefront of 
what the Right demands of us all and 
if we do not deliver, the Right is just 
as willmg to regiment us to fall in line 
with its vision of propriety a!> the Left. 

And they are willing to call in the 
bureaucracy and police just as readily 
as the Left to make sure the citizeDl} 
complies. 

Censoring, banning, and regiment­
ing are exactly what both Left and 
Right advocate and, of course, ttle 
Lockean individualist regime '>tand 
·in theu way. Why? Because t 
Lockean tradition leaves morality tc 
individual choice. Not what IS moral 
but whether individuals will do whal 
is moral. 

That is the nature of freedom. Thai 
is what a free society ensures for iH 
citizenry. And that is what neither Lefl 
nor Right ha · any patience for-they 
both di ·trust persuasion, education. 
proselytization, peer pressure, and 
other peaceful means of inducing theu 
fellows to do the right thing. They dis­
trust u fundamentally, yet somehow 
trust themselve!. to be wise and virtu­
ous m the midst of all this human 
imperfection 

That is one reason one find bo 
the Left and the Right o fond ot 
utopian visions, ·ince they common! 
promise to set everything aright from 
above. As 1f those "above" wer 
superhuman. But, of course, they are 
not and so the power they gain quic~ 
ly corrupts them and the result is that 
human community life turns out to bl' 
a d1saster, nothing like the glonou• 
vts1on Left and Right wishes to bring 
to fruition. 

Let' trust the Lockean traditio~\; 

even if its promise i · modest. It can 
actually be fulfilled and come off , 
quite civilized and just, contrary to 
critics· contentions.

• Does the ad promise big 
money for little effort? 
Fraudulent ads use similar 
bait: Past cash. Minimal work. 
No risk. And the advantage of 
being your own boss or work­
ing from home. 

• Before promoters can 
accept money from potential 
investors, the law requires that 
they give investors important 
disclosure documents . If the 
promoter dot!s not make the 
documc:nt readily available. 
interested consumers should 
find another opportunity. 

• Talk to current investors. 
but beware of paid ''shills," 
who work ror . the company. 

Visit other business sites in 
person. And get professional 
advice if you need it. Do not 
lose your life saving just 
because you did not c;pend a 
few hundred dollars to talk to a 
lawyer, an accountant. or 
another expert.

''lt was really hard. We did­
n't want to be out here," said 
Hall. ··we were dfciding up 
until the last hour.

"If you· re going to be hunting in 
a CWD-positive state, you need to 
be sure of that state's regulation ,'' 
said Brunjes. "Some states will 
require you to submit a sample of 
the animal. Others have a program 
in place where you can submit a 
sample if you choose, but it isn't 
mandatory."

Woodson passes Cats over Owls

LEXINGTON - Andre 
Woodson threw for a career­
high five touchdowns but had 
his NCAA-record streak of 
consecutive passes without an 
interception snapped at 325 as 
No. 14 Kentucky dominated 
Florida Atlantic 45- 17 
Saturday. 

Four d1fferent receivers 
caught scoring throws from 
Woodson, who completed 26 
of 33 passes for a season-high 
301 yards in j ust over three 
quarters. 

Woodson would have had a 
sixth TD. but his toss to fu ll­
back John Conner was picked 
off by Tavious Polo as the two 
players battled for the ball 
ncar the goal line. It was the 
seventh interception of the 
year for the freshman comer­
back, who came into the game 
as the national leader. 

A week earlier against 
Arkansas. Woodson set the 
national major coUege mark 
of consecutive passes thrown 
without an interception, sur­
passing Trent Dilfer's record 
of 27 1 . He pushed the streak 
past 300 in the Wildcats' 
opening drive, wbkh ended 
with a 14-yard strike that 
Dicky Lyons Jr. cradled from 
his knees in the back of the 
end zone. Lyons later scored 
from 22 yards our. 

After the Owls answered 
with a field goal. Woodson 
struck again. This time he 
connected with Steve Johnson 
for a 27-yard TD. 

By the time the firs t half 
was finished, Kentucky (5-0) 
was up 28-1 0, all from 
Woodson TO passes. The final 
one of the half was a perfectly 
placed 34-yarder between two 
defenders to Keenan Burton, 
who dived into the end zone, 
his arm outstretched with the 
ball.
