1956 that a school 
bus, driven by John Alex 
DeRos ·ctt, was on its way 

school. though it never 
reached the school and 
instead plunged inlO the 
Levisa Fork of the Big 
Sandy River. killing 
DeRossett and 26 students. 

While a monument is in 
place near the location of 
the wreck, Judge 
Execut1ve R.D. "Doc" 
Marshall wanted to have 
something a little more 
local that people could 
access easier. The new 
monument will be placed 
in front of the courthouse 
a~d will Jcature each of the 
victims' names. 

A dedication cermony 
and unveiling of the monu­
ment will be held today at 
2 p.m. in front of the old 
courthouse.

meets with union, 
hospital but no deal

While both sides of the 
Appalachian Regional 
Healthcare nurses' strike 
met with a federal mediator 
Monday morning. a resolu­
tion to end the week long 
strike has still not been 
reached. 

Federal mediator Herb 
Fetty had requested the 
meeting, wh1ch was held in 
Lexington, and met with 
both ARH officials and rep­
resentatives from the 
Kentucky and west Virginia 
Nurse's Association Union 
for about 30 minutes each, 
though there were no 
opportunities to end the 
strike. according to Jerry 
Haynes, ARH president and 
CEO. 

"We were able to answer 
a few questions the Union 
had previously raised, but 
no negotiations with the 
Union have resumed and no 
further negotiations are 
planned." said Haynes. 

After denying a contract 

renewal on Oct. I , more 
than 630 registered nurses 
at seven Kentucky and two 
West Virginia hospitals 
walked off the job after 
rejecting ARH's "last, best 
and final" offer. ARH pro­
posed last week a contrac 
that promised an initial 2J 
percent pay raise. whicht 
would increase to 3 percen; 
over four years. and flexi.! 
ble schedu les that woilld: 
allow nurses to choo e, 
either l 0 or 12 hour shifts? 
However. the nurses say it' 
not about the money, but 
rather gaining the hospital 
respect and achieving pnn.! 
cipals and that the proposed 
contract would have 
reduced holiday pay and 
mcreased imurance premi­
ums, canceling out any pay 
rruse. 

The meeting however, as 
cautioned by Haynes, did 
not constitute a resumption 
of negotiations.

GREENVILLE, Ky. (AP) 

- A western Kentucky man 
convicted of lul1ing his 85-
year-old aunt was cntenced 
to life in prison with parole 
eJigibility in 42 year,. 

Russell Winstead, 42, was 
convicted m August of kJIJing 

nn Branson, a well-known 
Madisonville bu inesswoman 
who was found dead in her 
basement on Jan. 12, 2003 . 

Hopkins Circuit Judge 

James Brantll!y handed down 
the sentence on Monday. 
Brantley agreed with a jury's 
recommendation that 
Winstead should serve 25 
years to hfc on the murder 
charge, meaning he would not 
be eligible for parole for 25 
year. 

The jury also recommend­
ed he serve 20 year on the 
robbery charge. He would be 
required to serve 85 percem. 

or 17 years, of the 20-ycar 
sentence. The sentence~ 

would bt: served con ccutive­
ly. making him parole eligible 
in 42 years. 

Winstead was arrested in 
May 2005 out ide a hotel and 
casino in Costa Rica. As part 
of the extradition agreement, 
prosecutors agreed not to seek 
the death penalty. 

Prosecutors said that 
Winstead had owed Branson 

more than $74,000. She asked 
for her money, and he wrote 
her a $12.000 check two days 
before her death. but asked 
her not to ca!.h it until Jan. 13. 
2003 . 

The check was never 
found, though Branson 
enLered it inlo a book she used 
to keep up wilh transactions. 
She had deducted the sum 
from the total Winstead owed 
her. 

Branson 's on, Jack 
Branson, a retired U.S. Dept. 
of Treasury special agent, was 
happy with Brantley's deci­
sion. 

"It couldn't have gone any 
better." he said. "It was the 
maximum penalty he could 

get. r m pleased as both a 
family member and as a law 
enforcement officer."

Attorney: FBI used informant wearing wire in investigation

LOUISVILLE, Ky. (AP) -
An assistant to one of three 
lawyers charged bilking clients 
of millions of dollars in a diet 
drug settlement wore a wire and 
turned over notes of meetings to 
the FBI, a defense attorney said. 

Rebecca Phtpps, an adminis­
trative assistant to Melbourne 
Mills Jr., secretly recorded con­
versations as early as June 2006 
as the FBI investigated how 
Mills, William Gallion and 
Shirley Cunningham handled a 
$200 million settlement over the 
diet drug fen-phen, said Mills' 
attorney, Jim Shuffen of 
Lexington. 

"It appears reasonably certain 
IJlat an intentional violation of 
(Mills') right to counsel 
occwred and that a hearing is 
necessary to develop and reme­
dy the parameters of that viola­
tion," Shuffett said. 

Gallion and Cunningham, 
who are part owners of 
Pteakness winner Curlin, and 
Mills are jailed in northern 

Kentucky pending a trial in 
January on charges of conspira­
cy to coom1it wire fraud. A civil 
court has ruled that they owe at 
least $42 million to their fom1er 
clients. 

The use of Phipps as an infor­
mant became known in a motion 
ftled last week seeking to 
exclude any evidence that 
Phipps turned over to FBI agent 
Mary Trotman. Shuffett wants 
U.S District Judge William 
Bertelsman to hold a hearing to 
detennine whether the evidence 
turned over by Phipps can be 
used against Mills in a criminal 
trial set for Jan. 7 . The U.S 
Attorney's Office in Lexington 
did not inunediately return calls 
seeking comment Tue day 
morning. 

Mills wants 63 handwritten 
notes and 293 pages of e-mails 
and other memos Phipps rurned 
over to federal authorities 
excluded from evidence in the 
case. Those notes involve meet­
ings she attended between Mills 
and former attorney William 
Johnson or current attorneys 
James Shuffett and Calvin

Fulkerson. Federal prosecutors 
turned over Phipps' infonnation 
as part of the discovery process. 
But, prosecutors aJ o told 
Shuffett that some of the infor­
mation provided by Phipps 
could be protected under attor­
ney-dient privilege. 

Typically, attorney-client 
privilege does not extend to oth­
ers who hear conversations 
between attorneys and their 
chcnts. 

According to Shuffett'~ 
motion, Phipps wrote in July 
2006 that her attorney, Burl 
McCoy, called and rold her that 
an FBI agent on the case wanted 
her to attend a meeting at the 
office of Johnson, who was then 
representing Mills in a civil law­
suit regarding the settlement. 
McCoy said Phipps has cooper­
ated with the FBI and will most 
likely continue to cooperate. 

Trotman has testified that the 
attorneys, who repre ented 
about 440 clients sickened by 
fen-phen, settled the case for 
$200 million. Trotman said the 

clients received $74.8 million 
from the settlement. Gallion 
received $30.4 million; Mills, 
$23.7 million: and Cunningham 
$20.7 million. A chunk of the 
settlement also went to other 
attorneys and employees 
involved in the case. Bertelsman 
has said that millions of dollars 
arc still unaccounted for. 

Cunningham, 52. and 
Gallion, 56, bought Curlin for 
$57.000 as a yearling through 
their Midnight Cry Stable. They 
sold controlling interest in the 
horse in February for a reported 
$3.5 million to a group com­
posed of Jess Jackson, founder 
of Kendall-Jackson wines; 
Satish Sanan's Padua Stables; 
and George Bolton, an invest­
ment banker. '

Neeley informed the board 
that other options, such as 
road stnping. speed monitor­
ing device'>, and acceleration 
lanes might be better consid­
ered. 

However, according ,to 
Grigsby. the department has, 
so far. not uirccted workers to 
conduct any such project 
work. 

"The city has been great." 
Grigsby said. "the city has 
installed a portable sign alert­
ing drivers that they are 
entering a reduced speed 
zone. And Mike Ormerod 
(Pr~.:stonshurg Police 
Depanment) has officers out 
there helping direct traffic, 
but the state hasn t done any­
thing." 

ln the meamime. frustrat­
ed parents have been parking 
alongside the highway and 
walking their children across 
the congested roadway in 
order to have them arrive to 
their classrooms on time.

Older trees that would nor­
mally be thick enough to avoid 
major damage are so dry now 
that they too have fallen victim. 

For one thing, droughts and 
arson have left the $4.5 billion 
timber industry vulnerable in 
Kentucky. one of the nations' top 
five tates in hardwood lumber 
production.

Officials say this year the 
wildfires are burning faster and 
hotter. causing more damage 
than in previous years.

Japan's Cabinet, mcan-
hile. approved plans to 

extend et:onomic sanctions 
lwer the test for another s1 x 
months. The sanctions -
including banning the import 
ot North Korean goods and 
d•>Sing Japanese ports to the 
communist nation's ships -
were to exptrc in mid-Octoher. 

The Oct. 9. 2006. test sent 
ensions spiraling in the stand­

ofT over North Korea·s nuclear 
program. But it also prompted 
the U.S. to soften its policy 
toward North Korea. paving 
the way for steps toward a goal 
of dismantling the North's 
1llclear program. 

The North's main Rodong 
'tnmun newspaper ran a' 

lengthy editorial Tuesday to 
mark the anniversary. implor­
ing the country's 23 million 
people to rally around Kim. 
the official Korean Central 

ews Agency said. 
"Never forgettable are 

~teclamations of October 2006. 
when we shouted hurrah again 
and again at the top of our 
voices in admiration of 
General Kim Jong Jl who 
unfolded an eternally clear sky 
f 'Peat:e, prosperity und hopt: 

above the heads of the 70 mil­
lion people," the state-con­
trolled paper said. referring to 
buth North and South 

oreans. 
The nuclear test was a 

"truly great miracle," the paper 
said. sending the North "soar­
ing a a powerful and great 
nation'' at a time of hardship. 

The country is believed to 
have conducted the under­
ground test explosion at an 
unknown location in its north-

cast. The site of the blast was 
relatively small. with the U.S. 
government estimating its 
yield at less than a kiloton. 
Each kiloton is equal to the 
force prnduced by I .000 tons 
of TNT. 

The explosion brought 
wipesprcad intcrnatmnal con­
demnation. But it also added 
urgency to the need to resolve 
the standoff. and led the U.S. 
to address one of North 
Korea's key demands. which 
involved a banking dispute 
that had stalled negohations. 

North Korea responded 
positively to the U.S. overture. 
promising in February to shut 
down and then disable its sole 
fum:tioning nuclear reactor as 
a ~tcp toward ih di:-.mantle­
ment. In exchange, it was 
promised economic aid and 
political concessions from the 
U.S. ami four other countries 
-China. Japan. South Korea 
and Russia. 

North Korea closed the 
Yongbyon reactor in July. and 
committed last week to dis­
abling it and other facilities by 
year's end. 

In Washington, State 
Department spokesman Sean 
McCormack said a team of 
U.S. nuclear expert<; was 
scheduled to leave Tuesday for 
North Korea to .-;urvey the 
nuclear complex and help map 
out its disablement plan. He 
said they would be there for 
about a week before being 
replaced by another team. 

J apancse Pmne Minister 
Yasuo Fukuda said Tuesday 
that Tokyo would extend its 
economic sanctions despite the 
North's pledge because 
Pyongyang has not yet taken 
any concrete steps toward dis­
ablement. Japan had already 
extended the sanctions once, 
in April. 

"We decided to continue 
the sanction!'. becau. e there 
was no change in the situa­
tion,'' Fukuda said. "We must 
sec what future negotiations 
we can carl) out.'' 

Japanese officials have also 

COII1plained of little progress 
in resolving the issue of it~ cit­
iJcns allegedly ahducted hy 
North Korea in the 1970s and 
1980s. The issue has been a 
main sticking point for the two 
countries. 

The improved relations 
between Pyongyang and 
Washington has led to the U.S. 
government deciding to ship 
heavy fuel oil to North Korea 
as part of the February shut­
down deal. and separately 
offer food aid. Washington 
also promised to take steps to 
take Pyongyang off its black­
list of countries sponsoring 
terrorism. 

South Korea's presidential 
security adviser. Back Jong­
chun. sa1d Monday that U.S. 
and North Korean officials are 
expected to meet soon to dis­
cuss the proposed food aid. 

Buoyed by the progress in 
the nuclear issue. South 
Korean Presidem Roh Moo­
hyun agreed at a summit last 
week with Kim to seek to 
replace Lhe truce that ended the 
1950-53 Korean War with a 
peace treaty and pursue a 
meeting of leaders of parties to 
the cease-fire. 

Roh briefed President Bush 
on the summit in a telephone 
conversation Tuesday and the 
two agreed the foremost goal 
is the dcnucleari;ation of the 
Korean peninsula. White 
House press secretary Dana 
Perino said. She -;aid Rob had 
placed the U.S.-South Korean 
free trade agreement before 
the South Korean national 
assembly and expressed hope 
that 1t would move quickly. 

Roh also briefed Russian 
President Vladimir Putin on 
the imer Korean agreement 
and ask Moscow's help in 
implementing it.

LOUISVILLE - Utah 
coach Kyle Whittingham 
knew it would take quarter­
back Brian Johnson awhile to 
shake off the rust of a nearly 
two-year hiatus following 
knee surgery in December, 
2005.

Two weeks after lowly 
Syracuse stunned the 
Cardinals with big play after 
big play and ended 
Louisville's 20-game home 
winning st:reak, the Utes wc.:re 
more pragmatic in . ending the 
Cardinal to con sec uti ve home 
losses for the first time smce 
1999.
