Last year's rate was 2 I .0 
cents. but property owners will only sec a 
"very rnimmal difference." according to 
city clerk Sharon Schoolcraft. 

"'It adds up to be about 21.6 cents per 
$100 value:· said Schoolcraft. "For most 
propeny owners. it will only be about a $5 
or $6 difference.''

LOUISVILLE - A large 
1ajority of Kentucky resi­

dents want a chance to vote on 
whether casino gambling 
should be legalized in the 
~tate, but support for casinos is 
not so clear, according to a 
new poll. 

The Courier-J oumal 
Bluegrass Poll found that 78 
percent of the 812 Kentucky 
adlilts sw-veyed favor putting a 
constitutional amendment on 
the ballot to let voters make 
the choice, while 16 percent 
oppose such a vote. 

The poll, conducted Sept. 
13-18 with a margin of error of 
plu or minus 3.4 percentage 
points, showed that 48 percent

"The vast majority of 
Kentuckians want the right to 
vote on that issue and I want to 
give them the right to vote on 
that i sue."

y tern appears to be a vast improvement over the scheme 

, he pushed to disastrous results in 1993 and 1994. 
The New York enator would create univer al health care 

b requiring bu inesses with more than 25 employees to 
ffer insurance and by giving tax credit and other incen-

ti es to smaller businesses to offer coverage. Individuals 
not covered by work would have to buy their own cover-
a , with tax credits for the less affluent. Insurers would 
not be allowed to reject applicants on the basis of pre-exist­
ing, conditions, but would benefit {.·om the fact that millions 
of younger, healthjer Americans who often forgo coverage 
would have to buy policies. 

Clinton emphasizes that people who like their current 
h alth plans wouldn't have to change a thing - one of 
many contrasts she draws with her old scheme to underline 
her newly moderate approach. 

Unfortunately, this amounts to a slick sale pitch and lit­
tle more. A clo er look at her plan quickly reveals many 
ba ic problems- starting with the price tag. The estimate 
of an annual cost of $110 billion is preposterously low. 

onsider thi one point alone: Under Clinton's plan, if an 
-ndividual's income tax credit isn't large enough to pay for 
hi or her insurance bill, the government picks up the dif­
ference. But because of tax cuts for lower-and middle­
income families - the ones you never hear about - fully 
40 percent of Americans pay no income tax at all. So their 
tax credits wouldn't cover a dime of their bills. Instead, 
their bills would be paid by people who actually pay 
income tax. Seen in this light, Clinton's plan - for all her 
talk of "shared responsibility"- actua1ly amounts to a 
vast, costly new entitlement program. 

Beyond that, Clinton's scheme shares the same funda­
mental flaw as the similar proposal pu bed by Gov. Arnold 
chwarzenegger- a flaw likely to yield radical results. 
he would allow businesses to drop their coverage if they 

pay an in-lieu tax. For political reasons - it would never 
ass Congress otherwise - this tax would have to be far 

lower than the 14 percent of payroU that U.S. businesses 
now pay for health benefits. So her plan would create a 
owerful incentive for employers to hand their coverage 

r ponsibilities to the federal government. Given that nearly 
half of all U.S. health care is already government-con­
tro11ed, this incentive would put us on a back-door route to 
a de facto single-payer system. Another aspect of her plan 
also makes it likely we would end up with such a system: 
Its regulations governing insurers - what they must cover, 
how much they are allowed to charge, how they deal with 
patients- are so sweeping that they make insurers indis­
tingui hable from public utilities. And so the end result 
would be a health system overwhelmingly dominated by 
the government- a weird U.S. hybrid of the socialized 
medicine that Clinton professes to disdain. We agree with 
the enator that our health system needs to be more humane 
and rational. But as troubled as our system may be, we 
should be wary of change for change's sake- because 
Congress and the next president could easily make things 
much "Yorse. That certainly would be the case were Hillary 
Clinton's plan to be enacted.

Th.is false 
belief is repeated more times than not 
when working with someone suffer­
ing from alcohol and/or drug addic­
tion. Recovery is possible. 

It Js commonly believed that 
relapse is part of recovery and that 
ultimately, for many, recovery is not 
possible. However, according to Bill 
Urell, research has shown that approx­
imately 33% of individuals achieve 
permanent ab tinence from their first

serious attempt at recovery. 
Furthermore, approximately 33% 
ach1evc long-term abstinence after a 
brief period of relapse. With the 
rcmairung 33% havmg chrome relaps­
es that eventually end m death from 
their chemical addiction. These statis­
tics should give new hope to those 
beginning recovery and to their fami­
lies. 

lf you are begmning recovery or 
are in recovery below is a check list 
that may help you realize how far you 
have come in the recovery process.

fletcher, ·Beshear

FRANKFORT - While 
position" on some issues get 
bJuned in the heated rhetoric 
of an election campaign, 
Republican Gov.

Fletcher, an ordained 
Baptist minister and physician, 
qpposes it. Beshear doesn't. 

Trailing badly m the polls, 
Fletcher is h.eralding his stand 
in na pes of' getting con~enta­
tive Christians to the poll on 
ElectiOn Day. 

"To a small bloc of voters, 
it, 1s an extremely important 
i"sue," said Kendra Stewart, a 
political scientJsl at Eastern 
Kentucky University. "There 
are still people who vote sole­
~. on where the candidate 
stand on the abortion issue." 

, Michael Janocik, assistant 
d1rector of the Kentucky Right

Life Association, sa1d the 

hot-button issue is important 
to enough Kentucky voters 
that state candidates who sup­
port abortion rights usually try 
to mask their pos1tions. 

"It's rare that a political 
candidate in Kentucky will 
proudly cany the banner of 
being pro-choice," he said. 
"It's JUSt not very popular in 

entucky." 
Fletcher maintains that life 

begins at conception, and that 
abortions hould be illegal 
unless the pregnancy Jeopar­
dit.es the lift! of the mother or 
is caused by rape or incest. 

"But I caution everyone to 
think about the innocent life 
involved regardless of the situ­
ation,'' Fletcher said. "The real 
prcmi e is I believe in the 
sanctity of life." 

Fletcher insists that 
Beshear is trying to disguise 
his stands on abortion to try to 
appeal to more voters leading 
up to the Nov. 6 election. Two 
polls released over the past 
week show Beshear holdmg a 
double-digit lead in the race. 

Fletcher, a Jongt1me 
favorite of anti-abortion 
groups, won the endorsement 
of Kentucky Right to Life in ' 
the last governor's race and is 
expected to receive the 
endorsement again thi year. 

The first legislation 
Fletcher signed into law after 
taking office was a fetal homl­
cide bill that toughened penal­
ties against people who cause 
the deaths of unborn babies. 
Fletcher campaign pokesman 
Jason Keller said rus boss has 
continually fought for the 
unborn ''thwugbout his career 
in public service and now as 
governor." 

Beshear, who opposes abor­
tions after the first trimester, 
called unwanted pregnanc1es 
and abortions tragedies. 

"As governor, I' m gomg to 
do everything I can to limit 
and reduce the number of 
abortions while respecting the 
law of the land," he said. 

Beshear said decisions 
about abortions should be Jeft 
to families, not the govern-

local medical professionals volunteer 
ime treating villagers in Peruvian jungle

In hopes of improving life 
for those less fortunate, 10 
Eastern Kentuckians traveled 
to Peru this past spring a part 
of a medical mission team. 

Joining up with two people 
from Florida and 18 from 
Peru, the teams first arrived in 
Iscosazin, deep in the Amazon 
jungle, then commuted to Villa 

erica, a jungle accessible 
Jy by four-wheel-drive vehi­

c~es, where a temporary clinic 
was formed. This town was 
chosen specifically by Arthur 

Ivey, an American missionary 
living in Peru who felt this 
town was particularly in need 
of medical help. Despite the 
four-wheel-drive vehicles, 
travel was still difficult due to 
the severity of the rough roads, 
causing it to take 11 hours to 
go a mere 120 miles 

While the clinic lasted only 
four days, the team saw 1 ,030 
patients and treated a raoge of 
medical problems from routine 
things that are often seen in the 
United States, such as high 
blood pressure and arthritis, to 
more exotic problem , includ­
ing parasitic diseases and 

snake bites. Other treated 
medical conditions included 
lots of headaches from the heat 
and eye problems from chron­
ic exposure to dust and the 
sun's glare. 

While children only stay in 
school until they are needed by 
their parents - each day chil­
dren as young as 8 and 9 for­
age in the jungle for food 
along with adults - many 
were treated for machete 
wounds. Despite all of the 
people seen, there were no 
cases of diabetes treated, 
something that doctors consid­
er to be extremely common 

among Eastern Kentuckians. 
'These people only eat fruit 

and veggies. they walk every­
where, and don't know what 
salt is," said medical director 
John Furcolow, M.D. "And if 
they did know what it was, 
they wouldn't be able to afford 
it." 

While the mission team 
usually stays in the same town 
the clinic is established in, due 
to lack of space, the team was 
lodged in a "hotel" approxi­
mately 50 minutes from the 
clinic.

A television station apologized 
to viewers after an Internet 
video showed a longtime 
weather anchor clowning 
around in front of a computer 
graphic of a woman's breast. 

WBKO-TV said on its Web 
site that it bas reprimanded 
weather anchor Chris Allen for 
"acting in a juvenile and 
unprofessional manner." Rick 
McCue, station vice president 
and general manager, said 
Allen remains an employee. 

The tape was from years 
earlier, never aired on televi­
sion and was stolen by a for­
mer employee, who posted it 
on the Internet. according to 
the station, which did not name 
the former employee. 

The video appeared on 
blog · and other Web sites, 
showing Allen to the left of a 
giant ~;omputer graphic of a 
woman's body in profile, under 
the text "Breast Milk Donors." 
A grinning Allen appears to 
lick the nipple and squeeze the 
breast while making honking 
noises, whistling and laughing. 

WBKO's statement includ­
ed an apology from Allen: 

"This video - which was 
never intended to be seen out­
side of the station - was part 
of a joke that was played on me 
during a lighter moment off the 
air several years ago. I regret 
that a former employee has 
decided it is something that 
everyone should see and took 
the liberty of posting it on the 
Internet," Allen said. "I am 
embarrassed by the whole 
ordeal and humbly apologize 
for anyone offended by my 
actions." 

A message left for Allen at 
WBKO-TV by The Associated 
Press on Thursday was not 
immediately returned. Allen 
was away attending a training 
session irt Wisconsin, M_cCue 
said.

Kentuckians are split over 
whether Senate Minority 
Leader Mitch McConnell 
sh ld support the war in lraq, 
b a majority approve of his

McConnell's approval rat­
ing was at 54 percent. 28 per­
cent disapproved of how b~'s 
done. and 17 percent did not 
have an opinion, according to 
The (Louisville) Courier­
Journal's Bluegrass Poll. 
Meanwhile, 44 percent said 
they thought McConnell 
should oppose. President 
Bush's Iraq war policy, 42 per­
cent said he should support it. 
and 14 percent were undecid­
ed. 

McConnell, who is the top-

ranking Republican in the U.S. 
Senate. had the same approval 
rating the last time the poll 
was conducted in February. 
The poll was conducted 
between Sept. 13-18, surveyed 
812 adults and had a margin of 
error of 3.4 percentage pomts. 

The latest numbers renect 
McConnell's strength heading 
into his re-election campaign 
next year, chief of staff Billy 
Piper said. 

"On overall terms, it'<; good 
to see that his favorable rating 
is holding steady," Piper said. 
"And it's probably of note that 
his disapproval rating is so 
low, given that the only ads on 
the air since February have 

. been ads critical of Senator 
McConnell." 

So far, McConnell docs not 
have a Democratic opponent 
for his 2008 race.

• Continued from p7 
hw1 toe or something, and you 
just want to sit and tell them 
about what all you've seen." 

As those in need of help 
traveled on foot for as long as 
eight hours to be treated, over 
$200,000 worth of medical 
supplies and medicines were 
used. While every person seen 
got vitamins and worm medi­
cine, all unused medication and 
supplies were left behind to be 
used by local health nur es. 

"I just hope that our v1sit 
improved their (Peru citizens) 
l.ives. even if that improvement 
was temporary," said 
Furcolow. 

The team is already prepar­
ing for the next mission, which 
will take place next spring.

Stewart, the political scien­
tist, said she doesn't expect 
abortion to be an overriding 
issue in this year's governor's 
race.

Elk are especially active on 
nights when th~ moon h full. 
"We don't have a lot of vehicle 
collisions with elk, but the 
ones we do have are often dur­
ing a full moon," 'aid Capt. 
Ken Amburgey of the 
Kentucky Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources' law 
enforcement division. "Bulls. 
young ones especially. are 
looking for females this time 
of year." 

A full moon will occur thi 
week. 

Roads with the highest 
number of car or truck colli­
sions with elk during the past 
few years include KY 7 in 
Knott County. KY 582 in 
Knott and Royd counties. KY

LOUISVILLE 
Inexplicable defensive collaps­
es. Confounding penalties.

Kragthorpe has seen 1t before

junior high. 

Kragthorpe. however, didn't 
expect to see the <;ame thing. 
during hi. first season in the 
Big Ea t, with a team that 
lx!gan the year with national 
title aspirations. 

Yot after consecutive losses 
- including an embarra'ising 
JR-35 debacle against Syracuse 
on Saturday - dropped the 
Cardinals from the top 10 to 
out of the pnlh in all of two 
weeks, Kragthorpe finds him­
-;clf searching for answers on 
how it went so wrong so fast. 

"I'm as upset as anybody 
could ever be because l' m 
responsible for this operation," 
Kragthorpe said. "We're going 
to continue to work hard and 
find a way to put u in a posi­
tion where we can be succe s­
ful and find a way to get it 
done." 

Kragthorpe shouldered the 
responsibility after his defense 
allowed one of the nation's 
worst offenses to put up 38 
pointli and 465 yards. He 
repeatedly said "put it on me" 
during his postgame pre s con­
ference, and reiterated the 
point on Sunday. 

"All players have to step up. 
all coaches have to step up," he 
said. "We're in a situation 
where we have to rc pond in a 
positive manner.'' 

Though the Cardinals (2-2, 
0- 1 Big East) and quarterback 
Brian Brohm have retained the 
high-powered offense that 
became their trademark under 
former coach Bobby Petrino, 
they have Jacked the precision 
and perhaps the passion that 
Pytrino brought to the sidelines 
in the four years he pushed the 
Cardinal onto the national 
stage. 

Kragthorpe said he isn't 
running a "happiness camp," 
but he is considered more play­
er-friendly than Petrino. Where 
Petrino was fiery on the side­
line~. K.ragthorpe i more 
serene. Following a last-sec­
ond lo s to rival Kentucky on 
Stypl. 15, Kragthorpe simply 
told hi players to go to work, 
n? chalkboard slamming nec­
essary. 

Yet as the Cardinals rook 
tne field against the Orange, 
th.cy acknowledged there was a 
nQticeable lack of emotion. 

"1 could kind of feel that we 
weren't ready to play," center 
Eric Wood said. 

Coache coach. Players miss 
tackles. Players mi s assign­
ments. We need to work on 
those things." 

The Cardinals will need to 
work on it quickly if they want 
to salvage any of their presea­
son goals. The nauonal chanl­
pionship is gone. A second 
straight Big East title would 
mean finding a way to win 
games at No. 5 We t Virginia. 
No. 18 South Florida and No. 
24 Cincinnati and at home 
against No. 10 Rutgers. 

Though Kragthorpc pointed 
out the Cardinals lost their first 
two conference games in 2005 
and managed to make it to a 
New Year's Day bowl, this 
isn't the Big East conference of 
two years ago. The conference 
is deeper now, and the miscues 
like the four turnover and 12 
penalties the Cardinals com­
mitted against the Orange can't 
happen if Louisville wants to 
get back on its feet. 

''Those personal fouls are 
selfish penalties and they need 
to end,'' Wood said. "They're 
drive killers and they're drive 
extenders ... so they need to 
end if we're going to have a 
successful season."
