Agt!ncy in May 2007. The EPA 
had alleged that Ma.;scy rou­
tinely polluted hundreds of 
streams and waterways in We<>L 
Virginia and Kentucky with 
scdimenr-filled waste water and 
coal slurry. 

Under the agreement, 
Massey will invest millions of 
dollars for pollution ~·ontrol 
improvements at its mines and 

coal facilities. 
Massey officials have said 

the ettlement would allow the 
Richmond, Va.-based company 
to avoid costly litigation and 
resolve questions about its lia­
bility for the damage. 

Massey is the nation's 
fourth-largest coal producer by 
r\!venue and operates 19 mining 
complexes in West Virginia.

Senate speaks

PRESTONSBURG 
United States Senate candi­
date Greg Fischer spoke to 
students during a govern­
ment class at Big Sandy 
Community and Technical 
College on Wednesday. 

During the class visit, 
Fischer, of Louisville, said 
he wants to "restore some 
common sense to 
Washington." 

Fischer is hoping to 
unseat longtime incumbent 
Mitch McConnell for his 
S(}at in the U.S. Senate, but 
first must face stx other 
challengers in the 
Democratic Primary m 
May. Most notable of 
Fischer's opposition ill the 
primary race is former can­
didate for governor, Bruce 
Lunsford. 

Fischer spoke to the stu­
dents in Julie Paxton's 
Government I 0 l class 
about some of the problems 
that the country faces as 
well as hi.s thoughts on 
civtc responsibility. 

Fischer says he was 
raised in a family where 
community · service was 

·expected. "If you can help 
people, you help them." 

Speaking to the students, 
Fischer noted health care 
and rising energy costs as 
the two biggest problems 
facing the United States 
today. "We spend more on 
health care than the entire 
G P (Gross National 
Product) of China." 

Fischer noted with 
regard to Iraq that the U.S 

needs to continue to move 
towards getting out of the 
conflict. "We are refereeing 
a power grab over there and 
those people need to handle 
it themselves." 

According to Fischer, 
the U.S. dependence on oil 
is fueling the war in Iraq, 
where, reportedly, over 
$500 billion has been spe11t 
to date. Fischer says the 
problem is that we are only 
spending $2 billion a year 
on investigating alternative 
energy sources. as opposed 
to $150 billion a year in 
Iraq. 

Fischer took a few 
swings at his opposition, 
ciling Lunsford'~ support of 
Ernie Fletcher in 2003. 
After dropping out of the 
Democratic primary for 
governor in 2003. Lunsford 
went on to endorse 
Republican candidate Ernie 
Fletcher over Democrat 
Ben Chandler in the 
General election. 

According to records. 
after the election, Lunsford 
worked as chairman of 
Fletcher's transition team 
and has reportedly made 
donations to several otht!r 
Republican campaigns, 
·uch as congresswoman 
Anne Northup. as well the 
man he hopes to run against 
in ovember, Mitch 
McConnell.

A perjury charge, however, 
was filed against former high­
way engineer Sam Beverage in 
connection with the patronage 
probe, and was not covered by 
the pardons because it was for 
alleged activity after they were 
issued. 

A former highway engi­
neer, Beverage avoided a pos­
sible prison sentence last sum­
mer when he agreed to a deal 
with prosecutors that dropped 
the felony perjury charge 
against him in exchange for 
him pleading guilty to official 
misconduct. 

Beverage told prosecutors 
that some state highway con­
tracts had been steered toward 
certain vendors. Beverage also 
claimed that Bill Nighbert, the 
former transportation secre­
tary, had wielded a $42 million 
discretionary fund as a ''large 
campaign chest" used to hand 
out favors to supporters and 
lawmakers who voted in line 
with the administration. 

Nighbert bas referred to 
Beverage' s claims as "delu-
ional ramblings." Nighbert, 

who is now an aide to state 
Senate President David 
Wtlliams, was not at his office 
on Wednesday and did not 
return a message seeking com­
ment. 

Kentucky State Police said 
in a letter to the Kentucky 
Attorney General's office last 
year that the agency had inves-

tigatcd the matter and its probe

charges." 
Details on the latest probe 

were unclear Wednesday. But 
one state engineer said that 
FBI agents had asked her "sev­
eral weeks ago" about how in­
house cost estimates for road 
projects were handled during 
the former administration. 

David Beyer, spokesman 
for the FBI in Louisville, and 
Kyle Edelen, a spokesman for 
the U.S. Attorney's office in 
Lexington, both said they 
could neither confirm nor deny 
an investigation. Laura 
Sweeney, a spokeswoman for 
U .S. Department of Justtce in 
Washington, decljned to com­
ment. 

Beshear said he was ''aware 
of the investigation into the 
Fletcher administration' s prac 
tices over there and we have 
been fully cooperating with 
the FBI in that investigation." 

Marcelyn Mathews, a

Mathews said the estimates

Knowing the engineer's 
estimate ahead of time could 
benefit road contractors bid­
ding on specific projects, said 
Larry Forgy. a former 
Republican gubernatorial can­
didate and a strong Fletcher 
supporter. Forgy questioned 
why investigators were pursu­
ing the former governor and 
why Reshear's administration 
had acknowledged a possible 
federal probe. 

"It's unusual that the state 
government would be 
announcing an FBI investiga­
tion that no one on the record 
i talking about," Forgy said. 
"It seems a little strange that 
they would announce tha£ 
unless it did have a political 
tone to it." 

Fletcher spokeswoman Jodi 
Whitaker said in an e-mail that 
Fletcher was not available for 
comment. 

Forgy defended the former 
governor, calling him the 
"most mistreated fellow" in 
Kentucky politics.

TAMPA, Fla. - Though 
bruisec.I and braced, an injured 
left shoulder hardly prevented 
Candace Parker from hoisting 
that championship trophy on 
high ror one last lime.

NCAA women's basketball 
title with a 64-48 victory over 
Stanford on Tuesday night 
The Lady Vols also became 
the first repeat champs since 
Cunneclicut won three 
straight from 2002-04. 

''Obviously. my shoulder is 
a little sore," Parker said. ".But 
winning the national champi­
onship is making it better." 

About the only problem 
Hall of Fame coach Pat 
Summiu seemed to have all 
night was cutting down the 
net. She celebrated ac; each or 
her players em down a piece 

. , ur string, then climbed up the 
ladder to take the rest of the 
net. 

She needed three tries to 
get it - hardly looking like an 
eight-Lime champion who's 
done it more often than any­
one but UCLA men's coach 
John Wooden. Summitt is now

When she finally cut the 
thread, she waved it high 
above her head and blew kiss­
es to the Tennessee faithful.

She 
joined Connecticul's Diana 
Taurasi (2003-04), 
Tennessee's Chamique 
HoldscJaw (1997-98), and 
Southern Cal's Cheryl Miller 
(1983-84). 

Stanford's loss ended 
Candice Wiggins· remarkable 
run through the NCAA tour­
nament. She scored 14 points 
and brushed with 151 over the 
six games - the rourth-best 
total in tournament history. 
Sheryl Swoopes holds the 
record with 177 points. when 
she led Texas Tech to the 
championship in 1993. 
Wiggins is the first player to 
have two 40-point games in 
the tournament. 

Wiggins ended her stellar 
career by taking the Cardinal 
(35-~) further than they'd 
been since 1992, when the 
program won it alL Stanford 
hadn't reached the Final Four 
since 1997 or advanced to the 
championship game since the 
'92 team. 

''I'm sad that •1t' s over 
because of how much T love 
tbis program, this institution, 
this team, and my coaches 
teammates," Wiggins said. 
breaking into tears. ''Tt's that 
amazing. 'This season, 1 could 
not ever have dreamed of this, 
so it's more than 1 could ever 
ask for." 

She came in averaging 27.4 
points in the tournament and 
opened the game with a 3-
pointer, hut couldn't find an 
open look afler U1at. The All­
American finished 6-for-16 
from the field and left to a 
standing ovation with just 
over a minute left in her col­
lege career.

"The B1ble tells us not to 
put our confidence in things 
the world cons1ders to be our 
protection, defen),e or strength.

Not only is 
this typical of the world at 
large, but even many 
Chrbtians promote the impor­
tance of identifying our 
strengths and encourage us to 

move in them to accomplish 
God's will. Yet. throughout the 
Bible, we arc di couragcd 
from depending upon our own 
strengths. Instead. we arc 
urged to rely totally upon the 
Lord. 

God wants us to depend 
upon Him, and He demon­
strates this throughout 
Scripture. For example, in 
Judges 7, God wouldn't let 
Gideon fight against another 
army until he reduced his own 
from 22.000 soldier· to a mere 
300, so that Gideon could not 
boast ahout his army's 
strength. In Joshua 6, God told 
Joshua to walk around Jericho 
seven times and blow trumpets 
instead of relying upon his 
mighty anny to overpower his 
enemy. Tn 2 Samuel 24, God 
judged David when he counted 
his troops to determine the size 

• of his army's strength, appar­
ently be<:ause David took the 
ccnsu!'. out or pride or overcon­
fidence in the strength of his 

• · army.
