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1 Judge rules against city in Stonecrest dispute

PRESTONSBURG- The l'uture of 
Stonccrest Golf course hangs in the 
halance today as tlic jury trial of Danny 
Hamilton II Ys. the City of 
Prestonsburg. eL al begins in noyd 
County Circuit Court. 

The lawf:nit, whi..:h h<>gnn in 2006, 
stems from a property dispute that arose 
when the city. through Mayor ktTy 
Fannin, sold two residential lots ncar 
the 14th and 15th holes of' Stonecrest 
Golf cour~e. The lots were on property 
thnt the city had obtained for the stated. 
purpose of recreational u e only. 

One of the lots in question was .~old 

to Danny Hamilton H and Susan 
Hamilton for the purposes of building a 
home. The Hamihons were not notified 
of the •·recrl!ational" restriction on the 
property until thl!y had already begun 
construction on their home. 

According to court records. the city 
had obtained the property from David 
and D~lla Cliflon of Prestonsburg. who 
"originally resisted the idea of selling 
their property. but ultimately agreed, 
under threat of condemnatiOn. to 
exchange a portion of their property for 
four lots in a proposed subdivision to 
be located around the Stonccrcst Golf 
Course." 

In the deed. the property's purpose 
is clearly stated: ''The Grantee further 

covenants to Grantors that said proper­
ty herein conveyed shall be used for 
recreational purposes only." 

According to court records, on June 
16, 2003, the city sold one lot to 
William and Patricia Hall, with the 
other lot being sold to the Hamil tons on 
Oct 3 I of the same year. Both the 
Hamiltons' and Halls' home plans were 
approved by the city, though the Halls 
had not yet begun construction when 
the deed restriction was discovered. 

fannin signed off on both the Hall 
and Hamilton sales. despite reportedly 
helping to negotiate the original deal 
with the Cliftons. According to court 
records. "The deed was executed by 
Jerry Fannin as Mayor for the City of 

Prestonsburg, Kentucky. and both Mr. · 
and Mrs. Clifton." 

Aft~r the violation was discovered 
by the Cliflons, the Halls reportedly 
worked out a deal with the city to trade 
the restricted property for another resi.; 
dential lot on Stonecrest. The 
Harniltons wanted a trade similar to the 
Halls, but also wished to be compen­
sated for the nearly $&0,000 they had 
already spent on construction. 

The Hamiltons reportedly tiled suil 
when it appeared clear that the city was 
not wilhng to repay them for the 
money they had spent 111 construction. 
The Hamilton lawsuit names. along

-• The idea of protecting American innovation is so central 
to our national ideals that the authors of the Constitntion 
charged Congress with "securing for limited times to 

..authors and inventors the exclusive right to their respective 
·writings and discoverjes." 

But lately, that ideal has run into a logjam at the Patent 
and Tt·ademark Office. At the end of last year, the office 
had a backlog of more tban 760,000 subn1issions amid 
concerns over the quaJity of some of those submissions. 

But a flawed bill under consideration in the Senate is not 
the answer. Under the guise of "reforming" the patent 
.process, Senate Bill 1145 sides with large technology com­
panies such as Microsoft, Cisco Systems and Apple at the 
expense of small innovators and academic researchers at 
institutions such as the University of Wisconsin. 

We urge senators to either repair this legislation or table 
,. it. The House passed its own version of the bil11ast fall. 

The bill weakens the value of a patent by opening up 
new avenues for challenge after issuance. While a limited 
post-grant challenge may make sense. additional kicks at· 
he cat do not. 

The bill also would limit the damages that could be col­
lected after infringement. whi<.:h could encourage theft. 

"They might as well infringe and hope you don't sue," 
s"ays Carl E. Gulbrandsen, managing director of the 
Wisconsin Alumni Research.Foundation, which manage 
~teJlectual property for UW-Mad· ·on. 

WARF also objects to rl provision that would require 
applicants to submit search reports and other infmmarion 
that the Congressional Budget Office estimates would 
increase the cost of filing for a patent by $5.000 to $10,000. 
The bill also would bring the U.S. system in line with inter­
national practice by granting patents to the "tirst to file." 
tnstead of the ''first to invent." That change may streamline 
the process by reducing bickering about who had the idea 
first, but is it consistent with the original inLent of protect­
ing intellectual property? The cuiTent version of the bill 
-does include a 12-month grace period. which would allow 
dn.iversities, for example, to patent inventions if professors 
had published infonnation about them before filing for a 
patent. The bill also would limit "venue shopping" by plain-
tiffs, which seems reasonable. 

But the bill does not address the problem of resources for 
the patent office. Congress has diverted millions of doll~rs 
.in patent and trademark application fees from the office m 
recent years. Sen. Orrin Hatch, R-Utah, who has con-

, demned the diversions, estimates that $750 million was 
diverted from the office between 1992 and 2004. The first 
and best thing Congress could do is demand that the cash­
s.tarved patent office keep its application fees. 

The Senate should send this bill bac.:k ror a rewrite.

The 
hero sn this series is a cold-blooded 
seriaJ killer. Unlike other crime dra• 
mas where you root for tbe ''good 
guy" to prevail, Dexter asks viewers 
to root for the criminal. 

There is no denying TV's influ­
ence, and that mfluence is especially 
concerning when a television show 
centers around "anti-heroes" or "crim­
inal protagonists." because audiences 
come to see their actions as not only 
justified, but heroic ' 

Broadcasters must use discretion ir1 
deciding how they use u public 
resource, i.e. the broadcast airwavest 
because unlike books or magazines or 
even cable programming, \Vhich have 
to be sought out, purchased, and 
brought into the home, broadcast TV 
comes into every American homu 
with electricity and a television set~ 
bidden or unbidden . Broadcaster& 
therefore have a unique obligation to 
be responsible with the content tbey 
air. This is why the NAB fur years had 
a code of conduct which ~>t1pulated: 

• The use of horror for its own 
sake will be eliminated: the use of 
visual or aural effects which would~ 
shock or alarm the viewer, and the~' 
detailed presentation of brutality or 
physical agony by sight or by sound 
are not pem1issible. 

• Criminality shall be presemed as 
undesirable and unsympathetic. The 
condoning of crime and the treatment 
of the commission of crime in a fri\,·o­
lous, cynical or callous manner is 
unacceptable. , 

The presentation of murder OJ\ 

revenge a!l a motive for murder shall 
not be presented as juslitiable. 

• It is not enough that only those: 
programs \Vhich are intended for 
viewing by t:hildren shall be suimble 
to lhe young and immature.~ 
Television is responsible for insuring 
that programs of a!l sorts wh.ich occur 
during times of day v.rhen children 
may normally be ex.pecLed to have the 
opportunity of viewing television 
shuJI exercise care in the following 
regards: 

• In avoiding material whkh is 
excessively violent or would create 
morbid suspense, or other undesirable 
reactions in children. 

"'Dexter" could not have mreu on 
broadcast TV under the NAB's Code 
of Conduct. AlthougJ1 t! iz.; no longer 
binding (thrown out on anti-trust-. 
grounds, not because the principles 
behind it were bad). broadcasters 
should continue to exercise the same 
care and restraint out or respect for the 
viewer and the unique p1 j, 1lege they 
have in being gnmted use of the pub· 
lie airwaves. 

Please, take a sland against

Trailer rewiring 
not as complex 
as it appears 

by LEE McCLELLAN 
. KENTUCKY AFIELD 

FRANKFORT - A recent 
K tuck.y Afield Outdoors col­
umn di cu, sed fixes for com­
mon boat trailer light prob­
lems, These problems often 
don't often surface until you 
hitch up the trailer for the ftrst 
time of the season. Sometimes, 
just replacing light bulbs and 
fixing the electrical ground 
won't work because the trail­
er's wiring is shm. It may take 
a simple repair or need com­
plete replacement. 

Many boat owners put off 
rewiring a trailer or pay some­
one to do it because it seems 
lil:i,e an intimidating job. You 
cldn 't have to be an electrical 
engineer to do it. You just need 
a buddy, a rewire kit. wire 
strippers and black electrical 
tape. 

Fir t, you must determine 
the extent of the problem. 

Wiring problem, can occur 
in a variety of ways. A small 
nick or cut in the wire's insula­
tion can lead to corrosion and a 
short circuit. This renders all of 
the trailer lights on your rig 
useless. 

If wind from towing the 
boat at highway speeds blows a 
pi ·e of wire into a pinch point. 
then the wire may be cut when 
you make a sharp tum. Clamps 
that hold the wiring to the trail­
er can break from a rock 
thrown up from driving on the 
interstate and cause the same 
pinching problem. Inspect the 
area around your trailer tongue 
for cul or frayed wires, 

Tf your trailer wiring runs 
along the outside ot the frame, 
get a tlashlight and inspect it. 
Check the wires for bare metal 
or damaged insulation. You can 
quickly patch bad . pots with 
shrink-wrap electrical connec­
tor . 

f the wiring runs inside the 
frame of the trailer, then you 
may have to rewire it. Some 
boat owners - once they realize 
how easy it i to do - rewire 
their trailer every few seasons. 
Most rewire kit!i cost less than 
$15 and those with the new 
wiring and lights usually cost 
under $30. The rewire kits with 
LED lights cost considerably 
more. 

Once you ''re ready to start, 
catefuJly read the instructions 
for the rewire kit and make 
sure to line up the correct set of 
w"·es for each side of the boat 
trailer. 

Fin;t, cut off the electrical 
plug at the trailer's tongue. The 
rewiring kit will include a new 
plug. Next, strip about 2 inches 
of insulation otf the ends of 
remaining wires that go into 
the trailer frame. You will use 
the old wires to pull the new 
wires through the trailer's 
frame. 

Twist the bare metal ends of 
tht; old wire to the ends of the 
new wire. Make sure to match 
tl wires correctly. For exam­
ple. the brown/yellow w1re 
from your trailer must match 
up with the brown/yellow wire 
trom the kit After twisting 
each wire together. f(>ld over 
the ends to make ·ure the wire · 
do not pull apart easily. 

Bundle these connections 
together then wrap the outside

So, 
the fact that we stayed out and 
rolled the dice, I figured I'd 
probably run out corning off 
(tum) four. 

"But we had enough to do a 
little burnout (after taking the 
checkered flag) and then I drove 
around to the backstretch (on a 

cooldown lap) and it ran out. So 
we had it figured out to a 'T. "' 

All the leaders. including 
Johnson, pitted during the la<>t of 
eight caution flags, with 82 laps 
left in the 3 I 2-lap event on the 
1-mile oval. At that point. every­
one wa'> expecting to make one 
more stop and hoping for anoth­
er caution that never came. 

Asked if he was worried he 
might not make it, especially 
with so many other cars pitting 
in the waning laps, Johnson said 
he just listened to his longtime 
crew chief, who wa<> telling him 
he had a 20-second lead and 
could slow down even more 
when his lead wa actually 
about I 0 seconds on Clint 
Bowyer, the only other driver to 
gamble at the tinish. 

"I don't think he stopped 
talking for three laps." Johnson 
said, laughing.

Knaus wasn't a' sure about 
Johnson making it to the tinish 
as he sounded. 

Asked if he was worried, 
Knaus said. "Yeah, the whole 
run." 

Johnson, who Jed a race-high

they are hitting and pitching 
better than they have in April 
the last few seasons. 

Maybe it's a little too early 
for the Pirates to talk about 
ending that streak of 15 con­
secutive losing seasons. but 
Bay sees a lot of positives even 
though they also were 6-6 a 
year ago. 

"I think people are reluctant 
to say we have to get off to a 
good start, but for the five 
years I've been here I've 
always been one of those peo­
ple who say we need to get off 
to a good start." Bay said. "If 
you get too far behind early, 
it's hard to dig out of that hole. 
Those last three games (against 
the Cubs), we could have put 
ourselves in a hole but we 
came back and played very 
well." 

Doumit hit a solo homer in 
the second and added a sacri­
fice fly, Nady hit a two-run 
shot in the sixth and Bay added 
a three--run drive in the seventh 
against reliever Todd Coffey as 
the Pirates had an easy one 
after winning one-run deci­
sions the previous two nights.

McLouth, the major league 
hits leader with 22 hits in 12 
games. doubled in the sixth to 
extend hi season-long hitting 
streak to 12 games and scored 
twice while reaching base three 
times. 

The Reds left nine runners 
on base, giving them 32 for the 
weekend, and went 1-for-8 
with runners in scoring posi­
tion to finish the series 6-of-35. 

"The only thing we can take 
out of this weekend is trying to 
forget it," catcher Paul Bako 
said.

Helton defends NASCAR's 

current drug-testing policy: The 
call earlier this week for regular 
random drug testing by some of 
NASCAR·s biggest !>tars appar­
ently will not change the sanc­
tioning organi7.ation 's current 
policy of testing only for "rea­
sonable suspicion." 

But NASCAR president 
Mike Helton said the reaction 
by the drivers to the published 
report that former Truck and 
Nationwide driver Aaron Fikc 
used heroin the same day he 
drove in some races is a positive 
sign for the stock-car sport. 

Referring to the stOJy in the 
April 21 editJon of ESPN The 
Magazine. Helton said, "When 
you have a headline like that and 
the other athletes rare up on it 
and react like they did, that's a 
positive thing. 

"The (NASCAR) communi­
ty polices the community," 
Helton added in an interview 
with The Associated Press. "The 
positiveness of all the drivers 
talking and everything. I think. 
echoes the responsibility that 
exists in this sport to avoid all 
that and to police all that. That's 
why we think that the rcasonahl 
suspicion policy works as an 
umbrella from a NASCAR per­
spective.'' 

Helton said he does not 
know of any policy that can 
guarantee that no driver will 
ever mce while under the influ­
ence of some sub lance any 

more than anyone could guaran· 
tee that an athl~tl: in another 
sport will not abuse something 
on game day. 

''The other pan though is the 
fact that when we do tind a situ· 
ation and we do authentie<lte the 
abuse of a substance. it is a 
severe reaction," Helton said. 
•'Jt's not just a couple of weeks 
off. it's a ve1y severe. <.-..rreer­
changing reaction from us that 1 
think speaks loudly," 

Helton added the substance­
abuse policy that NASCAR has 
had in place for more than two 
decades ha.; worked very well. 
with the help of the teams and 
the drivers. 

"There arc a lOt of random 
drug testing policies or sub­
stance-abuse policies in our 
sport and they come through the 
car owners," he said. "We 'rc 
different than other sports when.! 
we have multiple layers of inde­
pendence. That's why we feel 
like the reasonahle sus.pic10n 
element that NASCAR imple­
ments has served its purpo c 
and works well. 

''But we know of car owners 
that have random testing pro­
grdms with their employees. So 
those elements arc already there. 
... There's a lot of ways to atlack 
this animal and a lot or ways to 
do it, but the shared responsibil­
ity between the competitors. the 
car owner-. and NASCAR, I 
think, work<.,."

second on the Discovery Channel­
or it might have been 'ational 
Geographic...or neither-after I 
caught a glimpse of some birds in 
flight. Although I'm not interested in 
ornithology, I continued watching a 
few more minutes. and heard the nar­
. tor refer to them as "nighthawh." 

They looked very familiar, and 
although the ones on TV had been 
filmed in Texas, l realized that when 
l was 8 or 10 years old, we simply 
called them "bullhats." 

Now I'll admit that in those days, 
much like now. I wasn't the sharpest 
knife in the drawer. However, I did 
know they were not real bats. 
becau'e 1 had plenty of occasion to 
sec a bullbat up close. 

On those summer evenings, just 
bet'orc dusk. half a dozen--and 
sometimes more--<)f the men in 
Society Row who loved their guns, 
a 1d never missed a chance to do a !it­
t shooting. would walk out into 
their backyards, and much to the 
tlelight of the youngsters in the 
neighborhood, point their shotguns 
heavenward and start shooting. For 
half an hour or so. the community 
-;ounded more like a war zone than it 
did a mining camp. Kids would yell 
and dogs would hark, as perhaps as 
many as 30 or 40 rounds would be 
fired. 

What appeared to be a hundred or 
more bullbuts, with their long. brown 
wings. with a bright, white stripe 
ncar lhc lips. would dart up and down 
and sideways, near the rooftops, as 
they fed on insects, that only they 
c" uld sec. 

or course, at the time, I had no 
clue they were !ceding, and even 
though :;pent buckshors would pepper 
the tops of the houses. sounding like 
a mini-hail storm. it was very seldom 
that one of the birds \.\'Ould ever fall 
to earth. 

As I taught the tail-end of the TV 
show, 1 learned that coal-camp kids 
weren't the (lilly ones who referred to 
the common nighthawk us "bullbuts." 
The narrator even went on to say the 
name was derived from the fact that 
when reeding in flight. the bird 
swooped and darted and dived, much 
I e a bat, and in Texas and places 
where a lot of cattle were raised, 
bullbats liked to feed near the herds. 
Thus, the ''hull .. part of their name. 

Anyway, my stumbling across that 
particular channel, at just the right 
time, prompted another memory of 
1940's coal-camp I i ving.

Flea and tick prepara­
tions and insect bait!> pose haz­
ards to animaJs and some 
species of animal~ can be par­
ticularly sen~itivc to certain 
types of insecticides, so it's 
vital that label instructions be 
followed exactly. Also. never 
usc any flea or lick. product 
that ha' not been specifically 
formulated for your pet.

kalauchoe can be potentially 
poisonous. Also. rhododen­
dron. sago palm, and schef­
llcra have been known to be 
hrumful.

be placed in areas that are 
completely inaccessible to 
companion animals. 

Common household clean­
ers such as bleaches, deter­
gents, and disinfectants can 
cause gastrointestinal distress 
and in·itation to the ~kin, eyes 
or respiratory tract. Keep all 
such products out of the reach 
of curious pet!.. 

In case of accident!>, it\ 
smart to be prepared for emer­
gencies involving your pets. 
ASPCA Animal Poison 
Control Center experts recom-

mend thaf all pet owner · invest 
in an emergency first-aid kit 
for pets. The kit should contain
