PRESTONSBURG - More com­
plaints were issued Friday after the 
Prestonsburg Elementary PTA and site­
based council meetings erupted into 
chaos following a 5-1 vote by the coun­
cil to release several Pre!>tonshurg 
Elementary administrators of their jobs 
in favor of hiring two more teachers. 

·against Nancy Bertrand, 3'i, of 
Prestonsburg. Alicia Salisbury. 44, of 
Ivel, and Hope Tackett, of 
Prestonsburg. 

The complaints charge Bertrand 
with harassment, Salisbury with third 
degree terroristic threatening. and 
Tackett with third-degree terroristic 

According to the complaint, it is 
alleged that Tackett "threatened Gary 
Frazier with the police and made verbal 
threats that she would get Mr. Frazier 
... and that Ms. Tackett assaulted him 
by striking Mr. Frazier with a door." 

Salisbury's charge of terroristic 
threatening also allegedly stems from 
her tefling Frazier that she would "get 
him." 

As was reported in The Times on 
Sunday, tempers reportedly flared dur: 
ing last Thursday's special PTA meet­
ing, which had been called in response 
to an alarming letter sent home with 
students on Wednesday afternoon . 

The notice, headlined, "Your child 
could be in danger," brought a number 
of parents to the Thursday meeting

sewer proiec s on deck

FRANKFORT- In Harlan 
County. home to Kentucky's 
tallest mountain peak. at least a 
thousand residents still empty 
their homes' raw sewage using 
straight [)ipes that run directly 
into nearby waterways, Judge­
Executive Joe Grieshop ·aid. 

Drinking water. for many 
Kentuckians, may not always 
be available with the flick of a 
sink hamllc. Instead, they have 
to rely on wells ur cisterns for 
the water needed to carry out 
everyday tasks such as bathing 
or laundry. 

"\Ve need to clean up our 
streams from >ewage," said 
Grieshop, who heads the coun­
ty government over a popula­
tion of. nearly 32.000 people. 
"We need to give people water 
that is drinkable. that will not 
change their hair color." 

To that end. the General 
Assembly last week authorized 
about $250 milhon in bonds to 
pay for hundreds of water and 
sewer projects throughout the 
state. Kentucky lawmakers also 
approved some isolated water 
and sewer projects in the state's 

coal counties, and freed up 
more than $200 million in low­
interest loans dedicated to 
wastewater projects and $30 
million for water project loans. 

The water and sewer pro­
jects differ. 

Part of the money will be 
used to pipe clean water to 
homes. Other funds will be 
used to extend sewer lines into 
areas where some resideills 
now flush their commodes 
directly into streams. forcmg 
environmental regulators to 
warn against wading or swim­
nting in them. Projects include 
everything from water treat­
ment plants and waterline 
extensions to pump station 
improvements and replacing 
septic systems for entire neigh­
borhoods. 

Harlan County residents Jiv­
ing in as many as 1,000 homes 
still dispose of their raw 
sewage through straight pipes 
that run from their homes into 
nearby <:treams, Gricshop said. 

The not uncommon practice 
in parts of Kentucky has led to 
contaminated creeks and 
treams. And. in some places. 

available water may lead to ill­
ness, discolored hair and faulty 

water heaters, Grieshop said. 
Local leader are also aim­

ing to clean up the area's major 
streams within rhe next two 
years to make them suitable for 
fishing, boating and swimming. 

"We have not only the need 
to improve our opportunity to 
get industry into our counties." 
Gricshop said. ''We have a need 
to improve our quality of life as 
well." 

Karen Engle, president of 
the federally funded environ­
mental group Eastern Kentucky 
PRIDE, said the state appropri­
ations are sorely needed. Her 
group has helped funnel more 
than $100 million into moun­
tain conununilies to pay for 
water lines or septic tanks to 
eliminate so-called straight 
pipes, aptly named because 
they carry feces straight into 
streams each lime commodes 
are flushed. 

"We've been able to get rid 
of over 28,000 straight pipes 
and faaling septic systems," 
Engle said. "Unfortunately. that 
has barely made a dent in the 
problem."

Police at 
fatal accident 
help stop chase

PlK.EVILLE 
Kentucky State Police 
troopers investigating a 
traffic fatality Monday 
night were able to help the 
Pikeville Police 
Department with the appre­
hension of a man who was 
attempting to elude the offi­
cers. 

According to KSP 
reports, a local coal truck 
driver, Kenneth Mounts, 
42, of Pikeville, was on the 
shoulder of southbound 
U .S 119 near Buckley's 
Creek when the coal truck 
he exited began to roll on 
him. 

Mounts apparently 
attempted to jump back into 
the vehicle to apply the 
brakes, and in the process 
reportedly fell and was 
struck and pinned by the 
truck. Mounts was pro­
nounced dead by Pike 
County Coroner Russell 
Roberts. 

While KSP troopers 
were investigating the acci­
dent. they were notified of a 
pursuit in progress involv­
ing the Pikeville Police 

• 
Department. 

According to the PPD 
reports, Adam Gearles, 26 
of Phelps. was allegedly 
traveling at a high rate of 
speed when Officer Scott 
Hamilton attempted to initi 
ate a traffic stop. Gearles 
reportedly failed to pull 
over and began leading the 
officer on a high-speed 
ch~~ • 

When notified that the 
chase was heading in their 
direction, KSP troopers 
reportedly deployed spike 
strips which successfully 
crippled the vehicle, though 
the accused continued on 
three tires and a rim for sev­
eral miles until he led 
police through Burning 
Fork Hollow to a dead end, 
where he was apprehended. 

The accused reticence to 
pull over reportedly 
stemmed from the plastic 
vial of cocaine officers 
found in his vehicle, as well 
as several other prescription 
drugs and a number of open 
alcohol containers.

FRANKFORT - Budget 
cuts to offset a looming $900 
million state revenue shortfal1 
are putting a pinch on govern­
ment-sponsored Kentucky 
Derby festivities this year. 

Organizers of the various 
Derby-related events held at 
the Kentucky Capitol each 
year are cutting back on some 
of the size and pageantry this 
time. There won't be as many 
tents this year, and the chic pri­
vate dinner hosted by the gov­
ernor for honored guests and 
dignitaries will be scaled down 
to a Governor's Mansion cock­
tail party with appetizers. 

"The governor definitely 
realized that we did need to 
scale things down this year 
due to budget concerns and 
that's what's taking place," 
Beshear spokeswoman Vicki 
Glass said. 

Scaled down Derby parties 
come as the state faces gloomy 
times elsewhere. Kentucky 
lawmakers earlier this month 
approved a two-year $19 bil­
lion state spending plan that 
included numerous cuts to 
government agencies and pro­
grams. 

Economic forecasters have 
projected state revenues will 
drop by $900 million over the 
next two fiscal years begin~ 
ning July I. 

Public universities in 
Kentucky are facing large cuts 
in state funding, and schools 
are planning to raise tuition for 
the next school year. The 
University of Kentucky and 
Western Kentucky University, 
for example, are both consid­
ering a 9 percent tuition hike 
next fall. 

Other areas of state govern-

ment are also facing funding 
cuts. And, Kentucky lawmak­
ers authorized the state's 
prison system to begin releas­
ing people convicted of nonvi­
olent, non-sexual felonies into 
home incarceration programs. 

In past years, governor ' 
Derby parties have been 
known for their swankiness. 

Gov. Ernie Fletcher's final 
Derby party lineup cost tax­
payers about a half-million 
dollars, including a train ride 
from Frankfort to Louisville, a 
"Derby Eve Gala" and a pri­
vate state dinner. 

Last year's event for eco­
nomic development guests 
was usually catered, Glass 
said. This year, it will be held 
at the governor's mansion, 
catered by existing staff and 
have a guest list of between 
200 to 250 compared to more 
than 400 in the past, Glass 
said. 

"It will be a smaller event,"

The issues at play last week as the Prestonsburg 
Elementary site-based council tweaked its staffing levels 
certainly merit a fair amount of controversy, but nothing 
warrants the astounding lack of civility that was on dis­
play as both the council and PTA met Thursday night. 

Certainly, the debate over whether to spend the 
school's money on administration or instruction is wor­

y of lengthy discussion and fraught with a host of con­
equences whatever the ultimate decision. There can be 
~rhaps no more important decision for a school than 
h w to utilize limited resources to accomplish the goal of 
eoucating our children. 

And we do not deny the very human ramifications any 
decision will have. Talk of "staffing levels" belies the 
fact that we are talking about a decision that will have a 
very profound impact on several individuals' livelihoods. 
•• But the events of last week rocketed right past impor­
tant and emotional, and landed somewhere between anar­
chic and sociopathic. To wit: 

The anonymously distributed announcement of 
ursday's PTA meeting that warned parents, "Your 
ild could be in danger." This statement wa' far over 

the line, preying on the fears of parents and causing mor-
tal fear to some children who read it. It should be possi­
ble for adults to convey the gravity of a situation without 
resulting to histrionics. 

• The mere fact that it was nece sary to call the police 
restore order to the meetings. Can we not set a better.· 

e ample for our children than mob mentality? I it not 
possible to show our children how to resolve conflict 
without implicit or explicit threats of violence? 

To view these actions through another lens, a k your­
elf what sort of discipline would be meted out to a tu­

aent who sent out a letter warning that other students 
"could be in danger," or to a group of students who sur­

. rounded another in the parking lot? Certainly those stu­
dents would be in trouble for their action , po . ibly fac­
ing suspension or expulsion. 

So why should we expect any less of adults, who 
should supposedly know better? 

This is no way for school decisions to be made. and 
-there are plenty of people on both sides of the issue who 
should be deeply ashamed of their actions.

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Beshear blocking appointment of ex-Fletcher aide

FRANKFORT - Gov. 
Steve Beshear's admintstra­
tion i blocking the appoint­
ment of his predecessor's top 

l ide to Kentucky's Mine 
Safety Review Commission. 

Stan Cave, who was former 
Oov. Ernie Fletcher's chief of 
staff, has objected to the claim 
by Beshear's general counsel 
that Cave's appointment was­
n't properly confirmed by the 
General Assembly. 

Cave has stepped aside 
from the commission "under 
protest" until the issue is 
resolved. the Lexington 
Herald-Leader reported. 

The Lexington lawyer said 

in a statement that he hasn't 
decided what action, if any, to 
take, but said the issue ''will 
ultimately have to be decided 
by the Kentucky Supreme 
Court." 

Fletcher, a Republican, 
appointed Cave to the mine 
safety commtssion tn the final 
hours of his administration on 
Dec. I 0 for a tem1 on the com­
nuss•on that would expire May 
23, 2010. Fletcher ran for re­
election Ia t year but was 
defeated by Beshear. a 
Democrat. 

The Republican-led Senate 
approved Cave's appointment 
to the mine safety commission 
at J 2:46 a.m. on April 16, 
according to the vote roll call 

Student-aid agency 
facing fmancial 
difficulties

LOUISVILLE The 
ency overseeing Kentucky's 

college-loan program says it 
will suspend making loans to 
first-time borrowers on May 1 
until it can secure additional 
financing. 

The Kentucky Higher 
Education Student Loan Corp. 
said Friday it's unable to secure 
money for new loans right now. 
meaning thousands of students 
may have to tum to private 
lenders to pay for their educa­
tion. 

The announcement is adding 
to the financial worries of some 
college-bound students. 

• Christina Filer, 17, a senior 
at Fern Creek High School in 
Louisville, said she was looking 
into Laking out a loan through 
the state to attend the University 
of Louisville in the fall. 

"It's crazy," she said. 
::Nt~e've all worked hard, and we 
want to continue our educa­
tion." 

Ronald Aebersold, 18, 
another Fern Creek senior who 
will attend UofL's Speed 
School of Engineering in the 
fall, said he's left wondenng, 
"How am I going to pay for it?" 

"I don't have all the money 
'Pyself," he said, "so I really 
need those loans." 

The corporation, also known 
as The Student Loan People. 
said it will continue to make 
loans to previous borrowers, 
based on availability of funds. 

The agency said the decision 
to suspend loans to first-time 
borrowers on May 1 was due to 
ongoing fallout from the nation­
al credit crisis. The corporation 
uses federal and private funding 
to provide loans. 

"We're hoping things will 
move and we will be able to 
come back in 30 days and tell 
he universities we will be able 
to make loans we ordinarily 
would," said Jo Carole Ellis. 
vice president for government 
relations and student services at 
The Kentucky Higher 
Education Assistance Authority, 
which acts as guarantor for 
loans provided by The Student 
Loan People. 

The announcement comes as 

public universities and colleges 
in Kentucky are preparing to 
raise tuition for next school 
year. The Kentucky Cotmcil on 
Po tsecondary Education is 
scheduled to vole on those pro­
posals May 9. 

About 27,500 new borrow­
ers u e the student-loan corpo­
ration each year, authority 
spokeswoman Lori Powers 
said. The average borrower, 
both new and recurring, takes 
out $6.452 in a year's time. she 
said. 

The corporation said first­
time borrowers who have 
applied for loans before May l 
will have their requests hon­
ored. but those who do not meet 
the deadline likely will have to 
find another lender. 

Tracy Reed, Fern Creek's 
senior guidance counselor, said 
Friday's announcement was 
disappointing. 

''So many of our students 
need that to be able to go" to 
college, she said, echoing othe'r 
counselors who said the state 
often has good loan deals for 
students, often including low 
mterest rntes. 

Jennifer Martin, a college 
counselor at Trinity Htgh 
School in Louisville, said she 
recommends the program to 
students because it is associated 
wrth the state. 

Friday's announcement 
marked the latest setback for the 
loan corporation. In January, it 
announced it would have to 
phase out loan forgiveness pro­
grams for teachers, nurses and 
public service because of a 
combination of federal cutbacks 
and the credit crisis. 

The authority announced 
Friday that tt would pay the 1 
percent default fee on students' 
loans beginning May 1 to 
encourage private lenders to 
continue to make loans avail­
able in Kentucky. 

In the event funding cannot 
be secured, the authority wrll 
assist ftrst-time borrowers in 
securing loans from other 
lenders. officials said. 

The Student Loan People 
was created by the legislature in 
I 978 to help make higher edu­
cation more affordable for 
Kentuckians.

As a result, his seat on the 
commission has become 
vacant, she said. 

Cave did not re(urn phone 
calls Monday to his Lexmgton 
office and home. the newspa­
per said. 

Beshear's press secretary, 
Dick Brown, !>aid the gover­
nor's office of general counsel 
''is confident in its review of 
the law and believes it would 
be illegal to seat Mr. Cave on 
the board without approval of 
both chambers of the General 
Assembly." 

Ca\e said in a statement to 

the commission at its meeting 
last Friday that his appoint­
ment was continned by the 
Senate in conformjty with !iCC-

tion 93 of the state 
Constitution. 

IL says: "Inferior state offi­
cers and members of boards 
and commissions, not specifi­
cally provided for in this 
Constitution, may be appoint­
ed or elected, tn such manner 
as may be pre. cribed by Jaw. 
which may include a require­
ment of consent by the Senate. 
for a term not exceeding four 
years, and until their succes­
sor;, are appointed or elected 
and qualitied." 

Cave said the attempt to 
remove him violates the state 
Constitution and "is contrary 
to well-known precedent of 
the Kentucky Supreme Court." 

He said he has given hi'> 
opinion to Hesen and C. 
Michael Haines. an atlomey in 
the Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection 
Cabinet, which oversees the 
mine safety panel. 

"I have a deep love of the 
institution of g~vernment as 

well as a rl.!spcct for the office 
of the governor. regardless of 
party affiliation,'' Cave saiu in 
his statement. ''It is out of that 
respect I will step aside from 
the Mine Safety Review 
Commtsston until this issue 1s 
resolved."

Pulley, Hartline 
play to draw in 
UK spring game

LEXINGTON - University of 
Kentucky Coach Rich Brooks 
spent the last month waiting for 
Curtis Pulley or Mike Hartline to 
gain the upper hand in the battle 
to be Kentucky's starting quar­
terback next fall. 

Following the duo's nearly 
identical performances in 
Kentucky's annual Blue-White 
game on Saturday, Brooks is still 
waiting. 

Pulley and Hartline matched 
each other throw for throw and 
nearly run for run during an 
entertaining wrap-up to spring 
practice, with Pulley's 17-yard 
touchdown run with l :04 
remaining the difference in the 
White team's 23-22 victory. 

"Nobody has a clear edge at 
this point," Brooks said. ''The 
good news is I think they botb 
did some really good things and I 
feel confident our offense is not 
going to fall off the face of the 
earth with either one of them at 
quarterback." 

Both players overcame slug­
gish starts and some sloppy play 
by the wide receivers to post 
respectable if not spectacular 
numbers. Pulley completed I 2-
of-26 passes for 134 yards with a 
touchdown and an interception 
and added 82 yards on the 
ground. Hartline hit 11-of-28 
passes for 124 yards with a pick 
and a score and added 38 yards 
and a touchdown rushing. 

"I thought I played pretty 
good," HartJine said. "As far a-; 
the way (otTensive coordinator 
Joker) Phillips is running our 
offense, we had a lot of tempo in 
our offense. We wanted to run 
the no-huddle. get up there and 
keep things clicking very quick 
and catch the defense off guard. I 
think we did a good job with that 
and spread it out a couple of 
times." 

Kentucky's depth- something 
Brooks has been cultivating the 
last four years - allowed the 
Wildcats to play a full-out game 
rather than a truncated !>crim­
mage.
