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Lamben 
resigning

Supreme Court Chief Justice 
Joseph Lambert said 
Thursday that he is resigning 
affective June 27. 

lambert said In a written 
statement that he believes 
it's a mistake "to remain for 
too long" in a high-level gov­
ernment position. 
· Lambert, 59, was elected 
to the Supreme Court in 
1 986. He has served as chief 
justice for the past 10 years. 

''When I became chief 
justice, it was with the full 
Intention of serving only two 
four-year terms," lambert 
said. "However, due to a 
massive number of judicial 
elections in 2006 and due to 
significant changes in the 
makeup of 1he Supreme 
Court at that time, I felt a 
duty to stay through the peri­
od of transition." 

Lambert said he intends 
to join the state's senior 
judge program, in which 
retired judges are assigned 
to preside over specific 
oases as needed. 

"Serving on the Supreme 
Court and as chief Justice 
has been the greatest privi­
lege of .my life," lambert 
said. 

The Supreme Court is 
made up of seven justices, 
elected from seven areas of 
the state to eight-year terms. 
Those justices choose which 
among them will service as 
chief justice to oversee the 
state's JUdicial system. 

During his time on the 
Supreme Court, Lambert has 
written more than 400 pub· 
lished opinions and scores of 
dissenling and concurring 
opinions.

Prestonsburg City Council member 
answering lo allegations that he boy­
cotted a special called meeting last 
Thursday called Mayor Jerry Fannin 
and Councilman Kelly Moore's state­
ments "intentionally misleading." 

Councilman B.D. Nunnery said that 

he expressly notified City Clerk Sharon

Climbing Mountains, Chasing.Stars: Betty Hunt 

'Believing is where it all begins'

"Bloom where you arc planted:' 
said Betty Hunt. "We have different 
places we will be throughout our life. 
Make the best of each place, eal:b 
momenr, and bloom." 

Hunt, 43, of lne~:, leaches 
Business & Marketing at the Manin 
County Area Technology Center. She 
works to motivate her own student~. 
Lelhng lhem: "Don't give up! Make a 
plan. and stick to your guns. 1f some­
thing happen · that blocks your path. 
make the detour 10 get back on the 
path. Sometimes that happens. The 
road is being repaired. and we need 
to make a detour. Just be sure to get 
back on that right path. We deep 
down know what it is." 

Early on, Hunt'<> path did not point 
to a college education. Her parcms 
had not gone to co liege. ··1 was one of 
four siblings. Only a brother. who 
was residing with me at the time, and 
r gruduaLed !'rom high school. I did 
have a few aunts who completed 
associate degrees; however. the high­
er degrees. especially, seemed unob­
tainable," she said. 

According to Hunt. some of the 
biggest obstacles she met were finan­
cial ones, coupled with the doubt that 
she could actually be successful in 
obtaining a degree. 

"For the luck of a berter way to put 
it, T had Lhe belief that T was not 
·good enough· to dare hope or want a 
higher degree. T had close people in 
my life who would say, 'Why arc you 
doing that?,"' she said. 

Today, she reflects hack on those 
people: "I don't think they were try 
ing to be negative. 1 ju~t did not have 
many role models in my life who had 
ellperienced what doorl\ a college 
education could open for them. and 
therefore, they could noL understand 

why one wnuld want Lo slruggle and 
do whatever it takes to obtain a 
degree,'' .->he said. 

Hunt wa., 23 when she took her 
lirst college course, and she worked 
full-time the entire time she wa'i pur­
suing her education. "It was neces­
sary Lu pay the bills," she said. 

She started taking cla~scs part­
time,· and she t.'redits her instructors 
al Big Sandy Community & 
Technical College for pushing her 
Loward an associate degree. She said 
they told her, "If you are going to 
Lake clas es. you should go ahead and 
get a degree" and "This will be more 
valuable than just hours."

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Temporary barrier wall on Route"321 to be removed Friday 
The temporary concrete 

barrier· wall installed on Route 
321 from the intersection of 
Route 3 tn the Johnson County 
lme will be removed today. 
according tn Jerry Lowe, 
Floyd County Maintenance 
Engineer for Highway District 
12. 

This stretch of highway 
suffered a significant rockfall 
incident on April 8 with shale­
like r<<Jck mate1iaJ cominuing 
to fall over a period of several 
days. The temporary wall was 
put in place so that at least one 
lane of lhe road could be used 
while still protecting motorists 
from rocks and debris that 
might fall in the north-bound 
lane, which is closer to the 
hillside. 

"We want to thank the 
Auxier and Prestonsburg fire 
department.:: Lowe said. 
'They allowed u · to use their 

equipment to apply high pres­
sure water to the high wall in 
order to knock down any 
remaining loose materiaL This 
is one of the reasons that the 
road can be re-opened to traf­
fic now rather than later." 

Lowe explained that 
Highway District J 2 has taken 
every measure within its 
means to ensure that the road­
way is safe. "We had geotech­
nical engineers from the 
Transportation Cabinet in 
Frankfort inspect the situation. 
Of course. we can't predict 
when there might be another 
rockfall incident. Rocks, bush­
es, and other debris are more 
likely to come down during 
times of extreme temperature 
changes. This happens in our 
area mostly in the spring, but 
sometimes also when autumn 
transitions into winter. Really, 
it can happen any time. But 

our experience is that the 
weeks between winter and 
spring temperatures are our 
most troublesome time of the 
year.'' 

The ultimate solution, 
Lowe said. is a major project 
that would completely change 
ilie nearly vertical high wall to 
one with that is terraced or 
benched. "That would proba­
bly cost more money than 
District 12 has in its entire 
maintenance budget for sever­
al years. 

indeed. Keith Damron, 
Branch Manager for Planning 
at the· district, said that esti­
mates on a permanent fix for 
the Route 321 problem were 
done several years ago. "At 
that time, in 2006, the project­
ed cost of a complete rehab 
project was more than $25 
million."

When would the Cincinnati Reds 
decide to switch general managers and 
give Jocketty the chance 10 turn them 
mro winners? 

The .an-;wer: 21 games into the seas n. 
Off to their worst start in five years. 

the Red~ rired Wayne Krivsky on 
Wednesday and replaced him with 
Jocketty. who built conststent wtnners 
during l 0 seasons running the Oakland 
Athletics and 13 with the St. Louis 
Cardinals. 

"We've just come to a point where 
we're not going Lo lose anymore," Reds 
owner Soh Castcllini said emphatically. 

Joc'kelly is Lhe flmrth general manager 
in six years for a team that has gone 
through seven straight losing seasons. 
The Red have heen through rour man­
agers (plus ari interim manager) and two 
owners since 2003, when they moved 
inlo Great American Ball Park. ll'c; their 
deepe 1 slump in a half-century. 

Jockc!ty 'li job is to provide direction. 
He'll hkcly get more of a chance than 
Krivsky, who walked into Castellini's 
office on Wednesday morning anticipat­
ing a regular baseball meeting. 

He was shocked when told he was 
fired. 

''1 fought for an hour to keep my job." 
Krivsky said. "I did not see this coming 
a1 alL T still think it's a gold mine. That's 
what hurts so much, not to see the job 
through 10 the end and bring that winner 
to Cincinnati. l've had visions of being 
in the clubhouse with champagne be1ng 
poured all over everybody.'' 

Castellini said a 9 12 start was the 
main reason he turned ro Jocketty, a 
move that was expected at some point. 
Krivsky, who wa, hired bel'ore the 2006 
season, was in the final year of his con­
tract. Jockelty wa-, hired as a special con­
sultant in January. The rwo were friends 
from Castellini's days as part of the 
Cardinals' nwncrship group. 

When be brought him in as a special 

assistant in January. Castcllini insisted 
that it was rao threat to Krivsky's job. 
However, he talked 10 Joekelly about 
becoming director of baseball operation · 
after Lhis season, giving him time to ease 
into a major role. 

Jockeuy wa-, surprised when 
Castcllini asked him to hceomc general 
manager on Wednesday. 

"1 knew this was important to Boo," 
Jockeny satd. ''I'm charged up and ready 
to go. T think this organization 1s going in 
the nght ilirect.10n.'' 

Cardinals manager Tony La Russa 
said Jockctty ha~ no weaknesses in run­
ning a team. 

''His track record speaks for itself. so 
it was ju · t a matter ol time before he was 
hack doing a position he's proven he can 
do very well." LaRussa said. 

The move marked a signil'icant 
change for the Reds. 

When Castcllini h1red Dusty Baker in 
the ofr'leason, it was the first time the 
Reds had gone outside the organization 
ror a manager since Lou Piniella came 
aboard for the 1990 season. The days of 
trying unproven managers were done. 

Same now with the general manager's 
JOb. 

The last three general managers - Jim 
Bowden, Dan O'Brien and Krivsky -
were new to the job. Kriv-.ky was lhe 
only one of the three hired by Castellim. 
Jockeuy come~ with a lot of experience 
at turning a struggling franchise inlo a 
winner. 

"1 think this organization is a little fur­
ther along than St. Louis was when I rook 
over in '1)5;' Jockcrty said. "This organi­
zation bas a lot better base to \vork 
from." 

Jocketty left the Cardinals last year, 
only one year removed l'rom winning the 
World Series. Front-office friction left 
him out or a job even though he'd helped 
the Cardinal!; get to the playoffs seven 
times in 12 sea~ons.

Before going to St. Louis, Jockctty

increased the payroll and expanded the 
rrunt {tflice Juring his two ycurs in 
charge hut hasn'l hcen able 10 produce a 
winner. Cincinnati's rlayroll in..:rcased 
from $69 million at the start of la'it year 
to $74.3 million on opening day.

Krivsky showed a fondness for sign 
ing older pitchers and making a llurry or 
trades.

The deal ha~n ' t made 
much of an impact for either team. 

Jocketty will have a couple of major 
decisions in the coming months.

Krivsky said he's proud of how the 
farrn system has turned around during hjs 
two years as general manager, now raled 
one of the NL's hcst.
