A fine time to 
send a message 

Most people across this country - parents, educators, law 
enforcement officials, clergy and many others - were shocked 
when six F lorida teenage girls videotaped Lhemselves la~L monlh 
taking turns bullying. brutally punching and kneeing a defenseless 
L6-ycar-old girl cowcting in a fetal position. 

However, anyone paying attention to what many teens, and 
adults, are posting and viewing on the Internet Lhese days would­
n't have hccn surprised nt all. Fight videos, especially featuring 
girls, have become common. Coogle "girl fight" and you will 
find thousands or similar videos. 

The Florida teenagers, including two boys who stood as guards 
during the 30-minmc video mugging, apparently planned to post 
their assault on Youl'ube, the online video host, for all the world 
lo see. They didn't get the chance because when the injured vic­
tim finally called 911, police seized the video and released it to 
the public to be aired repeatedly on TV and posted online. 

It clearly is time to begin paying attention to what our young 
people are pulling online, what they are viewing. how they ru·e 
hcing influenced and what they arc learning there. 

The Internet has become a miraculous tool opening opportuni­
ties that a few short years ago most or us couldn't have imagined. 
As wilh all teehnological 'devclopmcnts, the digital evolution also 
presents opportunities for abuse. This, and other types of pornog­
raphy. are unfortunate examples. 

Banning YouTube, as some now demand. is no answer. Tt 
serves legitimate communications and educational purposes 
empower citizen partidpation. Outlawing it would not be possi­
ble, anyway. The argument that video beatings exercise free 
speech protected by Lhe First Amendment makes ahsolutely no 
sense, either. They arc no more free speech than yelling "fire" in 
a crowded theater. 

There do need to he some saf'eguards, self-poHcing within fam­
ilies, institutions of education and faith. And when they fail, law 
enforcement has to sweep in. Parents can and should help by pay­
ing attention to what their children are posting and viewing 
online. lt is their responsibility. They should he aware there are 
ways to find out what sites their children arc visiting. And to 
chec~routinely. 

The latest example or cyher hullying took place in a faraway 
state. However, in Kentucky. Gov. Steve Bcshear on Tuesday 
signed a hill into law that requires policies against bullying in tlus 
state. A video of a school fight at Madison County Schools was 
posted recently on YouTube which oftkials say could be consid­
ered a type of "cyher· bullying," according lo The Associated 
Press. 

The Florida incident is a warning to anyone who would be 
tempted to emulate the teen attackers. Not only was their victim 
seriously injured. possibly suffering a concussion, bullheir names 
forever will be associated with the beatings. And they could go to 
jail for a long, long time. 

Tried as adulls, as Lhey should he, on charges of kidnapping, 
assault and tampering with a witness, they could spend the rest of 
their lives in jail. Let's face it, that's not very likely to happen. 
But for the rest of their lives what is sure to happen is every time 
they apply for jobs, try Lp enter a college or university or receive 
sccuriry clearances, the video of their brutal spree ·will be an 
obstacle. Impressions of their police mug shots and news stories 
will pop up evety time one or their names is typed into a comput­
er search brpwser. 

The rcaHzatioo thar such thoughtless deed<> have serious, life­
long consequem;es should send a litrong message reverberating 
across the country, alleast for awhile.

Detroit: The city 
that liberalism 

ruined 

The indictment of Detroit Mayor 
Kwame Kilpatrick on eight felony 
counts, including perjury and 
obstruction of justice, would just be 
another dreary entry in the long 
annals or misbehaving politicians if it 
weren't for the backdrop of a decay­
ing city. 

Elected ar age 31 in 2002, 
Kilpatrick was supposed lO bring 
youthful vitality to his job. and he 
talked al:tout reform. Now, he's just 
another tragedy to befall Detroit, a 
city whose decline is - as p~ycholo­
gists pul it - overdetermined, but 
stands as a stark statement of the fail­
ure of urban liberalism. 

Detroit suffers from every possi­
ble malady except a plague or 
1ocosts, and that's only because t11cy 
find urban living uncongenial. 
Detroit has a revitalized downtown, 
but all around it, the city rots. Forbes 
magazine declared Detroit

For aU my childhood day,, my 
mother and father had a general 
store at the head of Cow Creek. I 
spent many hours inside that small. 
weather-boarded building. In the 
back section where they kept the 
old wooden cash register. is where 
the pickle barrel and cracker barrels 
sat against the wall, covered with 
round, wooden lids. Big rolls of 
bologna. sausage and sides of bacon 
hung the year around. Mother 
would reach up and slice off b1g 
slabs with her large. sharp butcher 
knife. 

She kept her sewing machine, 
the kind with a foot pcdul, under the 
window in the big store and when 
there were no customers there. she 
would sit and sew - maybe a new 
dress for me or tea tmvcl ~ for her 
kitchen or pajamas for my little 
brother. She had several bolts of 
pretty cloth on some of the shelves 
thai covered the right side wall. She 
made my dresses from thebe bolls. 
but often she made our pajamas 
from feed sack-.;. These shelves 
were also full of needed things hke 
belts, stockings. men's shhts and 
overalls. ladies' shoes aml men's 
brogans. 

I remember that bC'h box very 
clearly .. Mice 'isited that ~tore so 
often that Daddy tried all kind:, of 
ways w get rid of them because 
they t:hewed holes m th<' coffee 
sacks. th~ sugar bags, and anythmg 
and everything they caml! a~.:ross. 

Daddy kept a secret from all of us 
until he finally had to tell - one day 
he discovered a big bla~.:k snake 
inside the store. He knew that 
snakes eat mice so he let tl stay in 
the store. Oscar Pitts came by to 
purchase himself a new belt. WelL 
Mother got the bdt box down to 
search among the coiled up army of 
belts to help Oscar find his nght 
sue. She reached into the hox Lo get 
out what she thought was a pretty 
black helt, but it wasn't n belt at all 
that she found herself holding - it 

was a snake! I suppose you can 
guess the rest of that story. 

The women in our tiny commu­
nity would save up their extra eggs 
until they had enough to bring them 
ro the store and buy something that 
had been displayed in the two glass 
showcases that sat just in front of 
the store shelves. One of those 
showcases held candy · all kinds of 
sweet candy treats. You could buy a 
small, brown paper bag full of 
candy pieces for a nickel. 1 loved to 
reach in and pop a bite of a Zero 
candy bar in my mouth best of all, 
but peppermint sticks were what the 
sold the besL. 

Daddy went to the wholesale 
house once a week to pick up items 
that \Ve were getting low on. On 
these trips, he would bring back a 
50-lb. block .of ice to keep pop cold 
in the o]d wooden ice box. He had 
Nebi strawberry flavor, Coca-Cola 
in thick, gla-.~ bmtles, and often he 
had orange and grape flavor pop, 
too. You could buy an ice cold pop 
for five cents and even today. I can 
still taste those good Zero bar bites 
and Nehi pop after all these years. 

A traveling sale;;;man who rode 
horseback came by once a week and 
took an order of all the things that 
seemed to be selling out. then, in a 
few days, a big truck would deliver 
our order to the srore's front door. 
There would be items like flour, 
lard. nails, hammers. barbed wire, 
and horse feed. (We kept an ample 
!iUpply of cornmeal. too. hut that 
was mostly ground at L'ncle Dick's 
grist milL) All of these things. plus 
many more, were stored in the little 
"lean-to" shed Lhal ran the entire 
length of the store on the left side. 
They e'en had dynam1te and blast­
ing powder in there. but in it's own. 
separate area. 

Now in one of those pretty glass 
showcases I mentioned before, 
were all the "prellics" that women 
liked to buy with their egg money. 
Thin~s like pretty. dainty handker­
l'hiefs, Evening 111 Paris perfume. 
rouge, silk hose, preuy gloves. Lots 
of other goudics were conlained 

safely behind those glass doors. too. 
Sometimes the young girls that 
came in would offer to clean and 
dust for a handsome brush or a pret­
ty comb or fanciful dbbon to put in 
their hair. Simple things like those 
were considered treasures by the 
young girls back then. 

Ah, but those days have come 
and gone now. The little store that 
sold everything from ribbons to 
blasting powder has faded into the 
past. The 1ovely plates that came 
buried deep inside a bag of flolll" are 
no more (except for the few I have 
loday in my china cabinet. I also 
have some of the pretty, stemmed 
glasses that came inside big bags of 
coffee.). 

Mother's little store burned 
down several years ago, along with 
the little charge books showing 
where people charged their gro· 
ceries when they had no money or 
eggs or cb:ickens to trade. 

My son Bill's home is now near 
where the store was and his yard is 
where people used to hitch their 
horses to come to the store. His 
backyard is where the chickens 
were kept until the fellow who 
bought them came by with his 
wagon and wooden chicken coops. 
After loading them up. he took 
them to Paintsville to a slaughter 
house along with the eggs that he 
had placed in egg crates to keep 
them from breaking on !he long, 
bumpy ride along a dirt road all the 
way to Johnson County - a place 
that was then far away from Cow 
Creek. 

[f memories could fill a cracker 
barrel, I wo\Jld have one that was 
overflowing. If daydreaming would 
bring back homemade feed sack 
dresses, my closer would be run­
ning over. If rolls of bologna could 
hang from the ceiling, I would 
never go hLmgry. If horses and 
mules were our transportation 
today, T wouldn't ever buy another 
single gallon of gasoline. If all the 
sweet thoughts of yesteryears never

'Demonstone'

Two Marines, trying to prevent a 
gang war, find themselves up against 
a 400-year-old curse in this supernat­
ural action-fest that benefits from 
exotic locations and tart dialogue. 

This one sta:ns off like a blind date 
with about 10 minutes of exposition 
that is awkward 
and profoundly 
dull. Basically we 
learn that an 
amulet (called the 
heart stone) was 
the prized posses­
sion of a Chinese 
warlord who 
decided to retire 
to the Philippines 
after wiping out 
all of his rivals Tom Dotv 
back home. The tlmas Clllumnlst 
amulet proves use-
less in ancient Manila, where lhe war­
lord and h1s army get slaughtered by 
natives who sneak up on Ius party 
about as stealthily as a herd of flatu­
lent elephants. 

The film picks up the pace imme­
diately as it shifts gears to modem day 
Manila. where a looming gang war 
threatens to dissolve tourist dollars 
faster than an ebola virus outbreak.

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Double-check boating equipment before going out .

FRANKFORT Now th<tt 
we are in the lirst tnJiy wann 
weeks of the year, it is easy for 
people to overlouk some thmgs 
in their hnstc to get their boat 
on the water. Over the years, 
I've lcarncrl from personal 
experiem:e about checking· 
your boat and trailer bct'ore 
laum:hing II for the first time of 
the year. 

A few year~ ago. for exam­
ple, my wire. a friend and I 
went to Herrington Lake to 
bass tish. I idled our boat just 
across the Jake from Bryant's 
Camp boat ramp when I felt an 
unsellling coldness on my feel 
and ankles. 

Six inches of Herrington 
Lake flooded the floor of the 
boat. We were sinking. 1 qutck­
Jy fired up the motor and 
beached my boat on the ramp. 
We put the boat back on the 
tr.tiler and Jet the water run out 
or the hole where the plug u. ed 
to be. 

Water poured out of the 
hole like a garden hose Other 
anglers ut the ramp could hard­
ly launch their boats from 
laughing. Some walked by our 
boat with tears in their eyes, 

shaking thl!ir head:-; and ~huck­
ling. 

Af'ler all the wat~r was 
gone,l rur in a spare plug l had 
on bmml, screwed it down, and 
pulled a" hard as l could. lt did­
n't budge. We launched again 
and went on to catch ~everal 
respectable largemouth bas~ 
that day. 

The problem stemmed from 
a swollen gasket around the old 
plug. After a late winter trout 
iishmg trip to the Dix Rtver. I 
had removed the plug and 
tossed it into the recessed com· 
parlment in the stem or the 
boat. There it had swollen from 
contact with some spilled gas 
and oil. 

The plug had not fully seat­
ed because of the swollen gas­
ket. I thought the plug didn't 
feel quite right when 1 put it in, 
bul I was too excited to get the 
hoat in the water on the 
warmest day of that year. 
WaLer pressure and movement 
quickly dislodged it after we 
hlllnchcd. 

This taught me the impor-
. tance of always carrying a 
spare plug on my hoal. Before 
you take out your boat thi:. 
year, lirst in.;,pect the plug each 
spring to see if the rubber gas­
ket h; dry rolled, cracked or 
swollen. PeriOdically check the 

plug's snugnes~ hcfore launch­
ing. 

A lew years ago, T was on 11 

friend's hoat while fishing for 
... nmllmouth hass on Lake 

·cumberland We hadn't fished 
long when I heard gurgling. I 
hx1ked over and ~aw water 
gushing through the vent in the 
middle of the lloor. rt looked 
like Uncle Jed's black gold dis­
CO\'Cry on the orening credits 
of the '"Beverly Hillhillics" 
televisJOn show. My buddy 
quickly fired the motor and we 
made our way btu:k to the 
ramp. 

The culprit wus a broken 
housing on the livewcll's 
intake pump, which allowed 
water to seep into the hull. rr a 
lmaL h::~s a livcwcll, Inspect the 
outside housing of the intake 
pump for cracks or other dam­
age. Inspect the seal around 
this housing for dry roL. 

A similar incident happened 
one summer night on Laurel 
River Lake. The boat felt 
funny and T heard ~quishing 
when 1 wa1kcd. We were taking 
on water from a LTUshed pump 
intake housing. After a trip to 
the ramp. we jury-rigged a 
palch with rla:o.tic :.anowich 
bags and went bal.:k to iisbing. 
I never really relaxed Lhal 
night, however, until we pulled 

tht' boat out or the water. 
On another occasion. a 

friend and l were driving home 
from a smallmouth hac;s tish­
ing trip at Lake Cumberland. 
An explosion erupted behind 
us and we swayed all over the 
highway. Arter some scary 
moments. we managed to stop 
on the shoulder or the ruad. 
The Lire on the boat lrailcr had 
blown out. 

Many trailers have a carpet­
ed pie(·e of marine grade ply­
wood on lhe 1 nsidc of the 
wheel well. to protect the boat 
lrum rocks and other highway 
debris. Tl:lls piece of wood had 
..,hakcn lon~e and kl()ged in the 
wheel well, causing the 
blowout. Jt wao; no run putting 
a hoat and trailer on a small 
hydraulic jack at I 0:30 p.m. 
along the ide of a buc:y park­
way, trying t<.> <lislodge this 
hunk of rolled wood Ill put on 
the ~pare. 

Tn~pecl this piece or wood 
to make sure the screws or 
boiLs are still secure and the 
wood isn't rotten. This wood 
gets soaked every time you 
launch and retrieve and it is 
easy to overlook its mainte­
nance. 

Don·t make the mistakes 
l've made through the years. 
Take !he extra time to check 

the hoat plug, the livewell 
intakes and the condition of the 
trailer component~;. Thi<> will 
mokc the first hoating trip of 
the year an enjoyable one, not 
a nightmare.
