• • State cuts secur1ty at 
social service offices

LOUISVILLE- State employees at 
a welfare office in Louisville say they 
are frightened and outraged by plans to 
cut nine of 11 security guards at the 
building where they work with troubled 
and sometimes dangerous clients. 

"It makes me mad that now I have to 
fear coming to work every day," said 

Noelle Milburn, a secretary who said 
she routinely meets with upset clients. 
"We need security in this building." 

The Kentucky Cabinet for Health 
and Family Services plans to eliminate 
all but two security guards who patrol 
state offices in Louisville's L&N 
Building. Statewide, 43 full-time guard 
slots are being cut at 27 locatwns. The 
move will save up to $900.000 a year, 

budget adviser Beth Jurek told the 
Courier-Journal of Louisville. 

Employees in the offices routinely 
deal with clients whose children have 
been removed because of abuse or 
neglect, people angry at the loss welfare 
benefits, and others who are addicted to 
alcohol and drugs or who suffer from

Louisianians exposed a lax federal O\er~>ight system that allowed drivers 
with drug problems and debilitating illnesses to remain at the wheel of 
buses and tractor-trailers. 

Despite the creation after that crash of a new a~ency to monitor truck 
and bus drivers and repeated promises of reform, essentially nothing has 
changed. 

A study reported last week by the Associated Press found that hun­
dreds or thousands or drivers who qualify for full federal disability pay­
ments ~till hold commercial ~vers' licenses. Hundreds of injuries and 
deaths are allributable to drivers who lost consciousness or collapsed 
while behind the wheel, according to the study by Advocates for 
Highway and Auto Safety, a Washington-based consortium or medical, 
consumer and safety groups and insurers. 

The Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration, which was created 
after the New Orleans bus crash, has yet to complete any recommenda­
tions proposed by safety regulators since 2001. according to the report. 

One pending reform would sel minimum standards for deciding 
whether a driver was medically fit to operate a truck or bus. Another 
would prevent doctor-shopping by drivers who are trying to mask danger­
ous illnesses. 

Tt is appalling that nine years after the senseless deaths on Interstate 
610 so little has been done to make passengers and other drivers safer ....

· Tn the waning days of the Bush administration, there appears to be a 

slight shift away from the hard-line approach to dealing with "Axis of 
Evil" members that has defined Bush's presidency thus far. With high 
level Stale Department personnel engaging in talks with their counter­
parts m Iran and North Korea, there may be some move toward resolving 
the standoff with those two countnes over their respective nuclear pro­
grams.

The recent movement toward the discussion table by the Bush admin­
istration is not enough to suggest an imminent solution to the foreign pol­
icy struggles that have troubled the United States in recent years. It is. 
however, encouraging to sec an increased willingness to discuss matters 
that are uncomfortable, rather than cast threats and rattle sabers. Those 
strategies simply add to the discomfort as they have very high stakes 
indeed.

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Family, faith motivate lawyer to help immigrants

OWENSBORO - Susan 
C. Montalvo-Gesser sat down 
in a swtvel charr by a bank of 
computers and looked at the 
couple who hoped she would 
solve all their problems. 

"OK, we'll begin the inqui­
sition," the casually dressed 
attorney said. 

It was the first Saturday of 
the month, which meant 
Montalvo-Gesser was con­
ducting her usual monthly 
immigration legal clinic at La 
Pla~:a Community Center. 

She is the only immigration 
lawyer in Owensboro. 

Montalvo-Gesser switched 
easily from English to Sparush 
and back again as she talked 
to Mariano and Amanda 
Delarosa about his desire to 
become a permanent resident 
and asked dot.ens of questions 
about when and how he 

Owensboro when there were 
only about five Hispanic fam­
ilies here. 

She graduated from 
Owensboro Cathollc High 
School in 1994 and majored in 
political sc1ence and econom­
ics at Washington University 
in St. Louis. 

She married Owensboro 
native Chad Gesser. and the 
couple moved to New Orlean 
so she could attend graduate 
school, but that didn't work 
out. With their first child on 
the way. the couple returned to 
Owensboro, and Montalvo­
Gesser took a job in pharma­
ceutical sales. 

She spent three miserable 
years there, she said. 

"I found a letter I wrote at 
17 ," Montalvo-Gcsser :;aid. Tt 
outlined her plans to attend 
law school and beyond. She 
reacted, "How did that 17-
year-old girl know exactly 
what she wanted, and rm 25 
and so lo~t?" 

Owensboro. Two hundred 
people showed up. she 
recalled. 

That eventually grew into 
her monthly clinic at La Plaza. 

Montalvo-Gesser charges 
$35 an hour at the chnic, com­
pared to the usual $200 in her 
9ffice, and sees seven to 10 
people each Saturday it oper­
ates. "I'm already completely 
rilled up for August," ..,he .,aid. 

The demand for her servic­
es has surprised other mem­
hcrs of her law finn, Sullivan, 
Mountjoy, Stainback & 
Miller. she said. Montalvo­
Gesser estimates unrrugration 
cases account for 80 percent 
of her workload there. 

She gets calls from an aver­
age of 52 new clients a year. 
They come rrom as rar away 
a<; Nash\ille. Tenn. Man) are 
natives of Latin America, hut 
she has also \vorkcd with peo­
ple from Japan, Ind1a. 'Taiwan, 
Italy. Nigc1ia. German), 
Australia and Canada. 

All too often she has to tell 
dients ~he can't help them. 
"You. ve gol to wail ror the 
law to change. But. it is prob· 
ably the best $200 they've 
ever spent because they find 
out the truth," she said. 

"1 have people in here who 
have been permanent resi­
dents for 20 years and still arc 
not naturalized," although 

they want to become U.S. cit­
izen~, Montalvo Gesser said. 
One man in thal situation has 
a son deployed in Iraq, she 
said. 

Sometimes her work can be 
d~pressmg, Montalvo-Gesser 
. aid . "Sometimes you get to 
help people and that's a really 
good feeling.'' 

"There are not too many 
people ~ho would help in this 
situatwn. said Cheryl 
Norton, the executive director 
of La Plaza. "She has been 
very committed to ensuring 
the human rights of Hispanic 
people here ... 

· arrived in Owensboro. After much soul-searching. 
the Gessers finally decided 
Montalvo-Gesser would com­
mute to the University of 
Louisville- which happened 
to be the only law school in 
the state offering classes in 
immigration law. 

Every option she proposed 
sounded risky. Do the wrong 
thing, Montalvo-Gesser 
warned, and forces could be 
set in motion that could seri­
ously disrupt their lives. 

"You never know what is 
going to happen." she told the 
Delarosas. "There are no guar­
antees at all." 

"This," she said a few days 
later in her downtown office, 
"is the most complicated area 
or the law in the u.s. besides 
taxes." 

Tn addition 10 her career, 
Montalvo-Gesscr ha~ a hus­
band and two children, serves 
.on the board of St. Joseph 
Peace Mission for Children, is 
a Girl Scout leader and a 
Eucharistic minister and lector 
at her church. 

The 32 year old 
Owensboro native says she 
also donates time ro help 
immigrants because or her 
father, Victor Hugo Montalvo. 
He came to Owensboro from 
Bolivia in the 1960s to attend 
college here. 

Her father and some other 
relatives happened to be visit­
ing this particular Saturday 
from Houston, where he lives 
now. 

"T love that," he said or his 
daughter's volunteering. "This 
is a country or all immi­
grants." lt should be easier for 
people to obtain legal status, 
Victor Montalvo said. 

Montalvo Gesser. who

was number one in my class;· 
Montalvo-Gesser said. 

She delivered her second

February 2000, the player has

couple of players I didn't know 
existed. 

JW Regardless of how you feel 
about Griffey, you'd have to 
agree his time in his hometown 
has been bittersweet. He came to 
the Reds off what could be 
argued was the greatest decade 
any player has put together in the 
history of the game, and thanks to 
his health and management that 
could only be described as 
mediocre, it just hasn't worked 
out. 

In the midst of his Hall of 
Fame career, such were Junior's 
number~ that he wa<; named to the 

~ All-Century team by Major 
League Baseball, standing proud­
ly alongside his father's team­
mates in Johnny Bench and Pete 
Rose and legends of the sport like 
Ruth, Aaron and Mays. 

But then, after an initial cam­
paign in the Queen City that saw 
him slug 40 home runs and drive 
in 118, years of aggressive play 
and banging into walls finally 
began to take their toll, and injury 
after injury has resulted in multi­
ple stints on the disabled list and 
hard feelings on behalf of Griffey 
and Reds fans alike. 

• It's hard to say that Junior 
could have been expected to play 
10 more years as solidly as he did 
in the 1990s, but even if he'd 
have had five more the numbers 
would have been startling. In the 
'90s, Junior hit 382 home runs, 
and that includes the strike-short­
ened season of 1994 that limited 
him to 111 games and the injury­
plagued year that followed 

allowing him only 72 contests. 
Still, that's 38.2 home runs per 

season. If he'd have had those 
numbers from 2001-05, the five 

f years after his first in a Reds uni­
form. consider the differences: 
Instead of the 98 big flies he hit in 
that five-year period, he'd have 
slammed 191. 

That would mean now instead 
of having 608 homers, he'd be 
sitting on 701. 

Do you think he'd have been 
dealt with 701 home runs? No. 
But at the same time, he'd have 
had a lot fewer fans calling for his 
dismissal with an extra 93 home 
runs.

Chad Johnson sits out; Odom hurt at Bengals camp

GEORGETOWN Pro 
Bowl receiver Chad Johnson 
didn't participate in the 
Cincmnati Bengals' first prac· 
lice or training camp because 
his right ankle hasn't fully 
reco' ered from surgery. 

Johnson spent time 
Monday rehabilitating the 
ankle, which was surgically 
cleaned out last month. The 
ankle is still sore and he runs 
with a pronounced limp. He 
warmed up with the team on 
the ticld, then went into the 
trainer's room. 

"1 know he wanted to he 
out here,'' receiver T.J. 
Houshmandzadch said. ''But 
what he ·s got going on right 
now with his ankle is tough. 
But it will be cool. He'll get 
beuer and we'll win some 
games." 

OITensi\'e coordinator Bob 
Bratkowski said Johnson is 
expected to he ready for the 
start of the regular season. 

"We knew when he came in 
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to do his .physical that he was 
not quite where he needs to 
be," Bratkowski said. "He'll 
go through certain phases of 
rehabilitation and condition­
ing and when they feel he's at 
a point where he's strong 
enough and hack to where he 
can go full-speed, he'll be on 
the field." 

The Bengals held their 
opening practice without top 
draft pick Keith Rivers. a line­
backer from Southern 
California who was projected 
as a starter. Rivers, the ninth 
overall pick, is the Bengals' 
last unsigned rookie. 

The defense suffered a set­
back when Antwan Odom hurt 
his left root and rode orr the 
field on a carr. The defensive 
end was taken for tests that 

· indicated he had a sprained 
foot. Odom was the team ·stop 
defensive acquisition in the 
offseason, signing a five year 
deal. Coach Marvin Lewis 
said there was no timetable for 
his return. 

The opening practice also 
represented a major change 

for the l'ranchise: Willie 
Anderson lined up at right 
tackle with the second-string 

'offense. 
The 33-year-old lineman is 

enrering his 13th season, mak­
ing him the most tenured 
Bcngals player. He had his 
first significant injuries last 
season, when foot anti knee 
problems limited him to seven. 
games. Anderson made the 
Pro Bowl in each of the four 
previous >.easons. 

Concerned about his leg 
problems, the Bengals have 
installed Stacy Andrews as the 
starting right guard. Andrews 
lilled in at right tackle for 11 
games last season. 

Anderson initially balked 
at the demotion. but has 
accepted il because he doesn' 1 
want to cause a rift. 

"''ve kind of changed my 
stance on that,'' Anderson 
said. "My thing now is: I want 
Stacy to be the starting tadle.

Conference media days. 

For that reason, Franklin 
might have been the most 
intriguing coordinator hiring 
at an SEC school. He is 
hardly alone, though, e\en at 
Auburn. Defensive coordi­
nator Paul Rhoads is also 
new. 

There will be II new 
guys running offenses and 
defenses in the SEC tlllS sea­
son, providing a different 
look for a league with only 
two new head coaches. 

Both those coaches, 
Mississippi's Houston Nutt 
and Arkansas' Bobby 
Petrino, hired new coOJ·dina­
tors on both sides or the hall. 

Other hires were necessi­
tated by a~sistants landing 
head coaching johs. r.su·s 
Doug Mallory and Bradley 
Peveto took over as co­
defensive coord111ator.> after 
Bo Pelini took the head 
coaching job at Nebraska. 

Dave Clawson replaced 
new Duke coach David 

·Cutcliffe at Tennessee, the 
first offensive coordinator 
hired from outs1de the pro­
gram since Walt Harris held 
the post from 1983 88. 

"This is my third o!Ten-
si vc coordinator,,. 

Volunteers running hack 
Arian Foster said. "l'm 
excHed. It's a! ways fun to 
play under somebody differ­
ent. It's fun to see v. hat you 
can dn under somebody tli r­
ferent. ·• 

Like LSU, South Carolina 
turn~d to two defensive 
cnordinatorsy alheit in vastly 
different fa..,hion. He turned 
to Ellis Johnson only hour<; 
after recent hire Brian 
VanGorder told the coach he 
was off to join new Atlanta 
Falcons cnach Mike Smith's 
starr. 

It's an important hire for 
the orrcnsive-minded 
Spurrier. whose defense was 
stingy against the pass but 
ranked la<;t in the league 
against the run and ninth 
overall last season. 

"Ellis is a proven defen­
sive coordinator with a very 
good track record,'' Spurrier 
said. ··we reel like with Ellis 
and better players we're 
gowg to play better on 
defense." 

Auburn wouldn't mind 
ju<;l maintaining the status 
quo under Rhoads. though 
Tuberville wants to cut 
down on big plays allowed 

by Will Muschamp's group 
last season. The Tigers 
ranked sixth in total and 
scoring defense. 

"We'll still live on speed, 
pulling as many people out 
there that can run as possi­
ble," Tttberville said. 

The most notable differ­
ence on the team will be lhe 
speed with which Franklin's 
no-huddle offense operates. 
it's what Franklin said sepa­
rates his system from the 
other spread offenses prolil'­
erating around college foot­
ball these days. 

"What we do that's 
uniquely di rrerent is the 
tempo," he said. "We play 
extremely fast. There's a lot 
of people that do no-huddle, 
but most people that do no­
huddle are not fast 'no-hud­
dle. I hope to get 5 years 
before people begin lo copy 
the speed and tempo of what 
we do." 

Auburn got a test run with 
the offense in a 23-20 over­
time win over Clemson in 
the Chick-fil-A Bowl. 

That was enough to sell 
center Jason Bosley, who 
was a little uncertain about 
the change at first. 

Kentucky dealing with quarterback woes

LEXINGTON Rich 
Brooks has spent the last eight 
months deflecting countless 
questions about who will 
replace Andre Woodson at 
quarterback for Kentucky this 
sca;;;on. 

A week before camp begins, 
liguring out who will be under 
center when the Wildcats face 
Louisville on Aug. 31 is lhe 
lcac;t of the Kcnt:t1cky coach's 
problems. 

The ancsts of quarterbacks 
Curtis Pulley and Will Fidler in 
separate incidents last week 
have taken the focus off what 
could have been a heated com­
petition with Mike Hartline to 
Jill Woodson's considerable 
shoes. Pulley was arrested on 
Lraf'fic violations on July 22, 
while Fidler was charged with 
disorderly conduct in 
Lexington Jast Friday. 

Brooks had no comment on 
the arrests, and school 
spokesman Tony Neely said 
both matters will likely be han­
dled internally, though the 
arrests almost certainly hinder 
both players' chances or win­
ning the starting job over 
Hartline. 

La<;t week's atTeSt was 
Pulley's second run in with 
police in as many months. He 
was cited for marijuana posses­
sion outside a Louisville bar on 
June 12 and was placed in a 
diversion program. Th;n case is 
set for review on Sept. 12. 

The legal problems are a 
major step back for Pulley, who 

has spent three years u-ying to 
f'ullill the promise he showed 
during a spectacular high 
school career at Hopkinsville. 
where he threw for 62 touch­
downs. 

Pulley played a! hoth wide 
receiver and quarterback for 
the Wildcats in 2005 and 2006 
hcfore lca,ing school blicfly 
after Woodson took a finn·hold 
of the starting job. He rctumcd 
last fall and was redshi.rted but 
played well enough in practice 
to be named the most valuable 
offensive player on the scout 
team. 

Pulley performed well dur­
ing sp1ing dlills and was a star 
during the Blue-White game, 
finishing 12-of-26 on passing 
for 134 yards w1th a touchdown 
and an interception and adding 
82 yard'> on the ground. indud 
ing the game-winnmg 17-yard 
touchdown in the final minutes. 

Brooks was quick to praise 
both Hartline and Pulley during 
last week's Governor\ Cup 
luncheon. saying hoth players 
would alternate snaps with the 
first team and that he would 
wait as long as necessary 
before picking a starter. 

"What they do well is going 
to determine who is going to 
start, but also the one that has 
less negative plays is probably 
making a major step forward," 
Brooks said. 

Brooks didn't rule out using 
Fidler either. The sophomore is 
recovering from a shoulder 
injury but impressed Brooks 
during the spring. 

That status could be in jeop­
ardy since Fidler, a sophomore, 

was ancstcd after getting into a 
f'ight outside or a downtown 
restaurant. Fidler's "actions 
served no legitimate purpose 
and caused undo annoyance 
and alarm to business patrons," 
according to the police report .

Big East teams work to keep star coaches

NEWPORT, R.T. - The 
Big East lost two of its signa­
ture coaches in the last two 
years in Bobby Petrino and 
Rich Rodriguez. On the other 
side, Greg Schiano spurned 
offers from marquee schools 
to stay at Rutgers. Jim 
Leavitt did the same at South 
Florida. Connecticut's Randy 
Edsall also decided to stay 
put. 

By paying the price to 
keep more .of its hot-com­
modity coaches, the Big East 
is starting to shed its reputa­
tion as a conference f'illed 
with stcppingstone programs. 

Petrino left Louisville 
after leading the Cardinals to 
the Big East championship in 
2006 and a BCS victory over 
Wake Forest in the Orange 
Bowl, making the jump to the 
NFL with the Atlanta Falcons 
- where he lasted less than a 
year. 

Rodriguez, who passed on 
a chance lo coach Alabama in 
2006, became the league· s 
second offensive mastermind 
to move on when he took the 
Michigan job in December 
after guiding West Virginia to 
a league title and a BCS 
game for the second time in 
three years. 

Those were big hils not 
just. for the Louisville and 
West Yirginia, but for the Big 
East. Pctririo and Rodriguez 
had established themselves 
as two of the best coaches in 
the country. When they left, 
it seemed as if they had not 

only outgrown their old 
schools, hut also the Big 
East. 

Commis~ioner \1ike 
Tranghese said Tuesday dur­
ing Big East media day that 
losing Petrino and Rodriguez 
was nothing for the league to 
be ashamed of. 

"Bobby wanted to go. It 
was a lot of money and he 
elected to go." Tranghese 
~aid "T just hope it's the right 
job for Rich. If it's a good fit 
for he and (his wife) Rita, 
I'm happy for them. 

"My pref'erence would he 
never to have turnover, but 
you·re going to have 
turnover. What I'm pleased 
about, is it took a Mkhigan 
to get (Rodriguez) to leave." 

''Greg has walked away 
from some places and Jim 
Leavill ha~ walked away and 
others have walked away 
because our joh~ are so much 
better now than they were 
three or four years ago. And 
that's what l'm happy 
about.'' 

Leavitt turned down 
Alabama after the 2002 sea 
:-on and Rodriguez wa!>n't the 
only Big East coach wooed 
by Michigan . The 
Wolverines' hierarchy had 
discussions with Schiano last 
year when they were looking 
to replace the retiring Lloyd 
Can. 

Schiano's rebmlding job 
al Rutgers, which wa~ a ct11-
lege football laughingstol'k 
when he took over m 200 l, 
has ensured his name will 
come up when just ahout any 
hig job opens. After leading 

l 

the Scarlet Knights to an 11 -
2 season in ' 06, Miami came 
calling. Schiano had a history 
with the Hurricanes. \\'Orking 
as defensive coordinator for 
them for from 1999-2000. He 
stayed in New Jersey, where 
he grew up, and got a raise. 

Rutgers slipped to 8-5 last 
season, but still Michigan 
wanted to talk with Schiano. 
Again he passed. this time 
gelling the university and the 
state to recommit to a hefty 
stadium expansion. 

:'lf you look around our 
league racilities-wise, as rar 
as commitment to the coach­
es, I think universities have 
stepped up." Schiano said. 
"That's what makes an insti­
tution a vwhle destination, 
not a steppingstone." 

The only Big East coach 
making less than $1 million 
this season 1s Rodriguez's 
replacement at West Virginia, 
Bill Stcwan. who earns 
$800,000. 

"All of these programs 
now arc all in." said 
Cincinnati coach Brian 
Kelly, who got a raise ~tfter 
going I 0-3 last year, his first 
season with the Bearcats. Oh. 
and his name was also men­
tioned among the possible 
candidates ror the Michigan 
job. 

Kelly, another spread 
offense guru, left Central 
Mil:higan to take over at 
Cincinnati when Mark 
D'Antoni sk1pped out on the 
B~arcats arter one solid sea­
son for .Michigan State of the 
Big Ten. 

Tranghcsc is hoping to sec 

fewer of those types of 
moves, where a coach goes 
from the Big East to a mid­
dle-tier school in another 
power league. 

That's why EdsaJrs turn­
ing down Georgia Tech to 
stay with UConn was such a 
big score for the Big East. 

_"I don't know if I can go 
any place else that has better 
facilities than what we have." 
said Edsall, who led UConn 
to a share of the league title 
and a surprising 9-4 season in 
2007. "1 just fe lt there is still 
a lot or work to be done. T 
like the area where we arc 
located in Connecticut. My 
family likes it there. 

"The University of 
Connecticut gave me the 
opportunity to be a head 
coach, which no other school 
did, so there's some loyally 
there." 

Of course, loyally and 
location only go so far. The 
job is too tough for a coach 
to commit to a school that 
can't wm.

Johnson takes over Tech

ATLANTA - There's an 
interesting experiment going 
on at Georgia Tech, where Paul 
Johnson is intent on proving the 
option onense his teams ran so 
well at Navy can work in a 
major conreren~e. 

The Yellow Jacketc; opened 
preseason practice Wednesday 
with their new coach and an 
offense-that might look more 
familiar in the 1970s, when 
run-oriented schemes such as 
the wishbone ruled the day. 

Most major schools go with 
more of a pro-style offense, 
looking for balance between 
the running and passing games. 
But Johnson, who came to 
Georgia Tech after Chan Gailey 
was tired, decided to stick v.ith 
the scheme that helped win two 
DiYision I-AA championships 
at Georgia Southern and 
allowed Navy to remain com­
petitive with bigger, raster 
opponents. 

Johnson guided the 
Midshipmen to 43 wins and a 
bowl game each of the past five 
seasons before moving to 
Atlanta. He shrugs off those 
who say his offense won 'L tly in 
the Atlantic Coast Conterence. 

·'J don't pay any attention to 
that,'' said Johnson. whose 
team opens Aug.. 28 against 
Jacksonv;lle State. "1 know 
what it is. People can form their 
own opinion and say whatever 
they want. It's not a big deal for 
me." 

While supremely contidenr 
in the scheme·, Johnson is the 
first to admit he faces a huge 
challenge gelling it installed at 
Georgia Tech- not to mention 
winning over players who 
arcn 't used to all the motion, 
fake handoffs and pitches that 
are so integral lO making it 
work. 

·This is totally different," 
said sophomore Jonathan 
Dwyer, whose always called . 
himself a tailback but is known 
as a "B-back" in Johnson's 
scheme. ··some guys haven't 
run this since Pop Warner.'' 

Another sophomore, Josh 
Nesbitt, is the likely starter at 
quarterback, though he played 
sparingly hi'> first college ~ea­
son and worked out of a totally 
different scheme in high 
school. Back then. he was used 
to taking snaps in the shotgun 
and throwing 35 to 40 times a 
game. 

While he might go three 
games without throwing that 
many pas.~es in this ollense, 
Nesbitt has no complaints. 

''l just want to be on the 
field," he said. 

Nesbiu certainly has the 
speed and quickness Johnson is 

looking for, and it's his joh to 
lose even though he missed 
valuable time in the spring 
because of a groin injury. 

"We'll post the depth chart 
on Friday, but it's not !my secret 
that we'd hke to see Josh come 
out and take the job," Johnson 
said. "Athletically, he certainly 
fits what vv·e're looking lor. But 
he's stili got to do it." 

The Yellow Jackets do have 
other options, though none as 
appealing as Nesbitt. Redshirt 
freshman Bryce Dykes showed 
promise in the spring. Senior 
Calvin Booker will likely gel 
some playing time. And fresh­
man Jaybo Shaw is certainly 
worth a look. considering he 
ran the same sort of offense at 
suburban Rowery Branch High 
School. 

"T don't know if it's an 
advantage." Johnson said. ''But 
if you· ve done ~ome of that, it's 
got to be beneficial. .. 

Based on their performance 
in the spring gan1c, the Yellow 
Jackets clearly have a lot of 
work to do. The holdovers 
struggled with the new scheme 
- missing assignments. run­
ning the wTong way, struggling 
to hang on to the ball. 

While having a few more 
months to grasp things has 
helped, it's still a work in 
progress. 

"T think there's some carry­
over," Johnson said. "'The guys 
who were out here in the spring 
at least know how to line up. 
ButT was probably trying to do 
too much today. in all honestly. 
We've got freshman who are 
drinking from a fire hose. 
They're having trouble getting 
lined up with all the changing 
formations and sending th~m in 
motion. At times. it looks 
ragged." 

Get used to it. The Yellow 
Jackets could begin the season 
with no one older than a sopho­
more starting at the skill posi­
tions: quarterback, running 
back and receiYer. 

Still. those on tl1e other side 
of the line believe the offense 
will create plenty of problems 
once everyone gets comfmt­
able ~ ith it.

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NASCAR SPRINT CUP: Harvick takes hit in Chase standings

CHARLOTTE, N.C. 
When Kurt Busch wrecked out 
of the race· at indianapolis 
Motor Speedway, he just might 
have taken Kevin Harvick's 
championship hopes with him. 
A victim of Busch's slip, 
Harvick finished 37th and fell 
to 13th in the Chase for the 
championship. 

or course. he's been out of 
the top 12 before this season, 
and he's well within striking 
distance now at just two points 
out of lhe final qualifying spot. 

Al the same time, there are 
just six ra~es to go to decide 
the field and Harvick and the 
rest of the drivers on the bub­
ble can't afford any more slip­
ups. 

Harvick, who was on the 
bubble last year and still made 
the Chase, won't let his precar­
ious spot change his strategy. 

"It doesn't really matter­
youjltSL race as hard as you can 
every week," Harvick said. 
"We have had some really 
good cars since S noma, hut 
haven't been able to capitalize 
every weekend. We have had 
some bad weeks that have been 
out of our control. T am very 
confident in my team and I 
think we will do everything we 
can do to make the Chase." 

H the Chase began th1s 
weekend, the field would con­
sist of Kyle Busch, Dale 
Earnhardt Jr., Jeff Burton, 
Jimmie Johnson, Carl 
Edwards, Jeff Gordon, Greg 
Biftle. Denny Hamlin, Kasey 
Kahne, Tony Slewart, Mall 

Kenseth, and Clint Bowyer. 
But the standings are so 

close from seventh to 15th that 
the field could change weekly 
bel ween now and the Sept. 6 
"regular season" finale at 
Richmond. 

For example, Hamlin used a 
third-place finish la~l week at 
indianapolis to move off the 
bubble and gain a bit of breath­
ing room. Ranked 12th before 
Indy. be moved up four spots 
lo eighth. 

Kahne gained two spots and 
moved up to ninth. Now he 
heads back to Pocono with the 
same car he won with in June, 
intent on solidifying his spot in 
the Chase. 

"We saved the same car. 
The car was brand new for the 
first Pocono race and it's been 
waiting to go back," he said. "I 
don't see why we can't have a 
shot at another win. As good as 
il was the lirst race. if we do 
the right things, we should 
have another shot.'' 

Bowyer was the beneficiary 
when his Richard Childress · 
Racing teammate fell out of the 
top 12. Bowyer is now in the 
llnal qualifying spot, albeit 
with a mere two-point advan­
tage over Harvick. 

Kenseth was the biggest 
victim of the tire problems that 
plagued Indianapolis. He blew 
a right rear fairly early in the 
race, and the explosion tore a 
chunk of the quarter panel off 
his Ford before it went spin­
ning through the gra~s. 

He finished 38th and 
dropped three spots in the 
Chase standings to 11th. He's 
only six ahead of Harvick now, 

in position to fall out at any 
time. 

"La~t weekend was a huge 
disappointment for us," he 
said. "We unloaded prt7tty 
good, with high hopes for a 
good linish. So, blowing a tire 
like we did and tearing up our 
car was pretty embarrassing. 
This weekend we're looking to 
bounce back at Pocono, which 
has really been one of our 
tougher tracks. 

·'A solid llnish aL Pocono 
would go a long way toward 
gaining some momentum in 
this stretch run leading up to 
the Chase." 

So who tlocs that leave on 
the bubble? 

Well. Harvick for one. He 
was in a similar position last 
year when he hovered at the 
bottom of the top-12 during the 
stretch run. Although he grew 
weary of being asked about 
strategy. he never changed a 
thing and earned a spot in the 
field. 

Now he's vowing to do the 
same. 

"T am planning on just 
going out there and racing as 
hard as T can," he said. "T 
mean, you might not take a 
chance on fuel or a different pit 
strategy to win a race, hut you 
really don't do much differ­
ent." 

Right behind Harvick is 
David Ragan, the surprise of 
the Chase contenders. 

The second-year Roush 
Fenway Racing driver is hav­
ing a remarkable season con­
sidering his rookie year snug­
gles, and he's just 56 points out 
of 12th. 

But Pocono could he the 
make· or·break race for Ragan, 
who has qualified 30th or 
worse in his three starts there 
and has never finished higher 
than 24th. 

"I've struggled," he admit­
ted. "But we've had some good 
runs recently, so hopeful1y we 
can build off of that momen­
tum. We need to go there and 
get a good run- it's all about 
points and. having solid finish 
es at this point in the season." 

Behind Ragan is Brian 
Vickers, who is 132 points out 
after engine issues in indy led 
to a 42nd-place finish. But 
Vickers can make some ground 
when the series return~ to 
Pocono and Michigan over the 
next month. He was second at 
Pocono in June and followed it 
wi.th a fourth-place finish 111 

Michigan. 
Beyond Vickers, the last 

driver with a chance - albeit 
an outside one - is Ryan 
Newman. The Daytona 500 
winner is 16th in the standings 
with significant ground to 
make up. 

He's also got to deal with 
llnding a new job for next sea­
son: Newman said two week~ 
ago he's leavmg Penske 
Racing at the end of the year, 
and he's believed to be the top 
candidate to join Stcwart'c; new 
ream. 

But Newman, who finished 
13th in Indy, also wants a 
strong close to his Penske 
career. 

"We had a really good 
points day at lndianapolis, and 
that's what we need right 
now," he said.

Jimmie Johnson 
manages to hold

INDIANAPOLIS - Yes, 
the race at Indianapolis 
Motor Speedway was a 
debacle. No roint in deny­
ing it. 

But don't be so quick to 
castigate NASCAR, which 
was faced with the unenvi­
able Lask or trying to sal­
vage a race that was des­
tined to look like stalled, 
rush-hour traffic. 

When it became obvious 
in Saturday's practice ses­
sions that the tires 
Goodyear brought to lndy 
had a serious durability 
issue, there was only one 
option for NASCAR a day 
ahead or the green flag: fig­
ure out how to stage a ·safe 
race. Option No. 2? There 
wasn't one. 

Formula One and 
Michelin learned that at 
Indy in 2005, when three­
fourths or the field refused 
to compete in the United 
States Grand Prix because 
of tire concerns. indy took a 
hit, the race never recov­
ered and Fl isn't currently 
racing in this country. 

'"The ·difference between 
NASCAR and Formula One 
is Formula One thinks of il 
as a business - they don't 
think aboul the fans, they 
don'lthink about Lhe show," 
said Juan Pablo Montoya, 
the only driver lO parlici-

pate in both tire fiascos. 
"Here they do. NASCAR 

will do whatever is possible 
to put the show on in the 
best way .rossible." 

And that's exactly what 
NASCAR tried to do, rely­
ing heavily on deliberate 
caution Jlags that slowed 
the pace of the 400-mile 
race and forced Learns to 
change tires every 1 0-to- 12 
laps. It meant a record 52 of 
the 160 laps ran under cau­
tion, with the longest green­
Hag run a mere 13 laps. 

The victor Sunday was 
decided by one final heat 
race, a seven-lap sprint to 
the finish that saw Jimmie 
Johnson win Lhe race off pit 
road then hold off Carl 
Edwards and Denny Hamlin 
to grab his second 
Brickyard title in three 
years. 

To call it horrible racing 
is an understatement, and 
the participating .drivers 
didn't mince words. 

'"lt's embarrassing and 
it's disappointing. T've 
never seen anything like 
this," four-time 
indianapolis winner Jeff 
Gordon said. 

"Didn't see much or a 
race," Matt Kenseth echoed. 

"Tl's just unacceptable at 
this level," Brian Vickers 
ol'fered. 

But their ire wasn't 
aimed square at NASCAR. 
Across the board, everyone 
understood NASCAR did 
the best it could with what 
it had to work with. 

Goodyear tested the tires 
it brought to lndy back in 
April, when Vickers, Dale 
Earnhardt Jr. and Kurt 
Busch experimented with 
se vcral differcn t com­
pounds to help the tiremak­
er find a match for Sunday. 
Although the tires in that 
two-day stretch seemed to 
last somewhere around 15 
laps a run, Goodyear 
wrongly believed their 

durability would improve 
once the full field took to 
the track and began laying 
rubber on Indy's abrasive 
surface. 

Where Goodyear went 
wrong was underestimating 
the effect of NASCAR's 
current car, a heavier new 
model that puts a ton more 
stress on right-side tires 
than last year's car. 

The tires at Indy couldn't 
hold up to the pressure. and 
the rubber Goodyear had 
assumed would stick to the 
track never happened. 
Instead, the surface became 
the equivalent or a cheese 
grater, turning the rubber 
into a dust that never settled 
onto the surface. 

With tires worn down Lo 
their cords, failures were 
almost certain every 10 
laps. 

So NASCAR stepped in 
with competition cautions, 
which didn't give teams a 
chance to push their tires to 
the· limit. Given the oppor­
tunity, teams certainly 
would have raced through 
the durability window - a 
situation that likely would 
have created multiple tire 
railures and many wrecks. 

It was a decision based 
on experience. Durability 
issues at Lowe's Moror 
Speedway in 2005 produced 
record cautions and danger­
ous racing conditions, when 
tires began popping like 
balloons. All NASCAR 
could do to stop it was a 
mid-race mandate on air 
pressures. 

"'Hindsight is 20/20," 
said vice presidenl of com­
petition Robin Pemberton. 
who patrolled pit road dur­
ing the race so he could 
examine the tires up close 
and help the officials in the 
tower decide how to pro­
ceed. 

Using a different lire 
wasn't an option, either. 
Although Goodyear shipped 

in an emergency allotment 
of tires il had earmarked for 
this weekend's race in 
Pocono, at least one manu­
facturer ran a simulation on 
that compound and deter­
mined the reserve tires 
would have been a danger 
ous 2 seconds raster per lap 
than the indy tires. lt would 
have created a nrajor speed 
change not adaptable to the 
gear ratios and rev limits 
programmed for lndy. 

NASCAR doesn't get a 
total pass on the Indy deba­
cle. 

The sanctioning botiy 
whirfed in failing to hold an 
open test session at the 
track, something that's been 
consistently done in pas t 
years. 

Once the tires started 
failing during the test, and 
Goodyear saw the tires 
weren't laying any rubber 
on the track. there· s no 
chance the company would 
have brought the same com­
pound to Sunday's race. 

Without the luxury of a 
full test, Goodyear had to 
guess a bit in preparing for 
indy. Sometimes you guess 
right, and sometimes you 
guess wrong. In this case. 
Goodyear was clearly 
wrong. 

As the only tire supplier 
in N:>\SCAR, the company 
is not subjected to competi­
tion from other makers. 
Goodyear has the NASCAR 
market cornered, and every 
team needs its tires to turn 
even one lap. Its position as 
the only player in the game 
mean-s its even more impor­
tant that Goodyear a voids 
the blunders it made coming 
into Indy. 

It's not NASCAR fault 
Goodyear wasn't prepared, 
and top ofl"iL:ials did the 
best they could to salvage a 
dangerous situation. Now 
it's up to them to make sure 
it never happens again.

Don't wait until the doctor has 
wrapped things up. asked for addi­
tional questions, and gets half way 
out the door to say. "And by the way 
... "or "Just one more thing.'' T refer to 
this as a Columbo visit - a TV 
detective who always stopped at the 

door with "just one more thing." 
So. in a nutshell, you should know 

when to come back, when to call, and 
if you have enough medications. 
Finally. schedule that follow-up vi~it 
before you leave the office. Then put 
it on your calendar at home.
