She noted the only wit-
ness who implicated 
Williams was former 
State Highway Engineer 
Sam Beverage. 

There had already 
been an admission of 
ethics violations by 
Beverage and another 
former highways engi-
neer concerning the han-
dling of a Harrison 
County bndge contract. 

Williams was highway 
commissioner during the 
administration of Gov. 
Erme Fletcher.

WHEELWRIGHT - Warrants 
were executed on several sealed indict­
ments and at least five people were 
arrested for drug trafficking 
Wednesday during a series of raids by 
law enforcement agencies in

Wheelwright. 
Officials say the months-long inves­

tigation has been a combined effort by 
Operation UNITE and the Kentucky 
Attorney General's Department of 
Criminal Investigation, centered 
around illegal trafficking in a variety of 
prescription narcotics. 

According to UNITE officialst, offi-

cers from four departments went to the 
residence of 57-year-old Russell 
Johnson on Route 306 in Wheelwright 
to serve a seven-count arrest warrant. 
Officers located Johnson across the 
street at Russell's Game Room, a small 
store and amusement center that he 
operates. 

UNITE, following Russell Johnson's 
arrest, a search was made at his resi­
dence and store, where more th'an 300 
prescription pills including oxycodone, 
methadone, hydrocodone, alprazlam, 
and diazepam were found. as well as 
roughly $1,900 in cash.

One shooting 
victim dies, 
another arrested

ALLEN -· One person 
is dead and another is in jail 
after an apparent drive-by 
shootmg took place early 
Tuesday morning on the 
normally quiet streets of 
Allen. 

Sally B. Vance, 30, of 
Prestonsburg, who was 
reportedly a passenger in 
the vehicle, died at the 
University of Kentucky 
Hospital from injuries she 
sustained in the gun battle. 

Jessie Dulaney, 26, of 
Banne.r, who was reportedly 
driving the car, was treated 
and released for a gunshot 
wound.

A tractor-trailer flipped on its side while dumping mulch in a yard at Green Acres in 
Prestonsburg on Wednesday. The extended bed of the truck knocked down power lines caus­
ing a blackout for parts of the area.

According to Kentucky 
State Police reports, at 
approximately 4 a.m., a 
gunfight broke out between 
Dulaney and Vance, who 
were riding in the vehicle, 
and the occupants of 74 
Third Street in Allen. Police 
officials have not said who

sketchy at best, but state­
ments indicate an exchange 
of gunfire occurred 
between at least two indi­
vtduals,'' said Det. Mike

Relay figures 
·down from '07

The estimated numbers for the 
Floyd County Relay For Life are 
in, and they are down · over 
$30,000 from last year's total, 
with officials citing economic 
hardships as the primary reason 
for the steep decline. 

According to Teresa McCoart, 
chair of public relations, the tally 
is currently at $50,184. Last 
year's event brought in $83,095. 
The goal set for this year's Relay 
For Life was $100,000. 

"We feel fortunate to have 
raised that much with the eco-

nomic times that we are going 
through," McCoart said. "We had 
22 teams that signed up and 15 of . 
them were able to turn money 
in." 

This year's event was held at 
Archer Park instead of the usual 
location at the Prestonsburg cam­
pus of Big Sandy Community 
and Technical College . 
Organizers decided to move the 
event because of the large size of 
the track at the college. 

'The move worked out really 
well," McCoart said. "The small­
er area for walking kept the

Governor's order allows 
electric cars on Ky. roads

FRANKFORT 
Kentucky residents willing to 

., pay thousands for a low-speed 
electric car may now have an 
alternative to $4-a-gallon gas 
gu:t.zlers. 

Gov. Steve Beshear signed 
an executive order Tuesqay 
allowing three and four-wheel 
electric cars to putter along 
Kentucky roads that have post­
N speed limits of 45 mph or 
Jess. Slate orlicialg say they're 
working with at least onc'man­
ufacturer in hopes of landing a 
plant somewhere in Kentucky. 

"As of today, we're well on 
the way to implementing the 

~ use of electric vehicles in 
Kentucky and helping people 
save money and reducing our 
carbon footprint," Beshear 
~>aid. 

Such slow-moving electric 
·ehicles have 'llOl been 

allowed on Kentucky roads, 
but some state lawmakers had 
proposed legislation that 
\vould make them street legal. 
The proposal stalled in the 
!kncral Assembly earlier this 
~ear. 
• Transportation Cabinet 

(J Secretary Joe Prather said his 
agency has reviewed Lhe elec­
tric cars and found them safe 
for use under certain condi­
tions. Prather said it may take 
llP to three months for an 
[:mcrgcncy regulation to be in 
place setting up the offlctal 
limits . · 

Prather is also supposed to 
report back to Beshear with 
any needed legislative propos-

als or regulations by 
December. 

"These tough tin1es call for 
crealive and resourceful solu­
tions," Beshear said . 

David Cole, chairman of 
the Center for Automotive 
Research in Ann Arhor, Mich., 
said there arc safety concerns, 
such as how they would with­
stand a crash with faster and 
heavier vehicles. Cole also 
said it's uncertain whether 
consumers will huy the cars 
given some of their restric 
Lions. 

"Ifs pretty expensive tech­
nology - at least right now," 
Cole said. 

Currently, a Zap Xebra 
sedan retails for about $11.700 
v.hile the tmck version retails 
for about $12,500, Zap compa­
ny spokesman Alex Campbell 
said. 

Other full-performance 
electric vehicles may cost 
upward or $ 100,000. 

Ohio lawmakers recently 
passed legislation allowing the 
three-wheeled vehicles w trav­
el its roads starting in 
September. 

Randall Waldman, head or 
Integrity Manufacturing in 
Shepherdsville, said his firm is 
considering locating a plant to 
manufacture Zap electric vehi­
cles in Kentucky. Waldman 
estimated the facility could 
eventually employ up to 2,500 
people. 

Waldman said the vehicles 
arc safe and meet the same 
federal safety requirements as 
motorcycles.

Court rejects suit 
opposing religion 
in veterans care

MADISON, Wis. 
Taxpayers cannot sue the U.S. 
Department of Veterans 
Affairs for incorporating reli­
gion into its health care pro­
grams for the nation's veter­
ans, an appeals court has ruled. 

The 7th Circuit Court of 
Appeals ruled Tuesday the 
Madison-based Freedom From 
Religion Foundation and three 
or its members have no legal 
standing to bring the case. 

The group was trying to 
end the department's practice 
of asking patients about their 
religion in "spiritual assess­
ments," its usc of chaplains to 
treat patients, and drug and 
alcohol treatment programs 
that incorporate religion. It 
claimed those practices violat­
ed the separation of church 
and state. 

But the court ruled that fed­
eral taxpayers cannot chal­
lenge those expenditures. The 
court cited a U.S. Supreme 
Court decision last year in 
which the same group was not 
allowed to sue over President 
Bush's faith-based initiative. 

Tn that case. the court ruled 
5 4 the executive branch can­
not be sued by taxpayers for 
expenses that allegedly pro­
mole religion. Cases can only 
he brought when the question­
able expenditures are explicit 
ly authorized in a congression­
al spending bill, the court 
ruled. ' 

Congress never authorized 
spending on the chaplain serv­
ices, pastoral care and otl1cr 
programs challenged, the 7th 
Circuit ruled. 

Annie Laurie Gaylor, the 
foundation's co-president, crit­
icized the ruling but said an 
appeal to the Supreme Court 
was unlikely. She said the 
group would look for VA 
patients who object to their 

treatment to be -potential plain­
tiffs but said such a case would 
still be difficult to win. 

''The comts arc moving to 
the position where govern­
ment can fund religious activi­
tles and endorse religwn With­
out restraint," she said. "it's 
really very distw-bing." 

The veterans agency, which 
treated 5.3 million people at its 
facilities in 2005, says it 
believes spirituality should be 
integrated into care, but it 
allows patients to decide 
whether that involves reliltion. 

lts spiritual assessment~ ask 
patient<; a series of questions 
about their faith, such as how 
often they attend church and 
how important religion is in 
their 1i ves. Agency oflicials 
say the assessments help them 
determine patients' needs.

Democratic senate 
candidate releases ad

FRANKFORT 
Democrat Bruce Lunsford 
went on the attack Thursday 
with a TV ad portraying 
Republicllll Senate leader 
Mitch McConnell as the "mas­
ter" of Washington's insider 
system, saying the incumbent 
helps oil companies get tax 
breaks while politicians 
receive miiiions in campaign 
donations. 

Lunsford said in the new ad 
that consumers "get the short 
end of the stick." 

The statewide ad, 
Lunsford's second of the fall 
can1paign, is the latest in a 
back-and-forth fight as 
Kentucky's U.S. Senate candi­
dates try to link one another to 
high fuel prices. 

Until now, McConnell was 
the aggressor, running ads 
tying Lunsford to the state's 
gas tax. The ads said Lunsford, 
as a gubernatorial aide many 
years ago, played a role in 
passing a law resulting in peri­
odic increases in Kentucky's 
fuel tax. 

McConnell's ads also claim 
his challenger, a wealthy 
Louisville businessman, has 
personally profited from 
investing in oil and has sought 
campaign money from oil 

interests. 
Lunsford deflected the 

attack with his own ad, point­
ing to newspaper editorials 
lambasting McConnell's tele­
vision spot. Lunsford's cam­
paign said McConnell invested 
m a mutual fund that includes 
oil stock, and said gas prices 
have risen $2.50 per gallon 
since the Republican started 
his fourth tem1. 

Some prominent 
Democrats have said in recent 
days that Lunsford needed to 
go on the offensive against 
McConnell, a savvy strategist 
known for setting the tone of 
campaigns. 

Running as an outsider, 
Lunsford said in the new ad 
that the way Washington 
works, "politicians get millions 
in campaign cash" and special 
interests get what they want.

Willie Parker le'd the NFL 
in rushing until late 
December, and the Steelers 
have since added first-round 
drai"t pick Rashard 
Mendenhall ro complement 
him. The problem: Parker 
broke a leg, and the Steelers 
lost their final two games as 
the rushing yardage dried up. 

Roethlisberger and coach 
Mik~ Tomlin profess to hav­
ing considerable trust and 
faith in the offensive line, tra­
ditionally the strength of the 
offense. But the Steelers are 
entering the great unknown 
without All Pro left guard 
Alan Faneca. 

One of the best linemen in 
team history. Faneca signed 
with the Jets in the offseason.

CHARLOTIE, N.C. Kyle 
Busch can't win everywhere, 
proven by two horrendous races 
this season at Pocono Raceway. 

The Sprint Cup Series points 
leader ran out of ga<> Sunday and 
wound up a frustrating 36th. As 
miserable as the final result was, 

WI it was still an improvement over 
his last-place finish there in 
June. 

He bounced b~ck from Lhal 
accident-ending tirst visit ro 
Pocono, reeling oil' three wins in 
the five races that followed. 
Whether he can do i l again - or 
will even try - remains to be 
seen. 

Busch and his Joe Gibbs 
Racing team have a deci'Sion to 
make over the next live weeks: 
they can try to reclaim the 
momentum Busch has used all 
season while earning a sciics-

• best seven Cup wins, or they can 
start planning and preparing for 
the Chase for the championship. 

Jimmie Johnson took the lat­
ter route the past few years as he 
and crew chief Chad Knaus used 
this part of the schedule to fine­
tune their Chase package. 
Although it cost them victories 

in August. they were rewarded 
w1th back to back champi 
onship:> the past two season<;. 

But patience is hardly one of 
Busch's virtues, and trying to gel 
NASCAR's resident wild child 
to rein it in for a monthlong test 
session could be an Impossible 
challenge. 

"Tam not so sure he's capable 
of backing off," team owner Joe 
Gihbs sai~J. "f think he's kind or 
got a mind-set which I think 
~~ the best way to race for a 
championship - to go after it 
every week. We wouldn't wtmt 
to have him do anything other 
thtm try to win every race." 

Fortunately for Busch, the 
points system encourages tum to 
do just thal. 

Since NASCAR implement­
ed a I 0-point bonus last year for 
every "regular season" victory, 
there's a renewed emphasis on 
racing for wins rather than top­
lO finishes. Busch already has a 
series-best 70 bonus rx)ints he'll 
roll into the Chase, and his clos 
est challenger is Carl Edwards, 
wbo now has 30 bonus point<> 
after Sunday's win at Pocono. 

Edwards should actually 
have -+0 bonus points, but he wm. 
docked lO after his race-winning 
car in Las Vegas failed inspec 

lion. But in closing the gap al 
Pocono. Edwards took some of 
the shine orr tlf Busch's comfy 
lead by becoming his closest 
current Cha'\e challenger at just 
4-0 point<; hack. 

But is Edward'>' sudden surge 
-he's got a win and a pair of 
second place finishes in the past 
four races - enough to pul a 
paruc in Busch? Or maybe force 
crew chief Steve Addington to 
contemplate strategy over !he 
rest of the month'! 

Probably not. 
Gibbs is correct in doubting 

Busch can pull hack a bit and 
focus on the bigger pic.:ture. For 
all the strides the 23-year-old ha<> 
made this year in maturity, he's 
still a moody driver who ls 
C:ccply effected by his on-track 
perlonnance .. 

"1' m nor a happy person 
when I'm not running well," he 
admitted. 

And that's putting it politely. 
When Busch 1s winning -

and he's done so a NASCAR­
record 15 Limes this season span­
ning tlu·ce different series - he 
gains hoth a swagger in his gait 
and a mind-set that's he's 
tmbeatable. Thai's how 
Addingron needs his driver 
when the Chase starts in 

September. 
Quelling his momentum 

through hig-picture planning 
risks sending Busch into the 
championship run without the 
mental edge he's held over the 
competition most of the season. 

Busch seems to think he can 
be conservative once the 
Chase hegins. But until then, he 
doesn't want to stop racing for 
wins. And now that he's in con­
tention for Jeff Gordon's record 
of 13 Cup wins in a season, 
Busch wouldn't mind making a 
run at the mark. 

"You try to look forward at 
things and hopefully you can say 
that 13 is reasonable," he said. 
''It was pretty cool growing up 
and watching him and those 
times when be was able to run 
well and gel those marks and 
think of the unbelievable sea­
sons that he was having watch­
ing him when I was a kid. 

"If there's a shot for it that 
would be preuy cool." 

That would mean Busch 
needs to be aggressive the next 
five races, and mayhc even dur­
ing the Chase. Wins take a back 
scat to solid nms during the 10-
race title hunt, and Busch insists 
he understands that. 

"When the Chase starts, 

Roush says Edwards ready to win title

" Jack Roush isn't one to 
keep his opinions to himself. 

But Carl Edwards was 
obviously taken aback when 
the co-owner of Roush 
Fenway Racing looked over at 
the driving star after last 
Sunday's victory at Pocono 
and made a surprising com­
ment. "I' lllook at Carl when I 
say this, and he can slap me i r 
he wants," Roush said. "He 
wasn't ready to win a champi­
onship. 1 think, until this year. 

"I think, this year, he can go 
head-to-head with Jimmie 

i$ Johnson, Tony Stewart, with 
anybody else that's there. And 
I think he can close the deal." 

That was news to Edwards, 
in his fifth season driving for 
Roush and wllh points finishes 
of third and ninth on his 
resume. 

"1 understand what Jack is 
saying," Edwards noted. "I 
don' t necessarily agree 1 00 
percent, but I get the point. 

''I'll put it this way: I Jeel 
like T'm better as a race car 

driver than l'vc ever been. 1 
don't know irT wasn't ready to 
win a championship or some­
thing like that, but I can tell 
you that 1 feel like I've learned 
a lot." 

Kyle. Busch has garnered 
most of the headlines this sea­
son, winning seven of the nrsl 
21 races and building a 176-
pointlead over runner-up Dale 
Earnhardt Jr. with just five 
races remaining before the 
start of the Chase for the 
championship. 

But it could•be argued that 
Edwards has had the next best 
season, winning four times 
and sitting third in the points. 

Tf the 10-race Chase were 
to begin this week, the seeding 
of the 12 eligible drivers -
with each awarded 10 honus 
points for every victoty -
Busch would be on top and 
Edwards would begin the post­
season in second, just 30 
points behind. 

Roush, considered a strong 
judge of driving talent, has 
accumulated two Cup titles. 
two Nationwide champi­
onships - one by Edwards 

last year - and one truck title. 
So he has a prelly good idea 

how championships arc won 
and who wins them. 

"The championship ulti­
mately winds up being deter 
mined by how well you do 
when things go bad," Roush 
said. ''(Il"s) when you have to 
say, 'My car's not right. we've 
had a little wreck,' you know, 
something's happened. 

"Do you go on and self­
destruct or do you manage to 

. be in the frame of mind where 
you can go on and get the most 
out of it?" 

Heading to Watkins Glen 
this week, Roush Fenway also 
has Bitne eighth in the stand­
ings. 

Roush, who also fields Cup 
cars for 2003 champion Matt 
Kenseth. Jamie McMurray ~md 
David Ragan, praised Kenseth 
and his crew chief, Chip Bobn, 
who got caught out on strategy 
Sunday. Kcnscth finished 
II th. falling to 13th in the 
o;;tandings, just II points 
behind Clint Bowyer. 19 
behind Kevin Harvick and 35 
in front of Ragan in the battle 

to make the Chase. 
"Matt's done a greal with 

Chip," he said. "Right now, 
they and Carl and Bob are in 
the same league with the best. 
Unless you've got that level of 
maturity and wisdom and pres­
ence and experience tha gives 
you that. within lhe organiza­
tion, having a lot of speed in 
the car, being able to win a lot 
of races, is not going to do it. 

"When things · go bad, 
you're going to disintegrate. 
Carl is going to be able to 
(overcome) that this year. I'm 
real confident." 

And, Roush. who had all 
five of his drivers at the time 
in 200.5, still has high hopes 
for veterans Biffle and 
Kenseth and second-year Cup 
driver Ragan, too. 

''I have hopes still of get­
ting David Ragan in (the 
Chase), which will be real 
exciting," Roush said. "Of 
course. Matt and Greg will 
make <\ good accountmg or 
themselves, too. They're in 
championship form. The orga­
nizations look great."

Car owner Robby Gordon 
sees Sunday's NASCAR

chance to show the team's 
progress .and woo potential 
sponsors. 

Driver Robby Gordon just 
wants to feel what it's like to 
win again. 

lt's been five years and " . ,... 1 78 races since Gordon took 
the checkered flag, winning 
the 2003 event at The Glen 
lo complete a sweep or the 
two Cup road races that sea­
son while driving for 
Richard Childress Racing. 

Since starting his own 
team in 2005, Gordon' s suc­
cess has been limited. His 
only top-five finishes the 
past three seasons have been 
a second, fourth and fi l'th at 
Watkins Glen. 

Worse, each ensuing sea-
• son, sponsorship money has 

become harder to rind and 
he's still got a one-car opera­
tion - a distinct disadvan­
tage against powerhouses 
like the three car Joe Gibbs 
Racing, four-car Ht!ndrick 
Motorsports and five-Gar 
Roush Fenway Racing oper­
ations. 

But Gordon's roots are in 
road racing, in sports car<; 
and lndyCars, and he was a 
lop-notch off-road racer. He 
remains one of NASCAR's 
best on tracks with nght and 

• left turns. 
"We put a lot of effort into 

our road racing," he said 
Tuesday during a video con 
ference. "Not !hal we don ' t 
put a lot of effort into our 
O\ at racing as well, (but) this 
is something I've done for 
15 years now and I have a lot 
of cxpeiicncc road racing." 

There is constant specula­
tion that Gordon's time a~ an 
owner could end soon if be 
doesn't find more sponsors. 
But Gordon, who insists he 
is not spending his own 

~ money, said he's confident 

Robby Gordon Motorsports 
will have a sponsor next 
year. Jim Beam i<> the current 
sponsor. 

Gordon said getting the 
team running three years ago 
was the hardest part. He sees 
the outfit as mature and sta­
ble now, learning from mis­
takes and finding solutions 
to problems. 

"Every year we've 
climbed the tadder in points 
and we work ourselves up 
into a higher position," 
Gordon said. "l'm confident 
by the end or the year this 
year we'll learn from some 
of the mistakes we made 
again with the Car of 
Tomorrow." 

Even one-car teams, 
Gordon says, can struggle 
gelling everyone lo work 
together. 

"Tt sounds cra~:y,'' Gordon 
said. "You would think 
everybody working together 
would he on the same team 
anyway. But you have a lot 
or clique..;, a lot or groups. 
There's a lot of egos in this 
sport." 

And a lot of races. The 36 
events over 10 hectic 
months' add to the challenge 
for a small team. Gordon 
likened NASCAR to a sea­
son-long version of the 16-
day Dakar rally. 

'·By the time you get 
home on Monday, you got to 
be already having cars ready 
so that they can roll on the 
truck on Wednesday and go 
the next weekend," he said. 
"You ' ve got to really look 
into the future of what 
you're going to need to 
make your team better." 

Gordon·~ team is gerting 
used to the routine, enough 
so that he would like to add 
a second ~ar i r the team has 
enough success. 

"Like I said, we're four 
years into it now," Gordon 
said. "We're not racing the 
race of Wednesday or 
Thursday to get the car in 
the hauler. We're actually 

racing the race on the race­
track, and that's the most 
tmportant thing." 

A rew wins would help, 
too. Perhaps starting 
Sunday. 

Almirola back 
in No. 8 car

Carpentier focued on now

Patrick Carpentier couldn't 
help but laugh. 

Racing in front of his home 
fans during last weekend's 
Nationwide Series race in 
rain-soaked Montreal, 
Carpentier wasn't too busy 
chasing his first stock car win 
to keep from taking a look at 
one of the big TV screens, 
where he caught Carl Edwards 
using a squeegee on his wind­
shield. 

"T thought that was the 
highlight of the race," 
Carpentier said. "T was like, 
'Where the heck did he get 
that squeegee at?' T thought 
maybe he stopped at a gas sta­
tion on the way to the track. It 
wao;; funny." 

Carpentier's rookie 
NASCAR season hasn't been 
quite as amusing. 

The former open wheel star 
enters this weekend's Sprint 
Cup race at Watkins Glen 37th 
in the season points standings. 
He'll need to crack the top 35 
to guarantee his No. l 0 Gillett 
Evernham Motorsporrs team a 
spot on the series next year. 

If Carpentier is nervous 
about his job status. it doesn't 
show. The easygoing 
Canadian has become popular 
with fellow dlivcrs and seems 
to smile no matter the situa­
tion. He knows this weekend 
could be his final opportunity 
to convince his sponsors he 
deserves another year. but he's 
not going to treat every lap as 
his last. 

''H you worry about it, 
you'll perform worse most of 
the time,., he said. 

The race ·at the Glen marks 
the one-year anniversary of 
Carpentier's Sprint Cup debut. 
He navigated the tricky road 
course deftly last summer, fin­
IShing 22nd after starting 40th. 

"We had a good race,'' he 
said. "l went off track a couple 
of times (but) the car was fast 
and hopefully we'll have the 
same type of car this week­
end." 

Good cars have hccn hard 
to come by this year. 
Carpentier failed to qualify lor· 
Daytona and didn't .tinish in 
the top half olthe field in his 
first 15 races, hut thinks his 
team is turning it around. He 
won his first pole in New 
Hampshire, then finished a 
season-best 14th in Chicago. 

"The last five races and 
ever since we won the pole in 
Loudon, it's given us a little 
hit more confidence and no\v 
we 'rc runmng top-20 a little 
hit more." Carpentier said. 
"l"m starting to battle with 

(the Cup) drivers a little bit 
more where T couldn't early 
on out there. 

Now, the two-year transi­
tion from open wheel to 
NASCAR's top circuit 
appears to be paying off for 
Carpentier. who has quickly 
gained the respect of his fel­
low drivers. 

·His Nationwide Series 
results have been good, too. 
Carpentier has four top I Os in 
live starts this year and might 
have won in his home country 
if the Montreal race hadn't 
been shortened by rain. He 
settled for second. 

The fact he was in position 
to win is a testament to 
Carpentier's patience, some­
thing he had in short supply 
earfy in lhe season. 

'"in lndy cars, you can 
attack all the Llme," he said. 
'·You still have to he smooth, 
but you can enter (a corner) 
as late as you want and just 
abuse the car. I think you 
need a little bit more finesse 
with a stock car than you do 
with an Tndy car, otherwise 
you will just burn everything 
up'' 

lr"s a lesson Carpentier 
learned earlv 10 the season. 
Every weekend he· d find 
himself in a battle of wills 
with his car, and most of the 
time the car won. 

·'You have to le t the car do 
what it wants." he said. 
"That's the biggest thing T' ve 
learned. I'm still learning. 
Every race that we go to, 
every o·ack that 1 race on, I'm 
still learning a little bit more 
and more." 

He hopes that knowledge 
will translate a t the Glen. 
While he's still a little leery 
runni ng in trarnc on big 
ovals, Carpentier feels com­
torrablt;: when the track makes 
you turn lert and right. 

''Things don· t happen so 
htst as when you're in an Indy 
car," he said. '·Even at an 
(o'val) track like Las Vegas, I 
was coming down the 
straightaway and I would 
snap sideways with the car. 
But on a road course, things 
happen a little bit more slow­
ly." 

A strong finish this week­
end would make a compelling 
argument for Carpentier's 
re turn next year. E\'en if 
Gillett Evernha.m decides to 
let him go, don't expect 
Carpentier to return to his 
open wheel roots. 

" I like NASCAR." he said .

QB Pullev dismissed from 
Kentuckv football team

LEXINGTON - Curtis 
Pulley's off-field problems 
never allowed him to live up 
to his on-field promise. 

The talented but troubled 
Kentucky quarterback was 
dismissed from the team 
Tuesday by coach Rich 
Brooks for a nolation of 
team rule:., a move that 
hands the starting quarter­
back job Pulley was vying 
for to sophomore Mike 
Hartline. 

'Trn in the business of 
taking a young man and 
building him into a responsi­
ble young man, and obvious­
ly 1 feel like rvc failed in 
lhis situation," Brooks &aid. 
'·Sometimes for the hcttcr 
good of the whole, some 
parts have to be sacrificed." 

The dismissal follows a 
turbulent offseason for 
Pulley that included a pa.ir of 
run-ins with police. Pulley 
was arrested on traffic 
charges in Hardin County on 
July 22 and pleaded guilty to 
speeding in district court last 
week. He received a citation 
for marijuana poo;session in 
Louisville in June. 

Brooks said last week 
Pulley would miss playing 
time because of his legal 
lroubles but still had a 
chance to \\·in the starting 

JOb. The coach reconsidered 
after gelling more details on 
PulJey's situation. 

"There is basically a lillie 
more as I delved into it than 
1 was aware of at the Lime," 
Brooks said. 

The decision came as a 
"shock'' to Hartline, who 
wilJ likely be the starter 
·when the Wildcats 
open the season at 
Louisville on Aug. 
31. 

Controversy, however, 
seemed to dog Pulley nearly 
from the moment he stepped 
on campus. 

Named Kentucky's "Mr. 
Football'' ' following his 
senior season at 
Hopkinsville (Ky.) in 2004, 
Pulley's comhination of 
speed and athleticisn:l caught 

the eye or 
offensive 
coordinator 
Joker Phillips. 

"I knew he was 
going to get in 
some playing time 
troubles," Hartline 
said. "But in the 
end it's all about 
what you have and 
how you plan to 
move on. Since

"When you 
recruit a kid, 
you get all 
these expecta­
tions of Curtis 
being a great 
player, and he 
is a great play­
er, we just 

he's not on our team any­
more, it ' s tragic and every­
body wants him on our team,

Brooks said he's not con­
cerned about Hartline's abil­
ity to lead the Wildcats, 
though he would have pre­
ferred to give the job to 
Hartline based on merit, not 
necessity. 

"I had hoped this would­
n't be the way that the start­
ing quarterback would be 
named," Brooks said.
