Rogers tout~ importance of coal

PRESTONSBURG - U.S. Rep. 
Harold "Hal" Rogers of the 5th 
District aired his Washington woes 
Monday in Prestonsburg during a 
special function with the Floyd 
County Chamber of Commerce. 

The luncheon, titled "Lunch in 
Mister Roger's Neighborhood," held 
in May Lodge at Jenny Wiley State 
Resort Park, offered Rogers an 
opportunity discuss the current ener-

gy crisis and h1s take on "what's not 
happening in Washington." 

During the speech, Rogers blasted 
Speaker of the House Nancy Pelosi 
(D-Calif.), calling Pelosi and her 
associates "radical environmental­
ists" for refusing to allow members 
of Congress to bring to the tloor a 
proposed energy bill which would 
allow off-shore drilling. 

"Pelosi recessed Congress. and 
took off on a book-signing tour," 
Rogers said. 

Rogers has been an active partici-

pant in the so-calll'd ''shadow 
Congrl~s" which has been pushing 
the house to come back into session 
for a vote on the bill. 

"We must solve the oil supply 
problem as a matter of national secu­
rity," Rogers said. 

In 1981, Congress imposed a 
moratorium on off-shore drilling, 
which has been extended annually 
since then for most coastal waters, 
with exceptions in the Gulf of

Shooting 
suspect

PREST6NSBURG - A man being 
held in custody for a drive-by shooting 
last week in Allen 
is scheduled to 
appear in Floyd 
County District 
Court today for his 
preliminary hear­
ing. 

Jessie Dulaney, 
26, of Banner, who 
allegedly fired a 
weapon at a num­
ber of people at a 
home in Allen, has Jessie Dulaney 
been charged with 
five counts of attempted murder. 

Dulaney was reportedly driving the 
car, and was injured when at least one res­
ident of the home returned fire on the 
vehicle. According to authorities Dulaney 
was treated and released for a gunshot 
wound from Highlands Regional Medical 
Center. 

Sally B. Vance, 30, of Prestonsburg, 
who was a passenger in the vehicle, was 
shot during the assault and later died at 
the University of Kentucky Chandler 
Medical Center from injuries she sus­
tained in the gun battle. 

Accordmg to Kentucky State Police 
reports, a gun fight broke out last week 
between the occupants of a vehicle and 
the residents of 74 Third Street in Allen. 
Police have not said who started the 
shooting, or how Vance was shot. 

"The details surrounding the shooting 
incident are sketchy at best, but state­
ments indicate an exchange of gunfire 
occurred between at least two individu­
als," said Det. Mike Goble in a released 
statement. 

Goble said that one of the suspects,

Local Pizza Hut operator ftles for bankruptcy

The rise in minimum wage is one of 
the reasons cited b~ Midland Food 
Services, owner of 92 Pizza Hut restau­
rants including one in Prestonsburg, for 
the company's recent bankruptcy fil-
ing. _ 

According to the filing, Midland 
Food Services was not able to keep up 

with the hike in minimum wage, along 
with the rising cost of ingredients and 
term leases that the company describes 
as "unfavorable." 

Minimum wage in · Kentucky 
increased to $6.55 an hour, an increase 
of almost 12 percent, in 1 une. 
Previously, minimum wage in the state 
was $5.15 an hour. 

High gasoline prices have also taken 
a toll on national eatery chains, with 

families reportedly eating at home 
instead of driving to the restaurants for 
meals. 

Midland owns five Pizza Hut 
restaurants in Eastern Kentucky, with 
one location in Prestonsburg, two in 
Pikeville. and one each in Paintsville 
and Louisa. 

This is the second time in less than 
l 0 years that the company has filed for 
bankruptcy, with the last filing taking 

place in October 2000. It took Midland 
· less than a year to emerge from of 
bankruptcy protection and get back on 
fairly stable financial ground. 

According to reports, Midland 
recorded $64 million for its last fiscal 
year, but failed to make a $27.5 million 
principal payment to Capmark 
Finance. Capmark is a company that

Rummage was rehired as a consultant 
two months after he retired last year 
and got a raise before retiring, The 
Courier-Journal in Louisville reported 
Tuesday. 

Feds probe connection to Lawson 
Then-Transportation Secretary Bill 

Nighbert - who is also under scrutiny 
of investigators - approved both the 
raise and the rehiring, according to 
Rummage's personnel file. 

An FBI affidavit filed last week 
claims Rummage gave confidential 
cost estimates for road projects to a 
prominent road contractor, Leonard 
Lawson of Lexington. 

Rummage referred questions to his 

attorney. Marc Murphy. Murphy said 
Rummage simply followed directions 
from Nighbcrt. his boss, by obtaining 
the confidential estimates. Murphy said 
any implication that the raise and rehir­
ing is evidence of a conspiracy or even 
a friendship with Nighbert is wrong. 
He said Rummage had nothing more 
than an boss-worker relationship with 
the former transportation secretary.

The shape 
of a slump 

w-

Gas prices are up, a lot. Housing prices are down, a lot. Jobs 
are disappearing. The American auto industry is on its knees, and 
2,400 Chrysler workers soon will lose their jobs. 

No wonder America is in a funk. The average American is feel­
ing poorer, and for good reason. The typical paycheck buys 2 per­
cent less than it did a year ago, according to U.S. government fig­
ures. 

How long will this go on? A year ago, some economists­
including former Federal Reserve Board Chairman Alan 
Greenspan - were predicting a "V-shaped" recession - a slump 
that does down sharply and but recovers fairly quickly. But 12 
months into the slowdown, the slump looks more like a "U-reces­
sion," a slowdown that starts slowly and lingers a while before 
beginning a slow recovery. The nightmare is the "L-shaped" 
slump, one that goes down fast and stays down, sometimes for 
years. 

"One of the big factors now is fear," says economist Pat Welch 
of St. Louis University. "People are getting blind-sided by mort­
gage, food and gas prices, and they're worried about their jobs." 

America is suffering from inter-related meltdowns in the real 
estate, banking and credit industries, topped off by growing infla­
tion. Banks and investment funds could lose more than $400 bil­
lion on their subprime mortgage investments. 

As a result, banks have cut back sharply on lending. Fewer 
buyers can get mortgages today, so housing prices keep falling. 
They're down 18 percent over two years, according to the 
S&P/Case-Shiller index, and no one is sure where the bottom is. 

In business, even credit-worthy corporations are finding it hard 
to borrow, further slowing the pace of the economy. 

Meanwhile, high oil prices are causing a jolting transition in the 
auto industry and airlines. The result is rising unemployment. Jobs 
have declined for seven months in a row. The jobless rate, 5.7 per­
cent, is up a full point over the past year. 

No two recessions are alike. In some ways, the factors behind 
this one resemble those that brought on the slump of 1991. At that 
time, savings-and-loan institutions were collapsing by the hun­
dreds. Commercial real estate was tanking. Junk bonds - the sub­
prime mortgages of the corporate world - were cratering. This 
brought on a credit crunch, even as the Persian Gulf War sent oil 
prices soaring. 

Officially, that recession lasted eight months, but it was fol­
lowed by a recovery so slow that voters rejected incumbent 
President George H.W. Bush in 1992 and installed Bill Clinton in 
office. 

The Federal Reserve has staved off panic by lending billions to 
the banking system. But the Fed's standard anti-recession medi­
cine - cutting short-term interest rates - hasn't worked his time. 
The Fed has cut short-term interest rates from 5.25 percent to 2 
percent. When money gets cheap, people are supposed to start 
borrowing and spending· again. 

But people can' t borrow if banks won't lend. And the Fed dares 
not cut rates further for fear of fueling inflation. Consumer prices 
are up 5 percent over the past year, the highest rate in 17 years. 

Government stimulus checks helped a little this spring, keeping 
consumer spending positive. The recently passed housing bill will 
save a few hundred thousand families faced with foreclosure, but 
many more will lose their homes. 

Although some additional tactics could help ease the situation, 
the only real cure is time. It will take many months for the credit 
system to heal, raise new capital and resume lending. Clearly the 
credit industry doesn't believe that housing prices have fallen far 
enough yet to match true value. The auto industry must retool to 
make smaller cars, and some firms might dip into bankruptcy 
along the way. The nation is for a long, dreary slog.

House week in 

review 
by STATE REP. HUBERT COLLINS 

The railroad industry has a saying: 
"The safest crossing is the one that 
doesn' t exist." 

If you wonder what that means, 
take a look at the state-by-state statis­
tics on railroad crossing collisions and 
casualties and you'll get a better idea. 
Thousands of cars and trucks were 
involved in collisions with trains at 
railroad crossings across the country 
in 2007, and about half the drivers of 
those vehicles were either injured or 
killed in the crash. It is surprising that 
more did not die, since statistics show 
that a motorist is 20 times more likely 
to die in a collision with a train than in 
a crash with another vehicle . 

CSX Railroad official Br) an 
Glover and Wayne Gentry, who l'~l\ll · 
dinates Kentucky's Operation 
Lifesaver railroad safety program. 
used the old adage about nulroad 
crossings in their presentation bd'nn.· 
the Interim Joint Committee on 
Transportation last week. As the state 
with the 12th largest numhcr or cross­
ing collisions in the nation. both men 
explained their organization's efforts 
to reduce crossing accidents and 
improve railroad safety. 

For CSX. a federal mandate that 
requires railroads to reduce the num 
ber of crossings nationwide is part of 
that effort. Glover said CSX works 
with both the state Department of 
Transportation and Operation 
Lifesaver to identify crossings that 
could be targeted for closure. 

The efforts of CSX, Operation 
Lifesaver and cooperating govern­
ment agencies appear to be working. 
In 2007, there were 16 fewer colli-

-!-

sions at railroad crossings in 
Kentucky than there were in 2003. 
But reducing the number of crossings 
is not the only solution, and certainly 
not the best immediate solution-no 
matter what that old saying implies. 

Both Glover and Gentry agreed 
that educating the public on the dan­
gers of disobeying railroad crossing 
signals while in a motor vehicle and 
trespassing on railroad property by 
walking or riding four-wheelers or 
other types of vehicles along railroad 
corridors is key to saving lives, as is 
enforcement. 

Operation Lifesaver regularly 
teaches railroad safety to elementary 
school children, high schoolers in dri­
ver's training and those in private dri­
ver's courses offered by groups like 
the American Automobile 
Association. At my suggestion, 
Gentry said Operation Lifesaver is 
also looking into working with state 
traffic school on a railroad safety 
component. 

CSX, Glover said, stresses county­
wide railroad safety training with 
school bns drivers, which could be at 
least one reason why there have been 
no crossing collisions involving 
school buses in Kentucky in many 
years. Another reason? Gentry said 
safery coordinators encourage school 
districts to route buses away from 
roadways with crossings when possi­
ble. 

One of the best teaching tools that 
Gentry has is video footage of actual 
crossing collisions between trains. 
cars and trucks taken from cameras 
fixed inside the train engine cabin. 
Clip after clip of the black and white 
railview footage shows everything 
from small compact cars to large con­
struction vehicles behind plowed like 
snow off the track by a train which, on 
average, weighs 12 million pounds. 

Most motorists don't know that a 

train weighs that much, or that it takes 
a train traveling at 55 !JlPh up to 5,280 
feet, or one mile, to come to a com­
plete stop compared to 200 feet for the 
average car traveling that fast. So the 
message that Gentry and Glover are 
trying to get out is basically that, 
where there IS a crossing, obey the 
signs and train signals. . 

Oh. and don't try to outrun a train. 
All those railroad crossing signals, 

flashing lights and stop signs near 
crossings mean only one thing: Stop 
at the crossing and let the train pass. If 
you try to race the train, even if the 

• 

race ends in a tie, you will lose. ·• 
I mentioned that there have not 

been any collisions between trains and 
school buses in the Commonwealth in 
many years. But what I did not men + 
tion that there is a third reason for that 
phenomena--enforcement. 

State laws are very strict on school 
bus drivers who disobey railroad safe-
ty laws. If a bus driver is convicted of 
certain railroad crossing offenses in 
state law, that person is disqualified 
from driving a bus for a 60 day for a 
first otTense and 120 days for a second 
offense within three years and could 
face substantial fines. The average 
motorist, however, might only receive • 
a ~25 fine for breaking the law. 

It is doubtful whether a driver in a 
hurry is going to let a s all fine deter 
them from trying to run through a 
crossing, but knowing that they may 
not'survive if they try to do so could. 
Preliminary federal stats show that 
nine people died in railroad crossing 
accidents in 2007, putting Kentucky 
among the top 15 states for such fatal­
ities behind states .Jike California and 
Texas. Too many of us are dying in 
these accidents, and there is no need. 

So let's do as Operation Lifesaver 
says and "Look, Listen, and Live" as 
long as there are railroad crossings on 
our roads. ~

Bu get cuts mean end 
of TV college courses

FRANKFORT - A pro­
gram that has helped thou­
sands of Kentuckians get a 
college education will end due 
to state budget cuts. 

Kentucky Educational 
Television will stop airing· 
College Courses after the fall 
2008 semester, KET 
spokesman Tim Bischoff told 
The Kentucky Enquirer. The 
program offered classes for 
busy students and those in 
rural areas for 30 years. 

More than 140,000 students 
have enrolled in the program 
since it was tlrst offered in 
1978 as a way to appeal to 
nontraditional students. 

The Counci l on 
Postsecondary Education had 
funded the program with a 
$182,700 annual grant, but it 
notified KET it would discon­
tinue the grant this year 
because of state budget cuts. 

Gov. Steve Beshear plans to 
talk with the Council on 
Postsecondary Education "to 
determine if the source of 
those funds is gone long term 
or if there might be O!her 

things that we can do," said 
spokesman Jay Blanton. 

Those enrolled can watch 
classes on television , view 
them online or order DVDs 
from KET instead of traveling 
to campus. Students communi­
cate with their professors by 
phone or e-mail and most uni­
versities require a few on cam­
pus sessions during the semes­
ter for discussions and exams. 

"The real benefit of this 
program is the access that it 
allows students to have to 
nigher ed'ucation," Bischoff 
said. "Students sometimes 
have barriers of time or barri­
ers of distance to higher edu­
cation. This program has been 
able to break down those barri­
ers.'' 

Bischoff called the program 
unique because it was able to 
bringing college classes into 
living rooms across the state. 

"We' re always looking for 
ways, and open to ways, we 
can serve adult learners," 
Bischoff said. "It 's core to who 
we are, it's core to our educa­
tional mission, we were cer­
tainly disappointed that the 
program 1s ending." 

said society spokeswoman 
Lisa Cleveland 

"Il will be fun for students 
and educational," Cleveland 
said. She said teachers will 
devise lesson plans about 
Lincoln, based on what chil­
dren !cam about him at the 
fatr. 

Central City Elementary 
School teachers Dorothy 
Parker and Peggy Shoemaker 
plan to take 84 fifth-graders 
from the school the 100 miles 
to the fair to see the Lincoln 
exhibit~. 

"J want to take pictures and 
perhaps do a play for the 
whole school," Parker said. 

Lincoln was to have been 
portrayed at the exhibit by 
interpreter Jim Sayre, 72. of 
Lawrenceburg, but he recently 
broke his ankle and the exhib­
it organizers said last week 
they were seeking a substitute. 

Lincoln exhibits at the fair 
include parts of a Kentucky 
Educational Television special 

on video in a theater setting. 
There will also he a store to 
show what people could buy in 
the 1790s and cutouts of Abe 
and Mary Lincoln where chil­
dren can insert their faces and 
have photos made. 

Fairgocrs will be intro­
duced to Lincoln-related sites 
through the Kentucky Lincoln 
Heritage Trail, said Kentucky 
Historical Society Executive 
Director Kent Whitworth. 
They include the Abraham 
Lincoln Birthplace National 
Historic Site that marks the 
location of his birth in a log 
cabin near Hodgenville, some 
45 miles south of Louisville. 

National Park Ranger 
Rodney Blanton said rangers 
from the historic site will work 
in the Lincoln display at the 
state fair. 

Visitors may pick up a trail 
"passport" to begin collecting 
stamps at Lincoln sites across 
the state and after collecting 
10 or more, they become eligi-

ble to win monthly prizes such 
as T-shirts, caps and mugs. 

Whitworth said the fair will 
feature demonstrations of how 
split-rail fences were made 
and the Historical Society's 
HistoryMobile - a converted 
tractor-trailer - will be at the 
fair with more Lincoln infor­
mation. 

Aside from the Lincoln 
focus at the fair, there are more 
traditional fair activities and 
exhibits, as well as more exot­
ic acts. 

A tiger will walk a tight 
rope in one of this year's spe­
cialty acts. Fair spokesman 
Edward Browne said there will 
also be a band roving through 
the crowds, playing water 
jugs, pots, pans and home­
made 'instruments. 

The Brooks and Dunn 
Cowboy Town Tour with ZZ 
Top and special guest Rodney 
Atkins kick off the profession­
al entertainment opening 
night, Aug. 14, at 8 p.m. EDT 

at Freedom Hall. The follow­
ing night, Vanessa Hudgens 
and Corbin Bleu will be on 
stage .with special guests 
Jordan Pruitt and Drew Seeley. 

On Saturday, Aug. 16, Brad 
Paisley will perform along 
with Jewel, Chuck Wicks and 
Julianne Hough.

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Ambrose shines again in a memorable weekend

WATKINS GLEN, N.Y. -
A day after he made NASCAR 
history, Marcos Ambrose near­
ly did it again. 

Ambrose, who won the 
Nationwide Zippo 200 at 
Watkins Glen International on 
Saturday to become the first 
Australian to win a NASCAR 
race, drove the No. 21 Wood 
Brothers Ford to an impressive 
third-place finish Sunday in the 
Centurion Boats at The Glen 
Cup race after starting last. 

"It was just a real thrill," 
Ambrose said. "You don't get 
many chances in life to do 
something special like this, and 
today I'm going to look back 
very fondly. I've come a long 
way." 

The win by the 31-year-old 
Ambrose, a native of 
Tasmania. was being called 
back home the biggest break­
through in international motor­
sports by an Australian since 
Alan Jones won the Formula 
One crown nearly two decades 
ago. 

Ambrose, who raced one 
year in the Craftsman Truck 
Series and is in the top 12 in 
the Nationwide Series, is slated 
to race full-time in Cup next 
year with JTG Daugherty 
Racing. 

Eddie Wood will be sad to 
see him go. 

"Marcos has done a heck of 
a job fqr the first time here in a 
Cup car," Wood said. "We 
needed this so badly." 

It was the first top-five fin­
ish for the Wood Brothers 
since 2005 on the road course 
at Sonoma. 

POOR STRATEGY: Dale 
Earnhardt Jr. started on the 
front row, gained the lead on 

the second lap from eventual 
winner Kyle Busch, and sailed 
away, leading 27 of the first 28 
laps. 

Then poor pit strategy 
doomed what could have been 
a breakthrough day. Earnhardt 
has never won a Cup road race, 
and when he was forced to give 
up the lead with 27 laps 
remaining by pitting under 
caution, he lost his track posi­
tion and finished 22nd. 

"What are we going to do to 
get a good finish?" said 
Earnhardt, who dropped two 
spots in the points standings to 
fourth. "I was happy we had a 
good car. Strategy got messed 
up there at the end." 

"If the caution hadn't come 
out, we'd been sitting rosy," 
said Earnhardt's crew chief, 
Tony Eury·Jr. 

RACING IN THE RAIN: 
Racing in the rain at the Sprint 
Cup level is not on the horizon, 
but some drivers think it would 
make sense and be very enter­
taining. 

Using Goodyear's specially 
grooved wet-weather tire&, the 
Nationwide Series made histo­
ry a week ago in Montreal 
when Ron Fellows won 
1\ASCAR's first major points 
race in the rain. 

"It's definitely a possibili­
ty," said Tony Stewart, a six­
time winner on road courses. 
"Goodyear did an excellent 
job. I'm their biggest critic at 
times. They can do things right 
at times. You still got to see the 
race. You get to see guys who 
are a lot out of their element, 
and that's fun. It's fun to watch 
those drivers adapt." 

Rain tires have not been an 
option for Sprint Cup Series 
teams on road courses since 
2006. 

Sprint Cup qualifying 

Priday at Watkins Glen was 
canceled because of rain f'or 
the fourth time in five years. 
but NASCAR vice president of 
competition Robin Pemberton 
said that, despite those statis­
tics, too many factors weigh 
against using rain tires for Cup 
events. But Pemberton added 
that NASCAR would always 
consider anything. 

Goodyear had 600 rain tires 
on site at Watkins Glen for the 
Nationwide cars, and the tires 
would have been used if it 
rained. It didn't. 

Rain tires were used for an 
official Craftsman Truck Series 
practice at Watkins Glen in 
1999. At the 2000 Cup event at 
The Glen, NASCAR offered 
drivers the opportunity to test 
rain tires in an unofficial ses­
sion and Dale Earnhardt, Mark 
Martin, Robby Gordon, Todd 
Bodine, and Jeff Burton briefly 
tried them, though the tires 
were never used for an official 
practice. 

Jeff Gordon isn't too fond 
of the idea, though. "I like to 
see where I'm going," he said.

NASCAR SPRIN.T CUP SERIES: Kvle Busch wins again

WATKINS GLEN, N.Y. -
If Kyle Busch has a weakness, 
it's apparently going to be 
awfully difficult -to fmd. 

After rivals Jimmie Johnson 
and Jeff Gordon said during 
the week they thought he was 
slipping following two straight 
lackluster finishes, Busch 
answered by making 
NASCAR history on Sunday. 
He led 52 laps froni the pole 
and won the Centurion Boats 
at The Glen at Watkins Glen 
International to become the 

f first driver in NASCAR's his­
tory to ~in three road course 
races in one season. 

"That's pretty neat, pretty 
special to me," said Busch, 
who finished second Saturday 
in the Nationwide race here. 
''To be a force to be reckoned 
with means a lot. This year has 
just been phenomenal. It's just 
crazy." 

Busch, who also clinched 
the top spot in the 10-race 
Chase for the Sprint Cup title, 
has won 16 races in 
NASCAR's top three series 

41! this season - eight in Sprint 
Cup, six in Nationwide and 
two in trucks. His win Sunday 

completed a trifecta on road 
courses that includes the 
Nationwide race in Mexico in 
April and the Cup race at 
Sonoma in June. 

Busch also joined another 
select group. Only Jeff 
Gordon, Tony Stewart and 
Robby Gordon had swept both 
Cup road course events in the 
same year. 

''That kid's awesome," said 
Steve Addington, Busch's 
crew chief. "I can't believe we 
don't win a race in three or 
four weeks and we're in a 
slump." 

Actually, Busch has won 
four of the past seven races, 
and Sunday's victory gives 
him 80 bonus points for the 
Chase, 50 more than Carl 
Edwards with four races 
remaining before the postsea­
son. Drivers get 10 bonus 
points for a vi~tory. 

After a 43-minute red-flag 
stoppage due to a multi car pile­
up with eight laps to go, Busch 
held off Joe Gibbs Racing 
teammate Stewart, who was 
bidding for his fifth win here in 
seven starts. Stewart settled for 
his second straight runner-up 
finish and moved within 10 
points of Jeff Gordon for sixth 
in the standings .. 

"I never could get the runs 
in the right spots," said 
Stewart, who also has finished 
second twice here in the past 
three years. "I needed to stay 
with him to be close enough to 
try to make a move in a brak­
ing zone. We never could get 
close enough to get an opportu­
nity." 

Marcos Ambrose of 
Tasmania, who started last in 
the No. 21 Wood Brothers 
Ford, finished an amazing third 
a day after winning the 
Nationwide race. 

"It's just a great weekend all 
around," Ambrose said after 
only his third Cup start of his 
brief NASCAR career. "I hope 
I can give the Wood Brothers a 
shot in the arm that they need 
to really get the momentum to 
move forward." 

Ambrose was followed by 
Juan Pablo Montoya and 
Martin Truex Jr. 

Kevin Harvick was sixth, 
followed by Jimmie Johnson, 
Denny Hamlin, Edwards and 
Kurt Busch. Matt Kenseth fin­
ished 12th to move into 12th 
place in the standings, 22 
points ahead of Clint Bowyer 
in the race for the final slot to 
make the postseason. 

Jeff Gordon, a four-time 

winner at Watkins Glen, began 
the day sixth in points, but 
faded quickly after a strong 
start and finished 29th. 

Dale Earnhardt Jr., who has 
never won a Cup race on a road 
course, took off to a big lead 
after passing Busch on the sec­
ond lap and figured to be a 
strong contender. But poor pit 
strategy derailed his effort and 
he finished 22nd after leading 
33 laps and fell two slots in the 
standings to fourth. 

Johnson had a stout car, too, 
but an unscheduled pit stop for 
a tire problem spoiled his 
chances of notching the first 
road-course victory of his 
career. 

Running up front most of 
the day around the 2.45-rnile, 
1 I -tum course, Busch allowed 
Stewart to pass him on Lap 54 
so Stewart could collect five 
bonus points for leading, then 
quickly regained the top spot 
when Stewart moved over the 
next time around. 

Busch and Stewart made 
their final pit stop one lap later 
and regained the top two spots 
on lap 65 when Earnhardt gave 
up the lead and pitted under 
caution, losing all of his track 
position. 

"He was fast," Busch said 

of Stewart. "I knew that he was 
going to be good. We both 
came in together and left 
together, and that was probably 
the win right there, to be able· 
to beat him off pit road. Once 
we did that, I kind of got up 
through the esses better than 
him and we pulled away." 

The JGR teammates stayed 
1-2 until Ryan Newman, run­
ning third and hoping for a 
strong finish to enhance his 
chances of making the Chase, 
slid off course in turn 1 on lap 

. 79, bringing out the third cau­
tion of the race and bunching 
the field for a nine-lap dash to 
the finish. 

The dash was shortlived. A 
stunning multicar crash on the 
final turn of lap 82 of the 
220.5-rnile race brought out a 
red flag stoppage that lasted 43 
minutes. 

The pileup started when 
Michael McDowell spun 
David Gilliland, who caromed 
off the wall and was slammed 
hard again by Bobby Labonte, 
with both cars spinning vio­
lently around. Max Papis, 
Dave Blaney, and Sam Homish 
Jr. also were unable to avoid 
the carnage, with Hornish 
slamming hard into the water 
barrier at the entrance to pit 

road. 
"I couldn't see," Blaney 

said. "It was a big hit for a 
bunch of guys." 

Labonte was taken to a local 
hospita1 for · evaluation and 
released. The other drivers 
involved were taken to the care 
center and also released. 

''I'm fine, I'm broken in my 
heart," Papis said. "We were 
ready to attack. I know with 
nine to go, you get up on the 
wheel and push hard. Pushing 
and shoving is OK, but that 
was crazy. I guess there wasn't 
much place to go. They kept 
pushing and shoving." 

The 90-lap race resuined 
with six laps remaining, and 
Busch sailed away on the 
restart and was never chal­
lenged. 

"I was worried," Busch 
said.

"I just feel like a weight is 
off my shoulders, just a huge 
relief," said Ambrose, who was 
third last week in the rain in 
Montreal after leading the most 
laps and second on the road 
course in Mexico. "We've 
come close. We haven't been 
able to close the deal. I've had 
to be patient.'' 

"He's been due," Busch 
said. "He was leading last week 
in the rain by nine seconds." 

Matt Kenseth finished third, 
followed by Kevin Harvick and 
polesitter Dario Franchini, who 
was back in a NASCAR race­
car for the first time in nearly a 
month. Franchitti, who lost his 
Cup ride with Chip Ganassi 
Racing last month because of a 
lack of sponsorship, led 18 laps 
in the first of seven Nationwide 
starts the former Indianapolis 
500 champion will make this 
season for Ganassi.

But Paducah grower Danny Garrett 
says his produce busmess selling fresh veg­
gies at a roadside store and a local farmer's 
maA.et is up this year.

"People are just trying to save some 

money," Garrett said in a t~lephone inter­
view. 

Farmers' markets are growing in num­
bers across Kentucky. And, the state has 
been ramping up its efforts promoting farm­
ers' markets and their locally grown pro­
duce. 

This summer the state Capitol grounds 
was host to a large farmers' market with 
more than 20 growers from Franklin County 
and nearby locations. Last we~k was desig­
nated to honor farmers' mark~ts throughout 
Kentucky. 

"Farmers' markets are a great source of 
fresh Kentucky Proud fruits and vegetables. 
Many also sell canned goods, meat, dairy

"It wasn't supposed to be picked until September 
20." 

According to Slone, the 660-pound pumpkin 
was well on its way to weighing over 1,000 
pounds. 

"It was on pace to be over 1,400 pounds," 
Slone said. "I have three more growing right now. 
Two of them arc at 250 pounds and one is around 
450 pounds." 

Slone uses organic material to spur the giant 
growth spurts of his pumpkins, and it has been a 
major success for him so far. 

"I use things like kelp, seaweed and humic 
acid," Slone said. "The pumpkin would have kept 

· on growing if it hadn't been for a fungus." 
Slone plans on eventually going for the record 

books with the fruits of his labors, and by his esti-

mation he would have been close to the world 
record if the fungus hadn't ended the growth spurt 
of the 660-pound pumpkin. 

Competitive pumpkin farming is very popular 
in the United States, with the annual Pumpkin and 
Arts Festival in California drawing crowds of 
over 250,000 each year. The winning pumpkins at 
this event regularly top over 1,200 pounds. 

The world record for pumpkin size first 
crossed the 1,000 pound mark in 1994. In 1981, 
the record was only 500 pounds. 

The current world record pumpkin was grown 
in Massachusetts in 2007. It weighed in at 1,689 
pounds. 

'T m eventually going to be able to go for the 
world record," Slone said.
