Pike judge 
advocates 
road tolls

(. PIKEVILLE - Pike 
County Judge-Executive 
Wayne T. Rutherford has 
sent a proposal to Gov. 
Steve Beshear to reinstate 
toll charges along two 
Kentucky highways. 

Rutherford says the tolls 
would help in the recent 
efforts to bring improve­
ments to widen and 
expand the Bert T. Combs 
Mountain Parkway and the 
Hal Rogers Parkway. 

The toll fees would help 
in paying for these 
improvements, according 
to Rutherford, who said 

•earlier this week that the 
projects for the two high­
ways could mean hundreds 
of jobs for people in the 
region. 

''Why don't they try it 
with jobs from the bottom, 
in the infrastructure," 
Rutherford said, referring to 
the recent talks of bailouts 
in Washington, D.C. " 

In his proposal, 
Rutherford gave no exact 
amount for toll fees, but 
has said he would be will­
ing to pay fees to see pro­
jects move forward. 

• 1 In 2003, tolls were lifted 
on the Hal Rogers 
Parkway, formerly known 
as the Daniel Boone 
Parkway. U.S. Rep. Hal 
Rogers successfully intro­
duced legislation in 
Congress to make an 
appropriation to pay off the 
bonds on this and another 
tot! booth - along the Louie 
B. Nun!T Cumberland 
Parkway - ahead of sched­
ule.

Rescue squad receives 
$2 5 K from Equitable ·

PRESTONSBURG - Floyd County 
Emergency and Rescue Squad Cpt. Tim 
Cooley told his crew the order they 
needed to respond in hould an emer­
gency call come acros their pagers dur­
ing a meeting on Thursday evening. 

lt would have appeared like it was 
business as u ual, but representatives 
from Equitable Resource , some who 
flew in from Pittsburgh, were also in the 
room to give the quad a check for 
$25,000, and Cooley and his squad pre­
pared a large breakfast for dinner spread 
in honor of the donation. 

The money, which came only one 
day after CSX donated $15,000 to the 
squad, will be used to purchase three 

boat motors, training, and to pay bills. 
The squad pre' iously used money 

accrued from the annual radio auction in 
order to pay bills and purchase equip­
ment. 

"We've been real blessed this year,'' 
Cooley said. "It has been a long urn 
coming. I don't think Equitablt> 
Resources knows what they have done. 
This is hi tory for us.'' 

David Spigelmyer, with Equitable 
Re ources, aid that all the of the thanks 
and recognition should go to the rescue 
squad. 

"We' re here to thank you," 
Spigelmyer said. "Each time that we 
have had an incident or an issue, you 
guys were there for us. ll is a very hum­
bling thing to be here and be able to pre-
ent you with this check.'' 

After Dinner. Cooley thanked 
Equitable Re ource or the donation 
and told them about the unique exis­
tence of .the Floyd County Emergency 
and Re cue Squad, citing the fact that it 
was able to exist without being funded 
by taxpayers. 

"All of the equipment you see here is 
paid for," Cooley said. "That's uch a 
rare thing when it comes to rescue 
quads." 

The Floyd County Emergency and 
Rescue Squad wa founded in 1958 
after the school bus accident took the 
lives of 26 children and the bus driver. 

Another important event is also on 
the horizon for the re cue squad. with 
the organization's annual banquet 
scheduled for 6:30p.m. at the Mountain 
Arts Center on Dec. 18.

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Prosecutors 
could face 
budget cuts

A budget reduction plan for 
both commonwealth's and coun­
ty attorneys was sent to Gov. 
Steve Beshear's office Friday 
that will call for a 4 percent over­
all reduction aero · · the tate. 

The Prosecutors Advisory 
Council submitted the plan fol­
lowing a special meeting 
Wednesday that dealt with 
options for addressing the pro­
posed budget cut, a meeting that 
was attended by some 80 prose­
cutors. 

The council voted ro give 
elected prosecutors the option of 
reducing staff salaries by 14 to 
16 percent, furloughing employ­
ee in one-week increment or 
laying off employees to meet the 
targeted budget reduction 
amount. 

If the Unified· Pro ecutorial 
System is not exempted from this 
budget cut, prosecutors' offices 
could be required to begin choos­
ing from one of the three options 
as early a January. 

Floyd County Attorney Keith 
Bartley said Friday there would 
only be one option for his office, 
which endured a 3.5 percent 
reduction in salarie for hi 
employees only five month ago. 

"For me it's impossible to 
imagine anything other fhan an 
aero -the-board reduction," 
Bartley said. "Furloughs cau es 
problems for u. in covering the 
court sy~tem, which have to be 
covered every day" 

Bartley, who just hired an 
as i tant county attorney in late 
October, rud now he has to tell 
that same employee and his oth­
ers that cut could be coming 
again. 

"I just gave reduction on 
June 16 and now, five months 
later, they're taking out another 4 
percent," said Bartley. "So every­
body in my office will be making 
7.5 percent le in salary than 
they were making six months 
ago."

Big 3 offer painful 
but rea · stic path · 

to revival 
The Big Three automaker revealed what the fuLUre or the domestic 

auto industry will look Jikc in the bu. inc. s plans £hey submitted Tuesday 
to Congre ·s. What l11ey envision are ~:omallcr, more rumble and more 
competitive companies. 

Congress should take a careful look at these plans. They map out a 
path to rev1val and survival for the domestic mdustry. But it is u painful 
path. 

lt is now clear that General Motors Corp., an icon of American indus­
trial might, is undergoing a near death experience. It has bluntly told 
Congress it needs 4 billion by the Etnd or the year to stay alloal and 
ultimately will need $18 billion in federal loans. 

Ford Motor Co. appear · tu be in better shape and is seeking a total of 
$9 billion as a line of credit in ca e the recession i~ deeper or longer 
than expected. Chrysler says it needs $7 billion by the end of the year. 

But all tt_u"ee companies have offered up a blueprint for becormng 
healthy agam, and Congre . should respond by approving the bridge 
loans they so desperately need. 

!he pl~ns call for the com parties to cut costs by clo ·ing facilities and 
1aymg on workers. They al~o include lhe largely symbolic gestures of 
dumpi~g corporate jets, eliminating bonuses and cutting pay for top 
executtves. 

The lirm announced plans for a dramatic cutback in their product 
offerings with rhe sale or elimination of a number of their brands. 
Thousands of dealerships would al ·o be ·buuered. 

All of these teps are nece ary and have been delayed for too long. 
Even after tl1e planned elimination of dealership. outlined in their 

survival plans, GM and Ford would both have more than Tovota. But 
state laws have made cutting unprolitable dealer hips extre~ely diflicult 
for the manufacturers. Tho. c laws ought to be addressed. 

The auto tirms are taking the kinds of steps typically seen in a formal 
bankruptcy proceeding- restructuring, cutting co ·ts. eliminatmg job ·· 
and reopening contracts. 

The firms vowed to seek more concessions from the United Auto 
Workers union. Even after the dramatic labor concessions of last year·~ 
c:_ontract, the_ domestic firms' labor costs arc higher than foreign-owned 
fmns operatmg here. The U.S. tLims have promised to bnng them in line 
by 2012. So in effect, a Democratic Congress, if it approve. Lhe loans on 
the basis of £he companies' survival plans, will he helping the UA W face 
economic reality. 

The advantage or this process is that il is being undertaken voluntari-
ly and with an eye to the long-term survival of the finns alhcit in 
smaller form. But as the auto company CEOs have repeated!) pointed 
our •. an actual bankruptcy would stigmatize their vehicles. sending buy­
ers mto the showrooms or lheir foreign competitors. 

Both Ford and GM warned in their presentations that a . udden 
default or bankruptcy by a major domestic producer would damage the 
other carmakers and the interdependent network or suppliers that ·erve 
all of the automa.kers. 

As it is, the pronused elllDlnation of thousand · ot auto dealers wiU 
have aj?lting ~rrect on communities across the nation. As East Lansing 
economtst Patnck Anderson noted Tuesday, each dealership is itself a 
separate corporation with dozens to hundreds of employees and nullions 
of dollars in inventory, and each has a ignilicant local economic loot­
print. 

Ultimately, the web of uncompetitive labor contract~. work rules. 
dealer franchising laws and all of the. other impedimems will have to fall 
by rhc wayside if the Detroit Three automakers arc to survive. 

Even if they survive. thi · c1ty and tate will have a dramatically dif­
lerent economy with smaller auto llrms and fewer suppliers. 
~y company must he profitable to stay in business. It's regrettable 

that tt bus 'taken a major c:ri<;IS for the manufactmers and the UAW to 
come lo grips with the1r unsustainable costs. 

But the economic impact of the domestic auro industry is hug~. lt is 
rectifying its mistakes and coping with the additional regulatory costs 
that have been placed on it by Congress. 

GM, Ford and Chrysler deserve a chance to put their plans in place. 
Failure of any one of these companies would deva ·tate an a.!Ieady hurt 
ing national economy, spreading the pain far beyond Detroit and 
Michigan.

Dear Tom and Ray: 
l have a car question, about 

\ hich I am sure I'm correct, 
but I need one of you to point 
that out to m) hu band - and 
if I am by chance wrong, then 
he never needs to know! We 
live in Colorado, and as uch, 
take occasional trip to the 
mountain with our kid to ski 
or snow hoe - we plan on 
taki!lg only a few trip this 
year, so for winter tires, I don't 
think it's necessary to get stud­
ded tires. We get about 300 
day of un hine a year, and if 
it does now, it u ually melts 
in a day (two at the mo t), and 
we have dry roads again. I ay 
we get the best wmter snow 
tires without tuds, and just be 
extra careful when going up to 
the mountains to sk1 - the 
road ustJally are now-packed 
but not icy. My hu. band ay it 
only take. losing control of the 
car and driving off the moun­
tain once to pro\e I'm wrong, 
so he's sticking with the stud­
ded-tire option. Just agree with 
me and get it over with ...

RAY: 1f your tires are lou y 
for 99 percent of the winter 
driving you do, you're taking a 
lot of risk to be safer that other 
l percent of the time. 

TOM: Fortunately, there 
are other option for when you 
actually encounter ice.

I mean, skiing 
and snowshoeing are great, but 
so i joining NetFlix and rent­
ing "Downhill Racer." 

RAY: Or, you can get a set 
of temporary tire chains. Keep 
those in the trunk, and if you 
ever encounter deep snow or 
ice, pull over, kick your hu -
band out of the car and tell him 
to put the chains on. 

TOM: You can get a et that 
goes on without having to jack 
up the car. He can do it by the 
side of the road. And while he 
free7es his knees off, breathes 
in the car's exhaust and gets 
splattered by passing Ford 
Expeditions, you and the kid 
can play animal, mineral or 
vegetable.
