Attorney Rick Bartley. Bartley was 
appointed as special prosecutor in the 
case by the state after Floyd County 

Commonwealth's Attorney Brent 
Turner cited a conflict of interest in the 
case. 

Bartley ~aid Friday. 
Tuttle ''as originally charged with 

first-degree assault. but after h1s broth­
er. 43-year-old Da' id Tuttle. later died 
of a gun. hot wound to the head. 
Bartley -;aid the murder charge then 
bccaml! a pos!'-ibility.

However. the drug court has, 
like many organizations, been 
battling for funding and have 
now received the promi:.e of help 
from county otlicials for that 
need. 

Members of the Floyd County 
Fiscal Court have approved 
$50,000 in funding to the local 
drug court from coal severance 
tax money, tipulating that the 
money will be in hand to be pro­
Vtdcd as fund become available. 

ln the meanllme, District 2 
Magistrate Jackie Edford Owens 
ha in the past . everal meeting~ 
of the court discussed with fel­
low count> official a plan to 
somehow find the means to pro· 
vide the court with smaller 
stipend when possible to curb 
cost· until the $50.000 arrhc . 

"I ju t wanted to mention 
again about maybe getting them 
orne money of ~orne kind while 

they 're waiting on thi. ," said 
Owens, who has advocated the 
measure often over the cour-.. e l'lf 
the last fe\\ month~.

There had been a sen e for months that a storm was gath­

ering over the American economy. The clouds darkened 
more than a year ago, when the hou. ing market fell in on 
it'ielf, followed by the implosion of investment houses such 
as Bear Stearns and Lehman Brothers and the serial bailouts 
of AIG, Citigroup and the rest. 

Now, average Americans are caught in this maelstrom, 
too, and it looks to be a nasty one that will require a strong 
hand from government. 

The Labor Department says non-farm payroll. plummeted 
533,000 in November- the largest decline since December 
1974. In just three month , the economy has shed 1.2 mil­
lion jobs. The unemployment rate rose slightly to 6.7 per­
cent, which vastly underestimates the pain; if the underem­
ployed are counted, the rate is more than 12 percent. 

Congress sho~lld craft a far-reaching economic stimulus 
package that President-elect Barack Obama can sign upon 
taking office. That package should include increased aid for 
food stamps and the unemployed. aid to tates and generou. 
spending on jobs-producing infra tructure project. -the 
roads, bridges and rail link that need to be replaced or 
refurbished anyway - as well as clean energy project<;. 

There are steps that can be taken before that. The govern­
ment should move to rework the mortgages of deserving 
borrowers who are in trouble. A stunning 10 percent of 
home borrowers were either delinquent or in foreclosure in 
the third quarter. . 

And the government can set , trict guidelines for the 
Detroit Three autornakers. They likely will be back for more 
money in March, even after what appeared to be a deal 
between Congress and the White House on Monday to 
release $15 billion of previously committed loans. 

The government should attach real conditions to any help 
- not gimmicks. uch as demanding cuts in executive pay 
or the like, which do nothing to force change. Before recei v­
ing aid, the companies first should file for a preananged 
bankruptcy, be required to meet higher fuel-efficiency stan­
dards and be put under an independent advisory board. Top 
management mu t go. 

Obama has be~n cool and steady as the tempe. r ha. 
swirled around him. He quickly as embled an experienced 
team of economic advi. er., forcefully advocated for a stim­
ulus bill and sketched its broad outHnes. But it will be six 
weeks before he takes office, and there is little else he can 
do but wait out the final days of a debilitated administration 
that even now seem · to deny the seriousness of the storm at 
hand.

• Gun care tn 
wet conditions 

· proves to be vital

FRANKFORT The 
upcoming late muzzlcloader 
deer ·eason may be a wet one 
for humers. With rain in the 
fore<.:ast and waterfowl ·ea­
sons also open, hunters should 
get read) to deal with wet 
mun.Jeloaders and shotgun .. 

"1 always make sure my 
gun i. good and oiled before­
hand if rm expecting ram," 
said Dave Frederick. a deer 

• and waterfowl bunter as well 
as a wildlife biologist with the 
KentU<:ky Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources. ''You 
can save your 'elf a lot of work 
hy making sure it's well-oiled 
before hunting." 

Frederick cautions hunters 
not to over-oiJ their guns, as 
thi · can cause the action to 
stick. Buta light coating of oil 
will help protect a gun from 
the elements. 

"I use a good oil with 
Tellon, to help bead up the 

- water and protect rhc mctaJ."' 
he satd. "Afterward· , u ually 
when rm duck hunting in the 
rain, I'll pull it apart and dry it 
off." 

Muzzleloader hunters who 
leave the lield with a wet gun 
should pull the stock and bar­
rel apan and dry both. Water 
can get between rhe sm~k and 
barrel and quickly lead to rust. 
Hunters should not put a wet 
gun in a case. 

"TI1at will cause the gun to 
rust that much faster,'' said 
John Brunjes, a waterfowl 

• 1 hunter and Kentucky Fish and 
Wildlile migratory bird biolo­
gist. "Not only that, your gun 
case "''II also gel wet Then 
you' II be gcttmg the gun wet 
over and over when you put it 
in the case." 

Guns can sometimes get 
completely submerged in 
water during a waterfowl hunt. 
Thi is one instance when a 
wipe down with light oil won'l 
get the job done. 

"fr you drop your gun down 
in water, you need to quickly 
take 11 apart and clean il," 
Brunje~ advised. ''lf it's just a 
Hght ram or a splash, 'you can 
wait until you ger home to 
break: it down." 

It 's a good idea to wipe 
down a wood gunstock, using 
the same hghlly-oiled rag used 
for rhc barrel. Wood stocks arc 
finished with a sealant, but 
over time the sealant will 

break down. 
"If you keep a thin layer of 

oil on the wck, 1t wtll help 
keep water out." said 
Fredericl-. ·'I always wtpe my 
stock down. You're just adding 
oil to the wood to give it a lit­
tle hit of water resistance.'' 

ynthetJ.c gunstocks don't 
need any 1>pecial care when 
they get wet. Hunters who 
'pend a Jot of t1me m wet con­
ditions may want to go a step 
further and consider having 
their entire gun dipped tn a 
synthetic coating. For less than 
$150, you'll end up with a gun 

that is practically waterproof. 
Late muzzleloader deer sea­

son runs Dec. 13-21 statewide. 
Zone 4 deer hunters shoulcl 
note that only antlered deer are 
legal for harvest Dec. 13 18 in 
Lhal deer wne, while either ex 
deer may be taken D c.
