Software pushes weigh station 
opening until after new year

EAST POINT - Though 
officials said thi past summer 
the weigh station located just 
on the Floyd County line at 
Ea t Point had an expected 
opening date orne time in 
September, that ·date ha came 
and gone. 

At the time, officials with 
the Kentucky State Police 
Division of Commercial 
Vehicle Enforcement, an entity 
formed when the Kentucky 
State Police and the Kentucky 
Vehicle Enforcement recently 
merged, had been working on 
various equipment relating to 
the station. 

Tuesday. Sgt. Jamie Collins 

said equipment, pecifically 
computer-based ystem , 
remains the focus as the agency 
works to open the station now 
with September two months 
gone. 

"Right now they're still 
working on the computer pro­
gram," Collin aid. ''Where 
most cales at facilities have to 
deal with only one weight, we 
deal with two - coal trucks 
and regular trucks that haul 
general freight." 

This difference see officers 
who will ultimately monitor the 
station checking for a maxi­
mum weight for coal truck of 
80,000 pounds and freight 
trucks with a maximum weight 
of 120,000 pounds. Collin said 
the computer system that i 

being created would enable the 
station to be manned by only 
one officer.

We lose when 
lawmakers p ay 
foolish games 

If a knowledgeable sports fan were told that a bill had 
been introduced in Congress to force a college football 
playoff, he would make an instant guess that' the ponsor 
wa from Texas. 

He would be right. Legislation introduced this week by 
U.S. Rep. Joe Barton of the Lone Star state seeks to make it 
a violation of federal trade law to market a postsea on col­
lege football game as a "national championship" conte t 
unless it was the culmination of a playoff. 

The current sy tern used by the National Collegiate 
Athletic Association, in which the title contenders are deter­
mined by 'poll and computer ratings, "consistently mi -
fires" and thu deprives some worthy chool of millions of 
dollars in bowl revenue in a given year, Barton say . 

Left unspecified was one of this year's also-ran , the 
University of Texa., whose partisans are complaining it 
should have made the big game ahead of archrival 
Oklahoma. Instead, the Longhorn will trudge to a different 
major bowl, where million al o will be made as feuding 
fans across America refre h the bulging coffers of big-time 
college sports. 

And thi is a cause for Congres ? Did we miss the reso­
Lution of the Big Three crisis and the conquest of terrorism? 
Should we Jet out an old-school cheer that our servants 
have knocked off the boring chores and earned the leisure 
to micromanage cholastic entertainment? Not to mention 
keeping student-athletes performing and out of the cla s­
room for everal additional weeks? 

We ought to be used to this sort of grand. tanding. 
Whether it's the innocent indulgence of presidents welcom­
ing sports champions to the White Hou e or the embarra s­
ing spectacle of congres ional hearings into steroid use by 
baseball players, the urge to play to crowds and take a 
break from their real job can prove irre istible to elected 
official . Thi i e pecially true when the fortune of the 
home team are at take - and when, as in the case of 
Texas football, devotion to that team approathes religious 
worship. 

Lest we single out Barton for this latest episode, plea e 
note that the high-ranking Republican ha bipartisan up­
port. He can even claim the Democratic president-elect. an 
ardent sports fan who pledged during a "60 Minute " inter­
view last month to "throw my weight around" on behalf of 
a college football playoff. And we thought Barack Obama 
had a lot on hi plate. 

The bully pulpit is available for this pressing issue. we 
suppo e. On the other hand, mandating internal changes by 
the NCAA, a private entity, is probably a non-starter, con­
stitutionally peaking. Whatever the politicians do, they're 
playing games when there' work waiting. The big show i 
doing fine without their sideshow.

''Air turbulence can be dan­
gerous and can appear uddcn­
ly without warning," said 
Sherri Hannan. coordinator of 
Safe Kid.

' ' Infants and toddlers on air­
planes are ~afest in a car scat 
with a harness. A child who 
'de in a car seat Oil' the 

g ound should ride in that car 
scat on a plane.' 

Not all car eat can tit on 
tandard airplane seats, which 

are typically about I 6 inches 
wide. but Safe Kids Fayette 
County and the Federal 
Aviation Admmistration 
'trongly recommend using a 
<.:ar seat in an aircraft whenever 
po sible. A in cars, babies 
under a year old and 20 pounds 
are best restrained in a rear-fac­
ing car seat. and a forward-fac­
ing car l>eat can protect tod­
dler up to 40 pounds or more. 
Make ure your child's car . eat 

labeled "certified for use in 
motor vehicles and aircraft." 

"You need your child's car 
sent to travel to and from the 
airport anyway." said Hannan.

When I 
was younger, it wa always the 
heavy snows I looked forward 
to, as these were that ones that 
resulted in days off from 
school. The heavy snows 
occur when a wmter storm 
system pass to the south of u. 
over Tennes ee. These storms 

give a thought to drinking out of 
the creek, if we got thirsty from 
running the hills, or even eating 
a snowball. 

But while pollluted snow 
wasn't a problem for me in 
those days, winter in .general 
was. Simply stated, winter hated 
me. Just as soon as it anived, I'd 

allow cold air to mov6 into 
Kentucky and the moi ture in 
the sy tern has the opportunity 
to form snow. These events. 
when the conditions are just 
right, usually bring our snow 
storms with significant accu­
mulations. 

Dryer snow occur when 
the low pressure ystem orig­
inate to our north in Canada. 
These lows swoop down on u 
and the really fast moving 
ones are sometimes referred to 
as Alberta Clippers. These 
lows usually do not have 

get sick with a cold or the "flu­
like symptoms" they're always 
talking about on TV these days. 
(Not then, of course, because 
TV hadn't made it way to 
Muddy Branch yet.)
