MARTIN- According to admini trative con ul­
tants for Mountain Christian Academy. the Martin­
based school may ee a significant drop in private 
funding that has left them with an unsteady outlook 
on the future. 

As of this week, MCA Con ultam David Aker 
aid ri ing co t and funding cut have school offi­

cials in early discussions about closing the school's 
preschool program. 

"It's quite challenging to say the least," Aker 
said earlier this week. "The situation all total is about 
$104,000 that we need to make up:' 

On a smaller scale, but till pres ing, Akers said 
the chool must at least raise $15,000 in the next 
couple of weeks, or the preschool would be clo ed 
next year. 

Mountain Christian Academy ha een recent 
surges in enrollment, by more than 30 percent 
according to recent reports, but the grim reality 
remains. · 

In an attempt for an eleventh-hour turnaround, the 
school has ent out letters to a variety of local orga­
nizations - primarily busine ses and churche -
asking for help in keeping the pre chool available. 

The program, which fell into discussion after the 
school learned that its private funding from the 
Chri tian Appalachian Project could soon be pha ed 
out, depends on grants to a ist a majority of parent 
pay tuition costs. 

The Chri. tian chool was first started in 1'983 and 
now, 25 year later, offer a curriculum that includes 
music, art, physical educauon. library, computer 
education and Spanish cour es .

Bank or credit 
union statements should show 
the name of the charity and the 
date and amount donated. 
Credit card statements should 
show the name of the charity, 
the transaction po ·ting dale 
and the an1ount donated. Prior 
law allowed taxpayers to sup­
port their donations of money 
with personal bank registers, 
diaries or notes made around 
the time of the donation. Those 
type. of records are no longer 
sufficient.

The case for a 
higher federal 

gas tax 
Con ·umer · are enjoying the lowes! retail gasohne prkes in years, a 

welcome ray or light in an ever-darkening economic picture. 
That's good news for financially strapped American families and for 

the dome tic auto indu try, which has lru!!gled lo produce lhe high­
mileage vehicles consumers wanled when gas prices spiked at more than 
$4 a gallon over the ummer. 

But in the long run -a. difficult a-; lhi i~ to accept- low gasoline 
prices hurt America more than they help. They encourage continued 
reliance on gas-powered vehicles and harm Lhe efforts to lower carbon 
emissions that contribute to global warming. They discourage research 
into new, nonpollutmg tmnsportation energy sources the smglc great-
est technological chaJlcnge of the 21sr century. 

Consider what happened during the early 1980s, when gas prices 
soared to the then-unheard-of price of '1.38 a gallon. It triggered a surge 
of research into alternative energy sources such as solar power and elec 
tric vehicles. But as soon as prices began to drop, as they did in 1982, so 
did the rush of investment andre earch rnto alternative energy. 

Adjusted for inflation. that previous average high gas pnce of $1.38 
was the equivalent of $3.14 a gallon. We didn't see average retrul price.s 
that high again until this year. 

Bul when gas prices and invesl!nent m alternati\'e energy fell in lhi~ 
country in the 1980 , they didn't drop everywhere. Tn Europe and in 
Japan, high gasolme Laxes kept ruel prices relatively high. That encour­
aged conservation and prov1ded inveslt)TS wilh greater confidence lhat the 
money they pumped inlo developing new le.:hnol(lgies woukl earn an 
acccpUlblc rerum. 

The result was that Japanese car companies were the first to market 
new hybrid cars, and European eompanic~ led the way in producing new. 
cleaner diesel vehicle!>.. American car companies, meanwhile, kept churn-
ing out large, gas-guzzling SUVs. . 

After yean of failed attempt'! to increase mileage requirements for 
new cars -efforts steadfastly oppo ·ed by American auto manufacturers 
and their unions, Congress fmally succeeded last year. As a result, U.S. 
cars must average 35 miJes per gallon by 2020. European cars. in con­
trast, averaged 38 miles per gallon in 2006. 

If in<.Teasing mileage standurds has been difficult, hiking gas taxes has 
been unthinkable. Although lhe idea is floated occa~ionally (most incon­
gruously by then-Rep. Dick Cheney in tbe 1980s. who ·upported a plan 
to tax imported oil), it never has received a serious airing. lt should. 

The nonpartisan Congressional Budget Office reported in 2004 that 
increasing tbe federal gasoline tax - which has been 18.-1 cent a gallon 
since 1993 - would reduce consumption fa ·ter and at less cost than 
increasing mileage standards. 

Obviously, it would not be painless. Consumers would be paying. ig­
nificanlly higher prices, and the federal Energy Information 
Administration predicts that <l! the global rece .. sion abates, gasoline 
prices will resume their upward climb. • 

But the impact of higher ga prices could be otT et omewhat hy 
reducing other taxe!> or lhrough a federal income tax rebate. ln the mean­
time, it would reduce gas consumption significantly. 

That would help undercut !he financial sn·ength of such countries as 
iran and Russia that, anncd with a surplus of pcrrodollars, have been 
unfriendly ro U.S. interest~. And combined with other taX incentive., il , 
would encourage U.S. invesnnenr in energy a1£Crnal.ives. 

The nation lhar succeeds in developing and deploying new, green tech­
nologies wiU have a major economic advant~ge in the decades tu come. 
It's t.TUcial that the United States b that nation. 

Congress shoutd rai ·e the federal gas tax. and push America toward 
innovation and energy independence.

One 
of the state's largc~t charities. !he 
Louisville Salvauon Army, told !he 
Courier-Journal in October that il 
wa · very concerned about maintarn­
ing . en iees since donations are lag­
ging behind lhc cost of providing ser­
vices. I am ure the same can be a1d 
for charities large and small in every 
region of the slate. 

Those who have lost their johs, arc 
afrmd they IIDght, or whu are already 
o,·erbuugetell with mortgage and 
other debt obligations might not be 
able to give much Lhi. }ear. But for 
tho. c of u. who arc fairly secure 
financially and are able to.give, we 
should do so-right away. 
Philanthropy may . cern like luxury 
for lho'e who don't neetl charilable 
scrYiccs, hut it can mean life itself for 
those who do. 

Lf you celebrate Cluistmas ru a 
rellgious hohday as I do, then yo11 
know very well the phrase ..

shook me up a little. hut in a 
good way. 

I'm responsible ror two 
rooms, anti this morning, I set 
out to spend about I 0 minule~ 
and visit my two rooms. 
Without going into all the 
details, due to an odd chain of 
events, I ended up spending 
over 45 minutes and \'isitcd 
with six patients. Each room 
presented a .very common 
theme- patients having patn 
and fear. 

Now, hcing a physical ther­
apist, T see people who are 
afraid and in pain evc1yday. 
That's not shocking. What 
shook me today was my 
response. l hope that I can 
explain. 

My dad passed away about 
13 year:s ago. At the lime, T had 
been working in a hospital set­
ting for several yeurs, and had 
experienced Code Blues and 
tbe death of patients on numer 
ous occasions. The week after l 
retmJJ.ed from his funeral. I \\ as 
seeing a pa11ent in inlensi\e 
care, when a patient in an adja 
cent room suffered a heart 
attack. Code Blue was ~ailed . 
The team responded. but the 
patient passed away. 1 remem­
ber vividly experiencing that 
Code in a way 1 had never done 
before. Today was similar. 

When you work in any er­
ring, you can become accus­
tomed to the urrounilings. 
Whether you are a coal miner. 
lion tamer, soltlter, septic 
cleaner, mother of small chil­
dren or race car driver, with 
time you adapt to your envi­
ronment and arc able to hlock 
out the fears. discomforts, 
smells and other stimuli to 
focus on theta ·kat hand. 

This happen. with health 
care workers, too. It does not 
take long to adapl your emo­
tional sensitivity in a way that 
enables you to tone down your 
emotional responses so that 
you can accomplish f:.tle task of 
caring for a patient. 

Today, as I encountered 
each or the palient ·, I wa n ' t 
there as a therapist. I was there 
as a friend, and in lhal role, my 
emotional sensitivity was dif­
ferent. As T was leaving the 
floor, 1 recall feeling somewhat 
overwhelmed by the suffering, 
fear and grief being experi­
enced by others. 

However. T Lhink it was nol 
jw;t what these six were experi 
encing. T thiilk, altha! moment, 
1 r'ialized how emotionally 
desensilit.ed T can be on a daily 
basis. 1 also realized rhat, in 
that state of inl-'Teased emotion­
al sensitivity, if l were to go 
into 200 more rooms, I would 
likely encounter equa amounts 
of pain and fear in a very high 
percentage ot the room . 
There's no denying, this world 
has plenty of pain atld tear to 
dish out 

Going forward, I hope d1at 
Lhi. experience lran l'orms me 
a bit when 1 an1 functioning a<> 
a tberap1st. I hope that it helps 
u-ansform me in my non-work 
life, too. I believe tbat the 
experience that 1 had following 
my dad's death L"hanged me. at
