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Sex offender on trial for living near preschool

PRESTONSBURG -The trial of a 
se'( offender whose regi tered res1dence 
came into quest1on in 2006 began early 
this week in Floyd Circuit Court under 
Judge Danny Caudill. 

According to the indictment, John 
Samuel Moore, of Prestonsburg. is 
charged hoth with failure to maintain sex 
offender registration by not providing 
accurate addrc. s information, a Class D 
felony. and "living to close to a preschool. 
or day care facility. when he being a reg­
istered sex offender. wa~ resii.ling withtn 
1.000 feet of the Baptist Learning Center 
of Prestonsburg, Fir t Baptist church." a 
Class A misdemeanor. 

In the defense's opening statement, 
Melis~a Goodman, of the public defend­
er's office. said that Moore was bcmg 
prosecuted because of the Collins fami-

ly's "pride and prejudice." 
"The Collinscs are hurt. They are try­

ing to get back at him (the defendant), and 
they want him pro ecuted," Goodman 
aid. 

As part of the de fen. e, Goodman con­
tends that the defendant wa trying to 
move on with his life. abiding by the rules 
of the Sex Offender Registry. 

Goodman al o spoke, during her open­
ing remarks, of the stain of being a regi ·­
tcred sex offender. adding that people in 
her own church, who were welcoming 
and congenial with "white collar crimi­
nals," would "scatter quicker than the sea 
parted" if a sex offender were in their 
midst.

We have filed Civil Actions for the children and wives of Joey, 
Ronald and Joe, and we will describe below the dates and events so 
that you can see if you were a witness to what we are talking about. 

Joey Kirk was killed at Louisa on December 14, 2007 
Joey and his wife, Sharon, lived near Inez. Joey 

died when the vehicle in which he was a back-seat 
passenger, was crashed into while it was stopped at 
a red light. The driver of the vehicle that crashed 
into the car Joey was in, has been charged with the 
crime of Second Degree Manslaughter. He was 
impaired by drugs or drink. He was not injured, 
but the other two people in the car Joey was in, 
Paul Justice and Mark Skaggs, were injured. The 
accident occurred on U.S. 23 at a red light at 
Louisa.

,:tight. And that would be the Democratic National 
Convention in August. 

Sen . Barack Obama and Hillary Clinton ar scrapping 
for every delegate apportioned in the state's primaries and 
,caucu es. Neither might have the number to clinch by the 
convention. though mid-Atlantic primmies [yesterday may 
have] put one candidate more clearly in the lead- and pri­
maries in Wiscon in. Ohio and Texa. could add even more 
clarity. 

But if it goes down to the wire "uper delegates, who, 
according to party rule,, are free o vote for whomever they 
wi h, will have to be the tie-breakers. Each campaign is 
now pres ing these delegate. to commit. They shouldn't. 
They hould wait until the nation's voters have spoken 
through the party primaries. And then they should ca t their 
votes so that those voters' wishes are re pected. Sen. John 
McCain has all but sewn up the GOP nomination. On lhe 
Democratic . ide, however, mauers as of Monday were Rti ll 
very much in the air. 

The party' super delegate. are Democratic governors. 
he party'. members in the U.S. Hou. e and Senate and all 

member· of the Democratic National Committee. More 
than half already have committed to a candidate. 

Of Wiscon in' 16 uper delegates. four have gone for 
Obama and two for Clinton. Ten are undecided. 

The remaining super delegates who are being courted 
need to tand 1irm, and those who have committed may 
need to rethink their position come convention time. The 

arty created uper delegate in 1980 to bring cohesion to 
he party at nominating time - to give a unifying boost to 

the candidate for whom more people had voted but who 
might hold only a lim lead in delegates.

It will be a blow to 'party unity going into the general 
election if more people end up voting for one candidate 
over the other in the Democratic primarie and super dele­
gales throw it to the other candidate anyway. 

The party that wa correctly indignant that th presiden­
tial candidate who won the popular vote wa denied the 
victory in 2000 cannot be the . ame party that denies its 
nomination to the person with more votes in 2008.

Thi momh is set 
aside each year by the 
American Dental Association 
and the American Academy of 
Pediatric Denti try to heighten 
public awareness of the need 
for good oral health in chil-

•dren. 
Dental decay in children is 

the ingle-most common 
childhood d1 ea e, according 
to the U.S. Surgeon General. 
and i respon 1ble for more 
missed chool days than any 
other childhood disease. 
Children with untreated dental 
d cay have difficulty concen­
tr~Uing in chool due to the 
pain a sociated with advanced 
dental disease in addition to 
negative effects on proper diet 
and clf-c teem. 

Every parent want their 
c~ld to have a beautiful and 
b~althy mile. Insuring that 
your child has healthy teeth 
and gum begins very early in 
life. Parents who provide their 
cltild with proper nutrition, 
good home oral care and 
early/regular vi its to the pedi­
atric dentist can almost guar­
antee a lifetime of beautiful 
smile and good oral health for 
their child. 

Every parent is aware of the 
importance of routine visits to 
the pediatrician as a part of 
their child' early health care 
routine. What some parent 
are not aware of is the impor­
tance of early and regular vis­
its to their pediatric dentist as 
well. 

The American Academy of 
Pediatric Dentistry, the 
American Dental Association 
and the American Academy of 
Pediatrics all recommend that 
your child should have their 
fir t dental visit around the 
appearance of their first tooth, 
or around I year of age. By 
doing so, you can as ure your 
child a lifetime of good oral 
health. 

The fir t dental visit allows 
the pediatric dentist to check 
for proper home care, proper 
growth and development and 

detect any early signs of dental 
decay. Tooth decay in these 
early year can have erious 
implications for a lifetime. 

It is at this first visit that the 
pediatric dentist and the parent 
can discuss and make a plan 
for a program to help keep the 
child cavity free as well as 
introduce them to the experi ­
ence of visiting the dentist at 
an early age which in turn 
makes for happier dental vi its 
in the future. 

The U.S. surgeon general 
states that tooth decay in chil­
dren i. the most common 
childhood disea e and accord­
ing to the Centers for Disease 
Control and Prevention, has 
been shown to becoming more 
of a problem every day. The 
CDC reponed in 2007 a 15.2 
percent increa e in cavities 
among 2- to 5-year-olds. One 
of the rca ons for the incrca e 
in dental disease in young chil­
dren is the fact that only 3-out­
of-5 children visit the pediatric 
dentist once a year. Parents 
may avoid taking their chil­
dren to the pediatric dentist to 
save money, but children who 
have their t1rst dental visit 
before age 1 have 40 percent 
lower dental costs prior in 
their first 5 year of life, mak­
ing preventive dental care a 
healthy and economic benefit. 

Without early and regular 
dental care, the impact of tooth 
decay can be significant. It is 
reponed that children with sig­
nificant dental problem mis 
more school, weigh less, and 
have lower elf esteem than 
those children who are di ease 
free. In addition, children who 
suffer from untreated dental 
disease are at an increase risk 
for other health problems as 
adult , such as increa ed risk 
for low birth weigh babies, 
developing heart disease and 
suffering a stroke. 

Even though baby teeth 
will be eventually replaced by 
permanent teeth it i important 
that they be cared for and 
remain in place until they are 
lo t naturally. The benefits of 
caring for baby teeth are:

• If you must put your 
child to sleep with a bottle or 
sippy cup use nothing but 
water, as other sugary contain­
ing liquids can cause the teeth 
to decay re ulting in erious 
damage to the teeth. 

• If you breast feed, and 
allow your child to nurse dur­
ing the night, always clean the 
teeth after nur ing to remove 
any re idual breast milk from 
around the teeth to prevent 
dental decay. 

• Never dip the pacifier 
into honey or sweet thing 
prior to giving to your baby. 

• The be t times to brush 
are twice a day, after breakfast 
and before bedtime, spendmg 
about 2-4 minutes cleaning 
every surface of every tooth. 

• Limit frequent snack 
• Take good care of your 

own teeth as tudies have 
hown that babies and small 

children can catch cavity caus 
ing bacteria from their parents. 

• Visit your pediatric den­
list when the fir t tooth erupts 
or by your child's first birth­
day.

LOUISVILLE For 
Lincoln lovers, a winter storm 
created some unwanted 
authenticity that ruined plans 
to celebrate Abraham 
Lincoln's !99th birthday 

• Tuesday at his central 
Kentucky birthplace. 

Ice coated the birthplace 
site near Hodgenville. leading 
officials to cancel a late-morn­
ing ceremony promoted as a 
kick off of a two-year national 
bicentennial commemoration 
of lhe nation's 16th president. 

Fir t lady Laura Bu h po t­
poned her visit to the Lincoln 
birthplace amid a treacherous 
combination of snow and ice 
Ulat hit the region. The first 
lady was to lead a guest li. t 
expected to include Interior 
Secretary Dirk Kempthorne, 
member of Congres and 
actor Sam Water ton. 

Organizers anticipated up 
to 5,000 people for the cele-

bration, which had been 
planned for years. 

"It' a tremendous disap­
pointment." said Tommy 
Turner. judge-executive of 
LaRue County, where the 
birthplace i located, and a k.ey 
organizer Qf the event. 

The National Park Service 
brought in about 90 rangers 
from 14 states to assist at the 
Abraham Lincoln Birthplace 
National Hi toric Site, said 
Linda Friar, a park servtce 
poke woman. Some helped 

over ee preparations for the 
event. Other would have min 
gled with vi itors, talking 
about the hi tory of the ite. 

"Making the park look as 
harp as it could for the public. 

it takes quite a few people," 
she'\aid. 

Stages had been built near 
the memorial building, an 
impo ing granite and marble 
structure that en hrines a small 
cabin symbolic of the home­
stead where Lincoln was born 
on Feb. 12, 1809. A Lincoln 

Fire n1arshal's office 
offers tips for cOping 
with pow_er outages 

FRANKFORT The 
recent outbreak of evere 
weather prompted residents in 
affected areas to cope with the 
resulting power outage . The 
State Fire Marshal 's Office 
reminds citizens to be cautiou 
!J. they turn to upplemental 
heating sources or operate 
generators to maintain power. 

Carbon monoxide (CO) is 
an invj ible, odorle ga cre­
ated by the incomplete burning 
of fuel uch as wood, coal and 
natural gas. lt is harmless 
when properly vented to the 
outdoors. However, it can kill 
if allowed to build up in ide a 
building, said Richard 
Peddicord, a . istant director of 
the Division of Fire 
Prevention. In 2005, fire 
departments around the coun­
try re ponded to 61 ,000 call 
involving carbon monoxide, 
according to the National Fire 
Protection Association 
(NFPA). 

"Unfortunately, carbon 
monoxide poisoning is a fairly 
common occurrence." 
Peddicord said. "However, we 
can reduce lhese incidents if 
reside nts take basic precau­
tions." 

The NFPA offers these tips 
to avoid carbon monoxide pui­
oning: 

• Buy a carbon monoxide 
detector and install it in a cen­
tral area in your home. This 

evice is imilar to a smoke 
detector and will alert you if 
an unsafe CO level is found. If 
the detector sounds an alarm. 
call the non emergency num-

ber for your local flre depart­
ment to re pond and evaluate 
lhe situation, then get out of 
the hou e. 

• Have heating sources 
such a fireplaces and stove 
profe sionally inspected each 
·ea on before u e to ensure 
they are venting properly. 

• If you use a portable gen­
erator, run it outdoors away 
from doors, window and vent 
openings. Each year, more CO 
death are blamed on portable 
generators as sales of the 
devices have grown, says the 
NFPA. 

Be ides carrying the risk of 
CO poisoning from inadequate 
ve~ilation , a generator, if 
improperly u ed, can threaten 
life and property. 

The NFPA offers these tip 
on the use of a portable gener­
ator: 

• Make ure the generator 
i properly ized for the elec­
trical load that your appli­
ance will place on it. 

• If using an exten ion 
cord. make sure it i a heavy­
duty. grounded cord with a 
three-prong plug. 

• A generator may be con­
nected to the house wiring sy -
tern. but thi mu t be done 
ONLY by a licen ed electri­
cian. The electrician will 
install a transfer switch that 
will ensure power does not 
flow back into the power lines 
when service is restored. 
Failure to in tall this switch 
can cause electrocution of a 
utility worker and an electrical 
flre.

after retneving any artifacts. 

They dig for free and offer 

tO split their proceed with 
intere:.ted homeowners. They 
won't disclose how much 
they've made from selling arti­
facts, aying they don't want 
to encourage reckles digging. 

Brater has written how-to 
guides and poetry about his 
hobby and says he doesn't 
know any diggers who do it 
ju t to make money. 

"It's the love for history 
and the feeling of stepping 
back in time that draws the 
privy digger,·· Brater said. 

The hobby has been grow­
ing over the past decade, with 
Web ites offering instructions 
and more people now aware of 
the value of some rare bottles 
and other J 9th century arti­
facts. 

Many professional archae­
o logists and h istorians, how­
ever, are critical of untrained 
privy diggers. 

"Privies contain a wealth of 
information about people's 
life tyles and their diets and 
their health, and all that infor-

mation gets lo t when these 
guys go m and just chum the 
stuff up," said David Pollack, 
s ite protection program man­
ager for the Kentucky Heritage 
Council and director of the 
Kentucky Archaeological 
Survey. 

Artifacts unearthed by 
archaeologists also remain in 
the public trust. said Robert 
Genheimer, a curator of 
archaeology at the Cincinnati 
Museum Center. Five cases of 
artifacts - including a police 
uniform - unearthed from 
pnv1es in downtown 
Cincinnati in 1981 are on dis­
play at the center's Mu eum of 
Natural Hi tory and Science. 

Amateur privy diggers also 
can face physical dangers and 
legal problems. A bottle col­
lector excavating a privy in 
Cincinnati in 1984 was killed 
after the earth collapsed on 
him, and diggers also can be 
exposed to viruses and bacte­
ria that can survive for years 
underground. 

Evidence of 19th century 
infectious diseases, including 
tuberculosis, malaria, cholera; 
yellow fever and smallpox 
have shown up in some privy 
deposits, said Ken Tankersle 
an archaeologist and anthr -
pology professor at the 

niversity of Cincinnati. 
There apparently are no 

Ohio or Kentucky laws pre­
venting privy digger from 
excavating artifacts on private 
property as long a they obtain 
owner permission, but 
Tanker ley says the 
Archaeological Re ources 
Protection Act of 1979 pro­
hibits people from excavating 
and removing artifacts from 
public or Indian lands wi thout 
federal permits.

NFHS: New spirit rules help • • •

INDIANAPOLIS, Trld. -
Five revisions related to llyers 
and transitional stunt'> were 
among the changes approved by 
the National Federation of State 
High School Association · 
(NFHS) Spirit Rules Committee 
at it<> January 6-8 meeting in 
Iridianapolis. These revision~ 
were subsequently approved by 
the NFHS Board of Directors. 

The committee recognized 
the increasing number of loss­
of-contact transitional stunts, 
and revised rules requiting flyers 
to "maintain hand-to-hand/arm 
contact with at least one bracer 
during the entire loss of contact 
with her bases." This increases 

the stability of the transtuons, 
which helps minimize the ri k to 
the tlyer. 

" heerleading team · arc get­
ting so good that we want to con­
tinue 10 allow loss-of-contact 
stunts," said Su an Loomis, liai­
son to the NFHS Spirit Rules 
Commiuee.

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Earnhardt scores first win with new team in Budweiser Shootout

DAYTONA BEACH, F1a. -
Dale Earnhardt Jr. aced his fir;t 
test with his new team. 

Earnhardt had a mashing 
_ debut in hi Hendrick 

Motorsports ride, getting a boo t 
m his new teammates to 

power past 'fony Stewart to win 
the Budwei er Shootout on 
•Saturday night. 

ll was Earnhardt' first victo­
ry in any serie · since surruner 
ioo6, and could be a ign of 
things to come now that 
NASCAR's most popular driver 
·is partnered with its most power­
ful team. 

Second after taking the 
checkered flag. Earnhardt 
declared himself a favorite for 
next week'. ,ea on-opening 
· aytona 500. 

"What a race car!" Earnhardt 
yeJled over hi radio. "This 
rrt\ght be a (Daytona) 500 win­
n~r here and you don't know it." 

The winner of the 70-lap 
exhibition has gone on to win 

the Daytona 500 five times, with 
Dale Jarrett the last in 2000. 

Earnhardt spun his new white 
No. 88 Chevrolet in a flurry of 
victory doughnutS before excit­
edly heading to Victory Lane. 

No one had to show him the 
way. 

Jt wa" his 11th victory at 
NASCAR 's most famous tmck, 
but first since a second-tier 
Nationwide Serie win in June 
2006. His last official Cup win 
came at Richmond the month 
bet ore. 

''It felt pretty good to be back 
like we're supposed to be,'' said 
Tony Eury Jr., Earnhardt's 
cousin and crew chief. 

The two burst into the win­
ner's news conference, 
Earnhardt sprinting to the stage 
with an ear-to-ear grin. He said 
h.is 2004 Daytona 500 victory 
wa his greate t, but said 
Saturday night's show ranked 
right up there. 

·•1 don't know what took him 
so long to win a race for u ,"car 
owner Rick Hendrick quipped. 
"lt sure takes a lot of pres ure 

off." 
Stewart capped a tumultuou~ 

24 hours by finishing second. 
The two-time series champi­

on and Kurt Busch were told to 
steer clear of each other in a 
Saturday morning meeting 
becau e of an altercation on the 
track that carried over into the 
NASCAR hauler. Stewart 
allegedly punched Busch during 
the confrontation, but all partie 
ipants in that meeting refused to 
confirm or deny the altercation. 

The attention surrounding 
Stewart dimmed the focu. that'. 
been on Earnhardt since he 
signed with Hendrick last June. 
All eyes were on his debut, and 
Stewart was a nice distraction 
for h1m. As he headed to his car 
before the race, Earnhardt 
pushed through a throng of pho­
tographer· to joke witb the tem­
peramental two-time chan1pion. 

"Tony and Kurt getting into 
it the other day, that sort of took 
us otT the front page," Earnhardt 
said. "1 felt such a relief after 
that T wasn't happy for those 
guy being in that situation, but 

1 felt like a load had lifted ofr 
my shoulders when I saw them 
walking to the ASCAR 
hauler."' 

He equaled the distraction to 
the push he got from new team­
mate Jimm1e Johnson that won 
him the mce. 

Stewart wa'l closing in on the 
win unti I a late caution - ironi­
cally caused when Bu ·ch spun 
- set up a tina! restart with 
three laps to go. Stewan wa · out 
front, but was surroutlded by a 
fleet of Hendrick cars who 
seemed hellbent on getting their 
new teammate to checkered 
flag. 

The push from Jotmson 
helped Eamhardt slide past 
Srewart on the outside and into 
the fronr. Jeff Gordon was 
behind Stewart, and with no 
chance to win the race himself. 
he certainly wasn't going to 
push Stewart past hts teammate. 

'Tm real happy for Junior," 
Gordon said. "If awesome to 
have bJm at Hendrick 
Motorsporu and real proud of 
those guys to do that in !heir first 

race out." 
Stewart was content with 

second place. 
·-r m pretty happy. I mean, 

it's hard to beat Dale Jr.," he 
aid. "I mean, he's one of the 

best restrictor-platc drivers 
there's ever been. He learned a 
lot from his dad, and I'm not 
sure he's not better than his da.d 
in all honesty.'' 

Johnson fmished third, and 
was followed by Gordon, Reed 
Sorenson and Ca ey Mears. 
Mears' car was too low and 
failed post-race inspection. 
NASCAR planned to look more 
closely at the car Sunday. 

AlJ four Hendrick cars fin­
ished in the top six. 

But the celebration was 
strictly for Earnhardt, who wa;; 
met in Victory Lane by 
Hendrick. The two are under 
tremendous pressure to produce 
winning result for NASCAR's 
mo t popular driver, who hasn't 
been a consi tent contender for 
nearly two years. 

He failed to make the Chase 
for the championship last sea-

son, his tina! year with Dale 
Earnhardt Inc. Unable to get 
alot1g with "tepmother Teresa. 
Earnhardt fled his late father's 
race team for a fresh start with 
powerhouse Hendnck 
Motorsports. The team won J 8 
of 36 races last season and its 
second straight championship. 

Now Earnhardt is expected 
to be in the mix.. contending for 
his ftrst Cup title. 

Docs this flt'St win ease the 
burden? 

"f don't know," he said. "[ 
never felt like I had a monkey 
on my back. J've alway~> raced 
with pressure. I've alway" meed 
and worked and lived in tumul­
tuous situations and I JUSt got 
used to it, I guess. And Tony Jr_ 
working with me and ide by 
side. we grew up through it. 

"Even before we got to this 
level , life wasn't ea y. And th~re 
wasn't ever a golden road, ea y 
to travel But it is what it· u .
