are urging lawmakers to 
pass a bill that could 
curb what they say is a 
devastating form of coal 
mining that obliterates 
mountaintops. 

People from across 
the state packed outside 
Capitol on Thursday, 
singing songs and mak· 
ing speeches against 
mountaintop removal 
coal mining. They called 
on Kentucky lawmakers 
to pass legislation that 
would significantly stow 
mountaintop mining by 
preventing coal compa· 
nies from pushing dirt 
and rock into valleys 
below. 

Mountaintop removal 
mining is a process in 
wh1ch peaks are leveled 
with explosives and 
heavy machinery to 
extract the coal. 

Similar legislation has 
been proposed in the 
General Assembly 
before, but has not 
gained traction.

Beshear proposes operiing 12 casinos across state

FRANKFORT After month of 
anticipation, Gov. Steve Beshear 
unveiled his propo al on Thur day to 
legalize casinos in Kentucky. 

The newly elected Democrat called 
for 12 casinos in various parts of the 
state - seven of them at hor e tracks 
and five in communities along the 
state's border with Indiana, Ohio, 
Tennessee and We t Virginia. 

"We've been wrestling with this 
issue for over a decade now," Beshear 
said . . "It's been debated and discus ed 
but it ha never been finally decided, 
and I lhink it is time to finally let the 
people decide this issue." 

Although Kentucky ha a long tradi­
tion of wagering at horse tracks, tate 

Final sites not named, but Floyd 
County could be in running 
law specifically forbids casinos. 
Beshear wants lawmakers to approve a 
measure that would allow Kentucky 
voters to change the constitution to 
allow them. 
· Beshear ~aid his proposal could 

generate $600 million a year in addi­
tional revenue for state government 
after all the casinos are fully operating. 
He said the proposal at. o would gener­
ate 500 million in upfront application 
and licen ing fees in 2009 and about 
$330 million in 2010. 1 

Casino opponents have been at 
work since Be hear won election last 

November trying to derail the proposal, 
which would go first to state lawmak­
er . If they agree to put a proposed eon-
titutional amendment on the ballot. 

Kentucky voters would then ratify or 
reject the propo al. 

"I think the people of thi tate want 
to put this to rest one way or the other," 
Beshear said. "Jt i t1me to let the peo­
ple make this decision." 

Beshear had made the casino pro­
posal a centerpiece in his campaign last 
year against former Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher. saying uch a move would 
generate needed revenue for state gov-

ernment. 
Half of the revenue from state taxes 

on casinos would be u.ed to fund edu­
cation under Beshear's plan. ln addi­
tion, 20 percent would go to health care 
initiative , including care for the elder­
ly and for poor children. The remainder 
would be u ed for a variety of state and 
local initiatives. 

"This bill is a blatant attempt to 
educe governmental official by offer­

ing them a cut of the revenue that's 
generated by making losers of 
Kentucky citizens." aid John Mark 
Hack, head of the antigambling group 
Say o To Casino . "There are no ur­
prise in what the governor ha 
offered."

Kentucky among states with highest ATV deaths ·:

WASHINGTON At least 
555 people including more 
than I 00 children - died in 
all-terrain vehicle accidents in 
2006. Government safety offi­
cials expect the number to go 
much higher as they receive 
information from coroners and 
hospitals nationwide. 

The Consumer Product 
Safety Comm1ssion estimated 
thar an additional 146,600 
people were trented in emer­
gency rooms for ATV-rclated 
injurie~ more than a quarter 
of them children. 

Consumer groups and par­
ent· who have lost chtldren in 
cru<>hes ha\e complained for 
years about the safety of the 
popular off-road vehicles. 

The induSir}' contends it's 
not the ATV but the driver 
that's the problem. 

"ATV · have never been 
shown to he an unsafe product. 
but there have been bad deci 
sions made by people .~illing 
on the seat." said Mike Mount. 
a spoke. man for the 
California-ba -ed Specially 
Vehicle Institute of America. 

In il annual repon relea ed 
Thursday. the CPSC said 
Pennsylvania ha:; had the high­
est number of rcporrcd ATV 
deaths since 1982. followed by 
California. Wc' t Virginia, 
Texas and Kentucky. Every 
slate had at l ea~t one death 
attributed to ATVs. 

"The s1gns are pointing to a 
very dangerous trend into 
more than 800 deaths per 
year," aid CPSC spoke man 
Scott Wolfson. The agency is 
still gathering data as far hack 
as 2003. fhc report updates 
CPSC data with number from 
2006. the latest year U1at 
agency stan have analyzed. 

Bet ween 2002 and 2004. 
Kentucky had the highest 
number or ATV-related death!> 
nationwide, with 106. accord-

ing to the U.S. Consume1· 
Product Safety Commission. 
Kentucky State Police record 
ed 21 ATV-related fatalities in 
both 2005 and 2()()6.in a . tate 
that ca!er · lu riders by pruv1d 
ing numerous public trails. 

ln 2005, there were 666 
confirmed death. related to 
ATVs nationwide, and the 
CPSC estunates the toll for 
that year could reach 870. 

While overall injunes have 
ri en steadily since I 997. 
injuries to children were down 
from 44,700 in 2004 to 39,300 
in 2006. 

"T don't know that you can 
find a trend from this data. The 
bottom line is that more peo­
ple, and almost as many t;hil­
drcn. arc getting injured cri­
ously by ATVs," said Rachel 
Weintraub, director of product 
safety and senior coun ·el ar 
the Con umer Federation or 
America. "Thl · data further 
documents thai we have a real 
problem." 

Andrea Pollard of 
Woodbridge, Va., v..-anl<; tighter 

restricuons placed on the 
speed or ATV being used by 
children. Pollard's eight year­
old son, Cody, died in 200-l 
when an ATV crashed into the 
four-wheeler Cod) was riding 
with a friend . Both had hel­
mets on. bur Cody did not sur­
vive aner being thrown from 
rhc vehicle. 

"As a parent, you berate 
yourself no matter whal. You 
question why you let him on 
it," said Pollard. "We should 
all look more closely at what 
\\e're allowing our children to 
do." 

Al~o Thursday, the agency 
announced the recall of about 
95.000 Polaris ATVs hccause 
they can have defecth e con­
trol panel. that could catch 
fire . The Minnesota based 
company has received 372 
report · of smoking und or 
mellmg control panels since 
June 2005, when 45,000 of the 
ATVs were recalled. There 
have been another 20 reports 
of fires. No injurie:-. have been 
reported. 

Most of the deaths and 
InJune to children are the 
result of youngster riding 
adult- ize ATV., and con­
sumer groups say the agency 
needs to do more to keep kid 
off ATVs !hal are too big and 
too powerful for them. 

Weintraub wanl5 the CPSC 
to ban the sale of adult-size 
ATV tor u e tor children. The 
agency ha-; declined to do that. 

Under a voluntary agree­
ment between the industry and 
the commission, major ATV 
distributor require dealers not 
to sell adult-size ATYs to peo­
ple who mighl allow children 
to ride them. Consumer groups 
say few dealers abide by the 
rule. 

For almost two year. now, 
the commission has been con­
sidering regulations that 
would lilt restrictions on the 
engine size of youth ATYs. 
allowwg manufacturers to 
make bigger 'ehicle to 
accommodarc larger young­
sters. The aim. the CPSC says, 
i~ to keep teen. off adult-size

BIG ACCIDENTS 
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ATVs. The commission aJ o 
would require the in lallation 
of equipment to limit maxi­
mum peed , based on the rid­
ers' age. 

The American Academy of 
Pediatrics and consumer 
groups oppose the proposed 
rules. 

A vote may still be a ways 
off. The staff plans to update 
the commission in June with 
additional research. 

Agency sl.aiT last year com­
pleted a ·tudy of 85 ATV acci­
dents in 2005 involving 
youngsters and fatalities. 1n 
mo l of lhe cases, adult-size 
ATVs were being driven. 

ln more than 75 percent of 
the incident. where speed 
could be detcm1incd. it 
appeared fhat ATVs were 
going too fast for conditions. 

1.11 nearly 60 percent of the 
ratalities, riders were not 
wearing helmets. 

Sales or ATV. have 
declined, down from 912.000 
in 2004 to an estimated 
759,000 ATVs that were sold 
in the United States lm t year. 

The indu try recently 
decided to create a new rransi­
tional model for 14- and 15-
ycar-olds that would he bigger 
than the current youth ATVs 
on the market, though no t 
quite as large as adult-size 
ATV·. Tl ays the goal is to 
keep bigger kids from riding 
adult-, ize vehicle . The new ~ 
model would be able to reach 
speeds of up to 38 mph. 

CPSC tarr are concerned 
about the idea, saying the 
model would go much too fast 
for young teens.

Joey Kirk was killed at Louisa on December 14, 2007 
Joey and his wife, Sharon, lived near Inez. Joey 

died when the vehicle in which he was a back-seat 
passenger, was crashed into while it was stopped at 
a red light. The driver of the vehicle that crashed 
into the car Joey was in, has been charged with the 
crime of Second Degree Manslaughter. He was 
impaired by drugs or drink. He was not injured, 
but the other two people in the car Joey was in, 
Paul Justice and Mark Skaggs, were injured. The 
accident occurred on U.S. 23 at a red light at 
Louisa.

More than 40 hills had pa~scd the 
Kentucky Hou e of Representatives 
this session by the end of last week, 
ru. legislation to increase long [erm 
care funding for Kentuckian with 
special need ·. provide a tax. credit for 
live-organ donation. and limit double 
fines in highway work zones made 
their way through lhe chamber and 
were sent to the Senate for a vote. 

Kentuckian with disabilities 
acro~s th Commonwealth would 
benefit from the passage of House 
Bill 13, a measure which passed 91 -0 
on Monday. The bill would establish 
a Kentucky Family Needs Trust 
Program to . upplcmcnt any public 
assi tance provided for the long-term 
care of persons with disabilities, 
inclucting tho e in the ·tate's care. 
The program would be funded 
through contribution to a trust fund. 
Those contribution. would come 
from tbe bencficianes' tamilie , 
friends and guardians--not the stale, 
which would be prohibited from 
u. ing the tru. l fund lor< Lher purpos­
es--and be overseen hy a board of 
trustees. HB 13 now goe · to the 
Senate for its consideration. 

Another human erv1ces bill that 
passed the House last week was HB 
234, which would provide a tax cred­
it of up to . ' LO.OOO for those who 
donate Jive organs lor transplant. It 
would also give full time state 
employees who donate a live organ 
up to 30 day. paid leave to recuper­
ate. HB 234 pa~ . ed by a vote of 94-0 
and will join JIB 13 for consideration 
by the Senate. 

The highway bill that passed this 
week amend current ·tate law 
requiring that fine ror speeding in a 
highway work zone be doubled 

whether highway workers are present 
or nol. Under HR 325, which we 
pao;sed 90-0 on Monday, those caught 
speeding in one of the work 10nc: 
would not have their fine doubled tf 
no h1gbway worker· were pre ·ent at 
the time and no signs were posted 
warntng drivers that they would face 
a double fine for speeding in a work 
zone while workers were on the JOb.

Van Lear bas come a long way from 
the nme v.hen coal was king and lhe tiny hill&ide 
community was one of the Commonwealth's Icad­
mg producers of lhe ,·aluable commodity. 

B lcvms says that the research for his hook came 
trom a Wide variety of ·oun:es.

this viral infection. 1L is estimated, 
however, that thls is just the tip of the 
iceberg and represents only about 2 
percent of the children who actually 
get RSV. Though very common in 
mfan!s and children. RSV i ·, fortu­
nately, usually rclativcJy mild in 
narure. 

There are several risk factor· for 
infants getting an RSV infection. 
Prematurity, low birth weight, con­
genital hcrut disease, chronic lung 
condiLion , secondhand cigarelle 
smoke exposure, older hrmhcrs and 
sisters in the home, day care and bot­
tle feeding all increase 1he likelihood 
of a chlld developing a serious RSV 
infection. 

RSY usually starts off like a typi­
cal cold. Fever, runny nose, cough 
and irritability may. ometimes be lui­
lowed by wheezing. In some cases 
the child may e11perience diflicully in 
breathing. Most children with RSY 
infections are beuer in about a week 
with supportive care such as aceta­
minophen for fever and fluids. Many 
doctors' offices can perform a rapid 

As of yet there ts no long term 
vaccine lo prevent this common, viral 
infection in all children. There arc 
some short-acting vaccines that can 
be given to at-risk infant~ during out­
breaks of RSV, but these hots need 
lo be given monthly and are nm rec­
ommended for all children. 

Otber preventive efforts such a 
routine hand washing arc always 
good, but RSV can be spread for sev­
eral days before a child ha. any 
symptoms and for a couple of weeks 
after the child has recovered. This 
makes it difficult to control U1is infec­
tion in the communtty elling.

FRANKFORT - House 
lawmaker have approved leg­
islation that would require 
children under 8 year old to 
ride in boo ter seats. 

The 68-28 vote on the mea­
sure Thur day was largely 
along party lines with most 
Democrats favoring it. The 
measure now goes to the 
Senate for consideration. A 

similar bill wa quashed in the 
Senate last year. 

Democratic State Rep. Tom 
Burch of Loui ville i spon­
oring the legislation. He said 

it will save the lives of chil­
dren. 

Ke ntucky is one of 12 states 
without a booster seat law. 

Burch's bill would require 
booster seats for children 
under 8 who are between 40 
and 57 inches tall. 

Mine owner to be stripped 
of license under agreement

FRANKFORT An 
Eastern Kentucky man will be 
banned from owning or oper­
ating coal mines in the state 
under a settlement agreement 
with a mine safety agency. 

The agreement was 
announced Thur day between 
the Kentucky Mine Safety 
Review Commission and Gary 
Wayne Bentley, the co-owner 
of a Cumberland mine where a 

worker was killed in 
December 2005. 

Bentley was the on-shirt 
emergency technician when 
David "Bud" Morris Jr. bled to 
death after a mine accident. 
Bentley had been accu ed of 
failing to provide proper care. 

The commi ion acknowl­
edged as part of the agreement 
that Bentley did not intention­
ally violate mine afety rule . 

Bentley aL o will lose his 
underground miner certificate. 
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authorities in the previous 24 
hours, Conn said, 
Prestonsburg Police would 
have been notified. 

Conn said the delay wasn't 
a factor but, "It was a mistake 
on our part, and I'll take credit 
for that." Conn said he apolo­
gized to the victim's mother 
for the error at the time. 

During the interview, 
Cropper-Powe also said that 
when she had come to meet 
with Conn, that he refused to 
see her aying he had to move 
mto his house. 

"She wn upposed to come 
up the week before. l had told 
her I would be bu. y the Fol­
lowing week," Conn said, 
adding that when she in. tsted 
on coming up the week he had 
told her he would be busy. he 
arranged for her to meet with 
the FBI agent who was han­
dling the case. He . aid she 
seemed happy with that 
arrangement. and made no 
complaint at the time. 

"If she had insisted that she 
talk to me, l would have met 
with her." 

Conn said that he put in 
probably 11 month of footwork 
on the case after the disappear­
ance of Cropper, conducting 
over 90 interview . "We talked 

to everybody." 
Conn said that hi best lead 

had come in an interview with 
a local couple whom the vic­
tim was known to consort. 
One of them admitted pawnmg 
a .25 caliber pistol two or three 
days after Cropper's disap­
pearance. 

According to Conn, autop­
sy repons said that Cropper 
had died as a result ot a gun­
shot wound to the head, and 
that the caliber had been the 
same. 

"I went and ptcked up the 
handgun at lhe Hock Shop in 
Preston burg, and sent it off to 
GBI (the Georgia Bureau of 
Investigation) to try and match 
the ballistics," Conn said. 
"When I got the call from GBI. 
I really thought that was gomg 
to be it. but the bullet found at 
the crime scene didn't match 
with the gun." Conn sa1d it 
was just a trange coincidence. 

According to Conn. he 
exhausted every po siblc local 
lead and was forced to release 
the case to the FBI, saying, 
"The city wa n' t going to pay 
me to investigate a crime that 
couldn't be placed in Floyd 
County." 

Conn believe that Cropper 
"walked off' from the Carl D. 

ANY NEW 2008 
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Perkins Job Corps Center and 
met with foul play elsewl1ere. 
Conn said the autopsy report 
confirmed that the victim died 
at the location where his body 
was found. 

"We were getting an aver­
age of 10 call a month for 
walk offs from the Job Corps 
at that time." Conn said: 
adding that while there was no 
documented history of harass­
ment, he had gleaned from the 
interviews that Cropper was 
bullied and picked on often. 

"A lot of them didn't really 
have much to say. He didn't 
really have any friends; kind 
of a loner,'' Conn said. 

The file. case information 
and e\ idence was turned over 
to the FBI after it was deter­
mined that no crime took place 
locally. 

After leaving the PPD. 
Conn went to work a's a 
Kentucky State Trooper. Conn 
said he contmued to make 
inquiries into the case while he 
was with KSP 

Conn, now retired, was rec­
ognized for heroism relating to 
a 2004 incident in which. after 
an explosion occurred in his 
Ivel neighborhood. he rescued 
a mother and child from their 
burning home, de pite suffer-

Fletcher presented Conn with 
the Governor's Medal of 
Valor, which is reserved for 
troopers displaying conspicu­
ous heroism in the line of duty 
under circumstances ot 
extreme danger.

Big names in danger of missing Daytona 500

DAYTONA BEACH. 
Fla. - Tucked away in the 
back comer of the garage, 
far from the overwhelming 
attention surrounding 
NASCAR's bigge t stars, a 
world-class group of dri­
vers went overlooked in 
their quest to make the 
Daytona 500. 

It was a surreal scene: A 
former ASCAR champi­
on, a two-time Daytona 
500 winner and a Formula 
One star. 

Dale Jarrett, Sterling 
Marlin and Jacques 
Villeneuve were fighting to 
make the 500 field. None 
were guaranteed a pOl in 
the ea on-opening race, 
and all had to race their 
way into the 500 field in 
one of Thursday's two 
qualifying races. 

Only four pots are 
available. And for all of 
them, it could be their la t 
chance for the Daytona 
500. Jarrett will retire next 
month, Marlin is running a 
partial c chedule and 
Villeneuve need span or­
ship to run a full season. 

"I haven't really 
allowed my elf to think in 
the direction," Jarrett, a 
three-time Daytona 500 
winner and former erie 
champion, said 
Wednesday. 

"We need to stay in a 

pos1ti ve frame of mind in 
that we are going to be able 
to race our way in. [t would 
be di.,appointmg to say the 
very least, because this is 
going to be my last oppor­
tunity at Daytona. So l 
want to be involved in it." 

Only the two fastest dri­
vers in last week's time tn­
als - two-time defending 
champion Jimmie Johnson 
and two time Daytona 500 
winner Michael Waltrip­
are locked into Sunday's 
race. Another 34 positions 
are decided by the top 35 
in points from la-;t , ea. on. 

Four more drivers -
two from each of the twin 
race on Thur day - race 
their way in. The final 
three spots go to the fa.,test 
driver on peed who are 
not otherwise qualified and 
po ibly a pa t champion. 

It's a system that irri­
tates Marlin. a two-time 
Daytona 500 winner who 
now find hirmelf on the 
verge of mi . ing the 
biggest race of the year 
Like Jarrett, Marlin did not 
fini h in the Lop 35 in 
points last season. 

Marlin said the y tern 
i unfair, pointing to for 
mer open-wheel drivers 
Daria Franchitti and Sam 
Hornish Jr., who will race 
Sunday in their first 
Daytona 500 after inherit­
ing "top 35 points from Ia 1 

season. 
''You· ve got a bunch of 

guys who got into cars that 
are locked into the top 35 
in points and have never 
even started a Daytona 
500," Marlin . aid. "That's 
how the rules are, and we 
knew that coming down 
there. I ju L think there' a 
better way to do it." 

Marlin said he'd prefer 
a y tern that locked in the 
fastest 40 cars. with the 
final three spots reserved 
as provL ional ·. 

"Give away the other 
three. I don't care to who. a 
past champion. somebody 
who had trouble qualify­
ing, the guy who i eighth 
in points, whoever,"' 
Marlin said. "Cau e the 
way they do it now is just 
aggravating, and a lot of 
big name are going to go 
home tomorrow." 

Marlin i fighting an 
uphill battle. 

He was 45th out of 47 
car on the speed chart fol­
lowing Wedne.day's final 
practice, and needed an 
outstanding race Thursday 
to make the cut. 

"It will be aggravating 
to miss the race," Marlin 
said. ··we knew in te ting 
we had a problem with the 
car, thought we had it 
fixed, then got down here 
and found out we didn't. 
All we can do is fix the car 
the be t we can, hold it 
wide open for 150 mile 
and hope we're OK." 

Adding to Marlin's 

problem was the engine 
from Hendrick

motors forced five of the 
nine cars who u e 
Hendrick motor ro change 
the engine . Although 
Marlin wasn't initially one 
of them. there's concern 
the engine could blow.

'·He had won the Daytona 
498 or 499 so many times. you 
just wondered if he was e'er 
going to win the 500,'' said car 
owner Richard Childress, l'(lr 
whom Earnhardt won six of 
hi· even NASCAR champi­
onship .. 

In previous races. tlat ttres, 
last-lap pa. scs, hrokcn pans, 
runntng out of gas and even 
hilling a . eagull on the back­
stretch had seemingly con­
spired to keep Earnhardt out or 
the Daytona 500 Victory 
C'1rcle. 

This time, last-minute 
engine prohlcm'i threatened to 
ruin Earnhardt' chances. 

"l asked his PR guy, 
'Where's Dale?' the longtime 
crew chief turned TV analyst 
-;aid Tuesday. "He ·aid, 'Well, 

he ·s out there with some fans.· 
''I'm tlunking to mysetl' 'He 

picked a hell or a time 10 rub 
elbows with these htns. We 
need him to get here and talk 
about Lhis engine.' " 

But Earnhanlt had a bigger 
prohlem when he finally 
showed up. 

Stalking past McReynolds 
without saying a wont. 
Earnhardt rummaged throttgh 
the drawers of the team's tool 
chests until he found orne 
glue. 

"He told me that when he 
had got out of the car on pit 
road there was a little girl there 
from the Make A Wish 
Foundation," McReynold · 
explained. "Her wi~h was lo 
come to Daytona aud meet 
Dale Earnhardt. He had spent 
thi. time with her, and she 
gave him thi), lucky penny.'' 

With the penny set on the 
dashboanl of the No. 3 car, the 
RCR hrainrrust moved on to 
the engine. deciding to roll the 
dice and change it. 

'The thing I strc. sed to the 
guys was thts engine change 
could be the most important 
en!,.>ine change we ever make.'' 
McReynolds said. ''Obviously, 
when they dropped the green 
nag, there was no question it 

was ours ro lose." 
With about 25 laps to go. it 

wa. McReynolds who decided 
to change just two tire · on the 
tina! pil slop. 

Earnhardt Jed cveryhod} 
out or the pits and led the rest 
of the way, as. ured of the 
biggest victory of bJs career 
when he heat Tcn-y Labonte 
back to the t1agstand after a 
caution llag came out two lap!> 
from the end. 

"We knew ·ooner or later 
the cx:lds had ro get in our 
favor," Childres. said this 
week. "With about two or 
three laps to go. Dale was 
leading, but there was some 
other guys close berund.

Barnhardt's victory, without 
4uestion the most popular win 
in the first 49 editions of "The 
Great American Race," has 
hccomc pru1 of Daytona leg­
end. 

After Earnhardt ·pun 
smoky doughnuts in front of 
the mwn grandstands, burning 
what looked like the number 3 
in the grass, fans came out to 
roll in what he Jert, digging up 
pieces of the grass as . au­
venin; 

As Earnhardt drove slowly 
onto pit lane, every crewman 
from every lean\ and ju 1 about 
every NASCAR ofiic1al in the 
pits lined up to congratulate 
hirn in what TV announcer 
Mike Joy called "the world's 
longest receiving line." 

Just three years later, 
Earnhardt was killed in a last­
lap crash in the 2001 Daytona 
500. That 1998 wm was his 
only 500 oiumph in 34 total 
victones atlhe famed track. 

"He wanted that one real 
had," Childress said. "And to 
sec him finally get it was the 
mo ·t rewarding part of tt."
