Brad Hall, 30, of orth 
Carolina, was in court to plead 
guilty to one count of theft by 
unlawful taking for trying to 
steal a set of patio ~umiture from 

the Prestonsburg Wal-Mart. 
Hall reportedly voiced his 

displeasure over his bond at his 
arraignment, to which the judge 
said he would just hold him 
without bond. 

According to 
Commonwealth's Attorney 
Arnold Brent Turner, sheriff's 
deputies reported that, after 
leaving court, Hall aid some­
thing to the effect of, "I hould 
just kill that judge." 

Judge Caudill began

Thompson said Wednesday that he wasn't

Thompson was appointed judge executive 
after the previous officeholder re igned after 
serving a pri on term. He beat Democrat Mike 
Hall in 2006 to become the first elected 
Republican judge-executive in the county. 

Two former employees also sued Thompson 
in January for violation of their con tituhonal 
right after they ay hi associates told them not 
to upport his opponent. All five employee are 
eeking un pecified damages and reinstatement.

ln Kentucky, 17 school 
dbtricts, among them near­
by PetTy County, have been 
umong tho~e that have 
received shipments of the 
recalled beef. Not so. how­
e •er. fo .he Fl yd County 
district. which n\ay put the 
minds of many parents at 
ease. 

According to Brenda 
Fish. director of food ser­
vices for Floyd Count} 
Schouh one factor that 
mo t likely contributed to 
none of the recalled product 
being shipped to Floyd 
County schools. i the fact 
that the Floyd school dis­
trict does not use processed 
meat. 

··we don't divert our 
meats to a processor." Fish 
said. '"ln other word . we 
don't use a middleman 
when it comes to process­
ing our meat products." 

In orne di tricts. 

according to Fish. meah 
·uch as hamburger are fir!>t 
diverted to a proce ing 
unit ro be converted into 
patties. auces and other 
mixture~ before receipt at 
thea final destination. 
Doing so saves money and 
time in regard to labor 
co ts, and "There'· nothing 
wrong with that," Fish said. 
"W just don't happen to do 
it that way." 

So, instead of r~ceiving 
·paghetti sauces, taco fi ll­
ing and other sllch meat 
items prepared and ready 

· for the ~erving line off the 
deli\.ery truck, cooks i11 
Floyd County school cafe­
terias receive their. meats 
unprocessed. thereby 
preparing their menu items 
"from scratch." 

In the ca e of the recent 
recall of over 143 million 
pound. of beef. that has 
proven to be a goo·d thmg. 
According to Fish. It 1s 
most likely the very thing 
that prevented any of the 
recalled beef product from 
being shipped to the Floyd 
County chool district. 

In addttion, according to 
Fish, the Floyd district has 
many checks and balance 
in place in regard to food

According to 
1he study, "The estimated 
annual obesity-attributed med­
ical expenditure for Kentucky 
alone stood at $1.1 billion in 
2004, with $340 million paid 
by Medicaid." Thirty-one per­
cent of Floyd County adults 
reportedly suffer from obesity. 

Bond says the Health 
Department i a Diabetes 
Center of Excellence that 
offers diabetes information 
and eciucation to persons with 
diabetes. Type 2 diabetes is a 
common effect of obesity, and 
contributes to the overall poor 
mortality rate of F loyd County. 

"Floyd County Health 
Department has a nutritionist 
on staff who is available for

Al o, "Campaigns to pro­
mote the importance of 
healthy eating habits and rou­
tine participation in common 
activities such as gardening 
and walking can help improve 
these factors." 

The report is not all gloom 
and doom, however. There are 
some perks to living in Floyd 
County. According to the 
report, only one person per 
100,000 residents will suffer 
from eriou infectious dis­
ease, such a AIDS. hepatitis 
and tuberculoSlS, compared to • 

which could be built at horse 
tracks.
