32 miners 
killed in 
accidents 
in 2001 

The Associated Press 

CHARLESTON, 
W.Va. - Federal statis­
tics show that last year 
was the second dead­
liest since 2002 for U.S. 
coal miners. 

According to the 
Mine Safety and Health 
Administration, 32 min­
ers died on the job in 
2007. That was down 
from 47 miners killed on 
the job in 2006, match­
ing the total who died in 
1995. 

By comparison, 27 
miners died in job-relat­
ed mishaps in 2002, 29 
miners were killed in 
2003, 28 miners died in 
2004 and 22 miners 
were killed in 2005. 

Among the deadliest 
years since 1995: 2001 
with 42; and 1996 and 
2000, each with 38. 

Most of the fatal acci­
dents in 2007 involved 
one or two miners. 
However, six died after 
a cave-in at Utah's 
Crandall Canyon mine.

Sago explosion co~tinues 
to buffet mining industry

CHARLESTON, W.Va. - Two 
years after an explosion tore apart 
the Sago Mine and killed 12 men, the 
aftershocks still rumble through the 
nation's coal mjning industry. 

The bla t that investigators ay 
unlea hed unprecedented power 
deep inside the Upshur County mine 
loosed equally U'ong forces for 
change in Congress and the govern­
ment agencies charged with keeping 
the more than 42.000 men and 
women who work in the nation' 670 
underground coal mines safe. 

Though much of the work begun 

after Sago and two other high-profile 
fatal accidents in 2006 remains 
unfini bed, the impetus for change 
shows no ign of abating. If any­
thing, it may be trengthening after 
another deadly year punctuated by a 
high-profile accident that left nine 
dead in Utah. 

The federal Mine Safety and 
Health Adminislration is working on 
reams of new rules and its own safe­
ty innovations, including an escape 
y tern. So, too, are regulators in 

West Virginia, the nation' o. 2 coal 
producer and largest producer from 
underground mine .

But credit-card companies also must take 
responsihility l'or extenJing credit without a linn indication that 
debts could be repaid - and most certainly deserve blame for 
predatory practices that make the plight or many families far worse 
than it would otherwise be. 

These companies' profit. still arc running high. In fact, many 
card companie have adopted policies that make it likely that the 
dcfauh rate will continue m spike, and purposefully target high­
risk debtors, loading on fees that assure the accounts will be prof­
itable even if the borrowers default. ... 

But Congre sand l'ederal regulators also should examine lhe 
costs of high default rates on a wider scale, especially when cou­
pled wiLh the till-developing mortgage-foreclosure boom . 

... Federal regulator · should face reality: Too much of the U.S.

should never have been extended in the first place.

Adams was not a prisoner of partisan 
politics but a man of principle -
what I take to be the meaning of 
Kissinger's de cription of Ford as a 
"normal human being.'' Throughout 
his 17 years in the Hou e, Adams 
stood as a genuine "people'. rcpre­
sentathe,'' oppo ing slavery and the 
1846-1848 Mexican-American War 
- the ftrst war of America's 
·'Manifest De tiny." And ahhough 
Adam~ is remembered mo t of all by 
diplomatic historian for crafling. as 
Secretary of State, what came to be 
known as 1he Monroe Doctnne, it 
seems most appropriate that his post­
presidential service was in the "peo­
ple's chamber," both because or his 
stand on war and on slavery and 
becaw e hi election in 1830 was, 
according to historians, unexpected. 

The 1911 Encyclopedia 
Britannica said of Adams: '"Few men 
in American public life have pos­
. e'sed more intrinsic worth. more 
independence, more public spirit and 
more ability than Adams.'' His1ory 
judge. John Quincy Adams' presi­
dency as a failure, buL not the man. ll 
may well be too soon to judge objec­
tively the efticar.:y of Ford's presiden­
cy. but there is no doubt that Ford, 
like Adams. was a ·uccess a a 
human being. 

Would that rhe same can be ·aid of 
Lhe per~on elected our next president 

More to the point. may the same 
be said of each or us in 2008 and 
beyond.
