Sgt. David Peppi 
reportedly responded to 
the scene and is conduct­
ing an investigation into 
the incident. 

KSP officials say more 
charges are pending. 
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Three charged in federal drug ·case

PIKEVILLE- After a multi-state 
investi~ation, three people were indrct­
ed this week in the U.S. District Court 
in Pikeville on charges of conspiring to 
distribute Oxycontin, oxycodone and 
hydrocodone. 

According to court records. between 

January of 2006 to May 2008, Joseph 
Hall, Michael Amos Lumpkins, 46, and 
Teresa Sturgill, 44, "did conspire with 
others to knowingly and intentionally 
di tribute oxycodone, a schedule 11 
controlled substance." 

An afftdavit sworn to by special 
agent Michael V. Kersey of the Drug 
Enforcement Agency detailed Hall's 
arrest after it was discovered he was 

planning to purchase pills from a sup­
plier in Michigan. 

In the affidavit, Kersey alleges that 
"law enforcement observed a silver 
Chevy Cavalier driven by Hall arrive at 
3503 Junction , Detroit, Mich. ... Law 
enforcement observed Hall return to 
his vehicle carrying a black bag in his 
hand." Hall was later stopped and 
"found to be po session of 500

Drugstore robbery case 
sent to grand jury 
Judge keeps bond set at $75,000

PRESTONSBURG - A Floyd 
County man accused of attempting to 
rob the Prestonsburg Rite Aid last 
week wa1ved his right to a prelimi­
nary hearing on Monday and his case 
is expected to go before a grand jury 
on Thursday. 

Jason S. Rice, 29, of Dwale, is 

charged with first-degree armed rob­
bery, two count of first-degree wan­
ton endangerment, terroristic threat­
ening, carrying a concealed deadly 
weapon, fleeing and evading, third­
degree escape, third-degree assault, 
resisting arrest and menacing. 

Rice's attorney, Doug Adams, 
after waiving the preliminary hear­
in,g, a ked the court to reconsider his 
client's $75,000 cash bond, saying 

that Rice's family could not afford 
the payment. Prosecutors asked that 
the request be made in a written 
motion. 

Judge Danny P. Caudill. acting as 
a special judge for Judge Eric Hall, 
suggested the bond was appropriate. 

"Looking at the charges," Caudi II 
said, "I don't think this bond is

Pike man 
killed 
inATV 
accident

Yet another life was claimed after an 
all-terram vehicle accident, the latest in 
an unsettling trend, occurred in Pike 
County over the weekend. 

According to Kentucky State Police, 
Johnathan D. Justice, 27, of Stopover, 
was reportedly operating a 1988 Honda 
300 ATV on the roadway when he lost 
control going through a curve, struck a 
guardrail and was thrown from the vehi­
cle. 

Justice, who was not wearing a helmet, 
was pronounced dead at the cene by Pike 
County Coroner Ernie Ca ebolt. 

Kentucky State Police are still investi­
gating the accident. 

According to atvsafety.gov, recent 
news reports shows at least 15 deaths 
nationally from June 14 to June 24 of this 
year. Of those reported fatalities, two 
were youths under 16 . 

In 2006 alone, it was estimated that 
there were 555 deaths and 146,600 
injuries nationwide attributed to ATVs. 

Between 1982 and 2006, 367 people 
were killed on ATVs in the state of 
Kentucky Of those, 60 were under the 
age of 16. 

Like other activities involving high 
speeds and heavy machinery, riding an 
ATV can be risky. To help stay safe, 
atvsafety.gov offers the following safety 
tip : 

• Get trained. 
• Wear a he! met. 
• No children on adult ATVs. 
• Don't ride tandem. 
• Don't ride on pavement. 
• Don't ride under the influence. 
ATVs are capable of traveling at 

speeds in excess of 60 miles an hour, may 
weigh over 700 pounds and can easily roll 
or tip over.

Our children 
deserve better 
One need look no further for evidence that Americans have 

completely mLplaced their prioritie than in the eyes of our 
chtldren. 

Or perhap their bloodstream" 
The American Academy of Pediatric this week released a 

report that hould raise eyebrows and provoke erious. elf­
examination. Parents are now being urged to routinely creen 
the cholesterol levels of our overfed, under-active children. 
and the Academy sugge. ted doctors more aggressively treat 
high chole terollevels by prescriiHng statin drugs to children 
a young as 8. 

Such ·reports hould be enough to wake Americans from 
their push-button, deep-fried. partially-hydrogenated, super-
ize slumber, but we're afraid they won't. Considering that we 

have not been made to change our ways despite the mounting 
evidence that our lifestyle of gluttony and sloth is killing us, 
we're not confident that Americans w~ll ever change their 
ways. or want to. 

And so the medical community is left only with its one 
remaining alternative - to prescribe more pill - which is 
certainly mu ic to the pharmaceutical industry's ears. 

And yet the pre cription for living a healthier life is far 
simpler, and much cheaper, than a lifetime dependence on 
maintenance drugs: Eat less, eat better and get at lea t 30 min­
utes of heart-pumping, sweat-inducing exercise nearly every 
day. 

High blood pressure, heart disea e, diabetes. mental and 
emotional health disorders, even some cancer - all are 
directly related to diet and exerci e. and all can be reduced, 
improved, eliminated or avoided altogether by living a health­
ier life tyle. 

Eat right and exercise. This is a mantra everyone knows, 
yet few follow. Instead, we pick up dinner in a drive-thru. 
plant our rears in front of "American Idol" and toss a dozen or 

il down ur gul)et tg treat the ladie, o h.17iness has

And now our children are tarting to come down with what 
have long been commonly considered adult afflictions- a 
direct result of the unhealthy lifestyle we have inflicted on 
them. 

This needs to stop. 
In tead of giving our kids Happy Meals, give them happy 

lives. Make an effort to play with them. Toss a ball. Go swim­
. ming. Climb a mountain. Go to one of the many parks we 
have around us. Ride a bike. Take a walk. Play tag. 

Do something, just as long as it is something you can do 
together, is moderately exertive and, most jmportantly, is fun. 
At first. aim to do this at least a couple of times a week, and 
work your way up to three. four or five times a week as you 
both get healthier. 

For dinner, skip the fast food and head instead to the 
farmer's market, or at least the produce aisle. And if you fmd 
you're too tired to fix a healthy dinner. call the kids into the 
kitchen and enli t their help. You just might find that your 
children are more open to trying new, healthy foods if they 
have a hand in their preparation.

The court gets 
it right on guns

Advocates of freedom dodged a 
bullet Ia t week when the U.S. 
Supreme Court ruled 5-4 that the right 
to keep and bear arm , the subject of 
the Second Amendment, is an individ­
ual, not a collective. right Opponents 
of gun ownershi vc long main-
tained that U Udlt\ rc 
ence to th tUa 111ili il that th 
right does not apply to pri ate per­
sons. 

Thankfully, most of the justices 
saw this for the nonsense it is. Writing 
for the majority. Justice Antonio 
Scaha said the amendment' preface 
- ''A well regulated Militia. being 
neces ary to the ecurity of a free 
State" - "announces the purpose for 
which the right wa codified: to pre­
vent elimination of the militia." It 
should not, Scalia went on. be een as 
limiting the right specified in its main 
clause: "the right of the people to keep 
and bear Arms, shall not be 
infringed." 

Scalia's opinion goes to the heart 
of the matter. The Second Amendment 
recognizes an inherent right that pre­
cedes government. lt doe not purport 
to create one. 

In his dissent Justice John Paul 
Stevens said that since the explicit 
purpo e of the Second Amendment 
doe. not include hunting and self­
defense, those uses of fLiearms could­
n't have been intended by the 
Framers. 

Those Fran1ers dearly understood 
the principle of right better than 

Stevens does. If one has a right, on 
may exercise it for any purpose con­
sistent with the rights of other:-.. 
Keeping and bearing arm~ tor ,elf­
defense or hunting violate~ no one 
else's 1ight. So it is entire!} consistent 
with the Amendment. Stevens's con­
clusion implies that government cre­
ates rights and tbu can create a right 
that could be exercised for one pur­
pose (the militia) but not for other~ 
(self-defense). That wuulJ amount to 
a wholesale rejection of the 
Jeffersonian philosophy found m the 
Declar· t on of Independence and a 

t,Jc n of the American 
c: o ution. 

The misunderstanding ot the 
nature ot rights runs deep. After the 
decision, the Chicago Tribune called 
for repeal of the Second Amendment. 
But if rights ar~.: inherent in human 
nature, repeal would make no differ­
ence. A right would not disappear 
merely because a governmem docu­
ment cca~ed to say it shall not be 
infringed. Do the Tribune editor~ seri­
ously believe that had the Bill of 
Rights never been added to the 
Con titution. the people would have 
no right to keep and bear arms'? That 
is ridiculous. 

Scalia·!. opinion is fine as far a'\ it 
goe~. The case re~ultcd from a ehal-. 
lenge to a District of Columbia law 
that bans handguns from private 
home.. The law also require that 
shotguns and ritles b~; kept disassem­
bled and trigger-locked. In Scaha"s 
words, 'The enshrinement of con. titu­
tional rights nece-,sarily takes certain 
poliC) choices off the table. These 
include the absolute prohibition of 
handguns held and u-.;cd for ~elf­
dcfeno;e in the home. Undoubtedly 
some think that the econd 
Amendment is outmoded in a 

where our standing anny i the pride 
of our Nation. where well-trained 
pohce forces prov1de personal securi­
ty, and where gun violence is a seriou 
problem. That i · perhaps debatable, 
but what is not debatable i that it is 
not the role of this Court to pronounce 
the S(;cond Amendment extmct. •· • 

Unfo:tunately. the majority opin­
ion allow for gun regulations that fa]) 
short of outright bans. Existing regu­
lation will now be tested in court. Jn 
the end. the mling may have little 
effect on mo~t gun laws, but the dec­
laration that guns rights are individual 
rights IS important. Think what we 
would ha\ e witnes ed had the case 
gone the other way. 

In a second dissenting opmmn. 
Justice Stephen Breyer said. "Far 
more important are the unfortunate 
consequences that today's decision i 
likely to spawn. Not least of these, as 
I have said, is the fact that the decision • 
threatens to throv. into doubt the con­
stitutionality uf gun laws throughout 
the nited State·. I can find no sound 
legal basis For launching the court on 
so fonnidable and potentially danger­
ous a mission." 

Well. excuse me, Justice Breyer, if 
protectton of our freedoms impo es a 
fonnidable and potentially dangerou 
mi sion on the Court. Talk at:?out the 
tail's wagging the dog! It would be far 
more dangerous -to the people- if 
ftrearms were banned. Criminals 
would get them anyway. But the law­
abiding among u would be left vul­
nerable.

FRANKFORT - With 
gasoline prices on the rise, 
some lawmakers want Lo relax 
restrictions that bar the small­
est and least expensive low­
speed electric vehicles from 
the state's roadway&. 

"We've been talkmg a long 
time about whether we should 
do something to address the 
rising costs of fuel," said state 
Sen. Gary Tapp. R~ 

Shclbyv•lle. "This would cer­
tainly begin to help address the 
problem." 

Tapp said he intends to 
sponsor legislation when the 
General Assembly convenes in 
January that would allow low-
peed electric cars to be regis-

• tered and driven on street and 
roads with speed limits up to 
45 mph. Similar legislation 
!lopped earlier this year. 

The Kentucky DivisiOn of 

Motor Vehicle Licensing gen­
erally categori7cs low-speed 
vehicles for off-road purposes, 
which means they· re not 
allowed to be driven on public 
thoroughfares . The off-road 
designation, however, doesn't 
apply to the larger electric cars 
that meet all federal highway 
safety standards and are built 
to travel at lugh speeds. sa1d 
David Devers, a pokesman 
for the state agency. 

Devers said determining 
wh1ch vehicle~ arc road legal 
and which aren't isn't always 
ea!>y. "If you're looking for a 
place to draw the line, there i 
none," he said. ·There are so 
many variable ." 

State Sen. Brett Guthrie. 
cha•rman of the Senate 
Transportation Committee. is 
among the lawmakers who 
favor opening some Kentucky 
roads to alternative vehicles.

The smallest of the electric 
vehicles. which retail for 
around $1 0.000 and reach 
speeds of 25 to 40 mph. are 
tiny even when compared to 
traditional compact cars. But 
Guthnc said he believes many 
of them can be driven safely 
on streets and roads that have 
reduced peed limits. 

"It's so stupid that we can't 
drive alternative vehicles on 
the streets of Kentucky," said 
Randall Waldman, head of 
Integrity Manufacturing. a 
Shepherdsville firm that is 
considering building a $30 
million factory to begin manu­
facturing electnc vehicles. 

Waldman sa1d he wants to 
build the plant m Kentucky. 
but, unless the state lifts 
restrictions on the vehicles. he 
will look for a site elsewhere. 

"We can not be in a situa­
tion where we invest that kind 

of money to build a manufac­
turing plant 10 a state that 
doesn't permit alternative 
vehicles," he said. "It doesn't 
make a lot of sense." 

State Rep. Hubert Collins, 
D-Wiuensville. urges caution 
when it comes to opening the 
state's roads to the low-speed 
vehicles. Collins. chairman of 
the House Transportation 
Committee, said risking colli­
·ions between the tiny cars and 
full-size vehicles is a bad idea. 

''I'm ""orried about getting 
something out there that's 
unsafe;· he ~aid. "I know that 
we're going to be faced with a 
lot of economy vehicles, and 
we're going to have to look at 
them carefully." 

Gov. Steve Bcshcar sa1d 
there ''could well be" room for 
uch vehicles on Kentucky 

roads. 
"It's very early to tell, but 

certainly it's an interesting 
concept," he said. "rn. these 
days of high gas prices and 
with no ends in ight, obvious-

ly all those options become a 
little more pertinent in every­
body"s life.'' 

Most states allow the low­
speed vehicles on streets with 
speed limit of. 25 mph, said 
Jay Friedland. legislative 
director for Plug In America, a 
nonprofit advocacy group for 
owners of electric cars. 

Unlc!>s the vehicles are 
specifically engineered for 
safety at higher speeds. 

Friedland said. they should be 
limited to streets with speeds 
limits of 25 mph or le!>s. 

"I think that it's very. very 
important not lo lose sight of 
tlie. safety issue:· he said.

"The 17-year c1cada Jays 1t 
eggs m the last one to three 
feet of a tree's limbs, where 
the wood and bark are soft. It 
cau ·e that part of the limb to 
tum brown and die, so it falls 
off the tree," McLaren says. 

The c1cada larvae then bur­
row underground for most of 
its 17-year life cycle. 

"We're gettmg some calls 
from people who see these 
dead leaves on their trees and 
they're wondering what's 
going on. They're concerned 
their trees are dymg," 
McLaren says. 

ActuaJly, for the most part 
lhe trees remain healthy. They 
JUSt Jose the tips of some 
hmbs. 

"lt's only affectmg a small 
percentage of the Lrec," 
McLaren says. 

But the c1cada contmues to 
have an 1mpact on the tree as 
they feed underground. 

sttng - although their clumsy 
lltght would frequently cause 
them to land on people. 

"The 17-ycar c1cada does­
n't do anythmg when tt's 
above ground. [t's already 
eaten all 1t's gomg to. The 
only thing they're doing when 

they're above ground 1s find­
ing a mate, maung, then laymg 
eggs," McLaren says. 

The brownmg ups of a tree 
show where c1cada<> la1d Lhc1r 
eggs. 

"These trees aren't dymg, 
though," McLaren repeals. 

"They feed ever so lightly 
on the root~ of trees, but the1r 
effect ts mm1mal. This has 
been gomg on for cons," 
McLaren says. 

The CICadas' VISit prOVIded 
l]K's forestry experts w1th 
opportunities to educate many 
young people about the m ccts 
and Kentucky's forests. 
McLaren shares a tory about 
a group of teenagers he led on 
a nature hike.

Mike Haynes, executive 
chef at Morehead State 
University, is one of several 
top chefs over eeing culinary 
operations for the world's 
elite athletes at the 2008 
Olympic Games - and for 
the journali<;ts there to cover 
them. 

At Morehead State, he 
manages dining services for 
college students. 

In Beijing. Haynes will be 
one of 40 executive chefs 
chosen from the rank.s of 
Aramark, the international 
company that contracts to 
provide food services to 
MSU. 

Each executive chef will 

over ee anywhere from 50 to 
75 cooks and will be respon­
sible for supplies. logistics 
and kitchen operations. 

"There's a tremendous 
amount of food coming in 
every day and it's vital to 
keep it at its best quality," he 
said. 

Many of the athletes arc on 
pecialized diets, with dieti­
