"We can provide. the security service 
for city utilities at a tower co .. t than if they 
had to contract it out," said Public Safety 
Director Mike Ormerod. "There's quite a 
few sites that we will be providing securi­
ty for." 

According to Ormerod, the 
Department of Homeland Security con­
ducted a study in Prestonsburg about 
three years ago that focu ed on 16 sites in 
the city. 

The ecurity services will bring in 
around $5.000 a month. 

According to Yvette Stephens, comp­
troller for Prestonsburg, Kentuck)' 
Retirement Systems lowered the city's 
payment by 2.67 percent. which amount 
to a savings of $30,000. The combined 
money brought in by the security services 
and the savings allow the city to provide 
the rai e for all its employees. 

"It couldn't happen at a better time," 
Stephen said. ''The way things are gotng, 
you need all the money you can get. 
Times are tough." 

Pre stonsburg Mayor Jerry Fannin 
approved of the raises and sugge ted that 
the council go ahead and vote on the mat­
ter in order for the extra money to appear 
starting on next week's pay period.

Oil prices: 
Think spuds 

If only oil worked like potatoes. 
If the world became gluttonous for pOLatoe~. and farmers couldn't 

produce enough, the price of potatoes would rise. lf the price rose too 
fast, we'd soon lose our appetite for spuds. Cooks would substitute 
macaroni or rice or something cheaper. Demand would wane and the 
price of potatoes would level off or even fall. 

That' how the market works for most things. btJt not for oil. There 
is no easy substitute for it; you can substitute com, but it takes a lot of 
energy to grow that'corn, tum h into ethanol and then deliver it to mar­
ket. When oil pnces rise quickly. dema 1d hardly fall at alJ. When sup­
plies are tight, pnces go up and there's •Lhmg to stop them. 

In May. the price of gasoline was up 19 percent from the year 
before, but U.S. gasoline use was down by only 1.4 percent. and diesel 
use actually rose. It seems we can't sell our SUVs and move closer to 
work overnight. 

Other factors also are at work in the price of oil. Those sharply ris­
ing prices have drawn more . peculators into the market. Some think 
speculawrs are helping bid up the price, but no one has a olid handle 
on how big a role speculation actually plays. 

Then there's the twitchiness that comes with a market in shortage. 
This week alone, oil prices fell by $9 a barrel on Monday and Tuesday, 
increased by 70 cents on Wednesday and then bounced up $5.60 to 

$141.65 on Thursday. All it took was rebel activity in Nigeria and 
missile-rattling by Iran to create an outsized effect on prices. 

Thi week, The Wall Street Journal quoted analysts who think that 
oil could rise to $200 a barrel by year's end. Oil at $200 per barrel 

' would mean gasoline at $6 a gallon. Airlines and trucking finns 
would fall into bankruptcy. Jobs would di appear. Our mini-recession 
could becotne a maxi-rece ion. 

There's little that the American government can do about this over 
the short run. Former House Speaker Newt Gingrich wants 
Washmgton to relea e oil from the Strategic Petroleum Reserve. He 
says tttis would shock the speculators out of the market and lower the 

price. 
But the strategic reserve contains only a 58-day supply. We'd blow 

through it quicldy, and then e'd b~ back in the same pot we're at 
t . And we'd ha •e.a we r ~fetynet if a calamity in tile Middle 
PD<ilhthrll•ld cut oil im orts. 

Sen. John Warner, R-Va., has suggested reimposing the 55-mile-an­
hour speed limit on Interstate highway . an idea that polls show is 
opposed by 70 percent of Americans. That may change if gasoline hits 
$6 a gallon. 

Our best ally i time. While oil demand i ticky in the hort run. ifs 
elastic in the long run. American demand for gasoline fell by 12 percent 
during the oil shocks of the' 1970s as we downsized from V-8 muscle 
cars to six-cylinder family sedans and pint-sized Chevertes and Escorts. 
Over the next few years, wc1Jl be moving to hybrids and battery-pow­
ered commuter cars. 

Oil demand has been fed largely by the developing world. especially 
China. China recently raised the domestic price of gasoline by 18 per­
cent. Other Asian nations that subsidize fuel prices may follow suiL 
Over the long run, that should also slow the growth of demand and ease 
the pressure on price. 

In the hort run, China reportedly has been stockpiling oil to ensure 
no shortages during the Olympics that begin in Beijing next month. 
Once the games are over and stockpiles are released, that could drive 
prices down temporarily. 

On the supply side, things look uncertain. After holding steady for 
three years. oil production is upo 1 percent this year. Practically every 
available rig is at work drilling for oil, and today's prices provide pow­
erful incentive. But no one really knows how much oil is out there. and 
some of the older fields are playing out. Newer domestic upplies- in 

Alaska, off the continental shelf and in oil shale fields in the west­
are fraught with political risk. 

The only real solution is con ervation. The only ure way to pay 
>n Less for oil is to use less of it. That makes a lousy campaign slogan.

New laws aim to protect children

FRANKFORT - Teachers, 
coaches and priests convicted 
of sex crime against children 
now face longer prison sen­
tence , effective yesterday. 

That's when a tong li 1 of 
new laws. many of them 
intended to protect children, 
went into effect. 

''You can't legislate morali­
ty, but you can make sure peo­
ple know if they do something 
they houldn't to a child that 
something will be done to 
them," . aid state Rep. Rick 
Nelson. D-Middle boro, a for­
mer teacher. 

Under one of the most pub­
licized new laws, people in 
positions of authority over 
children face felony criminal 
charges for having any form of 
exual contact with the minor 

they oversee. State Rep. Jim 
Wayne, who ushered the law 
through the General Assembly 
earlier this year, said it also 
clo es a long-standing loop­
hole under which teachers 
broke no criminal laws by hav­
ing sex with students, a long 
as the students were at least 16 
years old and willing panici­
pants. 

In addition, the law increas­
es the tatute of limitations on 
misdemeanor ex crimes, giv­
ing victims. who were minors 
at the time. until their 23rd 
birthday to press charges. 
Ordinarly. the statute of limita­
tions on misdemeanors is one 
year. It also incrca es Jail time 
for people who know about 
instance of sexual abuse but 
do not tell authoritie . . 

In Kentucky, education 
officials handled nearly 100 
sexual misconduct allegations 
against teachers from 200 I 
through 2005 The allegations 
ranged from minor violations 
like using sexual language to 
more seriou . criminal acts 
such as inappropriate touch­
ing, sodomy and rape. 

Similar allegations led 
states across the country to 

take action against the teach­
ing licenses of 2,570 educators 
over the five-year period, 
according to an Associated 
Press inve tigation. 

"It's 1rnportant that we do 
whatever we can to protect our 
children." said House Speaker 
Jody Richards. a Bowling 
Green Democrat who support­
ed a number of new child pro­
tection laws, including one 
aimed at school yard bullies. 

Under the bullying law, the 
legal definition of hanis mcnt 
would be changed to include 
student behavior that causes 
physical harm, intimidation or 
humiliation for fellow stu­
dent . That change essentially 
elevates bullying to a criminal 
offense. 

The Kentucky Education 
Association heralded both the 
sex abuse and bullying laws. 

"Anything we can do to 
protect our children, to pro­
vide them afer environments, 
is a benefit," said President 
Sharron Oxendine. 

The Louisville-based group 
Kentucky Youth Advocates 
touts yet another law - one 
that requires children to ride in 
car booster seats - as one of 
the state's most important new 
law. 

"We know motor vehicle 
crashes are the leadmg cause 
of death among children, and 
we fully expect to see a 
decrease in fatalities and 
injuries," said Tara Grieshop­
Goodwin, the organization's 
deputy director. 

The law requires children 
to ride in booster seats until 
they're 7 years old. unle. s 
they're at least 50 inches tall. 
Under the law, drivers face 
only courtesy warnings until 
July 1, 2009. After th.at, they 
can be fined $30.

Brooks also praised a law that 
bars children from operating 
thrill rides in Kentucky. 

An acc•dent that severed 
the feet of a 14-year-old girl at 
Six Flags Kentucky IGngdom 
last year led to the new law. 

Alarmed to learn that the 
Louisville ride operator was 
only two years older than the 
victim. legislators amended 
existing state law to require 
that people who run the rides 
be at least 18 years old. 

Kentucky joins I 0 other 
states that require ride opera­
tors to be at least 18, according 
to the International 
Association of Amusement 
Parks and Attractions. Another 
16 states require nde operators 
to be at least 16. The others 
have no age requirements. 

Brooks said most people 
will take comfort knowing that 
children aren't at the controls 
of amusement p<u·k rides. 

"It's like one of the most 
commonsense changes that I 
could imagine," he said.

"I was right there on his 
rear bumper and fortunately 
that wa. our race-winning 
move," Busch said. "Ju t 
being able to stay with him on 

the restart and no( spin my 
tires and get to his outside 
through one and two.'· 

But without the tina! yel­
low, the ninth of the ruce, 
Bu~ch said he would have lost.

Late Friday, the Obama 
campaign said there would be 
no ponsorship. 

"The Obama campaign 
wi1l not be sponsoring a car in 
the Sprint Cup series, though 
we will continue to look for 
ways to reach out to voters 
and ~:onvey Senator Obarna's 
message of change." said Bill 
Burton, an Obama campaign 

spokesman 
Sports Illu trated first 

reported the proposal on its 
Web site. saying Obama's 
campaign is in talks with 
BAM, a part-time operation 
that hasn't raced in recent 
weeks, to sponsor its No. 49 
car in the Aug. 3 race at 
Pocono. 

"The Obama campaign 
will not be sponsoring a car 10 

the Sprint Cup series. though 
we will continue to look for 
ways to reach out to voters 
and convey Senator Obama's 
message of change." Bill 
Burton , Obama Campaign 
Spokesman 

lL would have been a fairly 
bold move within a sport 
whose competitors spend all 
year turning left on the track 
but tend to lean to the right 
politically. 

BAM's choice of Llrivers 
and car brands might have 
been a little too sticky politi­
cally for the Obama camp. 

The car, a Toyota - the 
only foreign automaker racing 
in NASCAR- would be dri­
ven by veteran Ken Schrader. 

According to the Federal 
Election Commission's Web 

. ite, Schrader gave $1 ,000 to 
the campaign of North 
Carolina Republican con~ 
gressman Robin Hayes in 
June 2004. and a total of 
$2,500 in 2003 and 2004 LO 

the failed Virginia congres­
sional campaign of 
Republican Kevin Tnplett. a 
former NASCAR official. 

Also according to lhe FEC, 
Mrs. Ann Schrader of 
Concord, N.C. and Ken 
Schrader Racing donated a 
total of $2,000 to President 
Bush's campaign 1n May 
2004 and $900 to the North 
Carolina RcpublJcan 
Executive Committee in 
Augusl 2004. 

N ASCAR has been play­
ing an increasing role in poli­
tics, as so-called "NASCAR 
dads" were considered a key 
constituency in recent elec­
tion . 

A Cup series car carried a 
George W. Bu h logo in 2004 
but wasn't officially associat­
ed with the campaign. And 
Democratic presidential hope­
ful Bob Graham sponsored a 
truck in the Craftsman Truck 
Series in 2003.
