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2 indicted 
for drugs, 
money 
laundering

PIKEVILLE - Indictments 
were handed down Wednesday in 
United Stated Dtstrict Court in 
Pikeville against two men with 
Floyd County ties on three 
counts of drug-related charges. 

According to court records, 
William and Paul Mitchell, "did 
conspire together and with others 
to knowingly and intentionally 
distribute oxycodone, a schedule 
II controlled substance." 

Both were also charged with 
conspiring to "conduct financial 
transactions affecting interstate 
commerce, the purchase of con­
trolled substances in Michigan ... 
and the unlawful distribution of 
controlled substance m 
Kentucky." 

Paul Mitchell was singled out 
in the third count for trafficking 
in interstate commerce and the 
distribution of schedule II con­
trolled substance. 

The charges could carry a 
combined prison sentence up to 
45 year and up $1 million in 
fines. 

Women 
charged with 
stealing postal 
money orders

PIKEVILLE - A Knott 
County woman was indicted last 
week on charges of theft from 
United State Po tal Service by 
issuing fraudulent money order . 

According to the court 
records, Teresa J. Cornett, i sued 
nearly $2,500 to herself m fraud­
ulent postal money orders from 
September 2004 through January 
2005. 

Accardi ng to the court 
records. Cornett issued the 
money orders. "without having 
previously patti to tne l.inited 
States or the United States Postal 
Service the full amount payable. 
and did so with the purpo e of 
fraudulently obtaining ... a sum 
of money from the United States 
or the nited States postal ser­
vice.·· 

If found guilty, Cornett couTd 
face up to five years in prison 
and a $250.000 fine.

Appropriations subcommittee over ee­
ing environmental maners. which gives 
him control of the budget of the Office 
of Surface Mining. On what what his 
fir t trip O\er the area he said he was 
struck by how large some of the mining 
sites were. 

Dicks said he will look at whether 
the OSM is doing its job adequately, 
and whether it has the money and staff 
to do its job. 

"I'm here to learn." Dick said. 

''There' a lot of concern in the state 
about the extem of mountaintop mining 
and how the environmental 1ssues are 
dealt with. We are trying to find out as 
much as we can so next year, as we 
look at the budget, we will be in a bet­
ter position to ask questions and do our 
oversight re ponsibility "

Stephanie Simon of The Wall Street Journal reports mat orga­
ni:t.er~ of the Democratic Nationa l Convenlion in Denver are hav­
ng trouble planning a party that will please all or the Jisparate 

element of the party. 
Take_ food, for ex<unple. The Denver organizers issued a 28-

page set of specifications for caterer · that included: 
• No fried food (the better to please the party ' health nut 

wmg). 

• Each meal had to include "at least three of the following 
colors: red, green, yellow, blue/purple and white'' (and garnishes 
don't count), and at least half the content of each plate had to he 
fruits and vegetahles. the heller to plea~e the party' nutriLion 
zealots. 

• At least 70 percent of the food wa · to be org,tDi~.: and locally 
grown, the better to please both the health nuts and environmen-
talists often one and the same who are worried about the 
high carbon cost of transporting food<; long distances. 

And then there was the organic fanny pack dilemma. Each of 
the convention's 15,000 volunteers arc to receive a souvenir 
fanny pack, but to plea~e various constituencies, the packs have 
to he union-made in America of organic colton and stenciled, if 
possible, wilh soy-based ink. 

After Simon's report and a similar story in The New York 
Times appeared, party planners claimed that the dietary rules are 
all voluntary, not mandatory. Delegates and others at the conven­
tion will be able to get chicken nuggets, hot dogs, french fries and 
other politically incorrect food. 

Will any true Democrat cat flied food in public? Besides Bill 
Clinton, that is'! 

Will Rogers was right. ' 
Yes. Oklahoma's favorite son nailed it when he said, ''I'm not 

a member of an organized political party. I' in a Democrat." The 
convention's planning problems illustrate that. 

Many <:ontracts have yet to be awarded and already are spiral- . 
ing out of budget, including the fancy $6 million stage set. Only 
three state delegations have accepted the environmental chal­
lenges set by Denver Mayor John Hickcnlooper.

The parLy has hired an ofllcial carbon adviser whose job it is to 
meac;ure the carbon cost of every piece of paper. every plane and 
car trip, every spoon, every fork, every spork and every coffee 
cup (yikes! Styrofoam). It has a ·quadron of volunteers assigned 
to sort through the trash and recycle it immediately. If the con­
vention goes o\ler carbon budget, the party says it will reimburse 
the planet by investing in renewable energy projects. 

And even when there's a green triumph- Colorado's Coors 
Brewery is donating biofucl made from beer waste - it runs imo 
old Democratic animosities. Coors, before il was absorbed by 
SABMiller, was owned by a noLOriously cnnservalive, anti-union 
Republican family. 

Still, all of the costs - in carbon, in money, in time and effort 
and ~.:ertainly in silliness - will he worth it to end the su pense 
about who the nominee actually will be.

Rarely has o much hectoring pro­
duced so little. 

After all !he magazine covers, 
celebrity sei1Tioni/ing uno U.N.-certi­
fied-expcrt hand-wringing. the fight 
against global warming got a real 
world test in the U.S. Senate in the 
debate over a proposal to limit carbon 
emissions through a cap-and-trade 
system. After a small dose of the 
argument, supporters or the proposal 
couldn't wait to drop if. 1t was lead­
ing opponent Mitch McConnell. the 
Republican Senate minority leader, 
who declared he'd be happy to talk 
about cap-and-rradc for a month. 

As an indirect tax on carbon. cap­
and-trade would increase energy 
prices when people are already 
straining under $4-a-gallon gas. Even 
a political naif - which McConnell 
assuredly is not - would realize the 
heneril or hanging the proposal 
around its supporters' necks. Larcly, 
we' ve seen the tech and housmg bub­
bles burst, and now - at least a-; an 
urgent political 1ssue - the global 
warming bubble is getting pricked.

Celsius inc..-rease 
in global tem­
peratures pre­
dicLed during the 
next decade by 
the U.N.'s 
much-vaunted 

Intergovernmental Panel on Climate 
Change may not happen. 

No matter what the price of gas is, 
the most sensible U.S. policy is to 
avoid wstly schemes to fighr global 
warming. H our economy keeps 
growing, we will be bcucr positioned 
- richer, and more technologically 
proficient - to help others mirigatc 
i ts cffcct'i decades from now. 

Senate Majority Leader Harry 
Reid huffs !hat global warming is 
·'the most critical issue of our time." 
Really? More critical than energy 
prices? Than health care? Than 
wages? Than terrorism? Than nuclear 
proliferation? Keep huffing, Mr. Reid

"Bass are going to ptck 
off an easy meal. but they 
aren't actively feeding," 
aid Chris Hickey, black 

bass research biologist for 
the Kentucky Department 
of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources. "But, once you 
fmd them, they'll spend all 
summer there." 

Water temperature, dis­
. olved oxygen and the 
lake's water fertility all play 
a role in where base; will 
uspend during the dog 

days of summer. "It's an 
issue of comfort," Hickey 
explained. 'They don't 
want to sit in 3 feet of water 
that is approaching 90 
degrees. Their metabolism 
increases as water tempera­
tures increase, and that can 
stre s them. They find a 
neutral zone of comfortable 
water temperatures." 

That cozy zone usually 
resides just above the ther­
mocline - the breakpoint 
between the warmer, oxy­
genated water on top and 
the colder oxygen-depleted 
layer underneath. Fish 
rarely venture into thi bot­
tom layer because of the 
lack of oxygen.

"They'll chase food 
under the thermocline," 
Hickey aid, "but can't 
hang out there." 

In fertile resetvoin, uch 
as Barren, Taylors-. ille, 
Nolin, Green and Gui t, the 
summer thermocline is 
roughly 12 -16 feet deep. 
Bass suspend over humps. 
points and channels at thi 
depth in July and August. 

A lightweight jig-and­
pig combination in green 
pumpkin, black-and-blue, 
green-and-brown or brown­
and-orange swum JUSt 
above thesC; c;tructures will 
produce strike . The chan­
nel drops m the lower one­
rhjrd of Barren River Lake 
arc a dynam1te place to 
practice this technique in 
summer. You may catch all 
three species of black ba s. 
A skirted grub worked in 
the same manner as the jig 
is another excellent presen­
tation for these fish. Good 
colors to try include v.ater­
melon with red flake, 
pumpkin eed or black. 

Don't overwork your Jig 
or skirted grub. Simply 
swim them just above hot­
tom on a low, steady 
retrieve. You want your lure 
to stay in the strike zone in 

front of the fish for a long 
as possible. A lot of anglers 
would try a crankbait for 
these suspended bass, but 
the erratic nature of the lure 
often turns off idle fish. 

"Bas don't want to 
spend their metabolic ener­
gy chasing prey in sum­
mer," said Jeff Ross. assis­
tant director of fisheries and 
former black bass biologist 
for Kentucky Fish and 
Wildlife. "They arc in a 
lazy mode. They aren't 
going to chase a lure." 

Things get a little more 
complicated for clear, low 
fertility lakes such as 
Cumberland, Paintsville, 
Laurel, Dale Hollow and 
most mountain lakes ea t of 
Interstate 75. These lakes 
can hold di solved oxygen 
in their depths. Thi is the 
rea. on they can support 
cool water fish species such 
as walleye. striped bass, 
trout and smallmouth bass. 

Black bass, e pecially 
smallmouth ba s, often su -
pend 6-10 feet deep over 
ledges that tart at 40 feet 
and fall off into the old 
river channel. Ba s also 
hold at the same depth 
over 25-50 feet deep long. 
sloping points.
