Sheila Damron was pro­
pounced dead at the hos­
pital by Dr. Jason Dunn. 

Gregory Damron has 
undergone surgery, but h•s 
tf,alus was unknown as of 
Pfess time. 

According to Trooper 
Hampton, both Damrons 
were wearing helmets. 

Cantrell was transport­
ed to the Pikeville Medical 
Center, where she was 
treated and released 

Trooper Hampton 
responded to the scene 
and was assisted by the 
Dorton Volunteer Fire 
Department. Shelby Creek 
Rescue Squad and the 
Pike County Sheriff's 

apartment.

PRESTO. 'SBlJRG -The city coun­
cil tabled approving an audit of city oper­
ation~ Monday night, in order for council 
members to have more t1me tn look over 
the numbers in more detail. However. a 
summary given by the director of the 
city's auditing firm indicated that council 
members should not find too much to 
worry about. 

''You ha\ e a clean audit again thi. 
year. so I congratulate you on that." said 
Don Lawson, managing dircc1or of 
Stephens and Lawson. 

Mayor Jen·y Fannin said he was most 
pleased to see that the city had operated 
at a surplus during the prev1ous year. 
hnnging 10$57.380 more than was spent. 

Howc,cr. council members wanted to 
make certain there wen.: no irregularities 
anti pressed L:m ~on lurther. Council 
member Chris Slone noted that the city 
was paying to hear the bad news as well 
as the good and asked Lawson for the 
"nOI-so-goud highlight.." 

Lawson said the audit exposed no 
problems with internal controls. He fur­
ther noted that the only problems found 
in regard to legal compliance were that 
some city fund , mo tly dealing with the 
city's Mountaintop Project, operated in a 
deficit. u problem he blamed mostly on 
government grant funds "drying up.'' 

The council '"ill revisit the audit at a 
future meeting. 

In other news. the council held a tirst 
reading on a $16 3 millionbudgct for the 
next fiscal year. which begins July I. The 
budget includt:s t:'<penditures of $5.2 
m1llion for gencrul government. $6.3 
million for utilities. $1.2 million for the 
Mountain Arts Center, $767,000 for 
Stonecrest Golf Course and $415,945 for 
Archer Park.

It took a while for the idea of infant 

The reason Kentucky ami most 
states were <>low to require child car 
seats is the same reason many states 
were reluctant at one time or another 
to require scat belts--lawmakers diu 
not wam to restrict the per onal tiber­
tie of parent· or whoever may be dri­
ving. Argument. against child car 
seats law. ranged from car seats being 
unaffordable or hard to find lO the fact 
that families with many small children 
would have trouble fitting several car 
seats in one vehicle. Other arguments, 
including the age old "if it ain't broke. 
don't fix it" made by those who didn't 
see the need for change, were also 
made. 

lt wali not until our state and others 
began to see how effective a 1977 
child passenger Ia\\ passed by the 
Tcnncs. ee Legislature was at saving 
the ltvc of children under age 4 that 
lawmakers began to change our mind · 
about rcquuing child restraint scat in 
the Commonwealth Six years after 
the law's pa sage. deaths among child 
passengers under age 4 in Tennessee 
had fallen by more than 50 percent--a 
phenomenal drop in fatalities. A soon 
as Kentucky lav.makers heard of this 
. uccess of our neighbor to the South, 
they went to work to craft their own 
child restraint scat for infants which 
passed in L 982. Three years later, 
according to the National Conference 
of State Legislatures (NCSL), every 
. tate and Wa!>hington D.C. had a sim-

ilar Jav.·. 
Since those early days. the 

Nauonal Highway Traffic Safety 
Atlministration (NHTSA) estimates 
that child car seats have saved at least 
7,900 Jives nationwide. But more 
lives can be saved if children age 4 
and older who are too big for a chiltl 
cur seat but too small to be safely 
secured with an adult seat belt were 
proper]) restrained. That i v1:hcre a 
b oster cat come'! into the picture. 

B) rcqumng children who are at 
that "in between" stage bet""cen a 
child car seat and scat belt to ndc 111 a 
booster seat. studies show that the risk 
of tkath or injury to children can be 
reduced by nearly 60 percent. But like 
passing the chtld car . eat laws so 
many years ago. pas. ing booster seat 
laws nationwide has been a ,}ow 
process that is finally beginning to 
pay off. 

s of today. all states either have 
boo. ter scats laws in e1Teet. about to 
take effect or have legislation pend ­
ing. Among those states with laws that 
are set to take effect this year are 

tah. Washington. Michigan . 
Virginia, Massachusetts and 
Kentucky. Kentucky's law. which 
takes effect on July LS. will require 
any child under the age of 7 who is 
between 40 and 50 inches tall to be 
secured in a boo. ter cat whilt; m a 
moving vehicle. 

T supported this legislation bo.:cau:e 
it will keep our children more secure 
on our roadways and prevent unneces­
sary deaths. Many believed the law-­
Senate Bill 120-- hould have included 
7 year olds and children under age 8 
who are between 40 and 57 mchc.­
tall, but were willing to settle for this 
law since 11 is the only one that we 
were going to be able to get through 
the Senate. Improvements to the law 
can be made during a later session if 
the need arise .

Geveden, deputy secretary of

nd we won't sacrifice that." 

Kentucky lawmakers 
ecently approved a two-year 
18 billion state spending 
Jan that's set to take effect on 
uly 1. The Department of 
orrections· annual budget is 
424.5 milhon in the 2009 
tscal year, which begins July 
, and $440.4 million the fol­

owing year. 

That includes nearly $525 
millton in state funds over the 
next two years for adult pris­
ons. 

Kentucky's pri on popula­
tion ha increased rapiuly in 
recent years, and it's only 
expected to increase. A study 
relea ed earlier this year by 
the Pew Center on the States 
found that Kentucky has 
experienced the nation's 
largest prison population 
tncreasc- it grew by 12 per­
cent to 22,400 inmates. 

That number could reach 
11.000 Within l 0 years. the 
report found. 

Beshear and stale lawmak­
ers have looked for ways to 
reduce those number . The 
General Assembly included 
language in the state hudget 
that allows for certain Class C 
and Class D felons to serve 
pans of their sentences in 
home mcarceration programs 

"It is tune that we take a 
senous look at our sentencing 
guidelines, our penal code, 
and all of the related item to 
try to figure out ways w 
appropriately punish people, 
make ure the public is pro­
tected, and find some alterna­
tive. that are less expensive 
than just putting somebody in 
prison,'' Beshear told The 
As ociated Pres during an 
interview m March. 

Beshear has asked the 
Kentucky Criminal Justice

FRANKFORT- What's in 
a name? Plenty. if yout name 
is the Commerce Cabinet. 

Gov. Steve Hcshcar 
announced Monday the name 
of the Kentucky Commerce 
Cabinet will be changed to the 
Touri m, Arts and Heritage 
Cabinet. 

Commerce Secretary 
Marchcta Sparrow says the 
new name will more accurate­
ly reflect the mission and 
agencies within cabinet, which 
is being reorganit.ed. The cab-

inet includes departments such 
as parks, fish and w!ldlife, the 
state sports authority. the 
Kentucky Art:s Council, the 
Kentucky Htstorical Society 
and the Kentucky Horse Park. 

The cabinet say· in a 
release that no jobs will be lost 
in the reorganization. 

reviewing the prison issue.

Gcveden's panel on sen­
tencing is looking at, among 
other things. linding ways of 
reductng the number of peo­
ple who re-offcnd.

Kentucky Public Advocate 
Ernie Lewis. a member of the 
panel. sa1d he's hoping the 
state overhauls all of it~ sen­
tencing practices to rein in 
"out of control prison num­
ber ." Harsher laws, longer 
sentences and more law 
enforcement has led to the 
slate's current prison situa­
tion, Lewis said.

Scott K1mmich, the deputy 
judge-executive in Kenton 
County. said corrections 
accounts for about 10 percent 
of his county's budget. 
Kimmich said county official:s 
are looking for more funding 
from the state to offset its 
financial burden whl'n it 
comes to housing inmates. 

Kimmich said he thinks the 
panel should review the num­
ber of inmates with mental ill­
ness, and the penalties that are 
doled out to people convicted 
or nom iolcnl offenses. 

"We have created a situa­
tion in our society where peo­
ple are being locked ur for 
things that really arc not a 
crime against society," 

Kimmich said. "We've got to 
take a long. hard look at that." 

Linda Tally Smith. a com­
monwealth's auorney in 
Boone and Gallatin counties, 
sald she supports studying the 
issue. But, while rio;ing prison 
co. ts should be reviewed. 
there's not necessarily a prob­
lem with the state's sentenc­
ing laws, she said.

CHARLESTON, W.Va. - When 
Danielle Davis attended school in 
Rapid City, SD. her mother didn't 
worry much about her being exposed 
to peanuts, a food that could kill the 
severely allergic teenager.

But when the two moved to 
Charleston in 2006, everything 
changed. 

"Every day I send her out I never 
know whether or not r m going [0 

have to go and get her, whether I'm 
going to be called and told that she's 
in the emergency room or if she's 
going to make it that day," aid 
Jennifer Davis. 

These are common worries for the 
parents of children with food aller­
gies when they move to a new school, 
according to Anne Munoz-Furlong, 
founder and chief executive officer of 
the Food Allergies & Anaphylaxis 
Network. The Alexandria, Va.-based 
nonprofit is pushing for a federal law 

to create uniform guideline for 
schools to follow to protect the esti­
mated 2 million school-age children 
with food allergies. 

"Some schools have very compre­
hen ive plans- they've been work­
ing with food allergies for a long time 
- and others are just getting started 
and they don't know what to do," 
Munoz-Furlong said. 

When Danielle's peanut and tree 
nut allergic fir t developed, he was 
attending a U.S. Department of 
Defense school in Landstuhl, 
Germany. Her mother worked with 
officials to create a policy there to 
handle food allergies in schools, but 
the Davises left for South Dakota 
shortly after it was Implemented. 

Davis said she had to start from 
square one in Charleston - meeting 
with, and providing food allergy liter­
ature to, Capital High School's prin­
cipal, teachers. cooks, nurses and the 
county's schools superintendent. 

Even though Capital High now 
has a policy that bans nut products, 
Danielle said it isn't vigorously 
enforced.

butter cups and other goodies with 
them. 

Her nut allergy i so evere that 
she can go into shock if a child across 
a table or a school bus aisle eats 
peanut butter candy. She takes four 
allergy medications every morning 
and carries two pens of self­
injectable epinephnne, a form of 
adrenaline, everywhere she goes in 
case she tarts to have a reaction. 

''Having peanuts in my face is like 
having a loaded gun held to your 
head." said Danielle, who estimates 
that during the past school year she 
suffered 20 reactions that landed her 
in the emergency room or a clinic for 
breathing treatments. 

Many schools and school districts 
in the U.S. have allergy policies, but 
only Connecticut, New York, Rhode 
Island and Tennessee have statewide 
plans, according to the National 
Association of State Boards of 
Education. 

While several other states have 
developed guidelines. U.S. Sen . 

Chris Dodd, who introduced the leg­
islation, told a Senate panel last 
month that "w1thout federal guid­
ance, a child's health and safety may 
be protected in one chool but not in 
another." 

The Food Allergy and 
Anaphylaxis Management Act passed 
the House in April and is pending in 
the Senate. 

The Connect1cut Democrat know 
firsthand about the problem. His 6-
year-old daughter Grace is allergic to 
peanuts, tree nuts, shell fish, sesame 
and tropical fruits and has gone into 
shock four times. Like Davis, Dodd 
and his wife have had to educate 
Grace's school and her teachers about 
food allergies. 

A Duke University Medical 
Center study released in 2007 says 
children are developing food allergies 
at younger ages. 

The number of children under age 
5 suffering from peanut allergy alone 
has doubled in the past decade, said 
Dr. Wesley Burks, the rudy's senior 
author. 

Researchers can't say why food 
allergies have increased, but one the-
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announced that as a result of

"It's too niCe and compli­
cated to be an outhouse," 
Preston said. "I call it a privy." 

Preston, a former trustee for 
Washington Township, chal­
lenged the board of health for 
months before eeking help 
from People Working 
Cooperatively, a nonprofit that 
has done thousands of projects 
for low-income, elderly and 
di abled residents in southern 
Ohio and northern Kentucky. 

Past jobs have included 
replacing roofs and building 
wheelchair ramps, but thi wa 
it first outhouse. 

Preston lives near a busy 
shopping area and has 175 
acre of potentially lucrative 
real estate but didn't want to 
go to the expense and compli­
cations of installing a septic 
system. 

Preston, who is slowed by 
diabetes and has colon prob­
lems and pacemaker, said he 
never saw the need to replace 
the old outhou e - which 
once was picked up and car­
ried into his garden by a torna­
do without major damage.

He latched onto GM in

Griffey hit No. 597 on April 
23 at Great American Ball 
Park, then went 90 at-bat -
the second-longest drought of 
his career - before connect­
ing again in San Diego on May 
22. 

He went another 29 at-bats, 
and even got a day off during 
the week to work on his wing. 
before hitting No. 599. Griffey 
went 17 at-bats between that 
homer and No. 600. 

"I've been swinging the bat 
a lot better the last 10 days or 
so," Gnffey said. "1 was able 
to get the ball in the air. r wa -
n't beating the ball into the 
ground like I had been."

His stati tics were setting 
the pace, too. When Griffey 
was traded to his hometown 
team before the 2000 season. 
he was significantly ahead of 
Aaron' record home run pace. 

It eemed like a sure bet 
that when his nine-year,

wrapping up this year, he'd be 
the next home run king, or 
clo e to it. Then, the city 
would have two of its own 
atop baseball's revered lists­

A year later, he was back in

2000 · and hit 30 homer~. 
leaving him seven shy of No. 
600. The Reds erected a count­
down board at Great American 
Ball Park, and featured him on 
the cover of the 2008 media 
guide. 

Griffey was the youngest 
player in the majors - still 
only 19- on April 10, 1989, 
when be homered off the 
Chicago White Sox's Eric 
King on the first pitch he saw 
at Seattle's K.ingdome.

Notice of Sewer Use Ordinance 
of Prestonsburg City's Utilities Commission 

Pursuant to the consent judgment entered into between 
Prestonsburg and the Environmental and Public Protection 
Cabinet, the EPPC approved, by letter postmarked April 15, 
2008, the sewer use ordinance which properly defines and 
adequately prohibits illicit connections to the sanitary sewer 
system. Additionally, the sewer use ordinance gives the city 
oversight of connections to the city's sewer system, by 
means of right-of-entry and inspection provisions, and it fur­
ther provides for remediation of the illicit connection and 
enforcement of the city's rules with appropriate penalties. 

Upon the EPPC approval of the SUO Prestonsburg City's 
Utilities Commission shall notify its customers pursuant to the 
consent judgment filed August 7, 2007. PCUC shall notify its 
customers within forty-five (45) days of the existence of the 
SUO (May 31, 2008). Within ninety (90) days of receipt of the 
EPPC notification (July 15, 2008), PCUC shall commence 
enforcement of these SUOs with respect to illicit connections 
to the sanitary sewers. An exception to the prohibition on 
unauthorized discharges to PCUC's sanitary sewer system 
shall be allowed within any area designated as a Historical 
District by city ordinance. Within such Historical District, 
PCUC may allow unauthorized discharges to the sanitary 
sewer system from strucutres having historical significance 
and which discharges may not be reasonably abated without 
undue damage to the historic structure.

He died in 1969, but in the 30 
years I knew Bill Pack, I wao; never

Although he 
was by no means wealthy. he was a 
generous man with what he did have, 
and was known throughout the com­
munity for his benevolence.

Physically hardened from more 
than 40 years as a coal miner, hi back 
bent and his hands calloused, he was 
sri 11 one of the most gentle men l' ve 
ever known. He never seemed to 
question his lot in life, and took pride 
in the fact that the coal he dug from 
deep wjthin the eanh, not only put 
food on his family's table, but also 
kept the country on the 1t1ove. It's 
doubtful he ever traveled more than 
I 00 miles from home in his entire life­
time, so he never once had the oppor­
tunity to ee the skyscraper and great 
bridges that were built from the steel 
that the coal he dug made po sble. 
Yet, he took great pride in the fact that 
he had always provided a full day's 
work for the wages he'd earned. 

He was a good father, and most of 
all. he was a good man. 

And while we're on the subject, 
another father who could certainly be 
described in those terms, although 
practicing his fatherhood in a much 
different time and under much di1Ier­
ent circumstances. is our son Todd. 
Although both his progeny are much 

' too young (Alison is 8 and Owen is 2)
