Russert's death 
'=' wake-up call 
• 

for men 
Suddenly and shockingly, Tim Russert died last 

week, leaving a void that was deeply apparent on the 
Sunday morning talk shows last weekend. 

But while Russert's legacy in the realm of political 
news coverage is a topic that can and will be discussed 
for some time, his death can have a far greater impact 
by serving as a wake-up call for men to take their 
health seriously. 

Russert, 58, died at work of a sudden, massive heart 
attack. Stories related by his colleagues painted a pic­
ture of the typical man at risk for heart disease -
working a high-stress job, with too little attention paid 
to diet and exercise. 

This is not an uncommon condition. Each year in the 
United States, over 300,000 men die of heart disease. It 
remains the number-one killer of all Americans. 

The sad fact is that many of these deaths can be pre­
vented by following the simple formula of cutting 
down on fatty foods and getting 30 minutes of exercise 
most days. According to the American Journal of 
Medicine. even a slight decrease in total cholesterol 
levels can reduce the risk of developing coronary heart 
disease by nearly one-third. 

We cannot say whether a healthier lifestyle would 
have bought Russert a few more years of life, but cer­
tainly he could have had a healthier heart had he taken 
just a few simple steps toward improving his nutrition 
and physical fitness. 

The first episode of Russert's "Meet the Press" to air 
following his death came on Father's Day, adding an 
additional level of sadness considering that Russert is 
survived by both his son and father. However, his 
death is a fitting reminder for all dads to take better 
care of themselves, to avoid missing precious years 
with their own families.

Is Obama the 
new Regan?

It's like some sort or flashback, 
circa 1980. 

Gas prices through the roof. Iran 
thumbing its nos~. Americans deeply 
unhappy about the direction the coun­
try has taken. A bumbling president 
whose foreign-policy blunders dimin­
ished the United States' capacity to 
shape the world in accordance with its 
national interest. 

And a presidential candidate who 
is the polar opposite of the man in the 
White House, promjsing to change 
everything. 

Back then, political cartoonists 
drew Jimmy Carter as a little boy 
whose feet didn't touch the ground sit­
ting in a big chair in the Oval Office, 
smiling insecurely, overwhelmed by 
the task of being president of a super­
power. 

There were two superpower in 
those days. Pundits fretted that the 
Soviet Union was growmg stronger 
while the United States became weak­
er -- a pereeption reinforced by 444 

humiliating days of Iran hostage cri­
sis. Time magazine declared nothing 
less was in order than a " elf-exami­
nation in which the U.S . weighs its 
role as a superpower and balances the 
inherent heavy burdens against the 
b nefits." 

ln other words: let us think about 
drawing back and leave a triumphant 
Soviet Union as the ole superpower. 
American confidence, at rock bottom. 

On the 444th day, however, Ronald 
Reagan took office. Minutes later, the 
hostages were freed. And just about a 
decade later, the Soviet Union was 
gone, leaving the United States as the 
globe's only hyperpower. 

Today, the country needs a sea 
change every bit as transformative -­
but not in the same direction. 

Take an unb1a ed look at the 
geopolitical position of the United 
States five years after the invasion 9f 
Jraq, almost seven years since the 9111 
attacks and just about eight years into 
the Bush presidency. What you see 
without ideological blinders is an 
America every bit as incapable of 
having it way in the world as the 
America of Jimmy Caner. 

Last month, the Saudi ju t aid 
"no" to Bush's request to open the oil 
spigot. The Iranians continue to speed 
toward nukes, unafraid of an America 

with it hand full in Traq. Europe. 
which thinks we're nuts, rebuffed 
Bush's proposal to bring Ukraine and 
Georgia into NATO. There is also the 
absence of a policy to deal with the 
rising power of China. 

The country's international posi­
tion is as weak in 1980 -- but rfOJ 
entirely different reasons. The transi­
tion from Carter to Reagan was 
marked by a shift from vacillation tc 
resolve. Now, we are on the verge oJ 
losing. that preeminence because of an 
excess of re olve -- a unilateral, damn­
what-anybody- thinks resolve born out• 
of jingoistic arrogance, executive 
incompetence and cultural ignorance 
about the world beyond our borders. 

Somebody has got to put a stop tc 
this, the way that Reagan stopped the 
slide under Jimmy Carter. John 
McCain can't do it -- a water hed yeru 

. like this one require a comprehen-
sively tran formed leadership. 

But Barack Obama has yet to suc­
ceed in assuring the American public 
that he can be not just smart, but al c 
strong. Obama needs to show that he 
i no Jimmy Carter, but a liberal ver· 
sion of Ronald Reagan.

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Feds hire more than 300 new coal mine inspectors

FRANKFORT - The fed­
eral agency responsible for 
mine afety ha · hired more 
than 300 inspectors over the 
past two years to cour the 
nallon 's underground coal 
operations for un afe working 
condition ·. 

The Mine Safety and 
Health Administration has 
been beefing up its work force 
in an effort to increase inspec­
tion after a series of mining 
disa ters from West Virgima to 
Utah. 

A report last year by the 
10 pector general found that 
MSHA had failed to carry out 
inspections at I 07 of the 731 
underground coal mines oper­
ating in 2006, or t5 percent of 
the total.

'The plan designed by 
Secretary Prather and the 
Transportation Cabinet gives

''We're doing everything 
we can to sec that we make all 
the mandated in pections," he 
said. 

Mine safety advocate Tony 
Oppegard, a Lexington 
lawyer, said that without addi­
tional inspector , MSHA had 
been unable to meet a federal 
requirement to visit each mine 
four times annually. 

"IL was an absolute necessi­
ty that they add additional 
inspectors." he said. "In my 
view, the best days that coal 
miners have underground are 
the day that inspectors are 
underground." 

Stickler said inspectors 
have been logging about 
35,000 hours of overtime each 
quarter to conduct inspections 
and ensure compliance with a 
weeping federal afety law 

enacted in 2006.

cut 240 jobs after having to cut 
more than $13.5 million in 
state funding. 

"We're going to continue to 
address everything we can. But 
we cannot be all things to all 
people anymore," ystem 
President Mike McCall said. 
"It's going to be interesting to 
sec what the total impact will 
be this fall because we're 
receiving a large number of 
applications." 

McCall said the cuts will be 
made by not filling open posi­
tions. 

The University of Kentucky 
trustees are scheduled to vote 
on a budget proposal Tuesday. 
It has no funding for faculty or 
staff rai es and accommodate 
a $20 million cut in state 
money. 

Designed to better protect 
the 43,000 workers at under­
ground coal mines, the law 
mandates larger stockpiles of 
emergency air packs. lt also 
gives MSHA until June to 
require wirele s communica­
tions and tracking equipment 
underground, among other 
measures. 

Stickler said technology 
hasn't yet developed to the 
point of providing reliable 
wireless communication 
between underground work­
places and the surface after 

cave-ins or explosions. 
The agency also 1 studying 

a proposal to require coal 
operators to install airtight 
emergency refuges under­
ground. The refuge would 
have to be equipped with 
enough air. water and survival 
basics to keep miner alive at 
least four days while awaiting 
rescue. 

MSHA estimates that the 
proposal , if implemented, 
would cost the coal indu try 
between $84.1 million and 
$102.6 million in the first year 

and becween $38.7 million and 
$43.3 million a year after that. 

Regular reports of acci­
dents are raising concerns 
about safety. 

A 40-year-old coal miner 
was reported dead Monday 
after a below-ground accident 
at the Harmony M ine near 
Mount Cannel, Pa., about 90 
miles northwest M 
Philadelphia. Federal and state 
inspectors have gone to the 
mine, owned by UAE Coal 
Corp. Associates.

"Finally!" Earnhardt said as 

he walked into the postrace 
' winner's interview. 

And Jtmior isn't about to 
apologize for winning on fuel 
strategy. 

"I can understand how it 
might look, especially if you're 
not Dale Jr. fan ," he said. ''1 
know exactly what they're 
going to say Monday. 

"I mean. my fan are happy 
and I'm happy for them. The 

other half are going to tear this 
apart on how we won this race. 
But I got the trophy and I got 
the points. I got to see my team 
and my owner and my family 
tonight as happy as they've 
been in a long time .... It's a 
pretty big day for me." 

Earnhardt won this one by 
gambling, :-;omehow going the 
Ia t 55 laps on the two-mile 
oval without stopping for gas. 

He gave most of the credit 
for his first win in more than 
two years to crew chief Tony 
Eury Jr. 

"We came in on that last 
stop and we were going to be 
about six. laps short, and 1 aved 
six laps of gas," Earnhardt said. 
"So, (we were) just real lucky. 1 
have to hand it to Tony Jr. tor 
being a risk-taker .... He's done 
a good job this year getting us 
good finishes, better finishes 
than we should probably have." 

A couple of late cautions 
helped and Eury detennined 
the No. 88 Chevrolet was only 
going to be about two lap hort 

of finishing at that point With 
about 20 laps to go, Eury 
radioed Earnhardt to try to save 
more fuel and gave him the 
worst-case-scenario. 

··we miss it by one lap, we 
finish 25th," Eury said. "If we 
pit and put fuel in it we're 
going to finish 25th. So. who 
cares'! Go for it." 

As the laps wound down, 
drivers were forced to pit for a 
spla h of ga . and Earnhardt, 
who. e last victory came on 
May 6, 2006, at Rtchmond, 
inherited the lead with fjve to 
go in regulation. It appeared he 
had things under control until 
former lndyCar star Sam 
Hamish Jr. spun on lap 198, 
bringing out another caution. 

Knowing the race was going 
to be extended beyond its 
scheduJed 200 laps, Eury told 
Earnhardt to shut the engine off 
and coast whenever he could 
under the caution flag in a des­
perate effort to save more gas. 

Junior did just that, coa'iting 
fast enough at time that he 

passed the pace car - until 
NASCAR wa9"ed Bury to have 
Earnhardt cut it out. 

It worked out pert'ectly as 
the green flag came out on lap 
202 for a two-lap sprint to the 
finish, which was then cur short 
when Patrick Carpentier spun 
on lap 203, frcezmg the field 
anu allowing Junior to coa-;t­
this time behind the pace car­
to h1s 18th career victory and 
fir t at Michigan. 

"They can write what they 
want, but we won one," 
Earnhardt said in the jubilation 
after the Lifelock 400 

He gave his new boss, Rick 
Hendrick. only hi second vic­
tory of the season. Hendrick's 
team won 18 of 36 races a year 
ago. but ha.<; struggled to reach 
Victory Circle in 2008, with a 
lone victory by two-time 
defending Cup champion 
Jimmie Johnson until Sunday. 

After leaving the team hls 
late father founded to drive for 
Hendrick's juggernaut this 
year, Earnhardt began the new 

phase of his career with two 
non-points victories at Daytona 
in February. But, despite run­
ning well so far this season, 
that promising start did not lead 
to any victorie in the ftrst 14 
Cup races. 

"I'm working hard to get 
wins, but I just think we've had 
the best car sometimes and 
thmgs have happened,'' said 
Earnhardt, third in the poinl'i 
behind Kyle Busch and Jeff 
Burton. ''And the rest of the 
time, we've had a top-five car 
and that's what we've got. 

"I've really anticipated 
every weekend, going to the 
race track w1th Hendrick 
Motorsports cquipmenl, and 
I've been positive and eager ... 
to get it on the race track and 
see just how we measure up to 
everyone every weekend 
because I got to the race track 
with what I feel like is the best 
stuff, motors and cars and per­
sonnel. 

"You can put pressure on 
yourself and say there's no 

excuse (for not winning), but I 
look at it as an opportunity." 

Hendrick, who spent a few 
quiet moments WJth Earnhardt 
in Victory Circle, leanmg into 
the car and talking with his 
newe t driver, was excited for 
Earnhardt. 

"We started out and he won 
the (Budweiser) Clash and the 
L50 (qualifying race) and we 
said.

race," Hendrick said. "We've 
been waiting for this. Been :;o 
close."
