PRESTONSBuRG 
Wheelwright's downtown 
restoration and the 
Prestonsburg sewer project 
were among the topics dis­
cussed Tue day when officials 
from around the region gat -
ered at the Mountain Art 
Center to address the current 
and future . tate of Floyd coun­
ty. 

The state of the county. 
emceed by Prestonsburg 
Economic Development 
Director Brent Graden, fea­
tured several speaker , the fir t 
of which was. Floyd County 
Judge-Executive R.D. "Doc" 
Marshall, who said the county. 
city and school board are all 
working together at unprece­
dented levels. 

"We're trying to solve prob­
lems in the county," Marshall 
said. 

Marshall discussed the 
county'. budget concerns. say­
ing that the budget was made to 
be flexible, and that at this time 
there are no plans to increase 
taxes to account for budgetary 
shortfalls. 

"I certainly don't want to 

raise taxes," Marshall said. 
Current proJects that 

Marshall spent time discussing 
included the city of Martin 
redevelopment. the Eastern 
sewer project near Allen 
Central High School. the 
Elkhorn Education and 
Recreation Park on Route 680. 
a system of hor e trail. that 
would link Floyd, Johnson, 
Martin, Magoffin and Pike 
counties, and a proposed 
Veteran's Cemetery near Allen 
Golf Course. 

"T envi ion this cemetery as 
the Arlington of Floyd 
County," said Marshall, adding 
that he had received a lot of 
positive feedback on the pro­
ject he referred to as a "won­
derful opportunity."

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State approves 
P'burg purchase 
of Auxier Water 

FRANKFORT - The 
Kentucky Public Service 
Commission has approved 
the city of Prestonsburg's 
purchase of the Auxier 
Water Co., Inc., which 
serves about 1,100 cus­
tomers in Floyd and 
Johnson counties. 

In an order issued March 
14, the PSC ruled that 
Prestonsburg has the finan­
cial. technical and manage­
rial ability to serve Auxier's 
customer . The PSC deter­
mined that the sale is in the 
public interest only if two 
conditions are placed on the 
transaction: 

That the Prcston'ihurg 
Utilities Commt,sion 
charges Auxier's customers 
its out-of-city rate, .,., hich is 
lower than their current 
rate. 

That Auxier refunds to 
customers. with accrued 
intere t, any depositS it is 
holding. The refunds may 
be as a check or as a credit 
on the final bill. 

Prestonsburg is paying 
$2.65 million for Auxier 
and is financing the pur­
cha e with a 20-year low­
interest loan from the 
Kentucky Infrastructure 

Authonty.

Big Brother's 
big week 

American learned last week that, whatever the law says. they shouldn't 
assume that their private communications are private. It was a big week for 
Big Brother. with but a single, small ray of hope at week's end. 

• The Wall Street Journal reported Monday that the National Security 
Agency, which is suppo ed to spy only on foreign target , now "monitors 
huge volumes of records of domestic e-mails and Internet searches as well 
as bank transfers, credit card tran actions, travel and telephone records." 
The NSA has created, in effect, a back-door version of the controversial 
"Total Information Awareness" program that Congress thought it killed in 
2003. 

• The Boston Globe reported Friday that last month President George 
W. Bush quietly changed the rules governing the authority of the 
President's Foreign Intelligence Advisory Board. The board, a group of pri­
vate citizens, is supposed to provide oversight of intelligence agencies. In 
an executive order issued Feb. 29, Bush stripped the board of its power to 
report suspected unlawful activity to the Justice Department. So if the 
intelligence agencies are doing something illegal, they'll just have to tum 
themselves in. 

• On Friday afternoon, the U.S. House of Representatives passed an 
extension of the so-called Protect America Act that will allow the warrant­
less surveillance program to continue. But Bush, who says the program is 
essential to the nation's o;ecunty, hru threatened to veto the bill anyway if it 
reaches hts desk because 1t doesn't grant immunity to telecommunications 
companies for any illegal acts they already committed in cooperating with 
the government. The Senate version of the bill does. The House version 
also would set up an independent commission to investigate the surveil­
lance program, an absolutely splendid idea. 

Bush's actions stem from Vice President Dick Cheney's belief that the 
executive branch gave up too much of its inherent power in the post­
Watergate reform era. When the president acts as commander in chief in 
the war against terrorism, the specious Cheney theory goes. there are no 
limits to his executive authority. 

So after 9/11. Bush authorized the NSA to ignore certain provi. ions of 
the 1978 Foreign Intelligence Surveillance Act. They no longer had to seek 
warrants from special FISA judges to eavesdrop on suspected terrorists in 
this country. The NSA, with the cooperation of U.S. telecommunications 
companies, began mining electronic communications through computers 
and telephone switching station~ in the United States. 

After The New York Times revealed the warrantless wiretapping pro­
gram, and the fact that communications involving U.S. citizens were being 
caught in the NSA's drift net. Bush belatedly went to Congress and got 
permission to do what he'd already been domg. Under intense White 
House pressure, Congress last year passed the Protect America Act, a revi­
sion of the 1978 FlSA act, but put a . ix-month expiration date on it. The 
law expired Feb. 17. 

Since then, the battle to renew it has focused mainly on the provision to 
give telecom companies a free pass for any past bad acts. Some 38 pending 
lawsuits were filed by citizens who are angry that the companies gave up 
their pri:vate communications without valid warrants ordering them to do 
$0. The admini. tration argues that allowing the lawsuits to proceed would 
endanger national security and adds that it would make lawyers rich. 
Critics suggest that the administration is mQre worried that the lawsuits 
will reveal the fl1msy legal pretexts used to justify spying on citizens with­
out first getting court warrants. 

Bush says the expiratiOn of the law three weeks ago has made the coun­
try less safe. But he and his ·supporters consistently have refused to cite 
specific instances m which the law has resulted in credible intelligence 
against actual threats. It's one of those "we could tell you, but then we'd 
have to kill you" kind of things. 

Bush has . ubstituted fear-mongering for facts, even as he weakens his 
own watchdogs and allows the NSA to cast its electromc nets farther and 
wider. The Senate. worried about "soft on terrorism" charges in the fall 
election, caved under the pressure. To their credit. mo!'.t House Democrats 
and a few Republicans held firm. 

They must continue to .do ~o in negotiations with the Senate and in the 
face of Bu h's veto threat. ln this instance, gridlock is not a bad thing. If, 
berween now and the November elections. intelligence agenc1es have to get 
judicial warrants to do their spying, so much the better. ·

Thi would create an cnor· 
mous debt that state government 
could not overcome, thus creating an 
inability for the state to honor our 
obligations to Kentucky retirement 
fund members. 

House Bill 600. as amended by the 
Senate, will now go back to the House 
of Representatives for the1r considera­
tion. I will work in a bipartisan way

For many years, we have 
worked to make sure all school dis­
tricts take adequate steps to prevent 
bullying in our schools. We were 
pleased that House Bill 91 passed the 
Senate and look forward to seeing the 
bill get stronger as it goes back to the 
Hou c for further consideration. 

We also want to protect innocent 
animals, and we took a step in that 
direction with Senate Bill 58. This bill 
would upgrade the punishment for 
torturing a dog or cat to a felony. 
Currently, the ftrst offense is a misde­
meanor, but research shows light pun­
ishment has not been effective against 
people who would treat our faithful

IRS announces economic stimulus payment 
schedules, provides online payment calculator 

The Internal Revenue 
Sen ice announced today that 
it will begin sending more than 
130 million economic stimulus 
payments starting May 2. The 
initial round of weekly pay­
ments will be completed by 
early July. 

Sttmulus payments will be 
made by direct deposit to peo­
ple who choose to receive their 
2007 income tax refunds 
through direct deposit. All oth­
ers will receive their economic 
~timulus payments m the form 

f#Jf a paper check. 
"To receive an economic 

stimulus payment, people just 
need to file their tax returns as 
they usually do," said IRS 
Acting Commissioner Linda 
E. Stiff. "The payment will be 
automatic for the vast majority 
of taxpayers. ~orne lower­
income workers and recipients 
of certain Social Security and 
veterans benetits who don't 
normally need to file a tax: 
return will need to do so in 
order to receive a stimulus 
payment. IRS.gov has all the 
information people need to 
clp them obtain a stimulus 

payment." 
Stimulus payments will be 

sent out m the order of the Last 
two digits of the Social 
Security number used on the 
tax return. 

Because the lRS will use 
the Social Security number to 
determine when checks are 
mailed, taxpayers may rece1vc 
their checks at different times 
than their neighbors or other 
family members. On a jointly 
filed return, the tirst Social 
Security number listed will 
qetermine the mail-out time. 

• The IRS expects to make 
about 34 million payments 
within the first three weeks 
after the payment schedule 
9egins May 2. With more than 
130 million households 
expected to receive stinmlus 
payments, more than 25 per­
cent of the payments will be 
made in the tirst three weeks. 

Taxpayers who choose 
direct deposit on their federal 
income tax returns can expect 

to receive their economic stim­
ulus payments between May 2 
and May 16 provided their 
returns were received and 
processed by April 15. For tax­
payers who did not choose 
direct deposit on their tax 
return but whose returns were 
processed by April 15, the 
paper checks will be in the 
mail starting May 16, with the 
initial mailing completed by 
around July I l. 

The IRS has also 
announced the availability of 
an on-line calculator on 
IRS.gov to help taxpayer 
determine if they are eligible 
to receive an economic stimu­
lus payment and if they are, 
how much they can expect. 
Anyone who has prepared a 
2007 income tax return can 
use the calculator. ft will ask 
taxpayers a erie of questions, 
so they should have their 2007 
tax returns handy. After 
answering the questions. the 
calculator will provide the pro­
jected dollar value of the pay­
ment.

For these returns, stimulus 
payments may not be issued in 
accordance with the chcdule 
above, even if the tax return 
was processed by April 15. 

All or part of an economic 
sttmulus payment may be 
applied to back taxes or certain 
other debts of the taxpayer. 
such as deUnquent child sup­
port and student loans. In such 
cases, the IRS will send a let­
ter to the taxpayer explaming 
the offset. 

To accommodate people 
whose tax return~; are 
processed after April 15. the 
IRS will continue sending 
weekly payments. People who 
file tax returns after Apri I 15 
and receive a refund can

In the future Rosenberg 
said the health department will 
working to provide a new den­
tal program in schools, and 
will soon be offering free 
colonoscopies to uninsured 
people in the county. 

District 1 Magistrate John 
Goble also addressed those in 
attendance in an effort to 
encourage new and unique 
economic opportunities, say­
ing, "We cannot continue to 
rely on coal.

ATLANTA - Georgia 
coach Dennis Felton said his 
team's weather-delayed SEC 
tournament quarterfinal game 
was no time to worry about 
having enough energy for a 
semifinal game about six 
hours later.

SEC officials were forced

Kentucky winner to play two 
games on Saturday. 

Georgia ( 15-16) advanced 
to Saturday night's semifinal 
against Mississippi State. 
Mississippi State beat 
Alabama in a Friday night 
quarterfinaL 

Felton said he warned his 
players at halftime that they 
shouldn't think about saving 
their energy for a second game 
in one day.

It 
was the break Burton needed, 
and it put him in position to win 
Sunday's race at Bristol Motor 
Speedway in a 1-2-3 sweep for 
Richard Childress Racing. 

"Harvick and Stewart got 
together there, and that opened 
the door tor me to squeeze in," 
Burton said. "'When U1at hap­
pened, I viewed that a · the 
opportunity. That was the door 
that opened. If we had any shot 
to win, then we had to jump 
through it." 

Stewart should have won 
the race. And when he didn't. it 
gave Denny Hamlin a c1ear 
shot at victory. But the Joe 
Gibbs Racing drivers failed to 
seal the deal - again - at 
Bristol, allowing Burton to 
score his first victory here 
while leading teammates 
Harvick and Clint Bowyer to 
the tirst podium sweep in RCR 
history by pouncing when the 
JGR dJivers faltered at the very 
end Sunday. 

"We did the little things 
right," Burton said. "That's the 
sign that thi · team's matured. 
That's the sign of a team that's 
ready to take advantage of situ-

ations. I won't lose sleep 
tonight because somebody 
says, 'We had a faster car.' 

"All I know is. we've got the 
trophy.'' 

A year ago. Stewan and 
Hamlin combined to lead 434 
of the 504 laps here before 
mechanical failmes sabotaged 
seemingly surefire wins. 

This time, Stew<U1, Hamlin 
and Kyle Busch combined to 
lead 372 of the 506 laps, but 
Hamlin's sixth-place fini.,h was 
all they had to show for it. 

Busch's power steering 
failed, causing him to crash 
while he was leading midway 
through the race. Then Harvick 
wrecked Stewart with two laps 
to go, setting up a two-lap over­
time sprint to the finish. 

All Hamlin had to do was 
hold on for two laps and the 
win was hts. But a fuel pickup 
problem on the restart allowed 
Burton to race past him and 
pull hts RCR teammates along 
for the sweep. 

"lt 's just a shame. We had 
another win taken away," 
Hamlin said. "Our cars just 
won't pick up fuel. Everyone 
else's does. Tt cost us the race. 
I could have held those guy~ 
off, as fast as the car went after 
it picked back up. 

"This is so frustrating to 
have days like this." 

Stewart led a race-high 267 
laps- 10 more than he did in 
this event last year- but again 
fell short because of question­
able . trategy and the contact 
with Harvick. 

Stewart was chugging along 

toward the victory. trying to 
hold off the hard-charging 
Harvick and Hamlin, when 
Brian Vickers crashed to bring 
out a caution with II laps to 
go. Stewart's team decided not 
to pit for tires and he .stayed out 
along with Hamlin and Dale 
Eamhardt Jr. while most every­
one else on the lead lap headed 
to the pits. 

"I don ' t know if that was 
right or wrong," crew chief 
Greg Zipadelli mdioed 
Stewart. "but it's in your hands 
now.'' 

Stewart was great on the 
restat1 wilh five laps to go, but 
Hamlin quickly chased him 
down and moved into first. 
Harvick. who restarted fourth 
with fresh tires. also closed 
quickly on Stewart's bumper. 

But as Harvick moved in for 
the pa~s. the car~ made contact 
and Stewart went spinning into 
the wall. 

"1 just lost it there under­
neath of Tony. Just made a mis­
take." Harvick said. 'They can 
take it for what it's worth, and 
move on." 

Stewart, who iini'>hcd 14th, 
was livid on his radio after the 
accident but had calmed by the 
time he climbed from his car 
and was taking partial respon­
sibility for the contacl. 

"( thought I left him enough 
room," Stcwan said. 'Tm sure 
somehow it was my fault. I'm 
sorry I got in his way."
