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Two killed, one jailed in Abbott shooting

PRESTONSBURG - A 
long- tanding family feud turned 
into tragedy Thursday night in 
Prestonsburg, when an Abbott 
Creek man reportedly gunned 
down his niece and her husband, 
as the couple's four children 
stood witness. 

Berry Hall, 45, was arrested 

by the Floyd County Sheriffs 
Office after he reportedly con­
fessed to killing his niece, Li a 
Tackett, 30, and her husband, 
Alan Tackett, 4 7. 

Sheriff John K Blackburn, 
who arrived frrst on the scene 
with Kentucky State Police 
Trooper Chris Hicks, said, ;'He 
told me and Chris that he 'shot 
and ki11ed both of them.'" 

According to Blackburn, Hall 

went upstairs in his home, took 
up a .30-06, and from his win­
dow, fir t shot Lisa Tackett while 
she was in her yard, then pro­
ceeded to shoot Alan Tackett as 
he stood on his front porch. 

Hall then reportedly put down 
his weapon, and walked across 
the street to the Tackctts' horne 
and retrieved their four children 
from the house bringing them 
back to his horne where he wait-

free wireless internet

PRESTONSBURG 
"Thlngs are starting to happen. 
People are starting to notice." 

That's how city economic 
development director Brent 
Graden summarized the suc­
cess of Prestonsburg's free 
wireless internet service, which 
was given its official unveiling 
Thursday evening at the 
Mountain Arts Center. 

The service has actually 
been operational in various 
testing phases for several 
months. During that time, 

Graden said the service has 
been embraced by the commu­
nity. 

Graden noted that on the day 
of the unveiling, the service 
peaked at a record 107 simulta­
neous users. 

The city's wireless zone 
stretches roughly two miles 
along North and South Lake 
Drive. It allows people with 
wireless-enabled computers, 
cell phones and other devices to 
connect to the internet without 
having to pay a fee. 

The project was accom­
plished at a bargain-ba ement 
price. When first investigating 

the possibility of implementing 
wireless internet, the city 
received estimates from three 
companies ranging from 
$50,000 to $250,000, making 
the project too expensive for 
the city to tackle. 

But Graden said he hap­
pened to see an advertisement 
for Meraki Networks in the 
back of a magazine and was 
intrigued by the San Francisco­
based company's claims that it 
could provide the tools for a 
wireless network at a far cheap­
er price.

Measure would allow people 
to eat deer that damage crops

FRANKFORT - Buzzards 
could lose a bountiful food sup­
ply under a bill that's making 
it way through the Kentucky 
General Assembly. 

The mea ure would change 
a law that essentially bars farm­
ers who shoot crop-damaging 
deer from giving them to needy 
families. 

With the Kentucky 
Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources issuing 

about 3,500 permits for 
landowners to shoot trouble­
some deer each year, buzzards 
and coyotes have had lots of 
rotting carcasses to dine on. 

If state Rep. Royce Adams, 
D-Dry Ridge, gets his way, 
those deer would be eaten by 
people. 

"We're hoping we can 
encourage more utilization of 
the meat," Adams said. "There 
are all kinds of people out there 
who are hungry." 

The Senate Agriculture and 
Natural Resources Committee 

approved legislation Thursday 
to allow landowners to request 
a disposal tag so that the deer 
carca ses can be sent to butcher 
shops for processing. It now 
goes to the Senate floor for 
consideration. The House 
approved the bill last week, but 
would have to vote on it again 
because of a modification made 
in the' Senate committee. 

Bud Clancy, president of the 
Kentucky League of Property 
Owners, said the state's deer

State gears 
up for spring 
highway 
cleanup

PIKEVILLE - Volun­
teers will be out in force 
next week as the Kentucky 
Transportation Cabinet 
begins its annual Adopt-a­
Highway Spring Clean. 

"The Kentucky 
Transportation Cabinet 
appreciates the effort put 
forth by all Adopt-A· 
Highway groups in keeping 
our highways and commu­
nities beautiful and litter­
free," said Joe Prather, 

· Transportation Secretary. 
According to KYTC, 

almost 1,100 groups partic­
ipate in Kentucky's Adopt­
A-Highway program dur­
ing which volunteers clean 
almost 8,000 miles of road. 
In District 12, 188 miles of 
road have been adopted. 

Many Adopt-A-
Highway groups are part­
nering this year with their 
local PRIDE organizations. 

"We have the same goal: 
to keep our roadsides litter­
free and beautiful," said 
Tamell Patton, AAH coor­
dinator for District 12, "A 
PRIDE group can also be 
an Adopt-A-Highway 
group, and their cleanup 
efforts can count for both 
agencies. We are flexible, 
and we've worked very 
well with the PRIDE orga­
nization •. · especially in 
Johnson, Pike and Martin 

counties. So if you are part 
of a PRIDE group, you may 
as well get Adopt-A­
Highway credit for your 
work, too." 

According to KYTC, 
enrollment in the program 
has been increasing, "This 
shows that Kentuckians 
place a high importance on 
maintaining and improving 
the scenic beauty of our 
state," Secretary Prather 
said. "Through their partie· 
ipation they are endmg a 
me sage that littering is 
simply unacceptable in our 
commonwealth." 

"The environment is

According to Patton 
about $5 million and 
200,000 hours of labor are 
spent each year to remove 
96,000 bags of liuer from 
state roadways.

Not just for 

the media 
Those of us who raise our voices in protest whenever we 

think government is not being as open as it should are 
sometimes told by elected officials that only a handful of 
people in the media really care about open meetings, open 
records and the 1 ike. 

Well, those elected officials are wrong about the public 
being disinterested in such matters. A new poll conducted by 
Scripps Howard News Service and Ohio University has 
found that almost three out of every four Americans think 
their government is becoming more secretive and they don't 
like it. 

According to the poll commissioned by the American 
Society of Newspaper Editors in observance of National 
Sunshine Week, only 20 percent of the American people -
one in five- think the federal government is as open as it 
should be. Just two years ago, 33 percent of the respondents 
in a similar poll were satisfied with the openness of the fed­
eral government. During the same period, the percentage of 
those surveyed who thought the federal government wa., 
"very secretive" has doubled to 44 percent from 22 percent. 

Given the secretive nature of the administration of 
President George W. Bush, such numbers are not the least 
bit surprising. The Bush administration ha., consistently 
tried to keep public information from the public - all in the 
name of protecting "national security," of course. But this 
president seems to think that even the most mundane infor­
mation is a threat to national security. Thus "national securi­
ty" bas become an all-purpose umbrella under which a wide 
variety of abuses can hide. No wonder the American people 
distrust this administration. 

In the same survey, local and state governments fared bet­
ter than the national government: 56 percent felt their local 
government was open or somewhat open and 50 percent felt 
that way about their state government. 

Here in Kentucky we are fortunate to have one of the 
nation's strongest open meetings and open records laws, and 
a long line of opinions issued by attorney generals have 
come down solidly in support of open government. Since 
attorney general opinions on open records and open meet­
ings carry the force of law in Kentucky, that's important. 

However, even with strong laws protecting openness in 
government, we must be ever vigilant in our efforts to guard 
against those government officials who would deny ordinary 
citizens access to public meetings and public records. 

Public officials in Kentucky have learned that the law 
demands that they conduct the public's business in the sun­
shine. They may not like it, but with few exceptions, they 
obey the law. 

Responding to the latest survey on open government, 
Lucy Dalglish, executive director of the Reporters 
Committee for the Freedom of the Press, said, "It's not just 
the media that wants open government. The survey ha~ con­
sistently shown that 'ordinary' citizens want it, too." 

Candidates for public office - and those who are serving 
in those offices - should take note. Open and transparent 
government is not only good public policy, it's good poli­
tics.

Whose politics 
of fear? 

Last month, in the words of Nancy 
Pelosi, House Democrats struck back 
agalllSt "fear" and ·•tear-mongering." 
They let the terrorist surveillance 
program expire, thus making a stir 
ring gesture or national self-conli­
dence and fearlessness. 

House Democrats probably can ' t 
sustain their stand against renewing 
the program over the long term, so 
they will have managed a Pyrrhic 
defeat. losing on the policy and 
exposing a major political vulnerabil­
ity for the fall. 

President Bush compromised with 
Senate Democrats on a renewal of the 
surveillance program that passed by a 
2-1 margin. The program monitors 
the communications or terrorist us­
pects outside the United States, 
which the president has the inherent 
authority to do. The legal and politi­
cal controversy has arisen bcc.ausc 
many overseas communications now 
- in the age of fiber optics - travel 
through the United States and bas 
gotten entangled with the Foreign 
Intelligence Surveillance Act. 

FTSA plainly isn't meant to apply 
to foreign communications. lts pur­
pose is to protect people in the United 
States from being targeted for nation­
al-security surveillance unless there 
is a finding of "probable cau. c" hy a 

special FlSA court that they arc an 
agent of a foreign power. But a judge 
on that FlSA court ruled early this 
past year that foreign communica­
tions must meet the same probable­
cause standard under the law. 
According to Director of National 
Intelligence Mike McConnell. our 
intelligence 
yield dropped 
orr by a cata­
strophic two­
thirds. 

The urgency 
of the situation 
led to the quick 
passage this 
pa~>t summer of 
the Protect 
America Act 
that exempted 
foreign com­
munications from F1SA's restrictions. 
The act had a six month sunset. The 
House ha now let it expire. 

House leaders shrug and say that 
tbe es ential authorities remain in 
place for another six months. This is 
a dodge. We can continue to surveil 
current overseas targets, but can "t 
pick up any new targets without 
FTSA's onerous restrictions - a 
severe hampering of our intelligence. 

House Democrats tell themselves 
they arc striking a blow against the 
politics ot fear. But only if we suffer 
another mass-casualty terror auack 
will a politics of untrammeled fear be 
unleashed on the land. Besl to do all 

we can to avoid it, especially when it 
involves nonviolauons of the non· 
rights of non-Americans. 

It's not as though Demo<.:rats don't 
rraffie in their own politics of fear. 
Barack Obama summons a dark 
vi ion in his speeches of Americans 
denied economic opportunity and 

heallh care by 
lobbyists and 
callous corpora­
tion. . Indeed, 
Exxon puts our 
planet "at risk." 
It'· just that ter 
rurists don't 
make his fright 
I i t. ln his victo­
ry speech after 
the Potomac 
Primary, Obama 
warned of using 

'"Y/11 to scare up votes."' 
Naturally, Obama opposed the 

Senate's RSA deal, and he even 
denounced the telecom'i that have 
cooperated with U.S. intelligence as 
"special interests."

Affordable 
turkey hunting 
is available

FRANKFORT- If you watch 
a sports channel on Saturday 
mormng dunng the early ·pring, 
there is a good chance you will 
see footage of someone turkey 
hunting. Squatting against a tree 
with a camouflaged semi-auto­
matic . holgun, dre. sed in full 
camouflage from head to toe. 
wearing a turkey hunting \·est 
that has a scat cushion, the tele­
vision hunter looks like he ~hrew 
out $2,500 in gear. 

An average person can do the 
arne thing ror a fraction or that 

amount if they arc patient 'Take 
the time to learn to hunt before 
you buy anything;· said N01m 
Minch. avid turkey hunter and 
assistant director of the infonna­
uon and edm.:ation division of the 
Kentucky Departmenl or Fish 
and Wildlife Resources. "Getting 
a turkey close i much more 
important than the cost of your 
equipment Increase your woods­
manship and decrease your cost." 

Ask turkey hunting friends or 
relatives if they have any old 
calls they will o;cil There is a 
good chance they'll give you 
one. as most turkey hunters col­
lect calls like bass anglers collect 
crankbaits. Slate, push huuon or 
box calls are good choices for a 
beginner. Mouth calls take mort: 
time to learn. hut arc convenient 
La use because they keep your 
hands free. 

Learn the cluck: and yelp calls 
first before advancing to the purr, 
the kee-kee run and the cackle. 
You can buy inexpensive ca setle 
tapes that teach the basics of call­
ing. Local libraries sometimes 
have these tapes that you can 
check-ouL for free. 

''Learn to usc your calls. That 
is the most important tlung you 
can do to help yourself:· said 
Mmch, who can be found on a 
Shelby County hillside with his 
father many mornings dunng 
turkey season. "Also. arter the 
season is over. Lake care of your 
calls. Many hunters throw their 
calls behind the seat of their 
trucks or in the trunk of their cars 
and forget ahout them Heat is 
hard on the diaphragm of mouth 
calls. Moi!'.ture and heat ~;an warp 
a box cull. If you abuse your 
calls, you have to replace them 
again next year. which is expen­
sive."
