LEXINGTON - Another 

election has come and gone, 
and some people may be 
swearing they'll move LO 

Canada - or at least the next 
county. 

But a University of 
Kentucky psychologist sug­
gest<; those folks may want to 
wait a while before calling the 
movers. 

''My wife is the same way. 
She says, 'If my candidate 
doesn't win, we're moving to 
Canada,"' says Nathan 
DeWall, a professor in the UK 
Department of Psychology. 

"Tnitially, disappointed vot­
ers may have the attitude, 'l'm 
going to be sad for as long as 
my candidate's opponent is in 
office,'" he says. 

"ln reality, people bounce 
hack very quickly after disap­
pointments. In a week. or a 
monlh, they'll be fine," 
DeWall says. 

DeWall auributes the emo­
tional recovery from backing 
losers in elections to a person's 
"psychological immune sys­
tem." 

"This is a response in the 
body that helps cheer us up. It 
gets at the core of mental well-

being," he ·ays. 
"The p ychologkal 

inunune system allows us to 
be resistant against being 
steeped in a negative emo­
tion," DeWall says. 

Another UK psychology 
professor, Sutanne 
Segerstrom, says studies have 
shown that the length of 
depression after a disappoint­
ment often depends on 
whether the individual wa 
optimistic to start with. 

"Some people argue that 
when you expect the best, 
you're ·etting yourself up for 
disappointment. That's not 
what l'vc found.'' Segerstrom 
say . 

instead, she says, research 
indicates that people who gen-

erally are optimistic recover 
more quickly from di ·appoint­
ment than those who e out­
look is pessimistic 

"Being pessimistic didn't 
protect people." Segerstrom 
says .. 

DeWall say::. the time iL 
take. people to recover from 
disappointments also may be 
affected by whether they 
already were depressed or had 
low elf-esteem. 

DeWall ha. cs that view on 
research into inuividuals' 
responses to personal rejection 
Ul social siruations. 

"Those people may not 
have as strong a psychological 
immune system. ~o iL can take 
them longer to bounce hack," 
he

Ohama, the biracial chi kl of a while mother and a Kenyan 
father, raised by a single mother and his grandparents, restores a 
bit of that. 

Yes, there were people who undoubtedly took race into account 
in voting for Obama. Those who would criticize this should won­
der what it's like to have walked in the shoes of many of tho. c 
casting their vorc with that in mind on Tue. day. 

But even for those walking in different shoe , remember, it was­
n'tlhat long ago that our cities were abla.t.e in racial connie!, lhal 
too many e Lablishments carried white-only signs. that a Voting 
Right · Act had to be passed, that "states' rights" gave cover to the 
inequity of "separate but equal," and that the U.S. Supreme Court 
felt it necessary to say that state governments houldn't be in the 
business of barring interracial marriage. 

This i, hiJ torie and. of course, pride had to have been a factor in 
the election. 

Bul even if shifting demographics helped Obama. he al o ""as 
likely elected hy many people for whom skin color was. at best, a 
mere backdrop, an allegory for progress long evident. 

It 's not that they weren' t aware that their votes were making 
history. It's that they viewed the history to be made as more impor­
tant and Obama ac; tbe change agent to make that history. 

Chama carries a heavy burden on this score. And thi. ha. to do 
with the shambles left him by the outgoing president, the unprece­
dented problems assailing the country and a system of governance 
that too often can't be di Linguished from dysfunction.
