Kentucky's Energy and 
Environmental Cabinet 
spokeswoman Ricki 
Gardenhire said Rodn"ey K. 
Blevins, 40, of Cumberland, 
was operating a bulldozer at 
the AM&E Coal Inc. mine 
when the accident occurred. 

Another bulldozer opera­
tor was killed in September 
in a similar accident. Harold 
Lee Graham, 55, of 
Campton, died Sept. 19, 
when a bulldozer he was 
operating fell over a wall at 
a mine in Ary while he 
worked for International 
Coal Group. 

Johnny Greene, execu­
tive director of the Office of 
Mine Safety and Licensing, 
has directed the state's sur­
face mine safety analysts to 
visit all surface mines in the 
state to conduct safety 
meetings. 

Those meetings were 
scheduled to begin 
Thursday and will conclude . 
in about 10 business days, 
Gardenhire said. 

"Our analysts will be con­
ducting these meetings with 
mine employees and con­
tractors who are at nsk for 
highwall accidents. We will 
discuss with these employ­
ees methods to prevent 
these types of accidents," 
Greene said in a statement. 
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Court gives man one-year jail sentence for litter

PRESTONSBURG - Floyd County 
officials are serious about keeping the 
county free of litter, and their efforts go 
beyond promotions encouraging citi­
zens to keep their area clean. 

For some litterbugs, it means jail 
time. 

Corn Fork resident Carlos D. 
Hoover. 21, learned this Wednesday 
when a Floyd County court tried him in 
his absence and sentenced him to a year 
in jail in addition to a fine. 

"People need to know we're serious 
about this," said Randy Bryant, Floyd 
County code enforcement officer. "The 

county wants this understood." 
Bryant filed a criminal complaint 

against Hoover last month for criminal 
littering afler another resident of Corn 
Fork came forward, saying Hoover had 
dumped a pickup truck load of debris 
and assorted garbage at the head of Corn 
Fork, a section belonging to him. 

"The man happened to be working 
on the roof of his house when he said he 
saw the boy (Hoover) drive by with the 
load in the back of the truck," Bryant 
said. "Then, a little while later, he said 
he saw the truck go out empty."

Earlier in the month, on Oct. 7. another former 
officer, 21-year-old Kevin Younce, formerly of 
Floyd County but now a resident of North Carolina, 
was found guilty on one count of second-degree sex­
ual abuse occurring at the prison on July 2. 

Kentucky State Police Det. B.J. Caudill. who 
investigated Younce's case, said Younce was not in 
court for the verdict and that a warrant, which is still · 
active, has been issued for his arrest. 

Caudill said his first look at the case carne fol­
lowing a complaint filed by Pikeville Medical 
Center. 

"I received an initial complaint from Pikeville 
Medical Center," Caudill said. 'They told me they 
were transporting an inmate from the facility. After 
that, I located Mr. Younce and conducted the first 
interview." 

During that first interview, Younce claimed he 
had "fallen asleep" in the restroom and that the 
inmate had "possibly came in and taken some of his 
DNA." according to Caudill. 

Withm a week, Younce returned with another 
story, saying he "wanted to clear things up," Caudill 
said. This time, the former officer admitted to having 
sex with the inmate. but said both he and the inmate 
had agreed to do so. 

"He said it happened, but was consensual," con-

.After five years of stagnation, the United States has managed to cut 

its infant mortality a bit. That is no great cause for celebration, espe­
cially since this country's rates remain far too high and so many other 
countries arc doing so much bcller on this important measure of a 
nation's health and the quality of its medical system. 

... The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention reported last 
week that in 2006 the rate of infant deaths in the United States fell ro 
6.71 per 1,000 live births, down Jrom 6.86 the previous year. That is 
still 50 percent higher than the oHicial national goal of 4.5 deaths per 
thousand. 

What is particularly shameful is how poorly this country compares 
with other industrialized countries. In 1960, the United States ranked 
12th lowest in the world in infant mortality. By 2004, the last year for 
which comparative data are available, it had dropped to 29th, tied 
with Poland and Slovakia. Even with the improvement, it is still likely 
to rank 29th, far behind many Scandinavian and East Asian countries 
that report rates below 3.5. 

Infant mortality is associated with many factors, including the 
health and economic status of the mother, her race or ethnicity, access 
to quality medical care, and such cultural problems as rising obesity 
and drug use. 

That makes it dillicult to identify the cause of the United States' 
poor performance .... The chief lesson we draw is that the American 
health care system. despite the highest expenditures in the world, is 
badly in need of an overhaul.

Much nonsense has been written 
about the great financial debacle of 
2008, much of it deliberately crafted 
to confuse and mislead people into 
believing that it was caused by free­
market capitalism. The truth is that 
this is the latest manifestation of our 
national curse- the curse or visionary 
politicians. 

That curse stems from our procliv 
ity for electing politicians who have 
grand ideafi for improving the nation 
(or even the world) by trying to make 
things more equal, more righteous, 
more fair. more something. The trou­
ble is that their plans always backfire, 
doing damage to taxpayers and other 
innocent byslanden;. 

ln this case. the grand vision wa" 
that home ownership is good and the 
government should promote it. Bill 
Clinton initiated it and George Bush 
was glad to take credit for the increas­
ing percentage of Americans who 
own their homes. Tn 1994 Congress 
beefed up the Community 
Reinvestment Act to put strong pres­
sure on bank" to lend in "undcrservcd 
areas." The government-sponsored 
enterprise Fannie Mac gobbled up 
vast numbers of these new loans, 
bundling them for resale and earning 
astounding windfalls for its execu­
tives. And the Federal Reserve did its 
part by keeping interest rates artifi­
dally low for years, drhing a housing 
market boom that made people giddy. 

Naturally, home ownership 
increased. Both Clinton and Bush 
treated that as a wonderful accom­
plishment. Americans cheered their 
political vision. 

But you can't blow up a bubble 
forever. The housing bubble was 
bound to collapse and now that it has, 
the price tag for this VISion is evident. · 

Losses are staggering and most 
polilictans are looking ror ways to 
spread them to the public. None of it 
could have happened without politi­
cal meddling intended to "improve"' 
the nation, but there are almost no 
mea culpas. On the contrary, the 
guilty parties are resorting to the Big 
Lie technique. They're desperate to 
keep alive the myth that government 
only does good things that serve "the 
public interest." 

Surveying our hisrory, this 
episode has the same roots as many 
other crises. Visionary politiCians 
have given us needless wars. moralis­
tic cru<;ades such as Prohibition. and 
a host ot programs meant to end 
poverty, inequality, and all kinds of 
social injustice. Examine any of them 
closely and you sec that they've been 
costly failures. . 

There is nothing wrong with hav­
ing visions of a better world, but 
when the) are pursued through gov­
ernment power, they always go 
cc;tra). That is true for two main rea­
sons. 

First, politidans don't directly 
bear the costs or mistakes because 
they're always using other people's 
money. When individuals want to 
accomplish something. they pa>' 
close attention to the costs and bene­
fits: they quickly change V!hat 
they're doing if costs start to exceed 
benefits. Public officials rarely sec, 
much less correct, their mistakes. 

Second, special-tnterest groups 
almost always find ways to turn gov 
ernment projects into gains ror them­
selves. Money and power attract the 
unscrupulous like a light attracts 
moths. The; skim off as much as they 
can and use their influence to keep 
the good times rolling. 

Under the Constitution, the gov­
ernment was not supposed to have 
powers that visionaries could employ 
for their ideas. Unfortunately, those 
limitations were long ago shredded 
by Supreme Court jusllces sympa­
thetic to the idea that the country 
needed a much more powerful gov­
ernment. Also, many voters arc casi-

ly taken in by grandiose politital 
rhetoric. Candidates know that 
speeches filled with sweeping plans 
will ex.cile more voters than ones 
unadorned with lofty goals and 
promises. 

Visionary politicians have saddled 
us with a host of boondoggles: public 
education, public housing, Social 
Security, the Postal Service, Amtrak. 
just to name a few. They cost taxpay­
ers a lot while delivering little hcnc­
fil. Without political visions, they 
would never have gotten started and 
couldn't survive it cut loose from 
public revenues. 

Arguably the best president of the 
twentieth century was the non­
visionary Calvin Coolidge. The great 
writer H.L. Mencken once praised 
him by saying, "He had no ideas and 
was not a nuisance." That is, 
Coolidge had no vision for changing 
and improving America. He was con­
lent to 'do just what his Oath of Oflice 
required - uphold the Constitution 
and faithfully enforce the laws. 

Political visions necessarily get in 
the way of our ability to pursue our 
individual visions. The more we're 
tax:ed and controlle<t the less we can 
run our lives and accomplish whatev­
er w·c think is important. But political 
visionaries don't care; whatever they 
deem to be for "the public good," 
requires that the individuals who 
comprise the public must ,he com­
pelled to serve their projects and 
goals. 

Perhaps the current financial crisis 
is what educators call a "teachable 
moment." The conditions for impart­
ing a lesson are ideal. There are a 
number of small lessons here (get rid 
of government sponsored enterprises 
and repeal rricddlcsomc laws like the 
Community Reinvestment Act), but 
the big lesson is this: don't elect any 
more visionary politicians.

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Yarborough resigned to s·haring record with Johnson

When Cale Yarborough 
won a third-:.traight NASCAR 
title in 1978. he never expect­
ed that it would take 30 years 
for someone else to challenge 
that record. 

Now that two-time rcign­
tng Spnnt Cup champwn 
Jimmie Johnson appears on 
the way to doing just that. 
Yarborough has mixed feel­
ings about sharing the record 
that some thought was 
untouchable. 

"The handwriting's on the 
wall." Yarborough said 
Monday during a telephone 
new:-, conference. "It's going 
to happen. 

"I understand that I was 
Jimmie's hero when he was 
growing up, so i r he docs tl 
more power to him," the long­
time NASCAR star added. 

Then that old competitive 
streak that helped Yarborough 
to 83 race win<., including four 
Daytona 500s, showed ltself. 

"That don't mean I'm 
pulling for him," Yarborough 
added, laughing. "But, if he 
docs it, rn he in good compa­
ny. I hope he feels the same 

way." 
While the 32-year-old 

Johnson has not finished 
worse than fifth in the points 
since he became a full-time 
Cup driver In 2002, 
Yarborough\ best years did;1't 
wme until he got a full-time 
ride with Richard Howard in 
197 3 at the age of 34. 

The driver from South 
Carolina finished second for 
two straight yem-s driving for 
Howard hefore going to work 
for Junior Johnson in 1975. 
He finished ninth that first 
year with Johnson before 
beginning his unprecedented 
string of championship in 
1976. 

Yarborough stayed with 
Johnson for two more seasons, 
finishing fourth in the points 
in 1979 and losing the title to 
Dale Earnhardt by just 19 
points in 1980. That was his 
last rull season or racing 
heforc cutting his schedule to 
spend more time with hi:s fam­
ily. 

But Yarborough o.;aid he 
truly appreciates what 
Johnson has already uccom 
plished. and what he may yet 
do. 

"Well, back in the '70s was 

tremendous competition," 
Yarhorough saki 'The Pelly!,., 
Bakers, Allisons. all those 
guys, they were all great race 
car drivers. Jimmie is going 
up against some good race car 
drivers today 1l1ey were good 
back then ami they're good 
today._ ('\'inning champi­
onships is) just hard to do." 

As for winning three in a 
row, he said, "Must have been 
pretty tough. Nobody's done it 
in 30 years .... Thinking back, 
with (Richard) Petty and 
(Dale) Earnhardt, (Jeff) 
Gordon, you would think that 
some or those guys would 
have pm three together within 
those 30 years. But thank 
goodness they didn"r." 

Johnson, coming off a vic­
tory Sunday at Maninsvillc, 
goes to Atlanta this we.ek 
holding a lead or 149 points 
over Greg Biffle and 152 over 
Jeff Burton with just four 
races remaining in this year's 
Chase for the championship. 

Jobnson hasn't directly 
addressed the possibility of 
making history with . another 
title, though. after his sixth 
victory or the season, he did 
say, 'T m going to have to 
answer those questions one of 

these days, arcn 't 1?" 
For Yarborough, who ·racell 

in NASCAR 's top series for 
23 sea'>ons before retiring in 
1988. Johnson is something of 
a throwback to the drivers of 
his era. 

''I've watched Jurun1e." he 
said. ·'He's the kind of driy·er 
that likes to run up front. 
That's the way 1 drove. T can 
sec a lot of me in Jimmie. l 
can appreciate what he's 
doing. He's got his head on 
stnught and he·s doing every 
thing right and T can appreci­
ate that:· 

One major difference 
hatwcen the years when 
Yarborough won his titles and 
the cuncnr era is rhe points 
format. In hi-; day, everyone 
raced for the same point:-. 
throughout the season. Smce 
2004. the Cup title has been 
decided by the Chase. with a 
small group or drivers who 
spent 26 races making them­
selves eligible for the postsea­
son competing for the champi­
onship over the final 10 races 
of the season.

Petty Enterprises pushing on 
despite continued merger talk

When Robbie Loomis took 
over as the executive vice

Loomis had a plan ror one 
of NASCAR's most iconic 
teams, one that would require 
years-· not weeks - of plan­
ning, hard work and a little 
luck. 

"When I was a crew chief. 
at the end of the day 1 didn't 
sleep at all if there wasn't per­
rormance," Loomis said. 
"When I c<une into this job at 
Petty Enterprises, we loeked 
at pcrfonnancc, bur there arc a 
lot or big-picture things we 
have to get in place." 

Namely, sponsorship. 
sound leadership and a defini­
tive course on how to make 
Petty Enterprises relevant 
again 

While the company isn't 
quite ready to return Lo its 
glory days, Loomis thinks 
there have heen signs of 
progress. The team has con­
solidated its shop, moved it to 
Charlotte and sold a majority 
interest in the team to Boston 
Ventures to help take some of 
the sting out of the cost of 

doing business in Sprint Cup 
these days. 

"ft has been a real lransi­
tion," he sa1d. 

That goes for life on the 
track too, where Petty 
Enterprises has seemed to 
stead} itself after years of 
decline. Bobby Labonte, dri­
ver or the No. 43 car. is 20th 
in the Sprint Cup standings 
and picked up his second top­
! 0 of the season wirh a sixth­
place finish at Talladega em-li 
cr this month. 

Things haven't gone quite 
so well for the No. 45 car, 
which has seen a revolving 
door hehind the wheel. Kyle 
Petty. Tcny Labonte, Boris 
Said and rookie Chad 
McCumbcc have all taken 
turns. making it difficult for 
the team to develop cohesion. 
The team is 40th in the owner 
standings heading into this 
weekend's race at Atlanta. 

Still. Loomis is optimistic 
about next year thanks in part 
to the surprising McCumbee, 
who managed a 25th-place 
fimsh in his first Cup start at 
Martinsville last weekend, 
better than stars Jimmie 
Johnson and Jeff Burton did in 
their first Cup races at one of 
NASCAR's most demanding 
tracks. 

McCurnbee, a regulm- on 
the Crartsman Truck Series, 
said the race "helped his 
learning curve" and hopes lo 

bring some momentum to 
Atlanta. Loomis. for one, is 
happy crew chief Stewart 
Cooper doesn't have to slap a 
"Hi, my name 1s" tag on the 
ddvcr this week. 

··we're real exc1ted to get a 
little continuity here at the end 
of the year in getting them to 
run together," Loomis said. 
"We really havcn·t had a base 
or notes, a !!ood notebook on 
that car." 

McCumbee's enthusiasm 
has re-energized Loomis, and 
the young driver's reputation 
or being able to Jo more with 
less means he could be plenty 
busy next year. 

"Chad is the youngest I've 
ever \\Orked with and it's 
exciting,'' Loomis said. "He 
blings a lot of youth. You'll 
hear him say something about 
his race em- that you've never 
heard berore." 

Loomis hopes next year he 
can hear McCumbee say 
"Rookie or the Year." 

Just who he'll be saying it 
ror remains to be seen. For all 
their success with the 43. the 
car still lacks a sponsor ror 
next year. Same goes for the 
45 and whatever car 
McCumhec ends up driving in 
the future. All the work Petty 
Enterprises has done on the 
track over the last two years 
won't mean a thing ir it doe'>­
n't have the money to keep it 
going. 

Rumor~ or a merger contin­
ue to swirl. Loomis admitted 
"everybody is talking to 
everyone about our merger." 
but wouldn't get spec1fic 
about fiuure plans. saying 
only that Petty Enterpnses 
remains "very committed" to 
Dodge. 

"T think that we've got to 
be smart about what we do 
from the competition stand­
point because the only thing 
that will keep our brand 
healthy and keep our brand 
out front, our Petty brand. is 
our competition and getting 
our cars back to the forefront 
and winning race:-. like the 
Hendrick Motorsports crowd 
is doing today," Loomis said. 

Loomis would know. He 
spent several years as Jeff 
Gordon·s crew chief watching 
team owner Rick Hendrick 
help his team hecome one of 
the sport's most dommant rae· 
ing franchises. 

"Rick is domg a greal job 
of making wise decisions 
along the way and putting the 
right people in the right 
place." he said. 'That's why 
Hendrick Motorsports has the 
success today. That's our 
Yision for Petty Enterprises. 
Rick has set the current model 
in the 1990s and 2000s. We've 
got to be smart enough to pay 
attention and make sure we're 
doing the right things along 
the way." 

Drivers are big fans of NASCAR's oldest track 
by HANK KURZ Jr.

MARTINSViLLE. Va. 
It's the smallest, oldest track in 
NASCAR, a place where the 
roots of racing are evident all 
around, and converge wid1 
some of the newest amenities. 

But in the new media center 
last weekend, the questions 
still came, leaving track presi­
dent Clay Campbell shaking 
his head as dnver arter driver 
was asked: 

''Do you think it's inevitable 
that Martinsville Speedway 
will lose a date?" 

The quc1ics come as surd) 
as leaves turn in the fall and 
sprout in -,pring. 

'Td lm·c." Campbell smd 
Wednesday, ·'to go through one 
race weekend where I don't clo 
interview after interview talk 
ing about the possibility of us 
losing one of our dates." 

The good news for the man 
whose grandfather built the 
0.526 mile. paperclip shaped 
oval more than 60 years ago b 
that he knows many drivers m-e 
among the track's biggest sup­
porters. 

The bad news is that drivers 
have almost no say in 
NASCAR's scheduling. 

Jeff Burton, who grew up 
about 60 miles from 
Martinsville, thinks the track's 
history and di!;itinctiveness 
make it special, and worthy or 
its spots on the schedule in the 
spring and fall. 

"I do think it is important to 
embrace our history. to 

embrace the past, and this is a 
great way to do that," he said. 
"There is no other track that we 
race on that is like this. 

"1 think it belongs. We 
aren't the ones that get to vote 
on where we are going tp race. 
They don't ask us, but as far as 
rm concerned, we have to 
haYe places like this because l 
think it reminds us of where we 
have come from, and l really 
think that is impm::tant." 

Clint Bowyer, Burton's 
teammate with Richard 
Childress Racing. agrees, and 
tlunks more factors than the 
s.ize or a track and potential 
economic impact should he 
considered. 

And in cases where the dif­
ference is great, he strid. which 
one performs best m terms of 
attendance? 

"I don't want to get in trou­
ble, but look at California," 
Bowyer said of the 1.99-mile 
track in Fontana, Calif. "1l1at's 
a long way away. We're not 
filling the grandstands there." 

The grandstands at Auto 
Club Speedway hold 92,000, 
Martinsville about 65,000. 

"This place is rich in histo­
ry. and it's a pan of NASCAR. 
It's been a part of it for a long, 
long time. T think ifl was going 
to pull one away," he said, ''I'd 
look towards California or 
doing something different 
there (rather than) pulling 
something from here."' 

Petfonnance at a track also 
weighs into how much a driver 
like!oi racing there. 

Carl Edwards has never 

won at Martinsville, and his 
third-place run last weekend 
was by far his best. Not sur­
prisingly, he's not as enamored 
of the trickiest half-mile. 

"It's a great place to race. I 
just haven't had the luck here, 
he said. 

Count lhe trio at Hendrick 
Motorsports Jimmie 
Johnson, JeiTGordon and Dale 
Earnhardt Jr. - among those 
that want Martinsville to sta}. 
or at least a short track just like 
it. 

"Obviously T"d be very dis­
appointed" said Gordon, a 
four-time series champion and 
a series-high seven-time win­
ner at Martinsville. "I feel like 
this is one of my best tracks." 

Johnson thinks likewise, 
probably because he's won 
tour of the past five Sprint Cup 
races m southwest Virginia, 
while Earnhardt thmks the 
beating and banging, short 
track slyle or racing is more 
critical to the Sprint Cup Senes 
than the speedway ilselr. 

He and man) other drivers 
have spent years wondering 
out loud why seemingly every 
new venue built in the past few 
decades is vi11ually the same 
- a cookie-cutter 1.5 m1le 
oval. 

"I think that <;omebody real 
Iy needs to kind of wake up a 
little bit and sec what is going 
on there," Earnhardt said. "Gel 
some more short tracks back 
on this series." 

Or. in the mmd or 
Campbell, stop trying to move 
away from lhe ones already m 

usc. Martinsvilk, Richmond 
and Bristol routinely orrer 
some of the closest racing in 
the series. 

He said the topic of losing a 
date has never come up with 
NASCAR. 

''As tm- as NASCAR is con­
cerned. Martinsville is a very 
special place,·· NASCAR 
spokesman Ramsey Poston 
said. "Martinsville Speedway 
ha.,; done more to build 
NASCAR than just about any 
other place. There have been 
no requesL~ to move any date~ 
from NASCAR, however, the 
best thin!! fans ~an do is to con­
tinue to ~buy tickets and pack 
the stands." 

In recent years. before and 
after Campbell sold the track to 
International Speedway Corp .• 
Martins\ille had spent millions 
on improvements. It drilled a 
tunnel under the track to allow 
access to the infield by foot 
during a race, constructed a 
garage that is roomy enough 
for teams to comfortably work 
on their cars in prepru·ation for 
a race and low profile enough 
rhat it doesn't obstruct the 
fans' view, and thi\ ydr, the 
spacious new mficld media 
center.

The 86-
year-old Edmondson is plan­
ning to retire at the end of this 
season, 60 years after he first 
gave his famous "two bits" 
cheer at Florida Field. 

Dressed in a long-sleeve, 
button-down yellow shirt, 
light blue pants and an orange 
and blue stripped tic, 
Edmondson moves from sec­
tion to section carrying a "2-
bits'' sign and a whistle. 
When there's a break in the 
action. he stands up and 
blows his whislle several 
times to signify the start of 
the cheer. 

"lWo bit._, four hits, six 
bils, a dollar. All for the 
Gators, stand up and holler," 
the t:rowd yells in unison. 

The cheer began when 
Edmondson, a retired 
accounting salesman !'rom 
Tampa, attended a Florida 
game in 1949 against his 
alma mater, the Citadel. The 
Gators were losing badly, so 
to boost morale, Edmondson 
led the cheer. It caught on 
over the years, and the school 
eventually named him an 
honorary alumnus even 
though he never attended 
Florida. 

GEORGIA: After decades 
of having to take buses to and 
from the Atlanta airport for 
road games that require 
flights, Georgia has found a 

way to make usc of its Athens 
airport. 

After Saturday's game at 
Louisiana State, the Bulldogs 
will lly inlu Athens-Ben Epps 
Airport.

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.Western Kentucky church building labyrinth

HOPKINSVILLE - A 
crowd of people find solace 
together on Sept. 11. A 
woman battling breast cancer 
is comforted in her search for 
healing. Hundreds of people 
find a deeper connection to 
God. 

These people all have one 
thing in common - they're 
walking in circles. 

But their walking is not 
directionless. They are all 
following the ancient path of 
a labyrinth, and soon the res­
idents of Hopkinsville will 
have their own downtown 
labyrinth to aid in prayer and 
meditation. 

From late September 
through mid-October, 
labyrinth builder Marty 
Kermeen and his partner, 
George Puga, have built this 
symbolic piece of art in a lot 
beside Grace Episcopal 
Church on East Sixth Street. 
Funded by the church, the 
paver-contsructed labyrinth is 
a part of its green space proj­
ect. 

Working 10- and 12-hour 
days, and even in the rain, 
Kermeen and Puga have con­
structed a replica of one of 
the world's most famous 
labyrinths in the Chartres 
Cathedral near Paris, France. 
The Chartres labyrinth is 
more than 800 years old and 
.was walked by medieval pil­
grims as a way to symbolize 
the path to God. 

"This is by far our most 
reGJ.uested labyrinth," 
Kermeen said. 

Kermeen, who is from 
Yorkville, Ill., has been build­
ing labyrinths for 15 years 
and has built about 60 of 
them across the country. He 
grew up as an artist and spe­
cialized in sculptures. In 
1987 he started a high-scale 
landscaping business with 
Puga. He said they acquired a 
reputation for quality work 
and started doing paver 
mosaic logos for corpora­
tions, schools and other 
groups. 

Then, in 1998, a client 
asked Kermeen to build a 
labyrinth for a church. 

"I literally became 
obsessed for three months 
until I figured out how to 
make one," Kermeen said. 

His first public labyrinth 
was built along the 
Napierville, Ill., riverwalk 
park. This started him on his 
path to building a variety of 
labyrinths, both in public and 
private spaces, around the 
United States. 

Labyrinths patterns have 
been seen in a variety of 
human cultures around the 
globe for around 4,000 years. 
About 800 to 1,000 years 
ago, the labyrinth design 
began to be incorporated in 
Christian drawings and cathe­
dral construction. 

Kermeen said from that 
point on, hundreds of varia­
tions of labyrinth designs 
were created. However, 
Kermeen said that all of them 
have one defining feature: "a 
singular path that leads to the 
center." 

The artist said labyrinths 
rely heavily on something 
called spiritual geometry. 

"There are no random 
numbers," Kermeen said. 
Many of the measurements 
have significance to the 
Christian faith. 

For example, it is said 
medieval labyrinths have 279 
stones to the center. That is 
the number of days from the 
annunciation to the birth of 
Christ. 

"There's all kinds of sym­
bolism to unravel," Kermeen 
added. 

Kermeen and his partner 
Puga spend around 1,000 
hours creating each labyrinth. 
Half the time is spent in 
preparation of the pavers and 
creating the rosette center. 
The stones are hand-carved 
without the aid of lasers or 
computers. 

The materials are then 
shipped to the work ~ite and 
the base is leveled and pre­
pared. 

At the Grace Episcopal 
Church site, 100 pounds of 
compressed limestone were 
used to provide a stable base. 
Kermeen said he uses quality 
materials because he wants 
the one-dimensional sculp­
ture to last for hundreds of 
years. 

'Td like to think we're 
creating a historic landmark,'' 
Kermeen said. 

Kermeen said the two 

biggest ·challenges of the 
work is its physical nature 
a_nd the need to be constantly 
precise. Being off just a six­
teenth of an inch more than 
once can have disastrous 
results for the overall design. 

"You have to keep the 
sacred geometry intact," 
Kermeen said. "I want to 
honor what the masters did." 

Communities have found 
multiple uses for labyrinths . 
In l'Jew Orleans, people walk 
one of his labyrinths on 
Easter to symbolize the resur­
rection of Christ. 

A woman from Oklahoma 
wrote Kermeen and told of a 
profound spiritual experience 
she had while walking one of 
his -labyrinths. She was a 
domestic violence survivor 
and as she walked the wind­
ing path, she saw her tears 
fall to the ground in the 
moonlight. She said during 
those moments of prayer and 
meditation, she realized that 
she had value as a human 
being. 

"It's pretty humbling to 
kno·N you had a hand in that,'' 
Kermeen said. 

He added this his children 
love having birthday parties 
at his labyrinths. and wed­
dings are often performed at 
the sites. 

"There's no rulebook at 
the door to tell you how to 
use it," Kermeen said. 

Even though he 'II be leav­
ing town soon, Kermeen 
knows what he built will ben­
efit all of Hopkinsville. not 
just the members of Grace 
Episcopal Church. 

"We've planted a seed it 
will nourish the communiry:· 
Kermeen said.

AMusde cramps are a relative­
ly common event. A cramp is 
an involuntary and painful 

contraction of a muscle. They can 
happen in any muscle in the body but 
are more common in the legs. No one 
is quite sure why muscle cramps hap­
pen at night, but many common asso-

Diva 

ciations ha\'e been made. Although 
more likely to occur in older people, 
they can happen to anyone. 

Nocturnal leg cramps arc fre­
quently associated with' muscle 
overuse and muscle fatigue. Mild 
dehydration and electrolyte imbal­
ance are also implicated in many 
cases of musde cramps. Other risk 
factors lor leg cramps include preg­
nancy, diabetes, and the usc of certain 
medications. 

Though leg cramps arc usually 
notlnng more than an annoyance, in 
some ca~es they can he a sign of 
something more serious. For 

instance, frequent leg cramps, 
whether they occur during the day or 
the night, can be a sign of an under­
lying problem like hypothyrotd.ism, 
diabetes, anemia, kidney problem& or 
nerve disorders. 

Other more serious causes of leg 
cramps include decreased blood flow 
to the legs and a compres&ed nerve in 
your back due to a narrowing of the 
spinal camll. These type of cramps 
arc usually associated with activity 
and relieved by rest, rather than com­
ing on during periods or rest. 

There are some simple preventive 
steps you can take. For nighllime 
cramps like you have, it can be help­
ful to stretch your legs each night 
before you go to bed. lf a cramp 
comes on anyway, try to stretch the 
muscle slowly and the cramp will 
usually resolve. It can also be benefi 
cial to gently compress, massage. or 
stretch the affected muscle with your 

hand. 
For people who get cramps d.ming 

or after exercise, it's important to do 
plenty of stretching both during a 
warm-up period before exercise and. a 
cool-down penod after your workout 
i:, over. This will help your muscles 
better handle the strain of your exer­
cise regime. Also, avoid. overtaxing 
your muscles and drink plenty of flu­
ids - especially it you're sweating 
heavily during your workout. 

There are also some general 
dietary adjustments you can make to 
help prevent leg cramps. Drink plen­
ty or Jluid during the day, and make 
sure you arc getting enough potassi­
um in your diet. Magnesium and cal­
cium arc also important. Eating a 
banana every other day can help with 
potassium, and taking a multivitamin 
can help with the magnesium. Dairy 
products are a good source or calci­
um. 

Some people do need prescription 
medication such as muscle relax­
ants - for leg cramps. Check with 
your doctor if your leg cramps are 
rrequent or persistenl.

Because of the impact that 
falls can have on a person's 
life, it is definitely worthwhile 
to explore ways that we can 
prevent the falls from occur­
ring in the first place. For this 
purpose, I have compiled a list 
of helpful suggestions pulled 
from fliers created by the 
American Physical Therapy 
Association and The American 
Occupational Therapy 
Association. As you will see, a 
majority of the suggestions are 
fairly easy things that an indi­
vidual could implement m 
there own home. 

The first suggestion is to 
make your living environment 
as fall-safe as possible. Be sure 
to have adequate lighting 
throughout your house, and 
use a nightlight when getting 
out of bed at night. Arrange 
furniture so that it creates 
plenty of room to walk freely. 
If you use a walking aid, 
ensure that doorways and hall­
ways are large enough to get 
through with the device. Older 
people may have weakness 
that causes them to have diffi­
culty raising their feet during 
walking, so the removal of 
throw rugs is very important. 
At the very least, secure them 
firmly to the floor with double 
sided tape. 

Bathrooms are a frequent 
site for falls. Falls in this room 
may be prevented by installing 
grab bars near the toilet and in

When you 
are walking in unfamiliar loca­
tions, particularly, concentrate 
on the task of walking. Don't 
try to walk and talk at the same 
time; especially if you are a 
very animated talker. Also, use 
high levels of caution when 
can-ying items while walking. 

The final group of sugges­
tions involves taking good 
care of yourself. Healthier 
people fall less. With that 
being said, stay active to main­
tain your overall strength and 
endurance. Make sure that 
your vision do~s not contribute 
to a fall by having your eyes 
checked at least once a year. 
Medication side effects and 
adverse interactions can lead 
to falling, so ask your doctor 
or pharmacist to review your 
medications periodically. 

I will add to these my own 
nugget of advice (for addition­
al charge). If you have experi­
enced a fall in the past few 
months, this may indicate an

underlying problem. Make 
sure to let your physicwn 
know this. He or she may want 
to refer you to physical thera­
py for an evaluation or to have 
home health physical therapy 
come out to your house to 
evaluate you and to do a safety 
analysis of your home. An in­
home evaluation may reveal 
more hazards than you could 
ever imagine. 

As with so many areas of 
your health, prevention of 
falling is so much easier, and 
less painful, then trying to treat 
the injuries after a fall occurs.
