All county schools show gains, 
but Martin school leads the state

All Floyd County schools either 
met their two-year goals or showed 
some progress, according to the latest 
standardized test results released this 
morning, but one school in particular 
blazed an unprecedented trail. 

May Valley Elementary, in 
Martin, .soared to the top, recording 
the highest two-year combined score 
among all 1,174 schools in the state. 

Under the state's Commonwealth 
Accountability Testing System, 
schools are measured for progress in 
two-year increments.

"Anybody can walk in the school and see what is 
going on in the classrooms," Williams said. "We 
scored really high last year, and I knew that we would 
perform well this time.

County 
gets $40K 
refund

PRESTONSBURG ,_ The Floyd 
County Fiscal Court will be getting a 
refund of $40,741.67 from the 
Department of Natural Resources as part 
of mining permits and acreage fees col­
lected by the organization. 

Gov. Steve Beshear announced the 
funds on Monday, saying that 33 counties 
in the state will receive refunds totaling 
$550.678. 

"Our administration is making every

these funds provide a direct benefit for 
their efforts."

State still 
VIOrking to 
scale back 
road proiects

FRANKFORT - Facing rising costs 
and dwindling finances, Kentucky offi­
cials think they could save hundreds of 
millions of dollars in road construction 
with a little frugality. 

The plan is simple, sort of. 
Instead of building a road with extra 

turning lanes and expansive shoulders, 
transportation officials are scaling back 
where possible. Think fewer lanes on 
some less traveled roads, or rumble strips 
or narrower medians to separate lanes. 

"It's building a Chevy that's very ser­
viceable instead of building a Cadillac 
with . all the frills ," Transportation 
Secretary Joe Prather said. 

State officials are still working to iden­
tify which projects will be scaled down. 
But a decision is expected before the end 
of the year, Prather said. Maintaining 
safety and traffic tlow is key, he said. 

Every project in the pipeline is up for 
review. The plan, which was first 
announced in early August, has the poten-

JuStice takes seat on bench.

• FRANKFORT - Daniel J. 
Venters offictally took hts seat 
on the Kentucky Supreme 
C-ourt Monday, nearly a month 
after being selected to replace 
the state's retired chief justice. 

Venters, a 58-year-old 
attorney, succeeds Joseph 
Lambert on the seven-justice 
panel that represents the state's 
3rd Supreme Court District. 

"This is, judicially speaking 
in Kentucky. where the buck 
stops," Venters said from the 
bench in his first formal 
remarks to the public. "And I 
feel awed by that responsibili­
t)', but at the same time I'm 
comforted here by the fact that 

there are six other honorable 
and brilliant people with 
whom I shar~ that responsibil­
ity." 

Venters was sworn in dur­
ing a public ceremony that 
attracted state constitutional 
officers, U.S. Rep. Hal Rogers 
and Gov. Steve Beshear. It was 
just for show, however, 
because Venters took his oath 
of office last month. 

Venters had served more 
than 20 years as a district and 
circuit judge in southern 
Kentucky. He also had been a 
prosecutor who once worked 
for Rogers. 

Beshear appointed Venters 
last month to replace Lambert, 
who retired in June. John D. 
Minton Jr. succeeded Lambert 

as chief justice. 
Beshear, a first-term 

Democrat, said he picked 
Venters based on his more than 
two decades as a judge. 

"He listens," Beshear said. 
"He treats people with respect 
and dignity and he follows the 
Jaw." 

Rogers, a Republican, said 
Venters would represent the 
values of the 27 counties in his 
southern Kentucky district.

A recent death on the electrical 
facilities of KentuckY Power has dri­
ven home the most serious aspect of 
copper theft in our area - the unfor­
tunate, untimely and avoidable death 
of a 28-year-old Knott County man. 

In the early hours of Sunday morn­
ing, August 24, one of Kentucky 
Power's employees responded to a 
service call in an isolated hollow off 
of Route 80 in Knott County. Upon 
his arrival, he found the horrifying 
sight of a body hanging from a utility 
pole, the victim of electrocution. On 
the ground below the victim were 
tools of the copper theft trade - pli­
ers, flashlight and a gym bag of cop­
per wire scraps.

KSP awards $350,000 in grants to enforce underage drinking laws 
FRANKFORT- Kentucky 

State Police Commissioner 
Rodney Brewer announced 
today the agency awarded 
$350,000 in federal grant funds 
to enforce underage drinking 
laws that prohibit the sale, pur­
chase and consumption of 

• alcoholic beverages by minors. 
Funding is provided by the 

U.S. Department of Justice, 
Office of Juvenile Justice and 
Delinq1,1ency Preventiou 
(OJJDP), Enforcement of 
Underage Drinking Laws 
(EUDL) block grant. KSP 
serves as the designated state 
administrator for EUDL grant 
funds and monitors each pro­
ject. As part of this initiative, 
each state, territory, and the 
District of Columbia receive 
$350,000 in the form of block 
grants. KSP has been adminis-

...:~ tering the annual EUDL block 
grant funding since 2004. 

"Our agency is fortunate to 
be responsible for distributing 

this federal grant money. 
EUDL funds allow communi­
ties to work together to identi­
fy local needs and sustain a 
successful strategy to combat 
underage drinking. Our goal is 
to make minors and their par­
ents more aware of underage 
drinking laws and the danger­
ous consequences of underage 
drinking," said Brewer. 

The awards support a wide 
range of activities including a 
strong emphasis on compli­
ance checks of retail alcohol 
outlets to reduce sales to 
minors, crackdowns on false 
identification, programs to 
reduce older youth or adults 
from providing alcohol to 
minors, "party patrols" to pre­
vent access to alcohol at large 
youth gatherings, "cops in 
shops" to deter minors' 
attempts to purchase alcohol 
and alcohol awareness pro­
grams targeted at schools and 
colleges. 

"We believe that strong 
community mvolvcmcnt 
increases the odds of reaching 
our community goal: 
Education is essential to this 
effort as well as enforcement 
of the law," added Brewer. 

Kentucky EUDL programs 
have received national expo­
sure for their efforts including 
the Department of Alcoholic 
Beverage Control and the 
Bluegrass Regional Prevention 
Center. ABC received the 
"Law Enforcement Partner of 
the Year" award for their 91 
percent retail compliance rate 
by the Underage Drinking 
Enforcement Training Center 
(UDETC) last month at an 
awards ceremony in Nashville, 
Tenn. The Bluegrass Regional 
Prevention Center presented 
their EUDL program "Keep It 
Real," an interactive video 
media project, to attendees at 
the National EUDL 
Conference. The "Keep It 

Real" project challenges teens 
to create a 30-second public 
service announcement that 
depicts the prevention of 
underage drinking. The videos 
are then uploaded to a website 
where students across the state 
can vote on their faworite 
video. 

KSP will accept applica 
tions for the 2009 EUDL block 
grant beginning Dec. I. The 
grant application package will 
be posted on the agencies' 
website at www.kentuckys­
tatepolice.org on that date.

LOUISVILLE - Pssst The 
secret's out at KFC. Well, sort of. 

Dietl, "Keep it safe." 

Colonel Harland Sanders' 
handwritten recipe of 11 herbs 

• and spices was removed 
Tuesday from safekeeping at 
KFC's corporate offices for the 
frrst time in decades. The tempo­
rary relocation is allowing KFC 
to revamp security around a yel­
lowing sheet of paper that con­
tains one of the country's most 
famous corporate secrets. 

So· important is the 68-year­
old concoction that coats the 
chain's Original Recipe chicken 
that only two company execu­
tives at any time have access to 
it. The company refuses to 
release their names or titles, and 
it uses multiple suppliers who 
produce and blend the ingredi­
ents but know only a part of the 
entire contents. 

Dietl, a former New York 
City police detective, assured 
Eaton that the iconic recipe 
would be safe. 

decades, and for more than 20 
years has been tucked away in a 
filing cabinet equipped with two 
combination locks. To reach the 
cabinet, the keepers of the recipe 
would frrst open up a vault and 
unlock three locks on a door that 
stood in front of the cabinet 

Vials of the herbs and spices 
are also stored in the secret filing 
cabinet 

'The smell is overwhelming 
when you open it," said one of 
two keepers of the recipe in an 
interview at company headquar­
ters.

The brand's top executive 
admitted his nerves were aflutter 
despite the tight security he lined 
up for the operation. 

"I don't want to be thetPresi­
dent who loses the recipe," KFC 
President Roger Eaton said. 
"Imagine how terrifying that 
woilld be." 

The recipe that launched the 
chicken chain was placed in a 
lock box that was handcuffed to 
security expert Bo Dietl, who 
climbed aboard an armored car 
that whisked away with an 
escort from off-duty police offi­
cers. 

Eaton's parting words to 

''There's no way, shape or 
form ... that anybody is going to 
get their hands on this recipe," 
he said. "And if they get their 
hands on this recipe, they have 
to take me with them." 

His security ftnn is also han­
dling the security improvements 
for the recipe at headquarters, 
but he woul~n't say what 
changes they' re making. 

KFC executives said they 
decided to upgrade security after 
retrieving the recipe amid prepa­
rations to add a new line of 
Original Recipe chicken strips. 

The recipe has been stashed 
at the company headquarters for 

The biggest prize, though, is 
a single sheet of notebook paper, 
yellowed by age, that lays out 
the entire formula - including 
exact amounts for each ingredi­
ent - written in pencil and 
signed by Sanders. 

Others have tried to replicate 
the recipe, and occasionally 
someone claims to have found a 
copy of Sanders' creation. The 
executive said none have come 
close, adding the actual recipe 
would include some surprises. 

Sanders developed the for­
mula in 1940 at his tiny restau­
rant in southeastern Kentucky 
and used it to launch the KFC

It's part of that important 
brand image that helps differen­
tiate the KFC product." 

KFC had a total of 14,892 
locations worldwide at the end 
of 2007. The chain has had 
strong sales overseas, especially 
in its fast-growing China market, 
but has struggled in the U.S. 
amid a more health-conscious 
public. KFC posted U.S. sales of 
$5.3 billion at company-owned 
and franchised stores in 2007.

Today's release marks a 
crowning moment for schools 
in the wider region, with Big 
Sandy area schools claiming 
the top three spots statewide. 
Perennial testing superpower 
Central Elementary, in Johnson 
County, once again tallied the 
highest score in the state for 
2008, but the school slipped 
just behind May Valley when

"The goal is to build the 
roads that we need and not 
what we might like to have," 
Prather said, "which means 
that safety wouldn't be com­
promised and drivability 
wouldn' t be compromised, but 
we would be looldng to elimi­
nate any frills so that we could 
contain cost." 

The plan in Kentucky is a 
spinoff of something started in 
Missouri four years ago. 
Missouri has saved about a 
half-billion dollars in three 
years, said Kevin Keith, a chief 
engineer with the Missouri 
Department of Transportation.

Executive Larry Elkins said he 
favors the idea. 

A four-lane project on an 
approximately eight-mile 
stretch of highway in western 
Kentucky was nearly scaled 
back earlier this summer 
before transportation officials 
changed their minds, Elkins 
said. Transportation officials, 
however, have planned to pare 
down some proposed bridges 
over Kentucky Lake and Lake 
Barkley, Elkins said. 

"What they've decided to 
do is instead of having a fancy 
bridge, they're going to have a 
four-lane serviceable bridge 
that will serve the purpose," 
Ellins said. "And my personal 
opinion is that during these dif­
ficult times, that was the best 
decision that they could come 
up with." 

State Rep. Hubert Collins, 
D-Wittensville, said lawmak­
ers need to take a "very close 
look" at the proposal and con­
sider motorists' safety. Also, 
building some two-lane roads 
now - rather than four lanes 
- could eventually cost the 
state more mone.,Y, Collins said. 

"I still think we should con­
tinue on what we're doing even 
though it may take longer to 
get it done," said Collins, 
chairman of the House 
Transportation Committee.

"I went in there to give us 
some life," said Cobb, who 
relieved starter Mike Hartli.ne 
toward the end of the first 
quarter. 

He certainly did that. 
After a loud ovation from 

the Commonwealth Stadium 
crowd, Cobb immediately 
rewarded that confidence 
without even throwing a pass. 
Instead, he used his speed. 

First, he sprinted 16 yards 
untouched on a draw play to 
put Kentucky near the red 
zone. Then, two plays later, 
he called his own number 
again, dodging several 
defenders and hurdling anoth­
er for an 18-yard score- the 
first of Kentucky's four rush­
ingTDs. 

Cobb scored again on 
Kentucky's next possession, 

pushing away several defend­
ers on the sneak from a yard 
out. He also displayed the 
strength of his left arm on the 
drive, firing a 27-yard strike 
to his former high school 
teammate, Kyrus Lanxter, 
puning the Wildcats (2-0) in 
position. 

"\Yhen we made th<tt sub­
stitution, he gave us a real 
spark running the ball with 
some speed and athletic abili­
ty," coach Rich Brooks. 

But as popular as that 
move was, the reverse was 
true in the second half when 
Hartline returned to the lineup 
to a spattering of boos. 
Brooks alternated the quarter­
backs the rest of the game and 
scolded the fans afterward for 
their reaction. 

"There is no place for that 
in our stadium," Brouks said. 
"That just makes me sick to 
my stomach." 

Cobb agreed and heaped 
praise on Hartline, whom he 
predicts will be the starter 
again next week. 

"That was tough for me,·· 
Cobb said. "I think it hurt me 
more than him." 

Despite being outplayed 
by the freshman, Hartline did 
lead scoring drives culminat­
in_g in a field goal and touch­
down, both starting from 
prime field position. 

"I just tried to be myself,'' 
H<trtline said. 

While Brooks said he 
won't decide on the starter for 
Saturday's game against 
Middle Tennessee until later 
in the week, Cobb thrived in 
his audition. 

Kentucky, which had kept 
rival Louisville's offense otT 
the ~coreboard a week earlier, 
was looking to add some 
offensive power to the defen­
sive excitement it displayed 
against the Cardinals. 

In came Cobb, who led his 
high school to two straight 
state titles in Tennessee. His 
energy seemed to rub off on 
the rest of the team, particu­
larly the running game. 

As Cobb helped revive 
Kentucky ' s passing attack, 
Derrick Locke did the same 
from the backfield. Locke 
broke a 19-yard run, helping 
to set up Cobb's first TD pass 
- a 13-yard fade to Dicky 
Lyons Jr. 

Locke topped his previous 
effort in the fourth quarter 
when he spun around one 
defender and sprinted past the 
rest for 68 yards - the 
Wildcats' longest play of the 
season. 

"Our running game looks 
good on paper at the end, but 
it wasn't good when it needed 
to be early in the game."

RICHMOND, Va. - This 
was supposed to be Kyle 
Busch's runaway champi­
onship.

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Native built impressive resume in education

Floyd County has produced its fair share of 
successful citizens, with politicians, musicians, 
artists and authors all claiming their own version 
of fame brought on by their careers and talent, but 
one of the most prolitic writers from the area 
doesn't get the recognition of his contemporaries 
due to the unglamorous nature of the books he 
wrote. 

Jack Allen was a textbook author. 
Allen, a native of Prestonsburg who died in 

2004 at the age of 89, authored over 50 books 
during his illustrious career as a scholar. 

Along with his publications on a national 
scale, many Kentucky kids packed his books 
around with them during school, as Allen wrote 
textbooks for elementary and secondary schools 
on the subjects of American history, social stud-
ies, government, and civics. · 

In 1941, Allen earned his doctorate in history 
from Peabody College, which would later merge 
with Vanderbilt University. Allen's wife, Cherry 

, Falls Allen, also graduated from Peabody, and the 
two married shortly after graduation. 

Allen served a faculty member of the history 
department at Peabody College for 33 years. retir­
ing in 1980 as the college became part of 
Vanderbilt University. Allen was also a past pres­
ident for the National Council for the Social 
Studies, and he was named Distingui~hed 
Educator by the Center for History of Education 
at the University of Texas. 

For a large part of his tenure at Peabody 
College, Allen served as chair of the history and 
social science department. He was also on multi­
ple committees and helped refocus the training of 
educators in academic programs at the college. 

One look at Allen's curriculum vitae shows his 
dedication to teaching and fmming relationships 
with professional organizations that helped to fur­
ther the cause of social studies and history educa­
tion. As part of his international relationships, 
Allen worked with the U.S. Department of State 
in Europe and Asia, and helped to develop social 
studies curricula for elementary and secondary 
schools in South Korea. and his work led to the 
establishment of the Korean Council for the 
Social Studies. 

In 1992, Allen was honored with the 
Distinguished Alumnus award for his contribu­
tions to education and for his service to Peabody 
College. 

Delmas Saunders, who went to Prestonsburg 
High School with Allen, has very fond memories

of their friendship. 
"I had a whole lot ot respect for him." 

Saunders said. '"We were opposites in a lot of 

\Vays, but we became friends. In my opinion. he 
was the most intelligent person to ever graduate 
from Pre<>tonsburg High School."
