Martin eyes future as 
redevelopment takes shape

MARTIN - A few weeks into 
the second part of the first phase 
of the city of Martin 
Redevelopment Project, Mayor 
Thomasine Robinson said this 
week that federal funding to con­
tinue work should arrive next 
month. 

There is no clear way, howev­
er, to say how much funding will 
be allotted, according to 
Robinson. 

"It's hard to say how much 
we ' ll get this time," Robinson 
said. "The funding has been cut 
back little by little each time 
because of the war in Iraq." 

The firsr phase of the project 
has two primary objectives - the 
clearing and construction of the 
redevelopment site, a piece of 
property spanning ~orne six acres 

nestled above the Denzel "Hoss" 
Halbert Bridge, and the design 
and constrLction of a new city 
hall. police station and a post 
office. Final work was completed 
on the first objective less than a 
month ago. 

''I think the post office will be 
under construction this sprirg." 
continued Robinson. "But we've 
already used the land up here for 
a number of events.'' 

On Thursday, Robinson met 
with Theresa Scott, a University 
of Kentucky Cooperative 
Extension agent, to plan for a 
walking event that will take 
place, at least in part, at the site 
on Oct. 12. Also, there will be a 
veterans· memorial planned for 
construction and dedication next 
month as a centerpiece for a 
curved turning area at the far end 
of the site, Robinson said. 

The plan was kick-struted dur-

ing a 1998 Martin City Council 
meeting when a task force was 
formed to start work on plans for 
redevelopment. However, the 
city has endured massive flood­
ing since the first flood of record 
occurred in January 1957. In 
2003, flash flooding soaked the 
city and gave its residents the 
worst flood since 1984. During 
the 1977 flood, water levels in the 
downtown area of Martin exce.ed­
ed nine feet. 

• ''I have seen water over my 
head in Main Street, and I'm 5 
feet, 3 inches tall," said 
Robinson. "Our community just 
cannot exist under these condi­
tions. This redevelopment is the 
best thing to have happened to 
.\1artin in my lifetime. It offers 
hope for the future."

Mom charged 
with drinking 
at hospital

PRESTONSBURG - An infant's trip to the doc­
tor's office in Prestonsburg led to the arrest of the 
child's mother on Wednesday when she allegedly 
became intoxicated while at the hospital. 

Edwina M. Daniel, 27, of East Point, was charged 
with endangering the welfare of a minor, fourth­
degree assault, alcohol intoxication in public, and 
disorderly conduct. 

According to the police report, Daniel took her 
infant son to Highlands Regional Medical Center, 
and she allegedly drank half oh pint of vodka while 
there and became very intoxicated.

~ Study finds ATV guidelines inadequate 
LEXINGTON - National 

size guidelines lor all-terrain 
vehicles (ATV) arc inadequate 
to ensure the safety of young 
riders. accordmg to preliminary 
results from a study by 
researchers at the University of 
Kentucky. 

Based on initial experi­
ments. the researchers tound 
that national ATV size guide­
lines for youth - which match 
the rider's age to a recommend­
ed vehicle frame or engine size 
- do not assure a proper fit. 
Though results arc preliminary 
and the initial experiments 
were considered exploratory, 
the results have profound 
implications. 

"We hope that these data 
will lead to changes in ATV use 
that will save the lives of chil­
dren in the Commonwealth and 
elsewhere,·· said UK trauma 
surgeon Dr. Andre\\ Bernard, 
who is principal investigator of 
the ATV study group. 

The group - made up of 
engmeers. surgeons. and rrau­
ma ·prevention experL'> - has 
completed the initial phase of 
its comprehensive, multi-year 
study to measure various phys­
ical and behtwioral aspects of 
ATV safety, particularly 
involving children. 

Two preliminary experi­
ments involved 11 children age 
12-15 and eight children age 6-

ll. The research, the tina of its 
kind, began in June at UK's 
Wenner Gren Biomedical 
Research Facility. 

The study found that current 
guidelines do not account for 
variability in body size and 
shape mnong cluldren of the 
same age group or even of the 
same age. for example: larger 
children under age 16 may lit 
the adult-size vehicle frame 
beuer, even though the recom­
mendation would be for a 
·'youth" 'iized frame or engine. 
Consequences of rider misfit 
include the inability to ade­
quately ~leer; brake. or accom­
modate Vai)ing terrain. The 
converse appl ies for those 

above age 16 but who are of 
small stature. 

''Enonnous variability exists 
among similar-age kids with 
regard to parameters of fit," 
Bernard said. "This makes it 
uncertain that current guide­
lmes will correctly match a 
youth to the right ATV frame 
stze." 

The study found that seven 
of the eight children age 6-1 t 
tested did not meet recom­
mended existing guidelines for 
proper fit when mounted on the 
adult•sizc JtiV.

type tested, regardless of expe­
rience, supervision or equip­
ment," Bernard said. 

The study also round that 
downhill operation of either 
large or small ATV s, particular 
ly during turning, is associated 
with limited maneuverabihty 
by young riders. 

In summary, Bernard said, 
the current guidelines are 
important because they do limit 
engine sit.e, but they fall rar 
short of actually determining 
the correct frame size for 
young riders. Body size and 
mechanics directly affect the 
rider-vehicle lit but are not con­
sidered in the current guide­
lines. 

"The result may be vehicles 
that are too large or even per­
haps too small. In either case, 
they can present operational 

safecy hazards," Bernard said. 
"Much further research is need­
ed. We recommend extreme 
caution il' parenL'l choose to 
allow their child to ride an ATV, 
with optimal tit, equipment, 
training and supervision being 
essential."

When our founding fathers 
emerged trom the Constitutional 
Convention in 1789, they gave 
America the prim:iples that continue 
to guide us to the present. Not only 
docs the Constitution guide 
American democracy. but it is the 
longest lasting constitution in human 
history and has served as an in.spira­
tion for democratic constitutions 
around the world. 

As Benjamin Franklin left 
Independence Hall at the conclusion 
of the Convention, one passerby 
asked whether the framers had creat­
ed a monarchy or a republic. 
Franklin's reply captures the essence 
of our role as citizens: "a republic, if 
you can keep it." 

Franklin and the framers under­
stood that the Constitution alone did 
not guarantee the "more perfect 
union" which citizens sought. It 
instead provides a structure lor self­
government, a roadmap through 
which every citizen can have a voice 
in the future path of his or her com­
munities and nation. 

The success of tltis conception of 
government requires contmuous 
civic engagement hy every• citizen. 
Citizens can only shape their own 
futures if they understand the issues 
at stake in the electoral and legisla­
tive process, and use their voice 10 

influence those processes. Yet. in the 
lasl rorty years, there has been a 
steady decline in the level of civic 
engagement. 

On the 2006 National Assessment 

of Educational Progress, three-quar­
ters of students scored at or bclo~ 
proticient on the civics assessment, 
and only one in fhe high school 
seniors understood how citizen par 
tkipation benefits democracy. . 

lf we hope to maintain Franklin's 
vision or a renewed democracy in 
each generation. these statistics must 
reverse. The first step toward an 
engaged citizenry is ensuring that 
every person has the knowledge nee 
es:;ary for participation Cili/ens are 
not born ready to partiCipate m a 
democracy - the skills or active citi­
zenship must he taught to each gener­
ation. 

Kenrueky's schools enroll three­
quarters of a million students. and 
schools nationwide directly affect 
more Americans than any other sm­
gle institution. We should use our 
schools as laboratories of democracy, 
1nst1lling every young person with 
the skills necessary for active citi/en­
ship. 

In 2004 and 2005. my oiTice held 
Civics · Summits throughout 
Kentucky to ~raft a stale-wide strate­
gy for improving civic participation 
through civic learning. .,..e joined 
with a bipa1tisan group of members 
in the Senate and House. the 
Administrative Office or the Courts 
cmd the Scnpps Howard Center for 
Civic Engagement to host nearly 200 
Kentuckians. Our goal was ambi­
tious but simple: to make Kentu~ky a 
national leader in civic education. lit­
eracy, and engagement. 

Our work includes a wide range of 
stak.ehoklers. because safeguanling 
our Jemoaacy is in the interest or 
every Citizen. No single otficial or 
entity alone can ensure the civic par­
ticipation of future generations; sru­
dents, teachen:;. administrators, elect­
ed officials, and non-profit organiza-

Review: Cage is a ·drag in dreary 'Bangkok'

Nicolas Cage is back to his 
dreary former self ,At you 
know, the guy who !>tarred a 
decade ago in such downers as 
"8MM" and "Bringing Out the 
Dead" ,At with the tediously 
monotonous action !lick 
"Bangkok Dangerous." 

Actually, describing it as 
having "action" is charitable. 
There arc indeed shootout<; 
and chases. After all, Cage 
plays an assassin .AI that's all 
part of his gig. But twin Hong 
Kong directors Danny and 
Oxide Pang don't bring a 
whole lot oflile to this story of 
killing which, shockingly, 
wasn't screened for critics 
before' opening day. 

In remaking their own 1999 

movie of the same name. the 
Pang brothers have smothered 
everything in a layer of green­
ish-gray grit, making e\en the 
rare daytime shots look like 
they're taking place in the wel, 
gloopy dead of night.

The scene in which he 
sits down for tea with the 
young woman, who cannot 
speak, and her grandmother, 
who speaks little English, is 
especially pain ful to watch.

Meyers, described being 
stubborn as obstinate; difficult 
to handle or work with, and 
rebellious as resisting control;

They may yell at you a little, 
but it' ll be all right, you think. 

Then there is Mom and Dad 
walking the floor, wringing 
their hands, ambulances,

,their house, and those horrid 
thoughts begin to wreak havoc 
on their minds. Before you 
finally decide to walk through 
that door only 30 minutes after 
curfew, Morn and Dad arc in 
panic mode, hearts racing, 
sweat beading, because you 
chose to disobey and not think 
of the effect it would have on 
either of them. 

Yes, there is a battlefield in 
our minds, anJ as it is written 
tn the book, "People living in 
the vanity or their own mind 
not only destroy themselves, 
but rar too often, Lhey bring 
destruction to others around 
them." 

Our thoughts arc what get 
us into trouble more often than 
anything else. 

May we strive to conquer­
mg the battlefield of the mind.

CALDWELL, Idaho -Ten 
years ago this week, a Caldwell 
pastor was found dead, his legs 
wedged between two ma~sive 
boulders in Wyoming's Wind 
River Range. 

It was a freak accident fol­
lowed by an ordeal of Biblical 
proportions, endured by a man 
who sought out wild, high 
places lo reel close LO God. 

But it's not the manner of 
Mike Turner's death that most 
resonates today. 

It's the way he lived and the 
way he faced that death, trapped 
alive tor about nine days and 
pouring his thoughts, fears and 
faith into a journal that brought 
peace to his family and friends. 

Turner's saga drew national 
auention in 1998, but iLs impact 
is undimmed a decade later on 
those who lived it, including his 
widow, who plans to remarry 
next month, and the Wyoming 
man who led the search. 

"It was a very intense search. 
It changed a lot of people." said 
Dan Holgate, former search 
commander for Tip Top Search 
and Rescue in Sublette County, 
Wyo. 

Turner, the 6-foot-6 pa<;tor of 
Boone Memorial Presbyterian 
Church, strode into the 
Wyoming wilderness on July 
30. 1998, with his black Lab 
mix, Andy. Capping the end or 
a three-month sabbatical, he 
planned a 1()-day, 60-mile solo 
hike across the Continental 
Divide, ending with a family 
camping trip. 

He dubbed his itinerary 
"Wander in Wonder." 

Turner, 48, never emerged 
from the vast Fivpatrick 
Wilderness, and weeks of 
exhaustive searching turned up 
nothing. On SepL 3 his family 
learned <mother lone hiker had 
discovered his body, still 
trapped by · granite, ncar the 
shore of an unnamed mountain 
lake. 

The next day they received 
his journal and an understand­
ing of his experience. 

"I had dreamed or a special 
time alone with God, facing the 
elements, the passes, thinking 
about my life, the direction or 
the church, about my family." 
Turner wrote. "Indeed, this has 
been all of those things only 
magnified 100 times. Thoughts 
about life, God, people, risk, 
filling my time .... God will 
make a way either earthly or 
heavenly. My only dread is not 
seeing my ramily and being 
present with them in body.'' 

"So much or the story is 
beautiful," said College of 
Idaho Academic Vice President 
Mark Smith, a close friend who 
was part of the planned carnp­
ing trip that was lo cap Turner's 
adventure. "Its beauty is terrible 
at the same time." 

The same could be said of 
the wild country where Turner 
sough! contemplation and com­
munion.

An avid backpacker, Turner 
gravitated to "the very highest 
places, where you can sec 
above the trees," his wife, 
Diane, said. 

Their three children hit the 
trails ac; soon ac; they were able, 
savoring their time in the back 
country with Dad, said eldest 
daughter Jill Cockmg, now 28. 

When Turner's rriends talk 
about him, they usc a word not 
often associated with paslors: 
''playfulness." 

Matt Newton, president of 
Beniton Construction, dcSl.Jibes 
him as "completely easy to be 
around," with a knack for mak­
ing the simplest occasion fun. 

Although a pastor, Thrner 
never seemed preachy, Newton 
said, noting that he joined' 500-
member Boone Memorial after 
be met it.<; minister at a Christian 
retreat. 

"He was nonjudgmcntal, but 
he made you want to do better 
and be better." 

Mike and Diane Turner met 
in 1976, when she was on 
1bankc;giving break from col­
lege. He was a new associate 

pastor in K<msas C1ty. Mo., and 
planned to take some of the 
congregation\ teenagers on a 
Christma-> ski trip to Colorado. 
Diane signed on as ~m adviser. 

Their connecuon wus quick 
and la~ting. 

"T came home and told m} 
roonunate we· d he married in a 
year;· Di1me Turner said. "It 
was 13 months, so I was prelly 
close:· 

On July 29, 1998. the cou 
pic's la<;t night together. they 
attended a James Taylor concert 
in Nampa wilh Mall and Lisa 
Newton. The next mormng. 
before Mike Turner lert. he 
gave Diane a oouquct of flow­
ers. 

"lt was totally surprising that 
he did that," she said. "I still 
have the card ." 

It reads: ' 'Thank you for let 
ling me l ive thh; adventure. 
Know wherever I am and what 
ever rm doing, I am thinktng or 
you."

Turner and lus dog .,;tarted 
their adventure on July 30. hik­
ing to Eklund Lake in the 
Bridger-Teton National Forest. 
In his journal, he desLTibed a 
scene '·so quiet, so perfect.'' 

"ls it all just a<; you want it, 
God? Or, like skeptics say ... is 
iljust random events and we are 
nothing before the hcnefiCCJ!Ce 
and destructiveness or nature? 
You send the winds and rain 
and yet even amid the deep sav 
agcry and destruction of life. 1 
sense your hand. In threatening 
my comfort, even my life, you 
challenge me to cope. In beauty 
and peace. you refresh me." 

On Aug. 2, the fourth day of 
his journey, Turner was travers­
ing a field of boulders along a 
mountain lake, more than 
11 ,000 feeL high and 16 miles 
from the nearest trailhead. 

When a boulder he stepped 
on teetered, he jumped to the 
next one. 

But he slid off. and the 800-
pound rock he had just leapt 
from rumbled toward him, 
catching him between boulders. 

"Somehow, miraculously, 
the rock had barely touched 
Mike," Smith wrote in an arti 
cle, not yet published, that 
retraces his friend's journey. 
"But when he tried to extricate 
himself, his legs wouldn't 
move. They weren't broken, 
barely even injured, but his feet 
were suspended in air. He 
couldn't push them down or 
pull them up. Sideways motion 
was equally impossible beyond 
an inch or so. The two boulders 
had come together in the perfe~t 
configuration to fom1 a pair of 
granite shackles:·

Through Turner's JOUrnal 
and physical evidence at the 
scene. tt is clear he fought 
mightily to free himsell' and to 
stay alive. He used his tripod 
and anything he could lay his 
hands on to try to force himself 
free. His sleeping bag and · 
clothing providccl some insula­
tion against the cold granite. 

He melled, then drank, the 
snow he could reach, and used 
his tent's rain tly to coiled dew 
and rainfall. He tied a water 
bottle to a rope and tried repeat 
edly to toss itlo the nearby lake. 
But the bottle, too, got caught 
between rocks. 

"1 am concerned about first. 
losing my legs. second runmng 
out of snow to melt for water, 
and fuel," Turner wrote. 'Third. 
hypothermia. My biggest con­
cern 1s water. I have onl) 2 
quarL-; left. The irony is that the 
lake is only 30 feet c.way. ... I 
am also saving my un ne. I won 
der ho~ it "vill taste with 
Crystal Light?" 

Turner's journal, carefull) 
protected in a zip-top plastic 
bag, slipped beyond his reach 
after about five days on the 
rocks. Desperate to maintmn 
communication with his fnmil). 
he begtm writmg on the bhmk 
pages at the beginnmg and end 
of his Bible. When those tilled, 
he wrote in lhe margins of the 
instruction sheet for Jus camp 
stove. 

As his sulfering continued.

Regardless, it's way too 
early to count Stewart out or 
the title hunt. 

Sure, he made a pair or mis­
takes in the opening round of 
the Chase for the champi­
onship. But based on how he 
and h.is Joe Gibbs Racing crew 
reboundeu, a third Cup title 
isn't out of the question. 

He's not changing anything 
over the.~e final nine weeks of 
the sea~on, hi~ last with JGR 
before he leaves to take over 
StewaJt-Haas Racing. 

"My approach to the Chase 
is the Silllle way it's been any 
other time T've heen in a point 
race - you go out there, you 
lead laps, you try to win races 
and the points take care of 
itself,'' he saiu. "I know that 
sounds like a simple formula. 
but the reason we got to this 
pointts by following that theo­
ry. 

"Every week we go out and 

bounces back for decent Chase 
we try Lo lead laps and we try 
to wm races. That's what got 
us here. There\ no reason to 
change that. Now is not the 
time to reinvent the wheel." 

Yet many have questioned 
Stcwmt's focus as he wraps up 
his I 0-ycar career with Gihhs 
and crew chief Greg Zipadelli. 
Putting the pieces together on 
his new team is a full-time joh 
that reqUlres a ton of attention.

So Stewart wasled no time 
driving to the front on Sunday, 
where he ran among the top 
three until a pit-road miscue 
on lap 85. Exiting his pit stall, 
SteV..art clipped the rear corner 

of Johnny Sauter's car, and the 
contact forced him to make a 
second stop for a quick repair. 

lt dropped him to 36th in 
lhe field - far enough back 
for the entire team to mayhe 
call it a day. 

instead, he worked through 
traffic and was up to 21st 
when he headed in lor another 
pit stop. This time, NASCAR 
flagged him for speedmg back 
onto the track. The penalty 
dropped hun back to 30th, one 
lap down and again in position 
to coast home with a sub-par 
llnish. ' 

But there was never any 
talk of that on the radio, as 
Stewart apologized to his crew 
for his errors and Zipadelli 
coaxed him to salvage the day. 

They did, finishing eighth 
to move up one spot in the 
Chase standings to seventh. 
He trails co-leaders Carl 
Edwards and Jimmie Johnson 
by 73 points headed into this 
weekend's race in Dover, Del. 

"I'm real proud of the 
guys," Stewart said. "They got 
us track position and an oppor­
tunity to get back on the lead 
lap with the 'lucky dog.' and 
that was because of the guys' 
great pit slop before thal. 

"T got a drive-through 
penalty that got us way 
behind. We hau some bau luck 
and then 1 made our problem 
worse with the speeding penal­
ty. To fight hack to eighth -
I'm pretty happy with that."

NFl w·EEK 3: Texans prepare for. Collins-led Titans

HOUSTON The 
Houston Texans get back to 
football after Hurricane Ike 
this week against the 
Tennessee Titans. 

They'll prepare for differ­
ent challenges than they've 
faced in most of their last few 
meetings as Kerry Collins has 
taken over for the injured 
Vince Young. 

The 35-ycar-old Collins is 
far less mobile than Young. In 

_fact, the comparisons of 
Young's rushing yards to 
those of Collins are stagger­
ing. In just two full seasons in 
the NFL; Young has 325 more 
yards rushing than Collins has 
in his 13. 

Linebacker DcMcco Ryans 
thinks fadng Collins instead 
of Young simplifies things a 
bit for the defense. 

"We know Kerry rs not a 
runner, so that makes it easier 
when we don't have to worry 
about a quarterback that can 
run the (bootlegs) and have 
the option of throwing and 
running," Ryans said. 
''Kerry's going to he in the 
pocket. He's Rot a mobile. We 
know we can gel after him 
with some pressure and 
maybe make him make some 
bad decisions." 

Collins was 14-of-21 for 
128 yards and one touchdown 
in Tennessee's 24-7 win over 
Cincinnati last week. It's 
unclear how long Young will 
be out dealing with a sprained 
knee and questions about his 
emotional well-being. 

Coach Gary Kubiak knows 
that, mobile or no!, the Texans 
can·t. underestimate Collins. 
He said he faced him often 
while working as offensive 

coordinator of the Broncos. 
''He can sit there and make 

every throw you possibly can 
make in the book," Kubiak 
said. "I have a lot or respect 
for this guy and what he 
brings to this tearp and what 
he's done in this league." 

Collins is just shy of 
35,000 yards passing for his 
career and has thrown 175 
touchdowns. 

Cornerback Fred Bennett 
said it doesn't really matter to 
him who's at quarterback for 
Tennessee, but he was 
impressed with Collins' per­
formance last week. 

"He's a well-respected 
quarterback around the 
league." Bennett said. "He's 
been in the league for a long 
Lime and T watched him on 
film and he does some real 
good things. He's got a real 
strong arm and he believes in 
his arm." 

Fisher said his game plan 
doesn't change with Collins at 
quarterback. 

"There are obviously some 
things that Kerry's not going 
to do that Vince does, but as 
far as the run game, the drop 
back passing game, no it does­
n't," he said. 

Young has started three of 
the four times the Titans have 
played Houston since he was 
drafted in 2006. Collins start­
ed their first game against 
Houston last season and threw 
for 280 yards in the 38-36 
win. 

Rob Bironas set an NFL 
record with eight field goals in 
that game. Ryans reme<mbers 
Collins' performance in that 
game. 

"We did a good job," he 
said. 'We made them kick a 
lot of field goals. This time we 
really have to focus on shut-

ting the run game down and 
stopping them and making 
them turn the ball over and 
punt the ball." 

Notes Ahman Green did 
not practice on Wednesday. 
He hasn't practiced since 
injuring his ankle against the 
Steelers. Kubiak said his sta­
tus remains day-to-day .... TE

In 
addition, right guard Rex 
Hadnot missed the opener 
with a had knee. 

But Edwards, who dropped 
a certain TD against the 
Cowboys and short-armed a 
pass inside the Steelers 5 on 
Sunday night. has yet to deli v 
er the big play the Browns 
count on him to make.

Palmer feeling better, Bengals offense still bad

The quarterback's sense 
of optimism was intact a<> well. 

Give him one more week. 
The Cincinnati Bcngals 

have run out of time to get 
their offense working. They're 
0-2 heading into a game at the 
Giants on Sunday, one that 
will provide either a U-turn for 
their season or a plunge into 
the abyss. 

"It seems like it's the end of 
the world to a lot or people," 
Palmer said Wednesday. "This 
team has a lot of hope lett We 
have a lot to play for, a lot of 
pride. The Giants started 0 2 
(lac;t season). A lot can be done 
from 0 2." 

So far, the offense has gone 
nowhere. 

An offense that features a 
Pro Bowl MVP throwing to a 
pair or Pro Bowl receivers ha<; 
reached the end zone only 
once, and. that came on a run­
ning play. Palmer has the 

league's lowest passer rating at 
37.1 with three interceptions 
and only 228 yards total. T.J. 
Houshmandzadch and Chad 
Ocho Cinco have combined 
for 11 catches and 129 yards in 
two games. 

They've lost all their 
games and all their hubris. 

"1 don'Lthink, really, to tell 
you the truth, any of us are 
playing with any conlidence 
right nmv," Ocho Cinco said 
Wednesday. 'Tm not sure 
why it is that way. We know 
the kind of swagger that 1 
carry. My confidence is not 
where it needs to he at all. l'm 
sort of frustrated with the way 
things arc going the past two 
games." 

Palmer has been at the 
bull's-eye of it all. 

The offensive line's strug­
gles have left him exposed to 
jan·ing hits. He broke his nose 
in the third preseason game 
when he was hit by two play­
ers, and sprained his left ankle 
in the fir-st half of a 24-10 loss 
to Tennessee on Sunday when 
two pa'>s rushers got to him 
again. 

He's had to get 1id of the 

ball quicker than usual, play- .. 
ing right into the defense's 
strategy. 

"Before you name the 
receivers, before you even 
name the quarterback, it all 
starts with that offensive tine," 
Ocho Cinco said. "lt don't 
start with us at all. I think it 
starts with the offensive line. 
It's going to have a trickle 
effect. When they're playing 
well, Carson's going to play 
well, and it means us on the 
outside, we're going to play 
well. Because if it doesn' t 
start with them, the rest or us 
really don't matter." 

The line knows it can't 
afford to let Palmer get beaten 
up by one of the NFL's top 
defenses, which has given up 
only 20 points in two games 
and already has seven sacks. 
It's the Giants· stingiest start 
to a season since 1952. 

"We've got a good game 
plan in," right guard Bobbie 
Williams said. "lf we go out 
there and execute it, it can be 
a huge momentum shifl for us, 
to get us going in the right 
direction. Last year's Super 
Bowl champs - it's a great, 

great challenge and opportuni­
ty for the Cincinnati Bengals." 

An offense known for mak­
ing big plays has yet to pro­
duce one in LWO games. Of the 
Bengals' 106 plays this sea­
son, only 10 have gone for 
more than 10 yards. Two of 
them came at the end of the 
first half Sunday when the 
Titans were in a prevent 
defense. · 

The Bcngals have only one 
run longer than I 0 yards: 
Chlis Perry scored the 
offense's only touchdown 
from the 13 on Sunday. The 
longest play by a receiver was 
a 24-yard catch b} 
Houshmandzadch. 

Ocho Cinco is convinced 
all the Bengals' offense needs 
is one big play to change 
everything. 

"At the beginning of every 
season, T have no confidence 
until 1 start rolling," he said. 
"It doesn't come. I'm telling 
you how 1 am. how 1 work. 1 
have no mojo. T.J. will tell 
you the same thing: We have 
no mojo until we get rolling. 
Until we touch the baiL we're 
dead." 

43 years later, Steelers looking to win in Philly

PITTSBURGH - I» only a 
week's time, the Pittsburgh 
Steelers will go from playing 
in an opposing city where 
they almost never lose to one 
where they've never won. At 
least during the lifetime of 
any of their current players . 

After beating the 
Cleveland Browns for the 
1Oth consecutive time, the 
Steelers (2-0) travel across 
Pennsylvania on Sunday to 
play m Philadelphia (1-1) - a 
city where they haven't won 
in eight games or 43 years, or 
two stadiums ago for the 
Eagles. 

"Really? 1965? l wasn't 
even bor.n yet," wide receiver 
Hines Ward said Wednesday. 
"What happens then, that's 
history. H's definitely going to 
be a challenge, there's no 
question." 

Talk about ancient history. 
The Eagles played in Franklin 
Field in 1965: the Steclcrs 
never won any or their three 
regular season game in 
Veterans Stadium, during 
irregular appearances dictated 
by a now-abandoned NFL 
scheduling format in which 
AFC teams sometimes didn't 
play in NFC cities for years. 
They have yet to play in 
Lincoln Financial Field.

Eagles will be a difficult 
enough learn to beat, regard­
less of their own franchise's 
terrible history in 
Philadelphia. Despite losing 
Monday night in Dallas, the 
Eagles arc second in the NFL 
in scoring (37.5 points per 
game) and Donovan McNabb 
is second with 642 yards pass­
ing and DeSean Jackson is 
fourth in receiving with 216 
yards. 

Despite the Stcclcrs' infre­
quent trips to Philadelphia 
and the numhcr of fans they 
have in central and northeast 
em Pennsylvania, they expect 
the atmosphere in 
Philadelphia to be as anti­
Steclcrs as it was Sunday 
night in Cleveland. There, the 
Steelers squeezed out one Ben 
Roethlis berger- to- Ward 
touchdown pass and a field 
goal on a rainy. windy Sunday 
night lO win I 0-6. 

They arc certain it will 
take many more points than 
that to beat the Eagles, who 
face a second important game 
in a seven-day span. 

"It's going to be crazy in 
Philly. It's probably worse 
than in Cleveland; l think they 
don't like us more than 
Cleveland doesn't like us," 
running back Willie Parker 
said. "it's going tQ be a hostile 
environment and a physical 
game." 

The Steelers have spent 

much of the week answering 
questions about quarterback 
Ben Roethlisberger's sore 
right shoulder - whether it is 
separated (technically it is, 
because the team's diagnosis 
of a sprained AC ligament is a 
mild separation) or if it isn · t 
(as coach Mike Tomlin 
argues). 

Roethlisbergcr llipped the 
ball in practice but did no 
intensive work, the same reg­
imen he had the previous 
Wednesday. He is expected to 
go through a full practice by 
Friday. 

The quarterback seems 
humored by all the attention 
being paid to an injury he 
believes is insignificant. 

"I'm not sure where every­
thing came from, but you 
know what? I'm not going to 
talk about it," he said. "lt's 
not 'VOrth talking about. l'm 
healthy and we're going to go 
play football.'' 

As Roethlisberger and 
linebacker Larry Foote said. 
almost no NFL player 
unless he's not playing - is 
100 percent healthy after the 
season opens. 

"Sometimes when you're 
home watching TV, you get 
worried because you haven't 
seen Ben and you don' t 
known the updates, and the 
ftrst thing guys do when they 
come in and go to the training 
room is ask, 'Is Ben all right?

QMy husband burps all the 
time. He has acid reflux and 
takes medicine for that, but he 

He has had X­
rays, a barium swa/1011\ an endo­
scope, an ultrasound exam. mzd they 
wzy he is sll'allmring air. It is dril·ing 
us both nuts. Do you have any sug­
l~Csllons on lu111 to stop this'! He 
doesn 't drink sodas. He drinks a lot of 
water but nothing seems to help. Do 
\ 'OU hal'c wzy trick.\ up your sleeve? 

I understand that constant burping 
can be annoying for the "burper" and 
the listener. Air swallowing is the pri­
mary cause of burping. and it can be 
a difficult habit to change. People 
normally swallow about two and half 
quarts of air daily. This is why every­
one burps some. People that are 
chronic air swallowers, swallow 
much more mr'. Avoiding · sodas is 
good, but there are several other 
things that can contribute to exces­
sive air swallowing. 

Eattng too fast is another way 
some people ingest too much mr into 
their stomachs. This IS because fast 
eating usually involves swallowing 
more and chewing less. Since it's 
normal to swallow some air with 
every swallow, the increased number 
of swallows means the total amount 
of air you take in is increased. 

Burping can also be caused by gas 
production in the digestive tract. Th1s 
is because some foods cause exces­
sive gas production in certam people. 
but this usually leads to intestinal gas 
- not stomach gas. However, 1f you 
know a certain food like cabbage 
or broccoli causes increased burp 
ing, you should avoid it. Usually pro­
tein and fats cause little gas. It is 
mostly fruits and vegetables. carbo­
hydrate foods, that cause gas. 

So, my recommendations for your 
husband are to first work on swallow­
ing less air. Then. he might consider 
using an over-the-counter medication 
that contains simethicone, which 
help~ to break up gas bubbles in the 
stomach. This medication is used

Furthermore, your concerns 
regardmg mcreasing your 
medications m·e a problem that 
Dr. Furcolow sees m many of 
his patients as well. "Often. it 
is thought that the patient's 
bod) 1s adaptmg to the medi­
Cine. and tb1s causes them to 
need more But, what we also 
see JS that people are getting 
their -,ugar regulated by med-

ication. and then believe that 
this is green light to eat what­
ever they like with the belief 
that the medicine will solve 
the problem." Based upon his 
cxpencnccs, this is a danger­
ous way to hve \vith diabetes. 

'There is a non-drug 
approach to diabetes that may 
be appropriate for many dia­
betics.'' states Dr. Furcolow. 
"However, it often takes a rad­
Ical change in lifestyle." He 
notes that this approach does 
not have to be complicated. In 
fact, the principles are quite 
simple and common sense. 
The trouble lies in having peo-

pie follow through and change 
a lifetime of diet and activity 
habits. He adds. "Someone 
losing five pounds can reduce 
their blood sugar by 15 per­
cent. So, by simply modifying 
diet and increasing activity 
levels, a diabetic can make 
some substantial positive dif­
ferences in their blood sugar 
levels " 

He recommends 4-to-5 
days of exercise per week. at a 
minimum. and emphasizes. 
'This is not something that 
you do for two or three months 
and quit. This is something 
that needs to be a part of who

Remember to rotate your 
food and keep the oldest in 
front to be used fir~t. If you sec 
something read) to expire. usc 
it up m a non-emergency situa­
tion and remember to add that 
item to the shopping list. This 
way, you ' ll always have fresh 
supplies. That goes for the 
water, too. 

I also have chlorine bleach. 
flashlights, batteries, candles. 
matches. first aid kit, extra toi­
letries, a fire extinguisher and a 
radio all in my laundry room 
cupboards, just in case they ' re 
needed. 

Last year, we created an 
emergency menu to help peo­
ple stock their pantries with 
food they could make into 
meals. Here is a recipe from 
our first 911 Emergency Menu· 
(there are two now, available 
on our website, www.sav­
ingdinner.com) with eme r­
gency cooking notes, as well as 
the normal cooking method:

Prepare pasta according to 
package directions. Drain. 

While pasta is cooking, 
drain the juice from the canned 
clan1s into 2 cup measure then 
add enough chicken broth to 
make 2 cups liquid.** (use 
ALL the chicken broth 

In skillet, melt butter over 
medium-high heat and saute 
the onion and pressed garlic. 
Stir in flour. Cook on low for 
about I minute, stirring con­
stantly. 

Gradually stir in chicken 
broth, thyme and Tabasco 
sauce. Bring to a boil and sim­
mer I to 2 minutes. 

Stir in clams. parsley and 
lemon juice and heat through. 
Add salt and pepper to taste. 
Ser\'e over hot linguini and top 
each portion with as much 
cheese to your liking.

you are for the rest of your 
life." He notes that the exer­
cise should consist mostly of 
cardiovascular type exercises 
such as walking, jogging or 
cycling. but may include some 
strengthening and stretching 
exercises as well. "But activi 
ties like weight lifting and 
stretching are not going to 
have as big of an impact on 
sugar levels." 

Debbie Ousley, RN, is a 
Clinical Educator and the coor­
dinator of the Diabetes 
Program at Highlands 
Regional Medical Center. and 
she caut10ns that we remember 
that diabetes is a progressive 
disease that must be taken seri­
ously at all stages. "I would 
stress to diabetics to check 
with their physician before ini 
tiating an exercise program to 
make sure they do not have 
any cardiovascular and diabet­
ic complications (neuropa­
thy/eye di sease) which might 
ha"e an impact on the type of 
exercise that may be best tor 
them" 

The key to making "a radi-

cal change in lifestyle," as Dr. 
Furcolow suggested, is finding 
good guidance in making 
healthy decisions rcgardmg 
diet, exercise and other health 
related matters. Ousley wei 
comes you to take part in the 
Diabetes Program at 
Highlands to assist you in 
some of these type decisions.
