Clinton stumps for

PIKEVILLE - There was no lack 
of enthusiasm for Sen. Hillary 
Clinton's arrival at the Pike County­
Pikeville Airport Saturday. In fact. a 
full hour before the former presiden­
tial candidate touched down, crowds 
of supporters from more than half a 
dozen counties around the region 
were waiting in the airport hanger 
where Clinton would stump for 
Bruce Lunsford that afternoon. 

Clinton took the stage with 
Lunsford, who will try lo unseat 
four-term Republican Mitch 
McConnell this November for the 
U.S. Senate seat, following introduc­
tions and comments from several 
individuals, including former Gov. 
Paul Patton. 

Clinton smiled warmly and raised 
her hands in greeting before support­
ers become quiet and it took the for­
mer first lady very little time to offer 
praise to the Eastern Kentuckians in 
attendance.

Johnson man guilty of defrauding disability

LEXINGTON - A Johnson 
County man will spend a year in fed­
eral prison after defrauding the gov­
ernment for just over $94,000. 

Terry Lee McKenzie, 52, of Flat 
Gap, turned himself in to U.S. 
Marshals in Lexington on Jan. 31. 
That same day, McKenzie made a 
plea agreement with federal authori­
ties to accept a sentence on charges 
that he had failed to tum in a sizable 

amount of wages earned while also 
drawing disability benefits. 

The Flat Gap resident was sen­
tenced in late August in U.S. District 
Court in Lexington. 

According to a statement issued 
this week from the Social Security 
Administration's District Office in 
Prestonsburg, McKenzie concealed 
gainful wage earnings from 
September 1999 to May 2005, These 
earnings totaled $434,252, the state­
ment said. 

During this period, McKenzie 

also received disability payments. 
Federal authorities have estimated 
the total amount he received during 
his more than four years on disability 
to be $94,002. Had McKenzie noti­
fied authorities of his earnings while 
receiving the benefits, he would have 
been immediately ineligible to 
receive disability payments. 

The Johnson County man pleaded 
guilty to one felony count before

The Ides of 
September 
The Ides of September 2008 someday may be recalled as the time 

when the American economy faced its greatest challenge since the stock 
market crash of 1929 ushered in the Great Depression. 

The nation's response will test us in ways that 9111 hasn't, at least not 
so far. We can't outsource this one to the military. As America reorga­
nizes its financial markets, every Americ<m will feel the pain, some far 
more than others. Jobs may be harder to come by, loans will be harder to 
obtain, prices may be higher and paychecks may be smaller. 

For every "master of the universe" bond trader who won't get a seven­
figure bonus this December, there will be a dozen or more people con­
inderably farther down the food chain who won't be able to pay the rent. 

That's why it's crucial that Congress, the Bush administration, the 
banking industry, federal regulators and even presidential campaigns get 
this one right. 

The response must be prompt but also fair. It must be immediate but 
also thorough and thoughtful. The usual politics of self-interest must go 
by the board: No special deals for special friends. 

Congress and the administration, Democrats and Republicans, must 
come together in a bipartisan- indeed, non-partisan - effort to remake 
the financial markets in a way that rewards capital but doesn't punish 
those who work for a salary. The system must be transparent, risks must 
be known and regulation must be tough. 

The remedy should come in at least two stages. The first would cre­
ate, by month's end, a federal entity to take bad mortgage loans off the 
books of banks at a fair price. This entity would negotiate with debtors 
with the goal of allowing them to keep their homes, and then sell the 
strengthened loans back into the commercial market. Such a move should 
help restore confidence in the credit markets. 

This step should be followed early next year by new enforcement laws 
and strengthened regulatory agencies. This effort would be led by the 
new president, either Republican John McCain or Democrat Barack 
Obama, which means voters must weight carefully each man's ideas 
about the economic challenges and remedies. ' 

McCain is an awkward position. A longtime foe of government regu­
lation, he tried to repackage himself as an economic populist last week, 
even as the storm surge of events swept over him. On Tuesday, he said 
he was opposed to a government takeover of American International 
Group. The next day, after the government took over the huge ·insurance 
firm, Mr. McCain allowed as how it might have been a good idea. 

Obama, after a halting start, was back on his game Friday in Miami. 
Surrounded by his economic advisers and appearing determinedly presi­
dential, Obama exuded a kind of calm confidence. To his left, as if to 
remind people of the boom economic times of the 1990s, stood former 
Clinton administration Treasury Secretary Robert Rubin. 

We'd feel better about that if we didn't know that Rubin had made his 
pile as an arbitrageur at Goldman Sachs and if he'd done more to rein in 
Wall Street excesses when he headed the Treasury Department. To be 
sure, very few people either on Wall Street or in Washington have 
acknowledged their responsibility for this mess. Nor, for that matter, did 
many of us in the news media pay much attention as problems grew. 

That's why we'd suggest that Warren Buffett be asked to help reorga­
nize the financial markets - even though he's 78 years old and hardly 
needs the job. The Oracle of Omaha, the chairman and CEO of Berkshire 
Hathaway Inc., not only is the richest man in the world, but he also pre­
dicted the current debacle in 2002. 

In his letter to shareholders that year, Buffett warned of Wall Street's 
dangerous infatuation with financial derivatives, those contracts that add 
risk upon risk. Derivatives based on mortgage-based securities are what 
crashed the financial system. 

"I view derivatives as time bombs, both for the parties that deal in 
them and the economic system," Buffett wrote, predicting, "these instru­
ments will almost certainly multiply in variety and number until some 
event makes their toxicity clear. Central banks and governments have so 
far found no effective way to control, or even monitor, the risks posed by 
these contracts. In my view, derivatives are financial weapons of mass 
destruction .... "

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Beshear seeking to block online gambling

•Kentucky's pro-gambling gov­

'ernor is looking to make sure 
all bets are off for more than 
140 online gambling Web sites 
that operate in the state known 
for the world's biggest horse 
race. 

Gov. Steve Beshear said his 
administration has asked a 
Franklin County Circuit Court 
judge to give the state control 
of 141 gambling Web site 
domain names. Beshear said 
he's looking to restrict 
Kentuckians' access to Web 
sites with names that include 
some of the most popular gam-

•bling sites for U.S. players: 
+ bodoglife.com, 

doylesroom.com and fulltilt­
poker.com. 

A hearing is scheduled for 
Thursday before Judge 
Thomas Wingate. 

Beshear believes Kentucky 
is the frrst in the country to 
attempt to block online gam­
bling by taking over Web 
domain names of gambling 
sites. 

"Unlike casinos that oper­
ate on land or on riverboats in 
the United States, these opera-

~ tions pay no tax revenues, pro­
vide no jobs and yield no 
tourism benefits," Beshear 
said at a Monday afternoon 
Capitol press conference. 
"They are leeches on our com­
munities." 

Kentucky, home to the 
Kentucky Derby, already has a 
state lottery and allows gam­
bling at horse tracks and bingo 
halls. Blocking internet gam­
bling sites in Kentucky would 
"protect the signature indus­
try," Beshear said. 

Such sites "siphon off 
~money from regulated and 

legal games such as 
Kentucky's thoroughbred rac­
ing industry, our lottery and 
charitable gaming activities,'' 
Beshear said. 

Although Kentuclcy offi­
cials did not have a definite 
estimate of how much money 
is being lost to online gam-

claimed residents were wager­
ing millions online. 

Justice Secretary J. Michael 
Brown said the state is ·asking 
the court to forfeit control of 
the domain names to Kentucky 
state government. Brown said 
if successful, the domain 
names would then controlled 
by Kentucky state government 
and subsequently blocked. 

"There is gambling going 
on on the Internet and we 
know that that gambling is 
tllegal in the commonwealth 
of Kentucky," Brown said. 

Beshear, a Democrat, large­
ly based his campaign for gov­
ernor last year on a pledge to 
push for an amendment to the 
state constitution legalizing 

casino gambling in Kentucky. 
He was unable to persuade 
Kentucky lawmakers earlier 
this year to put a proposed 
gambling amendment on the 
ballot this fall. 

Beshear claimed casino 
gambling could bring state 
coffers about $500 million per 
year in money that could be 
used to bolster state spending 
in areas such as education or 
health care. 

Mike Jackness, co-owner 
of Costa Rica-based poker­
sourceonline.com, which is 
not mentioned in the pending 
Kentucky lawsuit, said 
through a spokesman that he 
was disappointed in 
Kentucky's move. Online 
gambling faces regulation 

elsewhere, Jackness said in a 
statement read by spokesman 
Dan Cypra. 

"I'm disappointed that Gov. 
Beshear would choose to pro­
hibit what grown adults have 
access to in the comfort of 
their own homes," Jackness 
said in the statement. "Online 

poker is enjoyed by millions of 
Americans as a recreational 
sport." 

John Pappas, executive 
director of the Washington 
D.C.-based Poker Players 
Alliance, said in a statement 
that the move was "extraordi­
nary and ill-conceived."

Pappas said he does not 
believe that Internet poker vio­
lates state or federal law. 

"Poker has a proud heritage 
in Kentucky and simply 
because the game has evolved 
into the 21st Century, it should 
not be treated as suspect activ­
ity," Pappas said.

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Prosecution to seek death penalty for Hall

PRESTONSBURG - It's 
been more than a month-and 
a-half since the Floyd County 
Commonwealth's Attorney 
Brent Turner filed to seek the 
death penalty in the double­
murder case of Berry Hall. 
Since that time, there have 
been no other developments in 

the case. 
However, it is a case Turner 

is taking a keen interest in 
because of the circumstances 
that allowed his office to file 
the notice on Aug. 5. 

Hall, 62, was arrested in 
March and charged with two 
counts of murder and an addi­
tional four counts of ·first­
degree wanton endangerment. 

According to court records, 

Hall confessed to shooting his 
niece Lisa Lynn Hall Tackett, 
30, and her husband, Alan 
Keith Tackett, 47, with a rifle 
from a nearby window. 

The four counts of first­
degree wanton endangerment. 
according to Hall's court file. 
were tacked onto the case 
because Hall's children were 
said to have been in the resi­
dent at the time of the alleged 

shooting. 
His trail is scheduled for 

December, and Turner is seek­
ing the death penalty because 
the case is one involving mul­
tiple murder charges. 

Murder cases in which 
prosecutors intend to seek the 
death penalty are subject to 
certain aggravators. These cir­
cumstances which would con­
stitute aggravators could be 

other charges filed in addition 
to the murder charge. 

For instance, if a burglary 
or rape had taken place in 
addition to the murder in a par­
ticular case. then the 
Commonwealth can file a 
notice of intent to seek the 
death penalty. 

In Hall's case, the decision 
to seek the death penalty, 
according to the 
Commonwealth's notice, is 

possible due to the fact that the 
case involves a double-murder 
charge. 

A trail date for Hall was 
continued earlier this year and 
is now set for December.

CHARLESTON, W.Va. 
Union leaders say a National 
Rifle Association film crew 

+ tried to coerce West Virginia 
miners into bad-mouthing 
presidential hopeful Barack 
Obama on camera, and that the 
union plans a brief work stop­
page in protest. 

The United Mine Workers 
will call for the stoppage at 
Consol's Blacksville No. 2 
mine next week, union 
President Cecil Roberts said 
Monday at a news conference 
with representatives of 
Obama's West Virginia cam­
paign in Charleston. 

Roberts said the union, 
which has endorsed Democrat 
Obama for president, is unhap­
py that Consol allowed the 
camera crew to ask miners 
leading questions about the 
candidate such as: "What do 
you think about losing your 
Second Amendment rights?" 

"This, I think, is an attempt 
to try to twist the facts here," 
he said. "We're just hoping 
people aren't rmsled." 

The NRA has not endorsed 
a candidate. But it is sharply 
critical of Obama, calling him 
a "lying rabble rouser" on its 
Web site and claiming he has 

9 supported numerous antigun 
measures. 

Hunting and shooting are 
time-honored pursuits in West 
Virginia and gun ownership 
has been a pivotal issue in 
recent presidential elections. In 
2000, then-NRA President 
Charlton I leston rallied mem­
bers during a speech m 
Beckley a week before the 
election. Four years later, the 

NRA used billboards, 30 
minute television infomercials 
and mailings in West Virginia 
as part of a $20 million nation­
al campaign to expose 
Democratic presidential candi­
date John Kerry as what the 
NRA called the "Cape Cod 
fraud." 

The gun lobby is gentler 
With Republican presidential 
hopeful John McCain. 
Executive Vice President 
Wayne LaPierre has called the 
Arizona senator "a friend to 
gun owners." 

The NRA denied the 
union's charges. 

"This is an effort by the 
Obama campaign to try and 
shift the focus away from 
Barack Obama's abysmal 
record on guns," spokesman 
Andrew Arulanandam. "I 
checked with our crew that was 
out there and they said they 
didn't coerce anyone." 

However, Blacksville min­
ers Jim Toothman and Ken 
Foyles described it differently. 

Toothman says a mine man­
ager asked him to go outside to 
speak with the NRA, without 
warning him he'd be inter­
viewed by a woman on cam­
era. 

"She tried to lead me into 
how to word the answers," 
Toothman said. "I ended the 
conversation about that point." 

Foyles never went on cam­
era after watching the crew 
coach a co-worker's answers 
about her "concerns" about 
Obama. 

"It was my impression they 
wanted me to bash Barack 
Ohama," Foyles said. 

A Consol spokesman did 
not immediately return a call 
seeking comment.

"None of us believe that 
Barack Obama is going to take 
anyone's guns," Roberts said.

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Design changes unveiled for Lincoln penny

WASHINGTON - Next 
year, the penny will be getting 
not just one new look but four 
of them, the first changes to 
the 1-cent coin in 50 years. 

The U.S. Mint unveiled the 
new designs during a ceremo­
ny Monday at the Lincoln 
Memorial. The coin changes 
are part of the government's 
commemoration next year of 
the 200th anniversary of 
Lincoln's birth. 

Lincoln's profile will 

reman on one side of the coin 
but the Lincoln Memorial will 
be replaced on the other side 
by the new images, with a dif­
ferent one being introduced 
every three months. 

The first new design will 
depict a log cabin, representing 
the place in Kentucky where 
Lincoln was born in 1809. 

The second design will fea­
ture a young Lincoln taking a 
break from working as a rail 
splitter in Indiana by reading a 
book. Lincoln as a young 
lawyer standing in front of the 
old state capitol building in 

Springfield, Ill., will be the 
design on the third coin. 

The final coin in the series 
will show the half-completed 
Capitol dome, evoking 
Lincoln's famous order that 
construction of the Capitol 
should continue during the 
Civil War as a symbol that the 
Union would continue. 

The first new penny is 
scheduled to go into circula­
tion starting on Feb. 12, 
Lincoln's birthday, and then 
every three months after that.

State program to aid struggling 
homeowners wo(king, lawmakers told 

fRANKFORT - In just 
over a month, more than 600 
people have contacted a new 
program designed tQ help 
homeowners avoid foreclo­
sure, lawmakers discovered 
Tuesday. 

Members of the fnterim 
Joint Committee on Banking 
and Insurance heard positive 
de~ails about the' steps being 
taken to help Kentuckians keep 
their homes. "This.is an incred­
ibly proactive step," said 
Committee Co-Chair Rep. 
Tommy Thompson, D­
Owensboro. "Hopefully we 
can increase the attention" paid 
to the Kentucky Homeowner 
Protection Center. 

The program, created by 
this year 's House Bill 552, 
points struggling homeowners 
toward counseling and legal 
resources they can use to keep 
their homes. Of the cases 
already completed since the 
program opened August 11, 
options have ranged from debt 
management to refinancing 
and forebearances. In some 

ases, clients were able to 
ing their mortgages pay­
nts on time, while bank-

ruptcy allowed some clients to 
hold onto their homes. 

"We have a network of 
partners," ranging from legal 
aid to counseling agencies, 
said Kentucky Housing 
Corporation CEO Richard 
McQuady. He noted that 
Kentucky has as many coun­
selors per capita as any state in 
the nation, allowing the pro­
gram to work quickly. 

McQuady broke down 
client data for lawmakers to 
give them an idea of who was 
requesting help. Nearly 60 
percent of households were 
headed by women, he said, 
and more than two-thirds of 
those contacting KHPC had 
taken out adjustable rate mo~­
gages. 

Rep. Mike Harmon, R­
Junction City, noted the good 
work that KHC does with pre­
mortgage counseling, which 
has reduced its own delinquent 
mortgages compared to the 
state as a whole. "It's unfortu­
nate that not all people even 
know the situation they're in. 
I've seen folks who qualify for 
a mortgage, but you can see 
trouble c'?ming. Some people 

j ust want a house." 
McQuady noted that while 

KHC's foreclosure rate w~s 
only 1.2 percent, the state as a 
whole is .still below national 
averages. "We' re fortunate 
here in Kentucky that we have 
a fi nancial industry that is 
grounded in sound business 
practices," said Sen. Tim 
Shaughnessy. D-Louisville. 

Legislators were also 
shown data from the 
Administrative Office of the 

Courts , which collects the 
numbers on statewide court 
actions regarding foreclosures 
and master commi si oner's 
sales. Such cases are on target 
to reach 17,000 statewide in 
2008. up 68 percent from 
2005 . The positive news, 
though, was that "from what 
we' re hearing, in 2009, we're 
going to sec a decline," said 
Scott Brown, the AOC's 
Executive Officer of Financial 
Services.

money from the budget. 
After several suggestions 

on a variety of subjects from 
recycling projects to basic 
improvements of entrances 
throughout the city, Council 
member B.D. Nunnery lodged 
what others viewed as a fair 
complaint.

The boat, as it has been 
called, is actually a large repli­
ca of a sailing ship with a 
slide, swinging bars, and a 
below-deck area accessed by a 
small opening near the back. 

Building on this concern of 
behavior in the park's main 
attraction, Nunnery suggested 
a way to make the park more 

"user friendly." 
"We could possibly put in a 

basketball court," Nunnery 
offered. "Either a half court or 
full court." 

Branham chimed in, agree­
ing, saying that dozens and 
dozens of children lived with­
in five streets of the park and 
could utilize a basketball court 
and revitalize a new kind of 
interest at the location. 

Mayor Jerry Fannin, who 
also felt the idea was sound, 
questioned the costs of con­
structing a court and was 
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quickly told a figure of 
approximately $4,000 if city 
workers used concrete rather 
than blacktop.

pion New York Giants are off 
to their best start in eight 
~years, and their biggest con­
cern heading into the bye week 
seems to be whether they can 
keep two kickers. 
~ The Giants (3-0) are find­
ing ways to win, taking advan­
tage of a pass breakup from 
veteran Sam Madison, a clutch 
catch from Amani Toomer and 
another straight kick from 44-
year-old relief kicker John 
Carney. 

All three contributed in 
overtime on Sunday in a 26-23 
victory over the winless 
Cincinnati Bengals. 

Madison, who has been 
limited following offseason 
hernia surgery, broke up a 
third-down play to get the ball 
back for New York. Toomer 
later tiptoed the sideline on a 
31-yard catch that set up 
S:arney's winning 22-yard 
field goal, and the Giants won 
their seventh straight game 
dating to the playoffs last sea­
'son. 

'That's a game that wasn't 
pretty at all times," Giants 
quarterback Eli Manning said. 
''We didn't play our best foot­
ball - that's how it goes 
'sometimes. It's not going to be 
perfect, we had ups and downs 
-put we kept fighting. When we 
needed big plays, guys stepped 
up. We've always had that 
ability, had that about us- it's 
_good that we haven't lost 
that." 

The 3-0 start is the Giants' 
best since they won their first 
three games en route to a 12-4 
season in 2000, a year the team 
went to the Super Bowl, losing 

. to Baltimore. . What has made this start so 
: impressive is that it's come 
· after the retirement of seven­
. time Pro Bowl defensive end 
' Michael Strahan and the loss

Sunday was the long pass from 
Manning to Toomer down the 
left sideline on a third-and-1 0 
from the Bengals 38. 

It was difficult to tell 
whether Toomer got both feet 
in bounds. The Giants hustled 
to the line of scrimmage and 
handed the ball to Derrick 
Ward for a 3-yard run to the 
Bengals 4, precluding a video 
review. 

"I could::~.'t tell," Toomer 
said when asked if he was in 
bounds. "I just got as many 
feet down as I could." 

Coughlin said the umpire 
moved off the ball, so the 
Giants knew that the replay 
official had allowed the play to 
stand. The Bengals wanted ref­
eree Jeff Triplette to review 
the play, but he couldn't do it 
in overtime unless asked by 
the replay official. 

"I don't know if that was a 
completion or not," said 
Bengals receiver T.J. 
Houshmandzadeh, who had 12 
catches for 146 yards and a 
touchdown. "But, yeah man, 
you have to review that. It's 
too close. I don't know, f was 
on the side. I thought it was an 
incompletion obviously. But 
yeah, it was close.

't' Cup field these last couple of 

., weeks. 
"Well, I did drive a perfect 

race today," Biffle said. 
Biftle, of Vancouver, Wash., 

was tlawless down the final 
thrilling laps Sunday and 
remained unblemished in the 
Ch~se for the championship. 
Two Chase races, two sparkling 
wins and not a single doubt that 
he can win the Sprint Cup title. 

Biftle used another late pass 
-this time with nme laps to go 
- to hold otl Roush Fenway 
Racing teammates Matt 
Kenseth and Carl Edwards and 
win at Dover International 

f l Speedway. 
"I feel like this has been 

coming for a while," Biffle 
said. "There's a lot of concen­
tration right now. It doesn't get 
more important than this." 

Up ahead for Biffle is a trip 
to Kansa<; City, a track where 
he won last season before start­
ing a 33-race winless streak. 

That dismal skid seems as 
much behind him as his Roush 
Fenway Racing teammates 
Kenseth and Edwards were 
over the final, thrilling laps to 
make it a back-to-back Biffle 
celebration. 

While Biffle has been able 
to drive that No. 16 Ford into 
Victory Lane, he still can't 
maneuver into first place in the 
Chase points standings. Biffle 
and two-time defending Cup 
champion Jimmie Johnson are 
both 10 points behind Edwards 
for the overall lead, but 
Johnson holds the tiebreaker.

Sabathia said. 

Milwaukee's Mike 
Cameron was batting in the 
top of the seventh when the 

., Chicago Cubs completed a 5-4 
win over St. Louis at Wrigley 
Field, wrapping up their sec­
ond straight NL Central title. 
All that's left for the Brewers 
is a long-shot try for the wild 
card that seemed to be in their 
back pocket when September 
began. 

They've lost 15 of 19 in the 
month, blowmg a 51/2-game 
lead in the wild-card race. 
Milwaukee is 21!2 games 
behind the New York Mets for 
the playoff spot and has seven 
games left on its schedule. 

"It's definitely an uphill 
.. battle now," said interim man­

ager Dale Sveum, who took 
. over for Ned Yost earlier in the 

week. "It's getting to that point 
where realistically you've got 
to win every game almost."

ule, only the second time in his 
career that he's gone on short 
rest, to try to stop.the slide. He 
took a 2-1 lead into the sixth, 
when first baseman Prince 
Fielder bobbled Corey 
Patterson's sacrifice bunt for 
an error that loaded the bases 
with none out. The ball stuck *' in Fielder's mitt as he tried to 
throw to first. 

"I panicked, too, because 
he was tlying," Fielder said.

Sabathia got the next two 
batters, and manager Dusty 
Baker decided to send up 
Owings for his second pinch­
hit appearance since arriving 
from Arizona to complete the 
Adam Dunn trade.

So many years, so 
many memories at 
Yankee Stadium

Ask Mariano Rivera or 
Rudy Giuliani or any of those 
legions of fans who love the 
pinstripes, and they can 
describe every detail of Aaron 
Boone's home run that shook 
Yankee Stadium. 

Ask the man himself and 
it's a bit different. 

"There are moments in 
your life that you can visualize 
or you can picture or remem­
ber back, or photographic. but 
that's not one of those 
moments," said Boone. now 
an infielder with the 
Washington Nationals. "I've 
teamed more from seeing a 
video clip of it than actually 
recalling it. It's very fuzzy for 
me." 

Whether the thoughts are 
hazy or crystal clear, whether 
it's Joe DiMaggio gliding 
across that bright green pas­
ture or Boone homering in 
Game 7 of the 2003 playotl's, 
most everyone came away 
with a memory of the big ball­
park in the Bronx that awaited 
its final innings Sunday night. 

Some sentimental, tied to 
Babe Ruth, Lou Gehrig and 
Yogi Berra. Others, not nearly 
so nostalgic. 

Davey Lopes played in 
three World Series at Yankee 
Stadium with the Los Angeles 
Dodgers. and won the champi­
onship in 1981. 

"I think you have to be a 
Yankee, really," the 
Philadelphia coach said. "It 
was just an old stadium when I 
played there. There's a Jot of 
history there, but I didn't get 
goose bumps wlwn I walked 
into Yankee Stadium. l think· 
you had to be a part of it." 

"Are you going to shed a 
tear for a building being 
knocked down? Come on. • 
Let's put this in perspective," 
he added. "If my house was 
being tom down, it would he 
different." 

To some, it was the place 
where crazy things happened. 

San Diego batting coach 
Wally Joyner recalled nearly 
being hit by a knife that a fan 
tossed from the upper deck. 
Padres manager Bud Black 
thought about being the start­
ing pitcher in the 1983 Pi nc 
Tar Game. Philadelphia closer 
Brad Lidge reflected on the 
combo no-hitter he helped 
Houston throw, and the Hall of 
Fame calling for his hat. 

"There are so many memo­
ries," Lidge said. "Put it this 
way: I've been playing a lot 
more at Shea Stadium, and I'm 
not as sorry to see that one go 
down." 

Phillies coach Jimy 
Williams conjured the image 
of a man who took a tlying 
leap. 

"l remember when a guy 
jumped out of the third deck 
into the net behind the plate. I 
looked over and he was bounc­
ing on the net behind home 
plate. He just laid there -
alive. If he had gone through it 
would have killed him. He 
came out of the top deck," 
Williams said. 

"He was drunker than a 
skunk. They stopped the game. 
He finally came to enough to 
climb up that net and got off of 
it. That was a Red Sox-Yankee 
game." 

To White Sox broadcaster 
Hawk Harrelson and Atlanta 
manager Bobby Cox, the park 
meant the Mick. 

"I remember hitting a ball 
out there that nobody in base­
ball in baseball could have 
caught except Mickey Mantle. 
He caught it right in front of 
the 463-foot sign. And he was 
standing waiting for it. It was 
not like he caught it over his 
shoulder," Harrelson said. 

"I remember how graceful 
Mickey Mantle was out in cen­
ter field. it was just a joy to 
watch the man," he said. 
"Watching him in center field 
was like watching a young colt 
or Secretariat:• 

Cox made his major league 
debut in 1968 with the 

Yankees, Mantle's final sea­
son. 

"! couldn't wait to see the 
old Yankee Stadium coming 
out of spring training," Cox 
saiu. "[ had made the team. 
And I just could not wait to set 
foot in that stadium. It was 
everything I had ever imag­
ined, from the clubhouse to the 
playing field - the tradition 
- the house that Ruth built. 
All the great players had 
passed through there. and I 
was playing on exactly the 
same dirt. It raised chill bumps 
on my skin when 1 first 
stepped out onto the field." 

"I was involved with a 
triple play with Mickey · 
Mantle and that always sticks 
out in my mind," he said. 
"Mickey Mantle was playing 
first base. So we are in the 
record books for a triple play. 
So that kind of stands out," he 
said. 

Cincinnati manager Dusty 

Baker thought of the greats 
who inhabited the place. 

"I wonder if the mystique 
and the gho!>L will move with 
them," he said. ''They've got a 
good ghost that they believe 
in. One of the greatest state­
ments that J ever heard was 
when Boonie hit that home 
run," he said. 

"They asked him what he 
was thinl<.ing, and he said 
Derek Jeter told him, 'Just 
wait, the ghost will come.' I 
thought that was one of the 
best things I've ever heard," 
he said. 

To former Kansas City star 
Frank White, it's right for the 
Yankees to move. 

"I think the nostalgia is 
good. but I think progress is 
good, too." he said.

Wrigley is not that great." .• 
In the same spirit, Angels 

manager Mike Scioscia says 
it's time to look forward. 

"It's a historic ballpark, b4f 
the history and tradition of the 
Yankees will go with them flO 

matter what ballpark they play 
in," he said. "The new one will 
be something spectacular. AnSI 
30 years from now they'Jl 
probably be building anoth~r 
one. That's the way it goes.".

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Portraits on a 
classroom wall 

When l was in the tifth grade, there 
were two framed portraits that hung 
on the wa'lls of my classroom at the H. 
S. Howes Community School. One 
was the familiar painting of George 
Washington. The other was of Gen. 
Douglas MacArthur. 

I can't recall ever hearing as much 
as a comment from the teacher as to 

\who these two men were, or who was 
responsible 
for their 
hanging 
there-or 
why in this 
particular 
classroom, 
instead of 
another. 

Perhaps 
their being 
there was ·a 
result of a 

Clyde Pack P.T.A. project 
or something. 
From old 

newspaper articles, I know for a fact 
that the P.T.A. at that school was very 
active at that time. Or maybe, one day, 
one of the janitors saw the pictures 
gathering dust in the dark corner of 
the cloakroom. and since there were 
two nails already in the wall. climbed 
up in a chair and hung them. 

Of course, somewhere along the 
way I had learned about George 
Washington's cutting down the cherry 
tree, and about how he never told a lie. 
So, I guess I figured anybody-let 
alo'ne a politician-who could go 
through his whole life without even a 
tiny fib. deserved to adorn a class­
room wall. 

As for MacArthur, I knew he was a 
big military hero, and was probably 
the main reason we'd won World War 
II. So, he surely deserved lo be there. 
And besides, even though he was an 
Army general, and my two oldest 
brothers had been Navy men, I guess I 
also credited him for their safe retum. 
That's probably what everybody else 
who gave it any thought probably tig­
ured, too. 

As far as I know, when the school 
building was finally abandoned and 
torn down, many years later, those two 
pictures likely lay among the rubble. 

Remembering those days though, 
odds are pretty good that if my par­
ents-especially Dad-had been 
selected to choose portraits of two 
famous people to hang on a classroom 
wall, his choices would not have 
included. Washington nor MacArthur. 
He'd have chosen President Franklin 
D. Roosevelt and United Mine 
Workers President John L. Lewis. 

Those two gentlemen were highly 
respected at our house, and sometimes 
it was difficult to tell just who was 
president of what. When the news on 
the radio mentioned either man, Dad 
was very interested in what he had to 
say. It was likely the same for every 
eastern Kentucky coal miner at that 
time. 

When I was in the fifth grade. what 
a president said was pretty much taken 
for gospel. But it's hard for us to 
imagine these days, how anyone could 
believe that a president-even George 
Washington- never told a lie. 

Times sure have changed since I 
was I 0 years old, and sat in a class­
room back in 1949, staring at portraits 
of George Washington and Douglas 
MacArthur.

"It's a great thing to make people aware of 
what's in their community that can help them to 
be healthy," said Annice Welch. with the Floyd 
County Health Department. 

The overall goal of the fair was to infmm the· 
public. along with healthcare professionals, about 
health issues and ways to combat health prob­
lems. 

The fair provided visitors with informational 
materials, access to screenings, and several eye­
catching exhibits that ranged from breast cancer 
to body fat.

Along with the various medical organizations, 
Riverview Health Care also had a booth at the 
fair. 

Welch manned a diabetes infonnation booth at 
the health fait sponsored by rhe Floyd Coumy 
Chamber of Commerce at the Mountain Arts 
Center in Prestonsburg on Monday. 

"There are a lot of resources available that 
people ju~>t don't know about," Welch said. 
"That's why things like health fairs are very 
important in getting the message out to the pub­
lic." 

One example of the information available at 
the fair is attendees getting their blood pressure 
checked while also picking up literature on how 
to lower their blood pressure and maintain a 
healthy lifestyle. 

Betty Tackett, with McDowell ARH. agreed 
about the importance of presenting information to 
the public. 

'There are a lot of services om there that peo­
ple just aren't ware of," said Missy Allen, with 
Riverview. "It's wonderful have all of these orga­
ni.rations in one place to help get the information 
out there."

Good ways to prepare your garden for winter

LOS ANGELES - For plant 
lovers, autumn's arrival heralds the 
opening of a critical window of time 
in which they can prepare their gar­
dens for the coming winter and set 
the stage for the spring bloom. 

Ideally, one should begin winter­
izing their garden by November m 
the latest, or before prevailing tem­
peratures hi t the low 40s, experts 
say. . 

Whether its flowering plant!' 
adorning a home and backyard. or a 
vegetable garden. winterizing comes 
down to making changes to ~how­
case p lants that thrive in the winter. 
safeguard or remove those that 
don't, and plant new bulbs for 
spring. 

"When spring starts, plant~ waJ..e 
up, they've come through the winter, 
they've had an extra drink. their 
roots have grown a little bit more in 
the wintertime and they're absolute­
ly ready to go," said 'Iicholas 
Staddon, director of new plant intro-

ductions for Monrovia Nursery Co., 
a wholesale nursery operator based 
in Azuza. Calif. 

"It's really worth winterizing 
your garden properly." 

The first step. Staddon suggests, 
is for gardeners to case back on fer­
tili zing their gardens. 

Fertili.rers. pm·ticularly those 
with high levels of nitrogen, stimu­
late growth. But many plants, grass 
and trees tend to go into a dormant 
state in cold temperatures. In warm 
climates. using these fcrtilirc:rs in 
winter months is OK. 

One exception : fertilizers 
designed for winter usc that tm-get a 
plant's root system rather than the 
above-ground parts, Staddon says. 

To safeguard plants thut could 
surrcr root damage in low tempera­
tures, experts recommend mulching 
and watering plans thoroughly. 

Mulch is decomposed organic 
matter. which infuses soil with nutri ­
ent\. Typically. plant lovers will 
mulch their garden once a year, but 
it's impotiant to do it before \VIIltt'r 
sets in so that plants' root systems 

have something to feed on through 
the winter months. The mulch also 
protects plants from cold . as the 
ground frec7es. 

Watering will be key, particularly 
in areas where there's been a pro­
longed dry spell leading into winter. 
A deep soaking in the fall will 
ensure plants will have some water 
in the ground to help them get 
through the 9ry. cold s~ason to 
come. 

For gardens in areas of the coun­
try with the harshest winters. some 
plants may need an extra layer of 
protection from the clements. 
Wrapping plants in straw. plastic or 
even specialty boxes made to·shcltcr 
plants from cold may do the trick. 

More fragile plants, or annuals 
that arc not going to last into winter, 
it's best to clear them out. 

That's an annual ritual for Althea 
Cawley- Murphree .. who has been 
working on the plants and a veg­
etable garden around her home in 
Olympia. Wash.. the past three 
years. 

The 30-ycar-old publicist spends 

a good bit of time in the fall cutting 
back her shrubs. plants and grass. A 
Among the plants that typically sur- \:! 
vive the winter in her garden are 
lavender, rosemary and strawber-
ries. But most of her vegetables, 
including tomatoes, potatoes, peas, 
green beans, squash, don't make it. 

"So I just try to pull it all out, try 
to leave that soil with as few plants 
and as few leaves as possible." she 
said. 

Another strategy is to move 
plants into a planter and bring them 
inside the house or the garage. ~ 

Cawley-Murphree sometimes 
transplants geraniums into a planter 
and brings them inside her house, 
where they grow and flower all win­
ter long. 

"Geraniums arc such a bright 
color. they have so many blossoms, 
it's realJy nice to have that inside 
during the winter," she said. 

One bit of garden maintenance 
that experts say should be put oti 
until winter is pruning trees. During.

Autumn is also time to 
plant for spring, particularly 
trees and shrubs, because they 
need more time for their roots 
to settle into the ground.
