OKs early 
tax change

PRESTONSBURG - Floyd County mag­
istrates voted yesterday to approve a re olu­
tion that a new delinquent property tax bill 
passed in Frankfort recently be enacted start­
ing April 15. 

The bill- House Bill 262- modernizes 
the procedures for the collection of delinquent 
tax claims, allowing counties to suspend the 
sheriff's collection of past due tax hilts. 

The resolution pas ed yesterday during a 
special-called meeting of the Floyd County 
Fiscal Court transfers delinquent tax certifi­
cates from the sheriff's office to the county 
clerk\ office, a move that will go into effect 
on April 15, but could have been enacted as 
late as next year, according to the new state 
Jaw. 

Floyd County Clerk Chris Waugh said he 
and Floyd County Sheriff John K Blackburn 
discussed the benefits of asking the county to 
pass the resolution this year rather than next 
because there was a serious need to curb a 
growing trend of companies moving in to buy 
up past due tax bills. 

''Becau e companies are coming in and 
buying up the tax bills and people are losing 
their property, we thought it would be better to 
do it this year:· Waugh said. ''There's nothing 
I can do to stop tllis because I have no legal 
authority. But what I want people to know is 
that there are options now.·· 

With the new procedure, Waugh say peo­
ple will have the option of making paymentil 
on dehnquent tax bills, something that could 
not be offered before~ 

"Once these are turned over to my office, 
the people will be able tO make payment 
agreements with the county attomey," contin­
ued Waugh. ''As long a they are making these 
payments. these third parties can't purchase 
those tax bills." 

Last year alone Waugh estimated that com­
panies from as far as Texas and New York 
bought up be(Ween $300,000 to $500.000 in 
delinquent tax bilL in Floyd County, later sell­
ing the property if the owner could not pay 
them off within a year.

Legislature has 

productive 
session

The recently concluded session did 
not seem hke the "odd-year,·· short 
30-day session. It was a vt·ry pJOduc­
tlve se s1on because enate and 
House Leadersh1p. Democrats and 
Republicans, and the Bcshcar 
Admmistration all worked collabora­
tJvel) and cooperatively to address the 
critical challenges facing our 
Commonwealth. We left some unfin­
ished business. but I would like to 
highlight some of ow· most s1gnificant 
accomplishments:

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IRS offers tax payment options 
INDIA APOLIS - The 

Internal Revenue Service 
today reminded taxpayers to 
file their federal tax return 
and pay any taxe they owe by 
the April 15 deadline. 

Aware that the economic 
downturn has affected many 
people, the agency urged tax­
payers in difficult financial it­
uations to file .a tax return, pay 
what they can and work with 
the IRS to establish a payment 
plan that will keep them com­
pliant. 

Filing and Paying on Time 
Saves Money 

The IRS cautioned that 
there is a failure-to-file penalty 
for taxpayers who don't file 
their tax returns by April 15 
and who owe taxe . Filing by 
the deadline allows taxpayers 
to avoid this penalty, even if 
they can't pay all or some of 
their taxes by the deadline. 
Taxpayers who can't meet the 
filing deadline can request an 
exteo ion of time to file. 
However, an extension of time 
to file is not an extension of 
time to pay. 

Taxpayers who can't pay 
the full amount would still 
benefit from filing their return 
and paying as much as they 
can by April 15. Interest and 
failure-to-pay penalties are 
due on any unpaid balance and 
increase the amount that the 
taxpayer owes. 

Members of the military 
and some others serving in 
combat zone , or in support, 
tan wait until after April 15 to 
file and pay. As a general rule, 
those eligible get the extra 
time penalty-free and interest­
free without having to ask for 
it. Normally, the filing and 
payment deadline is postponed 
until 180 days after the . ervice

Taxpayers may also pay 
any taxes owed by check made 
out to the ''United States 
Trea ury" usmg Form 1040-V.
