Some $1 oo,ooo has 
been sent to Phelps to 
date, according to records. 

But school officials 
have responded by saying 
the money was used prop­
erly, adding that there was 
constant oversight with all 

,.purchases, which included 
sports equipment and 
upgrades to sound sys­
tems, and lighting for the 
school's gym. The gym is 
shared by both the drama 
students and student ath­
letes. 

"Everything that has 
• been purchased is a direct 

benefit to our students," 
Phelps Principal Mike 
Hamilton told the media 
Monday. "Not only do our 
students benefit, but our 
community benefits from 
the facilities that we have."

Hunt death penalty. upheld

PRESTONSBURG - The convic­
tion against James Hunt, the Floyd 
County man found guilty in 2006 of 
fatally shooting his estranged wife, 
Bettina Hunt, was upheld in an opinion 
returned by the state Supreme Court 
last week. 

Hunt was sentenced to death in the 

case, having been found guilty not only 
of first-degree murder but also first­
degree burglary and first-degree wan­
ton endangerment. 

Floyd County Commonwealth's 
Attorney Brent Turner said that the 
death penalty was returned by a jury 
was a first in several decades in the 
county and says now that the appeal 
has been denied that this is even more 
rare. 

"In cases where you seek death as a 
sentence, it's something like less than 5 
percent of the time that a jury returns 
that verdict," Turner said. "We had 
made it past the first part and had been 
waiting on this appeal. We're very 
happy and we're sure the family of the 
victim will be very happy as well." 

Hunt was found guilty of visiting 
the home of his estranged wife on Nov. 
30, 2004, following several arguments

by phone throughout the day and 
breaking into the home and shooting 
her several times. 

The two had been married since 
1991 and had had several problems 
throughout the marriage, family mem­
bers said. 

Part of the evidence linking Hunt to 
the murder of his wife were portions of

The 
application period for the first cycle of funding 
will be open through Jan. 4, and grants are expect­
ed to be awarded in February.

Why is coal under attack? 
Coal is cheap. If it weren't,' it . 

wouldn't be used to produce more 
than half of the nation's electricity. 

Coal is plentiful, ensuring that we 
Americans will have enough coal for 
the nt;x.t 300 years at the current con­
smqptipn mte. Contrast that with oil­
which is aonsidered to be in its twi­
light years with a global decline in 
production expected to begin within 
the next 20 years-and coal looks pret­
ty good. 

Coal is definitely good for busi­
ness. It keeps prod.uction costs low for 
manufacturers that use the fuel to 
make paper, chemicals, steel and even 
products like medicine and plastic that 
can be made from coal gas. Cheaper 
production in tum keeps consumer 
costs down, driving increased produc­
tion and bigger profits. 

If you live in Kentucky, coal is part 
of your history, your present and your 
future. 

In the Conunonwealth alone, coal 
employs more than 17,000 miners, 
produces about 97 percent of the 
state's electricity and makes a com­
bined direct and indirect contribution 
of more than $12 billion to the state 
economy. 

So why. is this historic, abundant, 
productive and affordable fuel source 
under attack? 

Because the federal government 
has allowed it to be under attack. And 
the attacks are getting worse under 
such destructive federal propo~als as 
"Cap and Trade" -those three little 
words that convinced Ford Motor Co. 
to build its newest "World Car" 
assembly plant in Mexico where gov­
ernment officials assured Ford it 
would not have to conform to any car­
bon regulations. 

Just recently, a Cap and Trade pro­
posal was approved by the U.S. House 
of Representatives that would cripple 
coal hy limiting or .. cappm~( the 
amount of pollutants an indusuy can 
emit. Companies would be issued 
emission permits and be allowed to 
emit a specific amount of the pollu­
tant, like carbon dioxide which is 
emitted by burning coal. The feds 
wasted no time labeling this common 
gas a pollutant when the new adminis­
tration took over in January. 

Once Cap and Trade takes effect, 
companies that want to exceed their 
cap must buy credits from companies 
that pollute less, increasing the cost of 
electricity for practically every 
Kentuckian and millions of other 
Americans 

But there is a problem with th~ Cap 
and Trade proposal. First of all. it 
would cripple the coal industry 
Second. it would €X tend the recession. 
And last but not least, scientists them­
selves say there is no energy source-in 
Kentucky or nationally-that can 
replace fossil fuel, especially co<:~], as 
the nation's leading source of electric­
ity production anytime in the near 
future. 

Director Rodney Andrews of the 

University of Kentucky's Center for 
Applied Energ:r Research told state 
lawmakers as recently as last month 
that he expects coal and other fossil 
fuels to produce at least 40 to 50 per­
cent of the nation· s electricity for the ¥ 
foreseeable future. Renewable energy 
sources like wind and solar, he 
explained, are not expected to be able 
to be produced at utility scale for quite 
some time. 

Until scientists find out the best 
way to use renewable at utility scale, 
Andrews made is clear !hat regnla­
tions should not be passed dec1arrf!8 
that "we know how to do tlu~t.' H 
was speaking specifically about a rule 
proposed by the EPA last summer that 
would allow the agency to regulate 
carbon dioxide and other greenhouse 
gas emissions from thousands of coal­
fired power plants and industrial 
plants nationwide. 

Most of us know this rule as the 
first step toward the passage of Cap 
and Trade and related climate legisla­
tion in Congress. 

If some folks favor popular scien­
tific thought about climate change, 
perhaps they will also consider ration­
al scientific thought by brilliant scien­
tists like Andrews who are telling us 
in no uncertain terms that only coal 
and fossil fuels are capable of provid­
ing our state and our nation with the 
power we need to sur. ive on a mass 
scale. 

Next week. I will dbcuss what 
could happen under the Cap and Trade 
policies being proposed in 
Washington. Until then. have a good 
week.

~Four deaths on Ky. roads over holiday CTB 55+ Club 
FRANKFORT 

Preliminary statistics indicate 
that four people died in four 
separate crashes on Kentucky 
roadways during the 
Thanksgiving holiday enforce­
ment period. Wednesday, Nov. 
25. through Sunday, Nov. 29. 
Last year there were 14 high­
way fatalities during the same 
time period. 

All of the crashes involved 
motor vehicles and two vic­
tims were not wearing seat *' belts. Single-fatality crashes 
occurred in Carter, Perry, 
Warren and Webster counties. 
The crash in Webster County 
involved the suspected use of 
alcohol. 

Through Nov. 29, prelimi­
nary statistics indicate that 702 
people have lost their lives on 
Kentucky roadways during 
2009. This is 40 fewer fatali­
ties than reported for the same 
time period in 2008. 

There were 568 motor vehi­
cle fatalities and 314 of those 
victims were not wearing seat 
belts. Thirty-five pedestrians 
and five bicyclists have been 
killed. Seventy-eight fatalities 
involved a motorcycle and 15 
fatalities involved an ATV. 
Seventy-one crashes involved 
a commercial motor vehicle. 
A total of 149 fatalities have 
resulted from crashes involv­
ing the suspected use of alco-

hol. 
Citizens can contribute to 

highway safety by reporting 
erratic drivers to the Kentucky 
State Police toll-free at 1-800-
222-5555. Callers will remain 
anonymous and should give a 
description of the vehicle, 
location, direction of travel 
and license number if possible. 

These statistics are still pre­
liminary as KSP waits for all 
local law enforcement agen­
cies throughout the state to 
report any crashes and fatali­
ties that may have occurred in 
their areas. Crash data for this 
report is generated from the 
Kentucky Fatality Analysis 
Reporting System (FARS).

"' Wood may rarely be used as 
a primary heat source today, 
but many homeowners contin­
ue to use fireplaces and wood­
burning stoves to help reduce 
their use of other energy 
sources. 

Wood can provide an eco­
nomical and enjoyable way to 
heat your home, and it pays to 
know a thing or two about pur­
chasing and using this natural 
resource. 

The first question often 
asked is what kind of wood to 

M buy. Knowing if a species is a 
high or low density wood can 
have a big impact on the 
amount needed. Low density 
woods such as yellow poplar, 
silver and red maples, and 
buckeye, contain a greater 
amount of air between the cell 
walls. H1gh density species 
such as OaK, black locust, hick­
ory, ash and beech produce 
more heat per unit volume 
because they contain more 
wood and less air in their cel­
lular structures. Moisture con­
tents being equal, the more 
economical purchase will be 
high-density woods that gener­
ate more heat. 

Another important factor to 
evaluate is how well the wood 
was seasoned. Wood comes 
from living plants which 
means they contain water. The 
moisture in unseasoned wood 
can account for up to 50 per­
cent of its weight. Energy gen-

crated from burning wet wood 
goes toward evaporating the 
moisture within the wood 
itself and can greatly diminish 
its heat producing capacity. 
Seasoned wood has been 
allowed to air dry for six to 12 
months which removes the 
largest percentage of water. 
Well-seasoned firewood is 
gray in color. It has splits in 
the ends of the logs and looks 
weathered. Round logs split 
into smaller sections yield 
more surface area and speed 
the drying process. 

Knowledge of how fire­
wood is measured is a third 
important piece of information 
to learn in order to get the most 
from your wood-burning dol­
lars. Terms used for describing 
a volume of wood include 
cord, face cord, fireplace cord 
and rick. The size and shape of 
individual logs and how care­
fully they are stacked influ­
ences the actual volume 
regardless of the weight pur­
chased. These terms are open 
for interpretation, and the best 
buy is a mutual agreement 
between the consumer and the 
seller. The purchase price also 
may include splitting, delivery 
and stacking. 

Finally. if you plan to trans­
port your purchased firewood, 
you need to estimate the 
weight of the load. Common 
high density species used for 
fuel wood, such as oak and

* Bring on the 
• grapefruit!

I'm already making out my 
Christmas wish-list and checking it 
twice -- for Christmas 201 0_ 

No, I didn't lose my calendar and I 
haven't broken my reading glasses. 
However, I just read about some 
research that may take a little while to 
pay off, but I am patient, oh-so­
patient, because I've already waited 
many long years for this particular 
piece of good news. 

You see, I love grapefruit and 
grapefruit juice_ I don't mean I'm just 
mildly fond of those items; I love 
them. My mouth waters when I get 
those mail-order offers for glorious 
red grapefruits the size of bowling 
balls, and I have to avert my eyes in 
the juice aisle at the grocery store as I 
walk past those gorgeous shiny jugs of 
delicately pink grapefruit juice. 

Why do I deny myself such a won­
derful, healthful treat? Here's the 
problem: I take cholesterol medicine. 

In case you don't get the connec­
tion, here's the whole sad tale in a nut­
shell: Grapefruit contains natural 
compounds called furanocomarins 
(thankfully known as "FCs" for short). 
Those FCs can inhibit the enzymatic 
activity responsible for the body's 
ability to metabolize certain pre­
scribed medication -- in other words, 
the body's ability to take up more of 
the medication in the bloodstream and 
get the most good out of it. 

"Aha!" I hear you· saying, "But I 
don't take cholesterol medication." 
But you still may not be off the hook, 
because there's a wide range of med­
ications that FCs can affect: medicines 

• for allergies, abnormal heart rhythm, 
depression, hypertension, infections 
and heart disease. I'm not saying 
grapefruit juice wreaks havoc on 
every medication used to treat every 
one of these problems -- but if you're 
not sure about your medication, it 
might be worth checking with your 
doctor. 

I didn't find out about this little 
twist on the grapefruit tale until a 
friend of mine underwent a heart 
transplant. He mentioned in passing 
that he'd had to give up grapefruit 
juice because of its possible interfer­
ence with some of the double-handful 
of drugs that he now has to take every 
day, for the rest of his life, to ensure 
that his body's own immune system 
doesn't reject his new heart as an 
"invader." 

Not all FCs are bad news. In fact, 
FCs are really just phytochemicals 
commonly found in plants, and two of 
the best known are vitamins C and E 
(both of which I pop every day, as a 
matter of routine). 

So where's the good news in this 
story? Here it is: Two Agricultural 
Research Service (ARS) scientists in 
Florida have found that fungi could 
help solve this problem of grapefruit 
compound complications. The scien­
tists began their study using a fungus 
called Aspergillus niger to bind and + break down the FCs in grapefruit 
juice. 

• 

It seems that grapefruit juice con­
tains three main FCs. The ARS scien­
tists found that A. niger either binds 
up these FCs or uses enzymes to break 
them down into other products. The 
enzymatic inactivation of these com­
pounds could be a means of eliminat­
ing them from commercial grapefruit 
juice, so work is under way to identi­
fy these specific enzymes in A. niger. 

In case you're wondering about 
whether we're trading the devil we 
know for the devil we don't know, A. 
niger is one of the most common 
species of the fungal genus 
Aspergillus, and yes, it can cause 
black mold on certain fruits and veg­
etables, but it's not a known culprit in 
human disease. 

The scientists went a bit further 
afield and tried putting edible fungi 
(that's mushrooms to us) in the grape­
fruit JUice. They found that when they 
dried and pulverized morel, oyster and 
even everyday button mushrooms and 
added the mushrooms to grapefruit

Record number of Americans go hungry 
WASHINGTON, D.C. - More 

than one in seven, or 14.6 percent of 
American households, suffered from 
food insecurity in 2008, according 
to the most recent data on hunger 
released Nov. 16 by the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture. The 3.5 
percentage point increase from 2007 
is the largest one-year increase since 
the USDA first began publishing 
data in 1998. 

"The data released today is not 
surprising," said Bread for the 
World president David Beckmann. 
"What should really shock us is that 
almost one in four children in our 
country lives on the brink of 
hunger." According to the report, in 
2008, 16.7 million children, or 22.5 
percent, were food insecure - 4.3 
million more than the year before 
"We must make serious progress 
against child hunger when Congress 

renews child nutrition programs 
next year," Beckmann continued. 

The most recent data was 
released just as Agriculture 
Secretary Vilsack testifies before the 
Senate about the administration's 
priorities for reauthorization of child 
nutntwn programs. President 
Barack Obama set the ambitious but 
achievable goal of ending child 
hunger by 2015, and Vilsack is 
charged with making it a reality. 

Beckmann pointed to skyrocket­
ing unemployment and SNAP par­
ticipation as a barometer of food 
security. "With millions of 
Americans losing their jobs, partici­
pation in SNAP has reached record 
levels as more families are in need 
of food assistance," he said. More 
than 36 million people, half of them 
children, received SNAP benefits in 
August 2009 - a 24 percent 

increase since the same time last 
year. 

"Child hunger is not just a casu­
alty of the recession. It was a prob­
lem before the recession, and unless 
we take the necessary steps, kids 
will continue to suffer after the 
economy recovers," Beckmann said. 
Even before the recession, 
researchers estimated that nearly 
half of all children, and 90 percent 
of African American children, will 
receive SNAP benefit<; by the age of 
20, according to a study recently 
published in an American Medical 
Association journal. 

"The recession has made the 
problem of hunger worse, and it has 
also made it more visible," 
Beckmann said. "Increased public 
awareness and the administration's 
commitment gives me hope. To end 
hunger, our leaders need to strength-

en nutnt:wn programs and provide 
steady jobs that allow parents to 
escape the cycle of poverty and feed 
their families for years to come." 

The job-creating potential of 
"greening" the U.S. economy is the 
subject of Bread for the World 
Institute's 2010 Hunger Report: A 
Just and Sustainable Recovery, 
which will be released on November 
23. The report explores how the 
worst recession in 75 years can be 
the catalyst for a historic shift in the 
economy that creates sustainable 
opportunities for low-income 
Americans to work their way out of 
poverty and provide for their fami­
lies.

The coins worth is detennined 
by the rarity and the grade. Old silver 
dollars are worth a great premium 
right now even well worn heavy 
cir(:ulated ones are bringing good 
premiwns. Franklin and Kem1edy 
halves. Washing ton quarters, 
Mercury and Roosevelt dimes are 
aU worth many times the fuce value. 
While older types like Seated Liberty; 
Standing Liberties. and Barber coins 
are worth even more. 

Gold coins are rea]lv worth a 
lot riJ:,rhl now according• to Brian 
Eades of the International Collectors 
Association. This cotmtry didn't slart 
minting (:oins until 1792 says Eades. 
Before that people would trade 
goods using gold dust and nuggets. 
Sotne shop keepers would take more 
gold than needed to pay for items 
purchased. There was no un1form 

system of making change. 
The govemment opened the first 
mint.c; and began di!.iributing the 
coins in 1792. By the beginning of 
the 19th century coins and paper 
currency were wide spread and our 
monetary system was here to stay. In 
1933 Roosevelt required all banking 
institutions to tum in all gold c-oins. 

Once all banks turned in this gold 
the president raised the gold standard 
from $20.00 per ounce to $33.00 
per ounce. This was his way of 
stimulating the economy during the 
great depression. However gold coins 
were never redistributed ailer the 
recall. Not all gold coins were turned 
in. Many folks during that time didn '1 
completely trust the government and 
choose to keep their gold. 

These gold coins are sought 
after collectors today and bring many 
times the face value. Any gold coins 
with the mint marks of CC, D or 0 
wil.l bring nice premiums. Collectors 
at the event will be glad to show 
you where to look. Other types of 
coins will ~1so be purchase including 
toreign coins, Indian head cents, two 
cent pieces, half dimes, three cent 
-pieces and huffalo nickels to name a 
few. 

Collectors warn people against 
trying to clean their CQins as 
sibrni.ficant damage can be done and 
the coins value lessened.
