Just over two weeks into 
cleanup efforts after the worst ice 
storm in the state's history swept 
through the region, a comparative 
burst of high winds and pounding 
rains rolled through the area early 
Wednesday evening. 

The results were widespread 
wind damage to many locations, 
with Floyd. Johnson, Pike, Martin 
and Magoffin counties taking hard 

hits. 
According to the National 

Weather Service in Jackson. the 
area measuring the strongest gusts 
of wind across the state was record­
ed at Big Sandy Regional Airport in 
nearby Martin County. There. wind 
gusts peaked at 71 mile an hour at 
just after 5 p.m. 

It was around this time when 
most residents said they first took 
notice of the storm. 

Retired dentist and Prestonsburg 
resident Garland Godsey said he 

heard noise from the storm at about 
5 p.m. and went into his back yard 
to in pect. 

''When I got out here, I first saw 
our patio furniture moving all over 
the place,'' Godsey said, pointing to 
a debris riddled section of patio just 
to the lett of the swimming pool in 
his back yard on South Arnold 
Avenue. "The gla ·s top from the 
table had come loose and went into 
the pool, so I got in there and got it

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Wellness plan 
up for b~ard 
consideration

PRESTONSBlTRG - Administrators with 
the Floyd County Board of Education are 
preparing to present a recommendation to the 
school board later this month that would better 
organize the district's goal of making students 
more healthy. 

The recommendation will be for guidelines 
in developing the Nutrition, Health and 
Physical Activity Plan for the upcoming 2009-
1 0 school year. 

The school ystem's committee on health, 
nutrition and physical activity met several 
times during the last school year and came 
away with the establishment of a physical fit­
ness assessment took for grades K-12, accord­
ing to Pete Grigsby Jr., assistant superintend­
ent. 

The committee was first formed some 
even years ago under the guidance of then­

superintendent Dr. Paul Fanning. something 
that enabled the school district to "get ahead of 
the game," Grigsby said. 

"We started looking at this years before 
Senate Bill 172," Grigsby said yesterday. 

Senate Bill 172 requires that schools devel­
op plans by which students receive education 
instruction in regard to nutrition, are provided 
adequate physical activity opportunities and 
by which vending machine programs are 
restructured. 

Local hospital , health departments and 
extension offices have worked closely with 
school personnel and administrators since pas­
sage of Senate Bill 172 in 2006, Grigsby said. 

Part of the process for Floyd County 
schools. and other districts around the state, is 
to gather data from individual schools to be 
assessed for upcoming activities. 

For the upcoming year, one model plan that 
was used by a few county schools this past 

• . year, could now be required for all schools. 
The physical education and classroom 

teacher developed and established baselines 
for all students to measure growth in physical 
fitness and health. Also, the Presidential 
Physical Fitness Test, the model by which a 
few chool u ed last year, will be recom­
mended to the school board as the guideline 
for all schools in the county, Grigsby said. 
Teachers who had used this model in past 
years will train those in chools which could 
oon be using the same guideline. 

In a recent wellness report, statistics 
showed that some 167 student at 
Prestonsburg High School participated in the 
2008 fall assessment. The assessment saw stu­
dents walking and running, while also engag­
ing in push-ups and curl-ups, all of which was 
recorded and stated for study. 

Some ifi!provement Grig by reports for the 
2008-09 school year under the wellness plan 
were that vending machine snacks that did not 
meet federal and state guidelines were removed 
and that healthy snacks are now offered to stu­
dents in most of the schools, all part of the 
nutrition-related efforts of the wellness plan. 

Grigsby said yesterday that what area is 
given attention annually is based on study of 
the repor"..s and determining where the greatest 
needs are for students 

·•If the board approves the recommenda­
tion, then this will give more meaning to the 
data and a sist in more comprehensive testing 
of physical attribute . . " Grigsby said. 
"Everybody agreed that we needed a standard.

Jones aims to toughen child predator law 
If Increasing Kentucky's 

cigarette tax saved just 

one child, it would be 

worth it. 

FRANKFORT - Senator 
Ray S. Jones ll. D-Pikeville. 
continues his fight against 
child predators with a bill that 
broadens Kentucky' sex 
offender taws, increases penal­
lies for abusers. and establish­
es a classification system for 
offenders. 

The legislation will amend 
current laws to include preda­
tory activity involving the 
Internet. identification of elec­
tronic identities by ex offend­
er registrants. and the use of 
GPS monitoring. The law also 
establi hes a three-tiered clas­
sification for sex oiTenders that 
follows the federal Adam 
Walsh Act that assigns to each 
registrrull a colot ba ed on the 
offense. 

"The lhree-tien.!d classli'ica­
tion will allow parents to dis­
cern tmmediately if an offend­
er is also a child predator." said 
Senator Jones. who serves on 
the Senate Judiciary 
Commillee. 

Senate Bill 57 amends or 
further defines current legisla­
tion as follows: 

• Amends the unlawful use 
of electronic means to induce a 
minor to engage m sexual or 
other prohibited activities hy 
allowing prosecution for the 
sendmg of unlawful communi­
cations to any individual the 
person believes is a minor. 

• Defines stalking to 
include electronic activity. 

• Amends pornography 
laws to include live illlage~ 

transmitted over the Interne!. 
• Amends the sex offender 

registration law to include 
whether a person rs subject to 

GPS-bascd monitoring. 
• Amends the sex offender 

rcgislration Jaw to require a 
new photo whenever there is a 
substantial change in appear­
ance. 

• Requires the Justice and 
Pubhc Safety Cabinet to verify 
electronic Identity or online 
membership information at 
least once every 90 days. 

• Provide. a searchable 
database that lists electronic 
idenrity of offenders. In addi­
tion, offenders will he listed m 
a three-tiered classification 
system that will alert the pub­
he to thL! type of offense com­
mitted 

• Adds "cybcr harassmc.rn" 
to the current harassment and 
harassing communications 
statute. 

• Requires courts and U1c 
parole board to order mandato­
ry GPS monitonng of lifetime 
registrants for the duration of 
that person's probation. shock 
probatwn or other form of 
conditional rclea~c or parole. 
The registrant would be 
responsible for the cmt . 
Tampering wtth the equipment 
would be a Class D fdony. 

• Require · forleiture of 
personal property used in con­
nection wilh or acquired a-, a 
result or a violation or li~ted 
offenses. 

• Requir<1. lhe tudy of the 
implementation of the federal 
Adam Wal~;h Child Protection 
and Safety Act of 2006 in 
Kentucky. 

"As a parent, I an1 con­
cerned about the child predator· 
that livt:s next door 'or l_!own 
the block. but l an1 also con­
cerned aboul the predator that 
i usmg the Inkmct to lure 
children." said Senator Jones. 
"More children are communi­
cating via the Imemct. and 
websites such a~ rnyspaee.com 
make it ea~y for predator to 
become any Identity they want 
to assume to eatll the trust of 
innocent ch1ldrcn." 

During lhc 2007 session. 
· th~; senator sponsored legisla­

tion. which made Kentucky's 
sex offender laws among the 
toughest in the nation. With 
the pa~sage of Senate Bill 65. 
Kentucky became one of the 
first states to rcquirc com 1cted 
sex offenders to rcgL ter U1cir 
online identities.

Faustian bargain 

The American pastime has taken another devastating 
blow with the revelation of steroid use by New York 
Yankees lugger Alex Rodriguez, the upposcdly clean hit­
ting machine who was counted on to reclaim the port's 
revered career home run record from surly alleged cheater 
Barry Bond . 

Rodriguez at lea t admit to past tran gressions .. kipping 
the eva ion of such highly suspected fellow uper tars as 
Bonds, Roger Clemens, Mark McGwire, Sammy Sosa and 
Rafael Palmeiro. But this may not rcf1ect strength of char­
acter so much as the awareness that he probably would be 
forced by Congress to repeat his denials under oath and risk 
facing perjury inquiries like Bonds and Clemens. 

However, it's time that someone be ides players faced 
tough questions under oath. Our list tarts with Ba cball 
Commissioner Bud Selig. The fact is, the cheaters are only 
a symptom of ba eball's core problem: the refusal of Selig. 
team owners and the players union to do anything to stop 
the steroid invasion, which began in the mid-1990 . 

Instead, they all welcomed the fan-pleasing, money-gen­
erating home nm barrage by players mysteriously fortified 
with 25 pounds of new mu cle. After the 1994 season was 
canceled at it midpoint due to labor trife, the sport wa. 
reeling. Then it was steroids to the rescue. Baseball only 
fully recovered iA 1998, during McGwire's and Sosa's epic 
battle to set a new ingle- eason home run record. 

Selig led the cheering. Three years later, when Bonds 
broke McGwire's mark, the comrniss10ner was nowhere to 
be found. Bonds' feats were simply too extraordinary­
and his phy ical transformation too extreme- for the com­
missioner to pretend everytl1ing was on thl.! up and up. 

Still, Selig did nothing. It wa not until Congress shamed 
ba eball into action in 2005 that the port fmally took 
teroids eriou ly. 

So while we encourage fans to feel outraged and 
betrayed as still more stars are revealed as cheats in coming 
weeks and months, they should keep things in perspective. 
By looking the other way when steroid took over his sport, 
Selig effectively gave players a huge financial incentive to 
cheat 

And they did. Boy. they did.

The bicentennial 

of the other 
anti-slavery hero

Feb. 12 mark tht: bicentennial 
ann1ver ary of the birth of two great 
men who were in trumcntal in eradi­
cating slavery. One, of cour ·e. is 
Abraham Lincoln. The other: Charles 
Darwin. 

Charles Darwin? Yes. Through hi 
~tudies on evolution, Darwin made a 
great scientific contribution toward 
equalizing the playing tield between 
blacks and whites. He abhorred slav­
ery. and v.hilc slave owner. of his day 
contended that blacJ..s and '~hites were 
completely diffen:nt races, with 
whites being superior, he belie.,ed 
they belonged to the same human 
family. Slavery wa a 'sin' in hi 
mind, and aboli hing it became his 
·sacred cau e'. as cience hi torians 
Desmond & Moore point out 1n a 
recent Darwin biography. 

So, Darwin ·s desire to prove the 
wrong-headedness of slm er) propo­
nent moved him toward the study of 
evolutionism. He wa · certain that with 
meticulous. length) research and by 
extending the Idea throughout the ani­
mal kingdom. he could lind the evi­
dence for I11S theory that all race. 
share a common ancestry. 

Charles Darwin was one of si.x 
children born to wealth) Englt. h 
phyc;ician. Robert Darwin. and his 
wife. Su annah Wedgwood. At ix­
teen. he wa'> scm to study mcdtcine at 
the University of Edinburgh. but after 
the first year his tnterest wandered 
from medicine to natural history. He 
started teaming about marine inverte­
brates and how to classif) plants when 
his di approving father sent him to 
Christ's College, hoping he would 
become an Anglican par on. Again. 

Darwin gravitated toward natural his­
tory and developed an ardent interest 
in entomology (insect study) and 
botany (plant study) but he also got 
his degn;e in Divinity. 

rn the summer of hts 22nd year. 
Darwin was invited. at the recommen­
dation of his botanist mentor John 

'Henslov., to tra~el as ·gentleman nat­
urali f on the H\1S Beagle. a Bdti~b 
ship commi ·sioned to map coastal 
South America. He accepted the invi­
tation with his father's reluctant bless­
ing and set sail on a 5-year explorato­
ry tour of the Galapagos 1 land , off 
Ecuador's Pacific coast. 

It took Darwin 23 years after that 
famous joumey to fmally arrive at and 
publish his evolution theory. Within 
that period. he wrote in minute detail 
about the geology of the Galapagos 
and his observations of the diverse 
plants and aruma! he'd seen there. 
comprehensively studied and docu­
mented the behavior of•earthworms 
and their importance to oil. and cbm­
pletcd a 4-volume treati. e on the 
behavtor of banwcle . a work of . ome 
20 )ears. The treatise alone gained 
him immense respt:ct within the scien­
tific community and an honorary 
mernber.-hip in London's prestigiou 
Royal Academ) of Sciences ... all 
without formal scientific training. The 
expans•ve understanding he gained 
about these organisms became the 
basis for ideas he developed imo his 
theory of evolution b} natural selec­
tion. · 

Darnin'-; seminal publication, On 
the Origin of Species by Means of 
Natuml Sc:l~::ction and the Preservation 
of FaYourcd Race'> in the truggle for 
Life, published 150 year- ago, 
reH~aled ht~ ent1re theory. Although 
met with scorn and outrage from the 
Clerg}, scientists v.elcomed it, for 
man) had already been working along 
• imilar lines for decades. Indeed, the 
u.lcas of Malthus (", truggle for 
Ext tence"). Herbt:rt Spencer 
("Survival of the fittest"). Alfred

Wallace (coined "Natural Selection"), 
and, especially. Charles Lyell, whose 
"Princi pies of Geology" proved. 
through fossil and geologic records, 
that Earth was much older than previ­
ously thought, all gave Darwin the 
needed courage to publish his theoret­
ical conclusion . 

I Tn ni 73 years. through intense sci-
entific obsen·ation and documenta­
tion. Charles Darwin brought together 
concepts about Nature that had been 
hitherto elusi' e. Following On the 
Origin of Species, he crammed into 
his remru.ning 23 years no less than 
eleven major natural history studie 
on an amazingly wide range of topics: 
insect fertilization of orchids. varia­
tion of plants & animals under domes­
tication, emotional expression of man 
& an•mals, movement & habit of 
climbing plants. cross- and self-fertil­
ization in plants, and the formation of 
vegetable mold through the action of 
worms. ln all, he left the world with 
over 27 publi hed works of mammoth 
proportion and two autobiographies. 

The work that will ever be best 
associated with this great naturalist. 
however. is hi extensive research into 
evolution by natural election. As con­
trover ial as it sti II is, it remains the 
mo t referred to tudy in science by 
virtue of il'> technical fastidiousness 
and the wealth of evidence it presents 
in favor of his theory. 

Charles Darwin died on April 19, 
1882 and was buried in London's 
We tminste·r Abbey. (See 
http://www.uc.edu/darn in/ for 
Darwin2009 Bicentennial 
Celebrations in Kentucky and Ohio. 
and http.//www.nature.com/news/spe­
cials/danvin/index.html) for those in 
Great Britain.)

The Colonels return six of 
eight position players, includ­
ing their five top hitters, from a 
team that went 26-27-1 last 
year and finished seventh in 
the OVC. While offensively 
ex-perienced, EKU returns only 
five pitchers from last year' s 
squad and only two of whom 
recorded a win in 2008. Of the 
five returning pitchers, none 
recorded more than 30 innings 
of work last year. 

Jacksonville State earned 
five first-place votes and nar­
rowly edged out Eastern 
Illinois (four first-place votes, 
60 points) for first place. 
Austin Peay (48 points), 
Southeast Missouri (42), 
Tennessee Tech (38), Murray 
S,tate (23 ), Morehead State 

(22), Eastern Kentucky (20)

Ottrando, the Colonels' leading 
hitter from a year ago, returns 
for his junior season.

Jayson Langfels. Langfels bat­
ted .304 during his rookie cam­
paign with a team-best .511 
slugging perce ntage and eight 
triples.

Make 
sauce 

Did you know you can make a 
simple sauce in the skillet? 
Honest, this is easy stuff! Just fol­

low these easy 
steps ... 

Let's pre­
tend for a 
moment, 
you've just 
sauteed some 
chicken and 
veggies. The 
chicken is 
nicely cooked 

Leanne Ely as are your 
veggies. Pull 

·the chicken and veggies from the 
pan and place on a warm plate and 
keep warm (I turn my oven on to 
the lowest temp and then put a 
very loose foil tent "hat" on top of 
what I just sauteed. I don't tuck 
the sides of the foil in; just let it 
rest on top to preserve the heal If 
you tuck it all in, it will steam and 
lose its sau~ed appeal). On the 

a bottom of your pan, you're going 
to see all kinds of browned up 
stuff from the chicken and veggies 
or what I refer to quite often as 
"browned goodie bobs". This is 
concentrated flavor that will make 
for an exquisite sauce. 

To make sauce, you will need 
liquid. I like to add chicken broth 
(adds more flavor and body than 
just plain water). I also might add 
a little wine, depending on what 
I've just cooked. The deal is 
you're going to use the liquid to 
pull the stuff up off the bottom and 
incorporate into the liquid using 
your trusty wire whisk. We talked 
about whisks way back when in 
Chapter TWo when we were dis­
cussing kitchen tools. 

Anyway, you're going to crank 
the heat up somewhat (not too 
high or the liquid will all evapo­
rate too fast) and whisk the bottom 
of the pan like your life depended 
on it. Your liquid will start to turn 
a little brown (from incorporating 
the goodie bobs) and next thing 
you know, you' ll have something 
that starts to look like a sauce 
emerging. Now we're cooking! 
Isn't this the coolest?? When I 
made my first sauce like this, I felt 
like I could do anything in the 
kitchen. It's really that empower­
ing, really! 

At this point, you may have 
enough liquid, too much liquid or 
not enough. The remedies are sim­
ple-if it's just dght, pull it from 
the heat, arrange your chicken and 
veggies on a serving plate and 
pour a portion of the sauce over 
the top. If you have too much liq 
uid, then you will bring your sauce 
down to a simmer (see below for a 
detailed explanation of a what 
simmer should look like) and let 
the sauce reduce via evaporation. 
Now if you let it reduce a lot, 
you 'll make your sauce instead 
into a reduction (see below for 
more of a detailed explanation), 
which is just really a concentrated 
sauce and for our purposes right 
now, you don't need to go there. If 
you don't have e nough liquid, then 
add just a little more chicken broth 
(or your liquid of choice) and 
whisk away till you get the desired 
consistency. 

Whew! There you have :it, 
Saute 101, complete with a lovely 
sauce. How's that for an explana­
tion? Are you feeling good about 
yow- skillet now? I hope so! Have 
FUN!

Class helps older _drivers keep up to date

MCDOWELL- "The roads aren't 
the same as they were 15 years ago, .. 
Jeff Sizemore, highway safety plan­
ner with the Big Sandy Area 
Development District, told a crowd of 
seniors gathered at the McDowell 
Senior <::Hizens Center on Thursday. 

Sizemore spoke to the seniors as 
part of a mature driver presentation 
aimed at educating drivers 55 and 
older. The event was organized by the 
Kentucky Transportation Cabinet 
Office of Highway Safety and the Big 
Sandy ADD. 

"We want to help tl1e drivers brush 
up on their driving skills and make 
them aware of all the distractions, like 
cell phones, that other drivers have 
now," Sizemore said. 'We hope to 
make them better defensive drivers 
and e ncourage them not to take 
chances or put themselves in danger­
ous situations." 

According to a release from the 
Kentucky Transportation Cabinet, ttte 
purpose of the presentation was to, 
''educate maturing drivers about safe­
ty issues affecting them. Older drivers 
have fewer collisions because they 
drive less anp at less dangerous times, 
however, when they're in a crash it 
can be very serious. According to the 
AAA Foundation for Traffic Safety, in 
a two-car fatal collision where one 
driver is 65 or older. the older driver 
is 3.5 times more likely to be killed." 

Loretta Bolin. who turns 70 next 
week, is one of the many seniors who 
drive themselves to the McDowell 
Senior Citizens Center on a regular 
basis. 

Loretta Bolin, 70, enjoys the freedom that driving provides to her. Bolin attended the mature driver presentation 
at the McDowell Senior Citizens Center on Thursday. 

''I love the freedom of being able 
to drive where I want to,'' Bolin said. 
''I'rn70·years-old and proud ot it." 

As part of the presentation. 
Sizemore showed avid o and handed 
out brochures to the seniors in atten­
dance, with some of the handouts ask­
ing them to evaluate their own driving 
skills.
