Jail drug program
funded through 2010

PRESTONSBURG = Several
inmates graduated from sub-
stance abuse programs at the
Floyd County Detention Center
Thursday afternoon, a trend that
will continue through funding
that has been secured through
2010, said Jailer Roger Webb,

“This is something that is edu-
cational for their future absti-
nence from drug abuse,” Webb
said of the four inmates finishing
a six-month program provided by
WestCare pilot program director
Paula Johnson and an additional
seven inmates who graduated
from a 12-week program instruct-
ed by Tommy Nelson.

Webb said there is a clear need
for substance abuse programs
that becomes apparent with even
a cursory glance at the statistics
over the past year.

Through all of 2008, 155
inmates were housed at the Floyd

County Detention Center. Of

those, 54 percent were directly
connected to  drug-related
charges. A more alarming statistic
reveals that some 95 percent of
those inmates were indirectly
connected to  drug-related

charges.

“Substance abuse recovery is
a long process and they have to
have guidance and instructions
along the highway to accomplish-
ing abstinence from drugs,”
Webb said. “The longer we can
keep a person in the program, the
more successful that person will
Des

The program will be secure
through 2010 with $276,000 in
funding, according to Webb.

Johnson said that since begin-
ning in 2006, 81 inmates have
taken part in the program.

“We target state inmates that
have a history of substance abuse
or have been convicted of a drug-
related charge,” Johnson said just
before Thursday’s graduation.
“The program has been very suc-
cessful and state officials hope to
expand them throughout the state
to at least reach more regional

jails.”

Johnson is one of only two
directors of pilot programs in the
state. The other is in neighboring
Pike County.

And during a time when over-
crowded jails are a statewide con-
cern, the program, along with

. other alternatives, serves a dual

purpose in helping lessen that

load, according to Webb.
“Without the cooperation of
our: judges and prosecutors and
public defenders looking into
these matters of early release and
home incarceration, our jail
would probably be looking at
housing 200 inmates a day here
with only 102 beds,” Web said.
Johnson agrees, saying jails
are currently “backed up with
people who need treatment.”
There are currently 14 pro-
grams such as WestCare’s across
the state, with the two pilot pro-
grams in Floyd and Pike under-
way to gauge the success rate for
plans to expand that number.
And concentrating on treating
inmates struggling with sub-
stance abuse will not only help
those individuals in their person-
al lives, but will also translate to
less crime, according to Webb.
“Drug and alcohol abuse is a
disease, not a crime,” said Webb,
“And that disease leads to the
crime.”

Mine fined
for ‘reckless’
violation

WHITESBURG - A Letcher County coal mine
has been issued a civil penalty for failing to follow
an approved roof control plan.

CSA Mining’s Number 2 Mine located in
Whitesburg is now facing a fine of $147,300 for
what the U.S. Department of Labor has described as
“a flagrant violation™ they say could have led to a
collapsed roof at that location.

“Roof collapses in underground coal mines are a
leading cause of serious injury and death,” said
Richard E. Stickler, acting assistant secretary of
labor for mine safety and health, “It is unacceptable
that a mine operator would cut corners on safety
measures set up to maintain roof control.”

On July 7, Mine Safety and Health
Administration (MSHA) inspectors issued the mine
operator an “‘unwarrantable failure order” for a
“reckless disregard” to comply with approved plans
for roof control.

Specifically, the citation pointed out that although
the plan stipulated that roof bolts be at least 60 inch-
es, the bolts at CSA’s Letcher mine were “altered” to
36 inches. These bolts were installed for primary
support, federal officials said.

In addition, 24 of the 62 altered roof bolts were
also not properly installed, said Department of Labor
spokesperson Amy Louviere in a statement issued

AG settles with Dell, Dell Financial Systems over

FRANKFORT — Attorney
General Jack Conway. along
with the attorneys general of
33 other states, announced
this week an agreement with
Dell Inc. and its subsidiary,
Dell Financial Services LLC,
resolving an investigation
into, linancing promoltions,
rchate offers, technical sup-
port and repair policies.

Under the agreement filed
in Franklin Circuit Court,
Dell and Dell Financial
Services admit no wrongdo-
ing but agree to pay $1.5 mil-
lion in restitution to cligible
consumers who file claims
postmarked by April 13. Dell
will also pay an additional
$1.85 million to the states lor
reimbursement of legal costs
and other expenses, ol which
Kentucky will receive

$46,667. Decll cooperated
fully with the attorneys gener-
al during their investigation.

*This agreement will pro-
vide restitution to consumers
who were promised one price
and charged another and il
will ensure that Dell delivers
on promises to provide quali-
ty customer service.” General
Conway said. “The agreement
also requires prompt distribu-
tion of promised rebates and
timely disclosures (o cus-
tomers about their computer
purchase financing, so they
will know the cxact terms of
the deal.”

The multistate investiga-
tion looked into Dell’s sales
practices aller customers
complaincd about an array of
issues. Some applied for zero-
percent [inancing, then were

charged higher interest rates.
Others had trouble obtaining
warranty scrvice on their Dell
computers, or said they never
received promised rebates.
Under the settlement, Dell
agreed to the following:

Outsmarted

It was not lost on anyone that the president-elect of the United
States, riding the crest of his popularity, and the Democratic lcader-
ship of the U.S. Senate were outsmarted last week by a state politician
who won his last election almost 20 years ago.

When and if Roland Burris claims the Senate scat [rom Illinois for-
merly occupied by Barack Obama, it will represent the greatest climb-
down by an incoming president since Sam Nunn turned Bill Clinton
around on the issuc ol gays in the military at the start of Clinton's [irst
term.

Fortunately for Obama, the voters are much more concerned with
the cconomy and Obama's effort to [ix it than they arc with the
infighting over the lllinois Senate seat.

But politicians keep score on each other all the time. And, after a
ncar-perlect month of transition operations, Obama has stumbled
twice in two weeks, first being caught unaware by the investigation of
New Mexico Gov. Bill Richardson, his choice for commerce secre-
tary, and then being outmancuvered by Burris and his tawdry sponsor,
Illinois Gov. Rod Blagojevich.

There are lessons for Obama in both incidents, starting with the
importance of really knowing the other players in the game. Obama
has had such a rapid rise in national politics that there are many key
figures in both parties he barely has had time to size up.

But Richardson was a [amiliar [cllow traveler on the 2007-08 pres-
idential campaign trail, and Obama should have known that there
were reports of a grand jury investigation of pay-for-play in New
Mexico.

As for Blagojevich, Obama had to know, from his years in
Springfield and Chicago, about the governor's tawdry and ruthless
reputation. But Obama seriously underestimated him.

Harry Reid, the Senate majority leader, got all 50 members of his
caucus to sign a statement vowing they would never accept a Senate
appointee [rom Blagojevich's tainted hands, alter prosccutors had pub-
lished excerpts of wiretaps in which the governor had salivated
obscenely over the way he could cash in on Obama's Senate vacancy.

Obama personally endorsed that hard-line stand against scating
anyone "tainted" by Blagojevich, issuing a statement that backed Reid
and the others. But Burris was no more impressed than Blagojevich
had been.

When the governor called the senators’ bluff, Burris launched a
public relations blitz on television, insisting that it would be unfair to
punish him [or the governor's alleged sins. Ignored for the moment
was the fact that Burris had been rejected by the voters in three
straight Illinois Democratic gubernatorial races and in onc primary [or
mayor of Chicago. Had the Democratic-controlled Legislature ordered
a special election, the odds against Burris would have been enormous.

But Burris' cgo is limitless. And it turncd out that Reid had, once
again, failed to do his homework or line up his votes. When Chicago
black congressman Bobby Rush played the race card, questioning
why anyonc would stand in the way of Burris succeeding Obama as
the lone African-American senator, you could feel a wave of anxiety
go through Democratic ranks.

Soon, Sen. Dianne Feinstein, D-Calil., the oulgoing chairman of
the Rules Committee and a potential candidate for California governor
next year, publicly called on Reid to relent. The Congressional Black
Caucus weighed in on Burris' behall. By the time Burris sat down
with Reid and Majority Whip Dick Durbin of Hlinois, the fight was
effectively over and Burris was gracious about accepting their surren-
der. Obama conceded as well, saying that if the Scnale scated Burris,
"then I'm going to work with Roland Burris just like | work with all
the other senators."

Obama justiliably {igured that Burris was not worth a knockdown
fight when he has so many bigger battles ahead of him. But the lesson
that other politicians have drawn is that Obama might not always be
able (o count on his congréssional allics and they may not be able to
count on him. That is not the way he wanted to begin.

A weight-loss
plan for the new

Al this time of year, millions of
Americans are hoping the new
administration will solve our seem-
ingly intractable problems at home
and abroad. Millions are also hoping
to lose weight in the new year. The
two are not unrelated.

Over the past three decades, obe-
sity has increased among all seg-
ments of the population, in the
United States and abroad. Obesity is
now recognized as the fuel behind
many major hecalth problems and a
significant cause ol increasing health
carc ufilization and health carc costs.

The efforts of the last eight years
have been largely cducational: tell
people they should lose weight, eat
more nutritiously, exercise more and
hope. It has not worked. Other than
surgery, nothing works very well (o
lose significant amounts for a long
period of time.

If we do not know how to truly
prevent obesity or create a long term

trcatment, what should a new admin-

istration do? It should do the next
best thing: [ocus on how (o create the
conditions where it is more likely
than nol that we will find effective
strategics for prcvention and ftreat-
ment in the luture. So here are three
idcas for the new administration.
First, the president-elect’s no-
sweets-heavy-cxeréisc regimen,
while admirable, is no substitute for

Federal efforts show
little outcome because no one is in
charge of coordinating rescarch, pre-
vention and treatment of obesity.

Better rescarch is the sine qua non -

Perhaps 90
percent of what we know about obe-
sity has been learned since the dis-
covery of leptin in 1994. Too many
pcople belicve that we know cvery-
thing we need to know about obesity
and do not need any more research.
That's not true. A great deal is known
bul there are many more questions
than answers. Scicntific credibility
on issues around body weight is sore-
ly nceded. Every hour on television
another weight loss program or prod-
uct is hyped as being bascd on doc-
tor’s advice or scientific study. What
can help on both [ronts is for the
administration to create & National
Institute of Obesity Research at the
National Institutcs of Health. A new
entity like this can reenergize
rescarchers on ebesity, provide lecad-
ership to other federal agencies,
states and local governments and
provide much needed. focus on the
social and economic impacts of obe-
sity. Furthermore, a director who is
articulate can help lead policymakers
and the public away from harmful
and dangerous products and keep a
focus on developing effective inter-
ventions. A National Institute can
support research on childhood obesi-
ty programs, environmental solutions
and be a locus ol international
efforts.

The NIH bureaucracy opposes
“discase specific” research but their
interests should not trump the public
health needs and the best use of tax-
payer dollars.

Sccond, as part of the health care

S vite i -~ &
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reform package, remove the bias
against drugs lor weight loss in the
Medicaid statutc*® and change the
exclusion of these drugs under
Medicare Part D. There arc foew fans
of pharmaceutical companies in a
Democratic Congress and adminis-

tration and there are even fewer who 5

favor drugs o (reat obesity.
Nonctheless, there is a huge treat-
ment gap. We do not have the drug
treatment options for obesily we have
for high cholesterol, hypertension or
diabetes. Recently, major pharma-
ceutical companics have dropped or
cul back on their programs Lo devel-
op drugs for obcsity. One reason is
that insurance companies . will not
reimburse for most obesity trcat-
ments, including counseling, drugs
and surgery. For the pharmaceutical
industry, 1t just does not make eco-
nomic sense (0 invest in drugs which

were not going to be reimbursed. @

This is where leadership by Medicaid
and Medicare is critical. If these pro-
grams support obesity products, pri-
vatc insurance may follow. A
National Institute of Obesity
Research can help shape clinical tri-
als needed by the FDA and speed the
process along.

Third, look to multiply your
opportunities. For example, you can
usc the public works part of the cco-
nomic stimulus package to construct
ncw gyms in schools, sidewalks,
playgrounds, green spaces and bik-
ing/walking trails Lo encourage more
physical activity.

FRANKFORT — Gov.
Steve Beshear Thursday
announced the formation of a
bipartisan task torce to recom
mend long-term changes to the
Unemployment Insurance (UI)
Trust Fund Lo ensure its long-
term viability. '

Due (0 the enormous
demands of the global cco-
nomi¢ crisis, Kentucky, like
many states, is now depleting

its Ul Trust Fund at an acccler-

aled rate. Kentucky now has
about $50 million in the fund,
which represents a little more
than two wceks of payments
on claims. That's down from
$116 million in December and
$175 million in October, 4
rellection Gov. Beshear said ol
the rapid decline in the nation-
al economy.

Growing number of national faith leaders
say lift economy by raising minimum wage

WASHINGTON, D.C, —
The leaders of 15 denomina-
tions and national laith organ-
izations are among the inap-
gural signers ol Lel Justice
Roll’s letter in support of a
$10 federal minimum wage in
2010. Four. hundred [aith
lcaders from all 50 states have
endorsed $10 in 2010 and
more arc signing on every

day.
Rev. Dr. Sharon E.
Watkins, - General Minister

and President of the Christian
Church (Disciples of Christ),

signed the letter in support of

$10 in 2010, saying,
“National wage policies are
moral documents that cxpress
the values of our country. A
minimum wage closer to a
living wage better retlects our
values.”

Let Justice Roll, a national
faith-community  coalition,
will hold Living Wagce events
on the Martin Luther King
holiday weckend and later in
January as part of the “$10 in
2010” campaign and in sup-
port of state and local living
wage campaigns.

“Well before the recession,
growing numbers of
employed men and women
sought help at food banks and
homeless shelters because
they could not live on poverty
wages,” said Rev. Steve
Copley, chair of Let Justice
Roll. When the federal mini-
murm wagce incrcascd to $6.55
last July, it still left workers
with less buying power Lhan
they had in 1997, at the start
ol the longest period without
a raise since the minimum
wage was enacted in1938.

“Our economy would not
be in such a mess if wages had
not lallen so [lar behind the
cost of living and income
inequality had not grown to

levels last seen on the cve of

the Great Depression,” said

Holly Sklar, scnior policy
adviser for Let Justice Roll
and co-author of A Jusi
Minimum Wage: Good for
‘Workers, Business and Our
Futurc. “As wg¢ arc sceing 50
painfully, an economy fueled
by rising debt rather than ris-
ing wages is a housc of
cards.”

It would take about $10 to
match the buying power of
the 1968 minimum wage.
is immoral that the minimum
wage is worth less now (han
in 1968, the year Dr. Martin
Luther King was killed while
fighting for living wages for
sanitation workers,” said Rev.
Copley. “It's also bad for the
economy. Minimum wage
dollars go right back to local
business through spending on
food, healthcare and other
necessities.”

Most of the 27 stales with
minimum wages higher than
the lederal level have unem-
ployment rates that arc lower
than the federal level.

Congregations and organi-
zations in states such as
Tennessee, Georgia, New
Hampshire, New Jersey,
Hlinois, Ohio, Pennsylvania,
Massachusetls. California,
Oregon, Colorado  and
Oklahoma will hold Living
Wage services and cvents this
month. For example:

B In Nashville, Tenn.,
Christian, Jewish, Muslim
and Unitarian scrvices will be
part of a campaign for a city-
wide living wage ordinance,
and the interfaith coalition
will march in the annual
Martin Luther King Day
parade with signs that say
“Living Wage Was Part of His
Drcam” and “Let Justice

Let Justice Roll is also cur-
rently organizing to raise state
and local minimum wages in
Georgia, Tennessee, New
Jersey and Kansas. Recently,
Let Justice Roll helped work-
ers in Kansas City, KS, more
than double their pay from the
lowest-in-the-US state mini-
mum of $2.65 an hour. And
Let Justice Roll is looking
ahead lo new campaigns in
the South, where so many

workers suffer the hardship of

poverty wages.

Most of the ten occupa-
tions projccted by the Burcau
of Labor Statistics to have the
largest employment growth
during 2006-2016, such as
retail salespersons, last [ood
workers, home health aides
and janitors, have dispropor-
lionate numbers ol minimum
wage workers.

“A job should keep you aul
of poverty, not keep you iniit,”
said Holly Sklar. “The mini-
«mum wage scts the wage
floor, and we cannot build a
strong cconomy on down-
wardly mobile wages and ris-
ing poverly, inequality and
insecurity. As  President
Roosevell understood, we
have to raisc the floor to lift
the economy.”

It was that way for most of

the 90s. The writers’ wing of the
local media had a table that sat in
the end zone near the football
field, and that table rocked.

Our table was also
conveniently located near the
pass gate, meaning every coach
and official who came to the
tournament stopped* by for a
chat.

Coaches being fired, players
transferring and jokes a-plenty
passed by the place Dave Scott,
Ed Taylor and I did what passed
for work. It was a fantastic time
to be a small-town sportswriter.
Officials working games in
progress were even known to
stop by to ask our opinion about
close calls during breaks in play.
It was awesome,

Then, over time, things began
to change. Consolidation cost us
many of our better small-school
teams. Sportswriters, seeking
better pay or following a higher
calling, moved on. A tournament
which once featured all but a
handful of our 15th Region
teams faded to nearly a half-
dozen in time.

With consolidation went the

passion many had, and some of

the better Single-A teams were
lost. Former champion Elkhorn
City was gone, as was powerful
Feds Creek and former finalist
Wheelwright.

About four or five years ago I

went back to the All “A” Classic,
still being played at Pikeville
High School. I was stunned by
what I saw. The old post-season
abandon had been replaced by,
to be honest, disinterest. Hardly
anyone was there. Only one
radio crew was in operation, and
WPRG, and that was about it.

Another thing that started
changing was who was consid-
ered “A” schools. These days,
Shelby Valley and Sheldon
Clark, players of Triple-A foot-
ball, somehow qualify. It steals
some of the thunder.

But someone, somewhere,

Lindley also said that tcam
goals for the coming year fac-
tored into his decision. }

“We're trying to accom-
plish more than the last three
seasons — compete for the SEC
championship, go to another
bowl and win it,” Lindley said.
The art studio major noted that
staying in school will cnable
him complete his degree in
May, with a tentative plan of
going to graduate school or
working toward a second
major in the fall.

Bowl wins in three consec-
utive seasons was something
never done before in the 118-
season history of Wildcal foot-
ball; going to a fourth-straight
bow! would be another
unprecedented feat if the Cats
can reach post-season play in

2009.

Lindley has played a key
role in the accomplishments of
the last three years. He has
started cvery game from 2006-
08, totaling a UK career-
record 34 pass breakups, along
with nine interceptions, sev-
enth-best in school history.

As a junior in the ‘08 sca-
son, Lindley earned second-
tcam All-America honors from
the Walter Camp Football
Foundation, third-tcam All-
America from Phil Steele’s
College Foolball and was a
consensus - first-team All-
Southeastern Conference
choice. He led the team with
four interceptions and 11 pass
breakups while lcading the
SEC in total passes defended
with an average of 1.15 per
game.

Weight-loss berry claiming Oprah endorsement
makes wallets slim and consumers angry, warns BBB

Better Business Burcau is warning consumers to
be wary of online ads relying on celebrity endorse-
ments to sell acai-berry related weight loss prod-
ucts. BBB has received thousands of complaints
{rom consumers nationwide who thought they were
signing up for a free-trial offer of acai berry weight
loss products that were supposedly endorsed by
Oprah, Rachcl Ray and other celebritics; in the end,
the [ree trial cost them, month after month.

The acai berry has been leatured on national TV
shows and praiscd by doctors and cclcbritics for its
high level of antioxidants. Marketing claims about
the acai includc that it fights cancer and aging and
promotes dietary health and weight loss — and
these claims are working, with sales of acai prod-
ucts approaching $15 million last year, up from
$500,000 per year. Producers ol acai berry supple-
ments, juices and tea have been very successful
peddling their goods in ads on the Internet and on
social networking Web sites such as Facchook. In
November alone, more than 1.5 million people
scarched for the term on Google. Online ads and
Web sites often include a photo of a celebrity —
such as Oprah — and claim that she endorses the
acai as a weight loss miracle.

“BBB can’l speak to the reslorative or weight
loss properties of acai-based products, but we are
taking companies (o lask for their misleading sales
and marketing practices,” said Charlic Mattingly,
president and CEO of the BBB in Louisyille.
“Many businesses across the country are using the

" same selling model for their acai products: they lure

customers in with celebrity endorsements and free
trial offers, and then lock them in by making it

extremely difficult to cancel the automatic delivery
of more acai products every month.”

Following arc two companics that cxemplify
dozens of other businesses operating nationwide
that sell acai-related items with a similar sales
model:

M BBB serving Fort Worth recently received a
large volume of complaints against FX
Supplements.com, a Web site selling products such
as Acai Berry Maxx and Maxx Slim Hoodia. The
company offers a risk-frec trial of their products for
the cost of shipping and handling. However. il con-
sumers do not cancel within the trial period they are
sent additional bottles every month and are billed
$85.90. Complaints show that the trial period fluc-
tuates between 10 and 14 days from when the con-
sumer requesled the [ree trial-not [rom when they
received the product.

Complainants stated they had difficulty cancel-
ing their subscription; some made numerous calls to
the phone number listed, found the number oul of
service, continually busy or were sent to voicemail.
Complainants also had a difficult tume canceling

-

their subscription via the e-mail provided. In some

cases the e-mail address did not work or the com-
plainant continued to be billed even aller multiple
e-muils. Several customers reported that they were
forced (o close down bank accounts and cancel
credit cards to stop recurring charges.

W In the last 12 months, the BBB serving
Central, Northern and Western Arizona has
received more than 1,400 complaints for a compa-
ny called Central Coast Nutraccuticals which oper-
ates several Web sites selling acai, hoodia and male

" enhancement products. The company uses Oprah-

endorsements of the acai berry in ads touting its
weight-loss benefits and offers a free wial of acai-
related products including supplements and tea.
Due 1o the company’s negalive option, il, aller the
free-trial, the consumer no longer wishes to receive
a monthly supply they must cancel their subscrip-
tion or they will be billed $40'monthly.

The complaints against the company all lell a
similar tale of how dilficult il was to contact the
company and cancel the subscription - including
enduring 75 minutes on hold. Additionally, con-
sumers complain of unauthorized charges on their
credit card or bank accounts for products they did
not order. Central Cost Nutraceuticals has carned an
F grade from BBB for a large volume of unan-
swered and unresolved complaints.

“These companies are simply abusing general
acai berry endorsements [rom well-known, trusted
celebrities by using it as a tacit endorsement of their
company and products specilically,” says
Mattingly. “Consumecrs trust Oprah and unfortu-
nutely, if they are tricked into believing that she is
putting her stamp of approval on a product then
they are definitely more likely to purchase it.”

Before purchasing acai products, BBB recom-
mends checking out the seller first. BBB maintains
a [ree online database with more than (our million
reports  on  businesses  at  www.bbb.org.
Additionally, consumers shopping online should
look for the BBB seal on Web sites and click on the
seal to confirm its legitimacy. And of course, con-
sumers can always contact BBB directly with ques-
tions, concerns and complaints. ’

hearlt muscle cause il to confract a
number of times cach minute. These
contractions can be heard by your doc-
tor through a stethoscope as a “beat,”
and you can sometimes be aware of
them yourself. Each beat is the result
of stimulation by electrical signals that
travel through a specilic pathway in
the heart, This dedicated pathway —
making use ol very specialized heart
muscle tissuc — is called the bundle of
His, pronounced “hiss.”

The bundic of His pathway starts in
the vpper heart chambers, the right

and lell atria, and moves through an
area called the atrioventricular, or AV,
node. From there this specialized
pathway scparaftes into two branches
that go Lo the heart's lower chambers,
or ventricles. The left branch goes to
the left ventricle and the right branch
to the right ventricle. '

A bundle branch block occurs
when one ol the branches ol the bun-
dle of His has been damaged and no
longer transports the electrical impuls-
cs it receives. This causes the ventri-
cles 10 contract in a less coordinated
manner.

A bundle branch block may be
causcd by many things; the most com-
mon one is a heart attack. Enlarged
hearts or inllamed hearls can also
cause a branch to be damaged. Also,
alier hearl surgery, the scarring can
interrupt the impulses in a branch.

Other relatively common causes of a*
BBB include high blood presstre

(hyperiension) or an infection ol the

heart muscle. And, some people are

born with heart abnormalities that

cause problems with onc or more of

the branches.

Most people who have a BBB
don’t know they have it. It 18 com-
monly picked up on a routine EKG
that might be done as part of a workup
for high blood pressure, elevated
lipids or diabetes, When there are
symptoms, they are usually very non-
specific, like fainting, dizziness, or
slow heart rate. So, in general, it's not
considered a dangerous condition.

There is no known freatment for
BBB, but (reating the underlying
cause, when possible, is the place to
start. For instance, il you have high
blood pressure it needs to be brought

under control. Also, some people with
left-sided BBB who develop a severe
slowing of the heart rate known as

« bradycardia need to have a pacemaker

put in. But for most people a lew
lifcstyle adjustments can go a long
way toward preventing heart disease
or the worsening of an cxisting BBB.
These include not smoking, getting
some exercise, keeping your choles-
terol down and your weight under
control.
