SCHIP to 

cover children 
The House of Representatives Yotcd Wednesday to 

expand a key health insurance program for children lhat 
President George W. Bush vetoed twice last year. With less 
than a week len in Bush's term, it is a fitting repudjation of 
the president's misguided health policies. 

No American child. hould grow up without health insur 
ance and the regular medical care it provides. Just as we 

· provide coverage for every elderly American. we also 
should ensure that every child is protected. 

The State Children's Health ln. urance Program. some-
• times called SCHIP. covers about 6 million kids in families 
' that earn too much to qualify for Medicaid but not enough 
: to buy health insurance on their own. 
• The bill appro,•ed by the House on Wednesday would . 

renew their coverage. It also would extend benefits to anoth-
' er 3.5 million children in families earning up to three times 

the federal povcny limit, about $51,500 for a family of 
three. That'. been the eligihility level in Missouri since 
SCHIP was created in 1998. 

Expansion of the program was approved twice by over­
whelming majorities in the House and Senate. It attracted 
support from many leading Republicans. But President Bush 
vetoed it both times. arguing that it was unneeded. 

That wasn't true before last year's economic meltdown. 
It's even less true now, with unemployment reaching levels 
not seen in decade .. 

Some 2.5 million U.S. jobs were lost during 2008, about 
2 million of them in the last four months. For most 
Americans, the los:-. of a job also means the loss of heallh 
insurance coverage -both for the laid-off worker and his 
family. 

Laid-off worker& can choose to continue paying for health 
insurance fmm their employer. butmo'it can't nfford to do 
so. A study released this week found that the cost of that 
continued coverage is equal to more than three-quarters of 
the average unemployment benefit paid to a worker in 
Missouri. 

But co~ering kids is relatively inexpensive. Each child 
enrolled in Mis. ouri's SCRIP program co. ts about $131 a 
month. Most of that money come· from the federal govern­
ment and so-called provider taxc paid by hospitals and 
managed care companies. 

That investment pays off in healthier children who miss 
fewer days of chool and arc better able to learn. 

The Senale. hould quickly fo11ow the House lead and 
ensure that the bill is ready for President-elect Barack 
Obama's signature when he takes office next week.

The 'Rodney Dangerfield' of the weed world

Do you miss Rodney 
Dangerfield? I do! 

You couldn't help but love 
the guy. There he was up on 
stage, tugging at his shirt col­
lar. swearing and rolling his 
eyes; he looked like he was 
having anything but a good 
time. But talk about dedication 
to his job! Take a few minutes 
to read his life story sometime 
on the Internet or anywhere 
el,e, and you'll find out that 
here was a guy who just kept 
gelling up again every time 
Life walloped him. 

Of course. Rodney's trade­
mark line wa . "I don't get no 
respec t! " So naturally, 1 
thought of him when I read 
recently about a particular 
weed c.:alled field pennycress 
that scientists with the 
Agricultural Re earch Service 
(ARS) say could be about to 
get an image make-over, from 
"nasty we~d" to "wonderfuel." 

Yes, you've probably 
guessed it: The ARS scientists 
say that this annual winter 
weed has potential to yield a 
bumper crop of oil-rich seed 
for use in making biodicscl 
and other products, including 
an organic fertilizer and a nat­
ural fumigant. 

Last summer, the ARS sci­
entists entered into a coopera­
tive re earch and development 
agreement (CRADA) with 
Biofue\s Manufacturers of

ended.

Earlier investigation by 
the ARS scientist , also based 
in Peoria. indicated that a in­
gle acre of field pennycres 
can yield up to 2,000 pound 
of seed, and that could poten­
tially translate to 75 to 100 
gallons of b10diesel. Imagine 
that: 100 gallons of biodiesel 
per acre--from a weed! 

Under the CRADA with 
BMJ, the ARS researcher are 
managing a winter crop of 
about I 0 acres of field penny­
ere s, which will be harvested 
late this spring to be followed 
by plantings of oybeans and, 
for the 2010 ummer growing 
season. by com. 

Once the oil's extracted 
from the seeds, a chemical 
reaction called tran ·esterifica­
tion (try saying that fast three 
t1me ; I'm not sure I can say it 
once!) will be u. ed to produce 
biodiesel and glycerin, a 
byproduct that can be used in 
soaps. lotions and other prod­
ucts. 

After the biodiesel is 
refined, it will be tested in 
accordance with industry stan­
dards for performance. The 
researchers will also take a 
close look at the chemical con­
stituents of the leftover seed 
meal, especially substances 
called isothiocyanates, whose

gate the soil, killing certain 
pests there 

This isn't the first time that 
ARS scientists have uncov­
ered the potential of members 
of the pennycress family. A 
few year · back, ARS cientists 
in Maryland--in collaboration 
with university cientist · in the 
United States. Australia and 
New Zealand--showed that 
alpine pennycres can help 
clean up soils contaminated 
with cadmium. 

Cadmium is a naturally 
occurring element that's wide­
ly distributed in the earth's 
cru t. It i, released into the 
environment during mining, 
ore proce sing. and smelting 
of zinc and zinc-lead ore . 
Cadmium is used in metal 
plating, pigments and batter­
Ies. 

Cadmium contamination of 
oil is a worldwide problem, 

especially in Asia's flooded 
soil · where rice is grown. In 
fact, rice grown on those soil. 
can have l 00 times the normal 
level of cadmium. 

A survey in Japan found 
that more than 1.25 million 
acres are high enough in cad­
mium to cause rice to exceed 
the recommended limit on 
cadmium intake by humans. 

But the ARS scientists and 
their university colleagues 
showed that' alpine pennycress 
can actually soak up cadmium 
from the soil, absorbing up to 
about 8,000 parts per million 
in its leaves. They say that har-

vesting the aboveground vege­
tation of alpine pennycress 
makes it possible to gradually 
reduce the soil's cadmium con­
centrations to safe levels. 

And perhaps be t of all, the 
cost of this soil remediation 
method, called phytoextrac­
tion, is only about $250 to 
$1,000 per acre per year. [f 
that ounds a bit "pricey'' to

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Post-crash car checkup is a good idea, even if nothing seems wrong 
by TOM and RAY 

MAGLIOZZI 

Dear Tom and Ray: 
1 live in India, and have a 

question about my father's car 
(he lives in Dubai) He bought 
a new Peugeot 307 m May. It's 
a lovely car. but about a month 
ago we had an accident. A car 
cam~.: up from behind and hit 
our car in the left rear comer. 
We were going around 60 mph 
at th~.: time. The impact was 
quite hard, and our car spun 
around. In the spin, the right 
rear wheel hit the curb. Apart 
from a small dent and some 
scratching on the rim. there 
docs not appear to be any dam­
age. There 1s no noi'e coming 
from the wheel that hit the 
curb. no vibration, and the 
alignment looks fine. It's as if 
nothing had happened. So we 
decided not to take the car to 
the shop for repairs. My ques­
tion is, Could there be any 
damage that has no symp­
toms'7 Should we go to the 
repa1r shop even if nothing 
. eems wrong? - Aniket 

TOM: lt's a good question, 
Aniket. In a sense. you're 
right. If you're experiencing 
no symptoms at all, it'. unlike­
ly that anything major i going 
to fall off. But the answer to 
your general question is: Yes. 
there COULD be damage that 
you can't detect 

RAY: Right I mean. look at 
my brother. He look-. perfectly 
normal. Well. not really. OK, I 
withdraw that analogy, Aniket. 

TOM: You say that the 
alignment looks fine. But if 
the alignment were off by a 
little bit. there's no way you'd 
be able to tell that with the 
naked eye. You wouldn't 
know the alignment was off 
until you noticed that your 
right rear tire was all chewed 
up or was wearing out irregu­
larly in a couple thousand 
miles. 

RAY. Right. It's possible 
that a control arm or trailing 
arm. or some other rear sus­
pension component. got bent a 
little, bit in the impact and 
that's .,omething you'd want 
to know before you ruined 
your tires or needed to make 
another emergency maneuver. 

TOM: So I would take it to 
a mechanic, tell him what hap­
pened and a. k him to have a 
look. You'll want him to 
inspect the tire itself to make 
sure it wasn't damaged, check 
the alignment on the machine 
and have a look under the car 
in the area of impact, just to be 
sure nothing looks out of 
place. And if he says every­
thing looks line, then you can 
forget all about it. Good luck, 
Aniket.
