PRESTONSBURG - A
Floyd County man has been
arrested and charged with
sexual abuse after police
said he forced a minor to go
to his apartment and later
assaulted her.

State police took 39-year
old A.W. Stanley into custody
in Wheelwright Jan. 16.

According to the arresting
officer, KSP Trooper Shaun
Little, Stanley, a resident of
Melvin, forced a minor to his
apartment on Nov. 15, where
he then attempted to remove
her pants after pushing her
onto a bed.

Stanley was charged with
first-degree sexual abuse
after the warrant was served
and is currently being held
on a $20,000 cash bond at
the Floyd County Detention
Center. He was originally
held without bond after his
arrest.

He entered a not guilty
plea during his arraignment
Tuesday and is next sched-
uled to appear for a prelimi-
pary hearing on Jan. 28.

According to court
records, at the time of his
arrest, Stanley was awaiting
charges of second-degree
trafficking in a controlled
substance-in a criminal case
dating back to this past sum-
mer. He had been arrested
on that charge on July 30
and posted bail and was
released on Aug. 7. His sen-
tencing in that case is set,
according to records, for
Feb. 6.

covered hundreds of prescrip-
tion pills at their Blue River
residence.

The arrests are the result of
a five-month long cooperative
investigation between
Operation UNITE and the
Kentucky Attorney General’s
Criminal Investigations
Division for the Big Sandy
Region.

“We have reason to believe
these pills were being brought

to Eastern Kentucky from
Indiana,” said Dan Smoot, law
enforcement director for
UNITE.

At about 5 p.m. Tuesday
evening, officers with UNITE,
the Attorney General's office,
the  Prestonsburg  Police
Department and the Floyd
County Sheriff’s Department
executed the search warrant at

‘the Blue River residence.

The search furned up 513

methadone pills, 71 Percocet
tablets and another 105 Lorcet
tablets. The pills have a com-
bined street value of approxi-
mately $7,496, police said.
Helmstetter was charged
with two counts of first-degree
trafficking, his second such
offense, and one count of sec-
ond-degree trafficking. In
2004, he was convicted in
Floyd County on one count of
first-degree trafficking.

Slone was charged with
two counts of first-degree traf-
ficking and one count of sec-
ond-degree trafficking, both
her first offenses.

Both Helmstetter and Slone
are being held, at the Floyd
County Detention Center.

Man charged with forgery

PRESTONSBURG —
Following a complaint issued by
a postal inspector, a Melvin man
now faces 10 counts of forgery
for allegedly altering money
orders at his local post office.

Charged were filed this week
against Melvin resident David
Henderson, 36, after a complaint
from Lexington postal inspector

Kyle M. Ephardt alleged the
man forged 10 money orders
over a period of two months at
the Melvin Post Office.

Henderson now faces 10
counts of first-degree forgery,
charges for which he pleaded not
guilty at his arraignment this
week.

According to the complaint,
the alleged forgeries took place
between August and October of
2008.

Originally held at the Floyd

Henderson will next appear
in court for a preliminary hear-
ing on Feb. 9, a date which was
reset after the amendment to his
bond.

Prison seeks
dismissal of
firing suit

WHEELWRIGHT - Officials with Otter Creek
Correctional Center in Wheelwright have filed to
dismiss a lawsuit brought against them last year by a
former employee.

A motion was filed in Floyd County Circuit Court
this month to dismiss a lawsuit brought against the
prison by former corrections officer Clinton Meade.

Meade filed the lawsuit shortly after he was fired
from the facility in December 2007. According to
documentation provided in court records, Meade
was terminated for allegedly sexually harassing a
female coworker.

The Otter Creek prison is a medium security facil-
ity which exclusively houses female inmates.

The prison’s warden, Jeff Little, is named in the
motion to dismiss, which asks that the suit be
dropped because Meade has no legal reason for com-
plaint, citing specifically that Kentucky has an at-
will employee law which enables an employee to be
dismissed for any reason.

On Dec. 6, 2007, Meade received a letter from
then-warden Joyce Arnold explaining the he had
been placed on administrative leave pending the out-
come of an internal investigation into a complaint
issued against Meade by a female coworker.

One week later, Meade received a second letter
from Arnold notifying him that his employment with
the prison had been terminated for violation of poli-
cies regarding harassment and sexual harassment.

Enclosed with the letter was a grievance form,
which Arnold suggested Meade use if he chose to do
SO.

Meade did file a grievance saying he had been
“wrongly accused,” as well as detailing specifics
about the incident for which he was ultimately fired.

“I was wrongly accused and terminated because I
was blamed for touching a coworker inappropriate-
ly,” Meade wrote in his defense. I advised Mr. Jeff
Little (ast. Warden) (sic) and Mr. Dwight Crowell

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INEZ — Once additional
excavation work is finished,

Thomas Haydon, president
of the company, said work on
the remaining bridge pillars
and deck should start some-
time in March. “The bridge
will be [inished this construc-
tion season,” meaning some
time before Nov. 1. Doug
Wright, PE, project manager
for Highway District 12, esti-
mates a finish time around the
first of August, hopefully
before school starts for the
2009-10 academic year.

Wright said there will be
more lane closures once con-
struction resumes. “Lane clo-
sures arc an important safety
measure,” he explained, *10
kecp cquipment and fraffic
from mingling in the work
zone.” Signs dirccting traffic
will show motorists the direc
tion they should travel when
lane closures are in effect.

The purpose of the bridge is

to diverl coal truck tralfic and
other large vehicles off Roule
3 coming into Inez. Instead of
using the at-grade T-intersec-
tion and turning left off Route
3 onto 645W, larger vehicles
will move from the right lane
onlo a ramp lo the [lyover
bridge and then merge into
Route 645W past thé current
interscetion, a distance of 0.56
miles.

“This is an extremcly busy
intersection.” Wright said.
“School buses, coal trucks,
other large commercial vehi-
cles, all cause congestion at
this junction. In addition, the
very size of some vehicles
poses a sight distance problem
for drivers of smaller trucks
and passcnger cars. When you
divert the big trucks and buses
onto the new bridge with a
grade separation, the intersec-
tion becomes much less con-
gested and, therefore, much
more sale.”

Haydon Bridge Company
started work in February 2008.
The contract amount of
$6.228,309.29 includes site

I am related to a set of siblings who
lost their mother to suicide at a very,
very young age. There was a family
history ol addiction, a large loss and
no real guidance. It was a recipe for
disaster and the inevilable occurred.
Both children grew to be addicts
themselves, starling usage al a young
age even for this arca. They have
stolen from . family members,
strangers, and places of business
alike...all with the same goal, 1 know
they have each been in jail at least
twice now.

Hearing this both saddens and infu-
riates me. This individual is going
back to jail, but what will happen
there? Really, what is the purpose of
jail? Is it merely to babysit those that
break the law and “punish them”
while providing them with free food
and shelter, or is it to try Lo truly reha-
bilitate them and equip them with the
abilily (o re-enter society as contribul-
ing members? You see, in order to do
that, the individual needs serious help.

T wonder how many men and
women sitting in the Floyd County
jail right now are there because of
drugs in onc form-or another? And
how many of those inmates are repeat
offenders? What, as a commutity, arc

* we doing to break the cycle?

Wouldn'l il make more sense (o
spend a little more money and effort
on the individuals there Lo truly try Lo
rchabilitate them in order to try to pre-
vent re-eniry into the judicial sysiem,
which costs us hundreds of thousands
of dollars in taxpayers’ money?

Some of you from this arca might
be thinking, “Well, isn’t that what

UNITE was founded for? Don’t they

help? Don't they fight to stop the dis-

tribution of substances and atilempl lo
help the addict overcome the dis-
ease?’ From my experience, this is
partially truc.

You see, I know an individual very
well who was ordered by drug court to
attend rehab. He had to wait months
before one of the state facilitics had
room for him. Then, he completed a

month-and-a-halt of his three months.

Why only-half the time. you ask? Was
it because he refused to complete his
time there?

No, quite the opposite actually. He
was enjoying his time there. He was
learning how to overcome his addic-
tion and to ind the man inside again.
He was just beginning to receive the
tools necessary to allow him to return
and become a contributing member of
our community. More importantly, he
was learning how (o be able to truly be
a good father to his children that his
addiction had caused him {o Teave
behind.

However, UNITE stopped {unding
his stay. The minute the monecy ran
out, he was told he had to leave,
before completing his rchabilitation.
He was just beginning to get into the
mindset needed (o truly transition in
hig life, but because of lack of money,
he was (urned back oul into the world.

On his way back from the rchab,
on the very car ride, he learned that a
cousin. that was close to him in both
spirit and age had died. He relapsed

within the first 24 hours of being,

home and hasn’t come out of it since
then, Would the extra month and a
half have helped him to fight against
his addiction better? We have no way
of knowing that now, do we? But it
certainly could have.

Then there is the concept of
UNITE waging the war on drugs
themselves. Have you ever spoken Lo
UNITE because you were concerned
about a neighbor that was dealing
drugs where your children: play?
Because if you do, do you know what
they will tell you?

They will tell you that they need
for you to get them proof. It is up (o
the person filing the complaint fo sup-
ply evidence against the people that
may not only be sick with addiction,
but also dangerous. That doesn’t
sound very bencficial to the commu-
nity, now does it? How many of you
are willing (o step out on the kind ol
line?

So, what's the real answer? T know

what 1 would like to see. I would love
to see more ang better equipped reha-
bilitation centers. I'm sure that some
taxpayer money and donations would
be better suited helping these lacilities
than planting more flowers along the
roadsides and in parks. T believe that
drug education should be mandatory
even within the prison. Bring the
rchab to them.

And the centers themsclves, they
need help. I am currently struggling,
trying to help somcone that 1 care for
very much find a facility to receive
assistance  for drug addiction,
Someone that is desperately reaching
out for help belore they have [allen
through the proverbial judicial cracks.

T was appalled (o discover that
there is little to no help available. All
state facilities have a waiting list.
Other facilitics won’t cven consider
you if you don’t have insurance or the
ability to pay up [ront. T don’t know
about you, but I don’t know many
people that happen to have $20,000
just lying about.

And the sad truth is, because of the
power of the drugs to completely
destroy lives, most addicts will not
have the moncy to pay, nor will they
have insurance coverage because they
simply canfot hold down a job while
being held prisoner by their own
needs.

There has been a tragic death of
one who reached out for help, bul was
denied by approximately 12 locations
in one day. This individual decided
that it would be less painful to end the
life than to continue on being held
caplive by the addiction.

So what can I do? What can we do?
II' you don’t think that this is your
problem, then the next time you arc
shopping or dropping your child off at
school, I want you to really consider
how many people around you are
alfected by the damage of drug addic-
tion in onc way or another. It is a
social and physical disease that is
killing this tiny community that 1 love
dearly. It is robbing our youth of hope,
and stealing mothers and lathers away
from their children.

II' we don’t start (o sland up, one
person at a time, our quict; roral arca
will disappear. The very soul and
backbone of our mountain spirit will
be destroyed, and we will be trapped
in its loncly cmpty skeleton.

To drown a sweet potato in a
mountain of marshmallows, sticky
maple syrup or a gobs ol brown
sugar is to bury the truth of their
flavor; earthy yet sweel. Firm yel
soft. Sweet potatocs descrve to be
eaten withoul the [rou frou.

For lunch sometimes, I'll sim-
ply bake a sweet potato and eat it
plain, in all its goodness. It's satis-
fying, filling and takes no time to
prepare (if I get it in the oven
before 1 get hungry!).

meningitis is the severe form
that requires hospitalization
and may be fatal. It is the type
that is covered by the meningi-
tis vaccine that many
teenagers get before going off
to college or during high
school. It is a one time vac-
cine, and booster shots are
generally not advised.
Bacterial meningitis is more
common in babies and young

children, but it can strike
adults. These patients are very
ill when they seek medical
attention, usually in the emer-
gency department of a local
hospital. They typically have a
high fever with shaking chills,
headache, vomiting and a stiff
neck. Their condition can
deteriorate very quickly lead-
ing to convulsions, coma and
death.

~Since your daughter was
sent home from the hospital
without being admitted, she
must have the viral type of
meningitis. The early symp-
toms that are usually present
when the sufferer is first seen
by the doctor are headache,
sensitivity to light, fatigue,

and low grade fever. This con-
dition is fairly common in the

‘summer and fall and can be

caused by one of several virus-
es, most often those in a group
known as enteroviruses.
Whatever the causative virus,
to produce meningitis, it must
infect the covering of the brain
and cause inflammation.

Now, if you are wondering
where the term meningitis
comes from, this is the appro-
priate place for a quick Latin
lesson. The covering of the
brain is called the meninges. If
we add the Latin suffix “itis,”
which means inflammation, to
meninges, we have “meningi-
tis,” or inflammation of the
meninges.

Softball Eagles look to

maintaln success

MOREHEAD — A ycar after
lirst-year head coach Holly
Bruder guided the Morchead
State University softball pro-
oram (o its best scason in school
history, the Eagles have many of
the pieces siill in place o main-
tain their level of success
2009. Five regular starters
return, along with two pitchers -
including the 2008 Ohio Valley
Conference Pitcher of the Year -
to belp MSU build upon 2008’s
34-16 scason. The Eagles must
replace four starters, but Bruder
and her stall believe they have
some new faces that will be
major contributors. The Eagles
begin the season Feb. 13-15 at
the Auburn Tiger Invitational.

*“This season will be more
challenging than last as we lost
four starters in key roles. Those
have been harder to replace than
expected, and we'll have a num-
ber or young players having to
step up in those key spots. This
season will also be harder for the
fact ol another lough schedule,
and wc'll have some cnemics
from last season looking for
some revenge,” said Bruder,
whose team finished second in
the OVC regular season race last
year and who arc picked for a
third place finish in 2009,

A key reason for MSU’s reju-
venation last year rested with the
arm of now-junior pitcher Alex
Gjevre. She became the first
major conference award winner
for the Eagle program when she
was named OVC Pitcher of the
Year as a sophomore. Gjevre set
a school single season record
with 17 wins and 125 strikeouts
and posted the second best sea-
son ERA in school history al
{).96. In conference games, she
was even stingier, allowing only
10 carned runs in 109 innings
and winning 11 games.versus
just three losses. Bruder expects
her to take on an even larger role
in 2009, probably expanding her
appearances and  innings
pilched. She sel a school record
as a freshman, appearing in 38
games, and needs just seven
more wins to set the school
career record.

But, the Eagles also have two
other capable arms in junior
Sarah Funston and [reshman
Ashley Boyd. Funston moved
into a closer’'s role last year,
picking up two saves and allow-
ing just 12 earmed runs in 61
innings pitched. She also only
walked six batters versus 53
strikeouts. She’ll battle Boyd for
the number two pitcher’s job.
Boyd should prove to be a solid
pitcher as a tue freshman. She
had a solid fall campaign and
looks ready for the rigors of a
collegiate season.

“My pilchers are strong
because of their work cthic and
because of my amazing pitching
coach, Gary Potts. Gary has the
knowledge and skills to take
these pitchers beyond what they
can do themselves, He puts in
the time needed and goes above

what’s necessary to get to the
top,” said Bruder. “Having Alex
in the top 235 in ERA in the coun-
try is a prime example ol coach-
ing and work ethic. We look for
Alex 1o be our leadeér again and
to help minimize the number of
runs scored by our opponents.
Funston and Boyd will compete
for the number two spot. This
year’s schedule will be difficult
as we play many back-to-back-
to-hack games thal we will need
all three every senes.”

On the infield, the Eagles
return second baserman Bri Jones
for her [inal season. Jones is also
the only senior on the 2009 ros-
ter. MSU also has Second-Team
All-OVC  third  bascman
Rebeccea Butler back. Junior
Bethany Ellis, who has seen a
limited role in her first two years,
is the heir apparent at first base,
and junior Bianca Cardcnas -
who has been the Eagles’ normal
designated player the past two
years - will most likely move in
behind the plate this year.
Freshman Kayla Brill is another
option at catcher. Bruder is con-
cerned about a gap at shortstop.
MSU does nol have a true shori-
stop, so freshman Samantha
Sparks appears to be the top
option. Sparks is an All Slate-
type player from Russell, but has
mainly played other inlield spots
and doesn’t have much cxperi-
ence in the middle infield.
Freshman Carric Himmelhaver
could also see time in the middle
inficld, while freshman
Courtney Rhodus will battle for
playing time as well. Bruder
hopes that players like Jones and
Butler can help the more inexpe-
rienced inficlders grow into solid
players.
